SPECIAL REGULATIONS—

AUSTRALIAN CIDER, SPIRITS AND
LIQUEURS.

1. Each exhibitor will be allowed up to three
entries in any one class, except for liqueurs,
which shall be restricted to one entry of any
one brand in each class. FEach exhibit shall
consist of two reputed quarts or four reputed
pints, drawn from Bond, and shall be of the
alecoholic content prescribed for the class in
which it is entered.

tion. Should any such entry be accepted, it shall,
when discovered, be deemed void, and the entry
fee and exhibit shall be forfeited to the Society.

5. No person will be allowed to inspect an
entry form after reception by the Secretary,
il'ntﬂ the Judges’ awards have been made pub-
ic.

6. Immediately after the closing date of en-
tries, a draw may be made for the selection
of three exhibitors from whose entries a further
draw will be made to enable one sample to be
selected from each exhibitor. The Society re-
serves the right to make an inspection of the

quantity in accordance with the certificate of
entry.

7. After the close of entries no person will
be permitted access to the exhibits, except the
Judges, Secretary and Staff, until the award has
been made.

8. Each exhibit must be accompanied by a
declaration: (a) that it conforms with these
regulations; and (b) that it has not been blended
with any imported spirit or liqueur.

9. Every’exhibit must be contained in a bottle
clearly marked to show the nature of the ex-
hibit, the year of exhibition, the number of
the class in which it is entered, and the name
of the exhibitor, and such bottles must be packed
in cases or hampers or other suitable containers
bearing the name and the address of the ex-
hibitor, which must be addressed to the Secre-
tary, Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria,
Show Grounds, Ascot Vale, and be delivered to
the Show Grounds not later than 12 noon on
Saturday, 21st August, 1948. -

10. In all classes the stock, as stated on the
entry form, may be inspected and checked by
a representative of the Society or its nominee.
Each exhibitor must supply the Society with a
sealed envelope containing the record of any
sale made subsequent to their entries being
lodged, provided such sale has reduced the stipu-
lated quantity below the minimum.

11. No exhibitor will be permitted to occupy
the position of Judge or Steward or become in
any way identified with the judging or handling
of the exhibits.

12. The judge may award prizes on the basis
of First, Second, Third, Very Highly Commended,
Highly Commended, and Commended, but prize
money will only be allocated for first and second
awards.

138. All persons exhibiting shall accept the de-

cision of the Judges appointed by the Society
as to the merits of their exhibits.

14. No protest will be entertained unless made
within three days of the close of the last judging
day of the Section.

15. No exhibitor shall advertise or allow to
be advertised by any means whatsoever, and
whether by broadcasting, pictorially, or in writ-
ing, the fact that any exhibit has won any prize
in this section unless such advertisement shows
clearly in type of equal prominence both the
class in which such prize was won and the
qualifications necessary for entry in that class.

16. All exhibits to become the property of the
Society.
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INSTRUCTIONS TO JUDGES.

1. The Judges shall have power to disqualify
or dismiss, as being not eligible for judging,
any exhibit which, in their opinion, does not
comply with the regulations in every respect,
and such disqualification or dismissal shall be
accepted as final. The Judges shall have power
to call in one or more persons, not being ex-
hibitors, for consultative or advisory purposes.

9 In the event of there being no competition
in a class, Judges may award a prize or not,
as they think fit. Prizes may be withheld in any
class where exhibits are considered unworthy.

3. Where, in the opinion of the Judge, an
exhibit is not in accordance with conditions, he
shall, before making the award in the class, refer
the matter to the Council for enquiry.
