For the convenience of intending exhibitors,
‘the office will be open for the reception of en-
tries till 9.30 p.m. on Thursday and Friday even-
ings, 7th and 8th August.

Entries must be made on forrr_ls §uppli_ed by
the Society, and will only be received subject to
the Rules and Regulations of the Society.

Exhibits must be bona fide property of the
exhibitor at time of entry.

No bird may be entered in more than one
class, and birds entered in wrong classes will
not be judged and the entry fees will be for-
feited.

Entry fee, 1/-. Prizes in each class will be:—
First, 5/- and 40 per cent. of entry fees; Second,
2/6 and 20 per cent. of entry fees; Third, Card
and 10 per cent. of entry fees. (See particulars
of Special Prizes and Trophies at end of Sec-
tion).

Budgerigars must be delivered to the Super-
intendent at the Pigeon Pavilion on the Show
Grounds not later than 9 p.m. on Wednesday,
17th September. Canaries, Finches and Cage
Birds must be delivered not later than 9 p.m.
on Thursday, 18th September. Country and
interstate exhibitors may make arrangements
with the Society to receive their birds and return
them after the Show.

Exhibitors must provide suitable cages for
their birds—standard, if possible. Gummed
labels to be affixed thereto will be supplied by
the Society, and no addition must be made to
these labels by exhibitors. In the event of an
exhibitor adding to the information included on
the label by the Society, the bird to whose cage
this label is attached will be disqualified.

No bird suffering from any disease will be
allowed to be exhibited.

Judging of Budgerigars will be commenced
at 9 am. on Thursday, 18th September,
and, with the exception of those engaged
by the Society, no person will be admitted to
the Pavilion on that day. Judging of Canaries,
Finches and Cage Birds will be commenced at

9 a.m. on Friday, 19th September. The Pavil_ion
will be open to the public from the conclusion
of judging until 9 p.m. on Friday, 19th Sep-
tember, and from 9 a.m. until 9 p.m. on Sat-
urday, 20th September.

During the Show the birds will be in the
custody of the Society, and must not be touched
or handled by the owner or any person, on any
pretence whatever, without the permission of the
Superintendent.

Exhibitors will not be permitted to remove
their birds before 9 p.m. on Saturday, 20th
Sevtember.

The Society will arrange for a competent per-
son to feed and otherwise attend to the birds,
and caretakers will be on duty in the Pavilion
night and day during the cuvrrency of the Show.

The greatest care will be taken of the ex-
hibits, but the Society will not be responsible
for any accident, mistake, loss or damage, from
whatever cause arising, the exhibits being at
the sole risk of the exhibitor. In case of the death
of any exhibit, the same shall be certified by
the Veterinary Surgeon or his deputy.

Exhibitors of birds which are protected or
kept under permit, must produce their permit
when called uron to do so. The Society does
not accept any responsibility in this matter. En-
tries can only be accepted on this condition.

Birds that have been tampered with or im-
properly dealt with in any way shall be dis-
qualified, and entry fees paid therefor shall be
forfeited. The exhibitor shall also be liable to
disqualification, and, if a member, to expulsion
from the Society.

CONDITIONS OF COMPETITION.

1. Collections may consist of the following:—

duce, including Wool, Wine. Vegetables, Roots,
etc., and Wood.

2. Societies may compete in all the sub-
divisions mentioned in the scale of points at
the foot hereof, or may, at their discretion, de-
lete any part or parts carrying points not ex-
ceeding 100. All Societies, must, however,
compete in Section 13—Effective Arrangement.
No Society will partake in the distribution of
the prize money unless its exhibits are awardzd
450 points or over. A list of the deleted sections
or sub-sections (if any) to be delivered to the
Society’s office on the Show Grounds at least 48
hours before the judging is timed to commence.
Prize money will be divided on the basis that
the percentage of points actually scored bears
to the number of points competed for.

3. Exhibits entered for the Agricultural So-
cieties’ Competitions are not eligible to compete
in the general classes. Exhibitors wishing to
compete in open classes must forward a serar-
ate exhibit.

......

4. Each exhibit will be allowed from 850 to
1,000 square feet of floor space.

5. All collections of exhibits must be in
charge of a responsible officer of the Society
sending the same, who will have to arrange and
display the exhibit to the best advantage. Ex-
hibits must be completed before 9 a.m. on
Thursday, 18th September.

6. On application to the Secretary, onc an-
proved attendant from each Society competing
will be allowed to assist in locating the exhibits
while the judging is taking place, but he will
be removed from the building if he interferes
with the Judge in any way.

