The breeding year for all Cattle’ (including
Fats) dates from 1st July in each year.

Cow or Heifer entered as “in milk” can be
transferred to the ‘“in calf” class, if she has
not calved prior to judging day, or vice versa.

Cows or Heifers entered in the “in calf”
classes must be stripped out prior to entering
the judging ring.

Judges have the right to order any Cow com-
peting for Championships to be milked dry
‘before finally awarding the prizes.

In all Sections feed sheds are available for
-exhibitors. Charge, 12/6 during the currency
-of the Show. Feed-mixing bins may be hired for
2/6 each. Exhibitors are not permitted to stack
feed in the Cattle Pavilions.

Cows and Heifers in milk must be at the
grounds on Wednesday, 21st September, and be
fully milked out bhetween 4 p.m. and 5 p.m. (ex-
cept Friesians, Section 25, which will be stripped
out at 9 p.m.), at which hour they will be stripped
out in the presence of the Stewards, or whom
they may appoint. They will be judged first on
‘Thursday morning. The owner or his represen-
tative must be in attendance when females are
being stripped out. All other cattle must be at
‘the grounds before 9 a.m. on Thursday, 22nd Sep-
tember.

~ Entries are accepted on the distinct under-
-standing that stock may not be removed from
the Show Grounds until after 1 p.m. on Friday,
'30th September.

Entries of milking stock (Sections 19 to 26
inclusive) will only be accepted subject to the
following regulations regarding the disposal of
milk.

In order that the Society can comply with the
provisions of the Dairy Supervision Act, ex-
‘hibitors are not permitted to dispose of milk
prior to and during the currency of the Show,
-either by sale or gift, other than to the So-
-ciety’s agent, who is situated at the Milk Room
(beside the No. 1 Cattle Pavilion). All milk
‘will be purchased according to butter-fat value,
based upon a complete test of the bulked milk,
and returns forwarded to exhibitors after the
Show. No milk will be paid for unless approved
milk utensils are used and hygienic methods are
-adopted.

In Beef Cattle Classes, entries will be limited
to two in each class (except where otherwise
specified) from any one exhibitor.

In Dual Purpose and Dairy Cattle Classes for
animals three yvears old and over, entries will be
limited to two in each class (except where other-
wise specified) from any one exhibitor. In
classes for animals under three years, entries will
be limited to one in each class from any one
exhibitor.

Only one exhibitor will be recognised as an
owner from any one holding, and any exhibitor
who enters, or permits the entry of any of his
stock, in the name of any other exhibitor, shall
be disqualified.

Any exhibitor who shall, without due cause,
fail to parade any animal before the Judge,
when required so to do by the Steward of the
Section, shall be liable to a fine of £1.

Parades.— Prize-winning horses and cattle
only will be peirmitted to take part in parades.
All prize-winning horses and cattlc must be
taken out on parade, in accordance with the
printed programme. Exhibitors shall be sub-
ject to a fine of ten shillings in each case in
which this regulation is not complied with, and
shall also be liable to forfeit the prize or prizes
awarded to their exhibit or exhibits. All horses
and cattle parading must wear exhibit numbers.
No ribbons will be permitted on exhibits except
those won during the Show.

If, in the opinion of the Secretary, any ex-
hibit or exhibits of stock be deemed to be dan-
gerous, the owner of such exhibit or exhibits
shall immediately, upon notice to that effect,
remove such exhibit or exhibits from the So-
ciety’s Grounds.

All male exhibits of Cattle over the age of
12 months shall be rung through the nose, and
when on parade or going to and from the parade
shall be led by such ring. IExhibitors will be
liable to a fine of £2 for every infringement of
this regulation.

Each exhibitor is required to see that each of
his exhibits is securely tethered in its stall, and
in the case of polled breeds it is compulsory
that they be tethered by the nose ring in addi-
tion to the head stall or neck rope.

Exhibitors of Cattle are not permitted to
allow persons to ride on the backs of their ex-
hibits. Exhibitors will be liable to a fine of £2
for any infringement of this regulation.

If, in the opinion of the Secretary, exhibits
in this Section be deemed to be deformed, the
owner or owners of such exhibit or exhibits
shall, upon notice to that effect, remove such
exhibit or exhibits from the Show Grounds.

Exhibits of Cattle which, in the opinion of
the Society, are not in reasonable Show condi-
tion, shall be removed from the grounds and
