Entries are accepted on the distinct under-
standing that stock may not be removed from
the Show Grounds until after 12 noon on Friday,
29th September.

All British Breeds Sheep exhibited (except
imported sheep, which must be tattooed in
accordance with the regulations of the recog-
nised Flock Book of the country of origin) must
be visibly and legibly tattooed with their
breeder’s registered flock number and the trade
mark of the Australian Society of Breeders of
British Sheep in accordance with the Rules of
that Society. '

All Corriedale Sheep exhibited (except im-
ported sheep, which must be visibly and legibly
tattooed in accordance with the regulations of
the recognised Flock Book of the. country of
origin) must be tattooed with their breeder’s
registered flock number and the trade mark of
the Australian Corriedale Association in accord-
ance with the Rules of that Association.

Inspectors will examine all registered British
Breeds, Corriedale, Polwarth and Fat Sheep ex-
hibited prior to judging and discard all not up
to standard and not fairly and evenly shorn
Any found to be not visibly and legibly tattooea
will be disqualified.

Disqualified sheep may not be offered for sale
on the Show Grounds. Exhibitors of disqualified
sheep may remove them from the Show Grounds
or leave them in their pens. If sheep are left in
the pens a notice carrying the words, “Rejected
by Inspectors and not permitted to be offered for
sale,” must be erected over them.

Sheep in Sections 29 to 42 inclusive, are only
required in the yards from 10 a.m. on Monday,
25th September (when judging commences),
until 12 noon on Friday, 29th September.

Sheep must not be rugged during the hours
the Show is' open to the public. The exhibitor
will be liable to a fine of ten shillings for every
infringement of this regulation.

A ewe entered as “with her own lamb at foot”
may be transferred to the Class provided for
ewe of her age if she has not lambed prior to
Jjudging day, or vice versa.

All sheep entei'd in Sections 29 to 42 (in-
clusive) must be registered in the exhibitor’s
name and be the property of exhibitors reg-
istered in an approved public Flock Book. Only
one exhibitor will be recognised as the owner
from any one holding.

All sheep in the British Breeds Classes (except
shorn sheep) must have been fairly and evenly
shorn between 1st August and 31st December,
1949. Date of shearing to be given on entry
form. Corriedales must be shorn on or after 1st
July, 1949.

Exhibits in the wool are not eligible to be
entered in the classes provided for shorn sheep,
and if found to be so entered shall be removed
from the yards.

Exhibits of shorn sheep must be closely and
evenly shorn on or before 1st September, 1950.
No Longwool sheep entered in a shorn class may
have more than one and a half inches of wool on
any part of its body on judging day, and no
shortwool sheep may have more than three-
quarters of an inch of wool on any part of its
body on judging day.

In shorn sheep classes the carcase will be
taken into consideration as well as the type.

Sheep that have been unfaig'ly shorn or un-
fairly trimmed will be disqualified.

Sheep need not be entered by name or tag
number, and no particulars other than the breed-
er's name and date of shearing will be published
in the Show Catalogue.