7. Exhibits must be produced, prepared or
manufactured within a radius of 30 miles of
the Show Grounds of the Society enfering same,
and, with the exception of wines and woods,
must have been produced within 12 wmonths
previous to date of entry. Woods and wines
may be of any age, but the latter must be from
a vineyard that is producing at time of ex-
hibition. Exhibits may be manufactured from
produce secured beyond the 30-mile radius and
wool grown in the distriet may be scoured be-
yond the 30-mile radius. No exhibits produced
or manufactured in the capital cities of Aus-
tralia or within a five-mile radius of the General
Post Office of same will be allowed to compete.

JUDGES.—J. Soler, Esq., of New Zealand, all
except Australian Breeds; F. A. Longmo:ze, Esq.,
all Australian Breeds.

In all cases where an adjudication involves
breeds scheduled to be judged by more than one
judge, those judges will confer.

STEWARDS.—William Cockbill, Esq., Steward-
in-Chief; Messrs. E. J. Bennett, W. H. Brilliant,
N. F. Coles, G. McEwin Duncan, C. Kelly, R.
Myers, J. S. Rowles and H. T. C. Woodfull.

This Show incorporates the Championshin
Shows of the Chow Chow Club of Australia, St.
Bernard Club of Awustralia and Victorian Cairn
Terrier Club.

ENTRY FEE.—Unless otherwise stated: Mem-
bers of the Royal Agricultural Society of Viec-
toria, 2/-; Non-Members of the Royal Agricul-
tural Society of Victoria, 4/- each entry.

PRIZES :—Unless otherwise stated the prizes
in each class are: First, £1 and Card; second,
10/- and Card; third, Card. Plain ribbons will be
issued in the judging rings merely as an indi-
cation to the spectators of the judge’s awards—
blue for first, red for second and white for thivd.

Kennel Control Council Challenge Certificates,
with inscribed blue ribbons, also Reserve Chal-
lenge Certificates, are offered at this Show, one
of each certificate for each sex of every breed,
at the discretion of the judges. On application
to and confirmation by the Kennel Control Coun-
cil, any dog which wins not fewer than four
Challenge Certificates as distinet from Reserve
Challege Certificates under not fewer than four
different judges at different Shows, and gains
a total of 100 points, shall be krown as a K.C.C.
Champion. Points shall be allotted as {follows:—
(a) Each Challenge Certificate winner — 10
points, plus 1 point for every dog and bitch six
months of age or over entered in an ordinary
class for the breed; (b) 25 points for each win-
ner in the following grours, provided that no
exhibit shall receive more than a total, in all,
of 25 points at any one Show: Groun 1, Toys:
Group 2, Sporting Terriers; Group 3, Gun Dogs;
Group 4, Sporting, other than Terriers or Gun
Dogs; Group 5, all others. Dogs holding Kennel
Control Council or other approved Challenge Cer-
tificates of any degree of the type awarded
previous to 1st January, 1941, shall be permitted
to qualify for the title mer:ly by winning a

total, in all, of four certificates under four dif-
ferent judges at different Shows, regardless
of the point value,.

Challenge and Reserve Challenge Certificates
may be awarded to both sexes in classes which
are for dogs and bitches together, also to every

breed entered in the “Any other Recognised
Breeds’ Classes.”
The judges are empowered and are instructed

not to award any prize to any animal which

they cornsider is not of sufficient merit.

PAYMENT OF PRIZES.—All Special Prizes
and prize money will be posted to the winners
after the Show.

XHIBITS DUE AT SEOW.—All exhibits
entersd in the ordinary classes must be benched
by 9.30 a.m. on the day they are due to be exhi-
bited. See headings to Groups. Intending exhi-
bitors are warned not to make an entry unless
they are prepared strictly to observe this condi-
tion.

Every dog must be provided with a suitable
collar and chain or a lcad, but theyv must be
benched with chains of metal. No cages may
be used for dogs other than those provided or
approved by the Society, and nothing which will
affect the view of the public may be added to
the cages. Not more than one exhibit mayv oc-
cupy any one bench or cage. A dog may not
be so placed on the bench or in a cage as to be
away from the view of the public. The position
of exhibit numbers on benches or cages may
not be altered.

EXHIBIT NUMBERS.—These will be posted
to exhibitors before the Show. When dogs are
being judged the handler must wear the exhibit
number of only the dog being handled.

YETERINARY INSPECTION.—No dog will be

~admitted to the Show until submitted to veter-

inary examination and its exhibit number is
stanmped ‘“Pass to Ring.” Examinations will take
place between 8.30 and 9.30 a.m. on the day
on which each group is exhibited and as stated
herein under the title “Al]l Breeds Classes.”

JUBGING.—Judging will commence punctually
at 10 a.m. 'on the day on which each Group
1s exhibited (see headings to Groups). In the
case of Special Prizes in which dogs from dif-
ferent Groups are required to meet, the elimin-
ation awards will be made immediately judging
is comrleted in each Group, and the final award
will be made on the last day of the Show.

In view of the need to expedite judging, ex-
hibitors will be held wholly responsible for hav-
ing their dogs in the judging rings immediately
they are required for judging. After the Judge’s
Steward has given word to the judge to pro-
ceed with the judging of a competition, no other
exhibit may eate: the judging ring until after
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that competition has been completed. Exhibits
which are not brought promptly to the rings
when called. and exhibits, the owners ov handlers
of which omit to obey the orders of the Stewards,
or are wearing more than one exhibit number,
may be refused admission to the rings.

EXERCISING EXHIBITS.—By arraugement
with the Superintendent, exhibitors will be per-
mitted to exercise their dogs for a short time
each day.

Except as stated herein, no exhibit may be
absent from its bench unless for the purpose of
being judged.

FREE CARE AND RETURN.—Dogs will be
received and benched, fed and attended to with-
out chavge. Certificates for the free return by
train of unsold dogs brought to the Show by
train will be issued on application to the Super-
intendent.

REGISTRATION NECESSARY.—Prior to en-
try all dogs must be registered, or transferred or
leased to present ownership direct with the Ken-

nel Control Council, 422 Collins Street, Mel-
bourne. The fees per dog are as follow:—

Dogs registered with a body recognised by
the K.C.C. must, nevertheless, be registered on
the usual form with the K.C.C., and the regis-
tration certificate produced when no registration
fees shall be charged.

WITHDRAWAL OF ENTRY.—In order to
prevent unnecessary preparation of benches, etc.,
the Society reserves the right to impose a fine
of 10/- for each and every entered dog not ex-
hibited unless notification of withdrawal from
competition is sent the Society before the Show.

DISPLAY OF ADVERTISING.—Exhibitors
will be permitted to display approved advertis-
ing material on the benches and cages allotted
their exhibits. The display must be executed
attractively, not in handwriting, and shall be
removed promptly if deemed undesirable. It
shall not go beyond the following: (1) A space
not exceeding 2 ft. wide by 8 in. deep at the
back of the bench; (2) The name, address and
telephone number of the Kennel or exhibitor,
or both; (3) The name of the exhibit; (4) A
properly approved stud card of the exhibit,
whether dog or bitch. Stud cards may mention
wins at other fixtures; (5) Suitable words offer-
ing dogs and/or puppies for sale, but not ac-
tually naming any dog or puppy which is not
exhibited, and not quoting any prices; (6) photo-
graphs and illustrations of the dog exhibited;
(7) General decorative material other than an-
nouncements.

LOCKERS.—A limited number of lockers, with
keys, will be available for the use of exhibitors
at a charge of 2/6 for two days’ use. Reserva-
tions and payments may be made at time of
entry.

OWNER'S RISK.—The Society will be most
anxious for the care and safety of dogs sent
for exhibition, or any other property entrusted
to it, but it must be understood distinctly by
exhibitors, and all other persons, that the So-
ciety will not be responsible for the loss, se-
tention of or damage to any dog or other pro-
perty, whether avising from accident, or other
cause whatever, or from any act or omission of
itself, its officers, agents, servants, or others.

DEFINITION OF CLASSES.—PUPPY.—For
dogs of six and not exceeding twelve months of
age.

JUNIOR.—For dogs of six and not exceeding
elghteen months of age.

NOVICE.—For dogs six months of age or
over which have not won a first prize in any
class at any exhibition (subject to footnote),
Local, Encouragement, Maiden, Brace, Team,
Litter, and all Puppy Classes excepted, or which
have not won a Challenge Certificate, regardless
of any class in which they competed.

LIMIT.—For dogs six months of age or over
which have not won a total of four first prizes
in any limit and/or Australasian-bred and/or
Open Classes at any exhibition (subject to foot-
note).

OPEN.—For all dogs six months of age or
over. If confined to a breed or variety, for all
dogs of that breed or variety. The word “var-
iety” shall be taken as referring to the pure
bred varieties, for which a separate register is
kept by the Kennel Control Council at the date
of the exhibition at which '-- classes are
offered.

NOTE.—The age of all dogs shall be com-
puted from and inclusive of the day of their
hirth to midnight of the first day on which the
breed is exhibited.

Wins at Parades shall count at subsequent
Parades only, but wins at Shows shall count at
subsequent Parades and Shows. Only wins up
to and including the day before entries close

shall count.
