Entries are accepted on the distinet under-
standing that stock may not be removed from
the Show Grounds until after 12 noon on Friday,
28th September,

All British Breeds Sheep exhibited (except
imported sheep, which must be tattooed in
accordance with the regulations of the recog-
nised Flock Book of the country of origin) must
be visibly and legibly tattooed with their
breeder’s registered flock number and the trade
mark of the Australian Society of Breeders of
British Sheep in accordance with the Rules of
that Society.

All Corriedale Sheep exhibited (except im-
ported sheep, which must be visibly and legibly
tattooed in accordance with the regulations of
the recognised Flock Book of the country of
origin) must be tattooed with their breeder’s
registered flock number and the trade mark of
the Australian Corriedale Association in accord-
ance with the Rules of that Association.

Inspectors will examine all registered British
Breeds, Corriedale, and Fat Sheep ex-
hibited prior to judging and discard all not up
to standard and not fairly and evenly shorn
Any found to be not visibly and legibly tattooea
will be disqualified.

Disqualified sheep may not be offercd for sale
on the Show Grounds. Exhibitors of disquszlified
sheep may remove them from tiie Show Grounds
or leave them in their pens. If sheep are ieft in
the pens a notice carrying the words, “Rejccted
by Inspectors and not permitted to be offered for
sale,” must be erected over them.

Sheep in Sections 26 to 38 inclusive, are only
required in the yards from 9 a.m. on Monday,
24th September (when judging commences),
until 12 noon on Friday, 28th September.

Sheep must not be rugged during the hours
the Show is open to the public. The exhibitor
will be liable to a fine of ten shillings for every
infringement of this regulatien.

A ewe entered as “with her own lamb at foot™
may be transferred to the Class provided for
ewe of her age if she has not lambed prior to
judging day, or vice versa.

All sheep entered in Sections 26 to 38 (in-
clusive) must be registered in the exhibitor’s
name and be the property of exhibitors reg-
istered in an approved public Flock Book. Only
one exhibitor will be recognised as the owner
from any one holding.

All sheep in the British Breeds Classes (except
shorn sheep) must have been fairly and evenly
shorn between 1st August and 31st December,
1950. Date of shearing to be given on entry
form. Corriedales must be shorn on or after 1st
July, 1950.

Exhibits in the wool are not eligible to be
entered in the classes provided for shorn sheep,
and if found to be so entered shall be removed
from the yards. :

Exhibits of shorn sheep must be closely and
evenly shorn on or before 1st September, 1951.
No Longwool sheep entered in a shorn class may
have more than one and a half inches of wool on
any part of its body on judging day, and no
shortwool sheep may have more than three-
quarters of an inch of wool on any part of its
body on judging day.

In shorn sheep classes the carcase will be
taken into consideration as well as the type.

Sheep that have been unfairly shorn or un-
fairly trimmed will be disqualified.

Sheep need not be entered by name or tag
number, and no particulars other than the breed-
er’s name and date of shearing will be published
in the Show Catalogue.

Book for British Breeds of Sheep in Australia,
apply to the Secretary, Australian Society of
Breeders of British Sheep, Temple Court, 422
Collins Street, Melbourne, C.1.

For particulars of registration in the Aus-
tralian Corriedale Flock Book, apply to the
Secretary of the Australian Corriedale Associa-
tion, 422 Collins Street, Melbourne, C.1.

Several feed sheds are available for exhibitors
in the Sheep Sections. On application to the
Secretary, sheds will be reserved. Charge: Five
shillings during currency of Show. Several large
feed sheds are also available, and may be re-
served on payment of 10/- each.

TRUCKS, TRANSPORTS AND CARAVANS.

Motor vehicles, including trucks and stock
transports, will not be permitted to remain on
the Show Grounds after unloading. They must
be removed immediately, and will not re-admitted
until after 12 noon on Friday, 28th September,
to load for the return.

Caravans will not be admitted to the Show
Grounds.

PIGS

Section 41—Pigs

Entries are accepted on the distinct under-
standing that stock may not be removed from
the Show Grounds until after 5 p.m. on Friday,
28th September.

Age of all pigs to be calculated to 15th Sep-
tember in each year. The Society’s veterinary
surgeon’s decision to be final on all matters
regarding age. Exhibitors may be disqualified
and debarred from further competition for any
breach of regulations regarding the age of ex-
hibits.

In Classes 724 to 791 (inclusive) all exhibits
over the age of four months must be registered
in an approved Herd Book. Pigs in classes
under the age of four months must be from
litters notified in accordance with the Rules of
the Australian Pig Society. In the Classes for
sows with litters, the sire of the litter must
also be registered, and the litter must have been
duly recorded.

All sows 9 months old or over must be in pig
or have produced a vrecorded litter within 9
months prior to 15th September, 1951.

All boars 15 months old or over must have
had their tusks cut within one month prior
to the Show, and the Superintendent is em-
powered to remove from the Show Grounds any
boar whose tusks have not been cut.

The Registered Herd Book numbers of all ex-
hibits and of the sires and dams of exhibits
must be stated on entry form.

For particulars of registration in the Aus-
tralian Pig Herd Book, apply to the Secretary,
Australian Pig Society, Temple Court, 422
Collins Street, Melbourne,

Pigs not registered prior to 31st July will only
be permitted to be entered for the Show on pay-
ment of double entry fees.

Exhibitors must be financial members of the
Australian Pig Society, whose herds must be ac-
credited as Brucellosis-free by the Department

of Agriculture.

Entries are limited to two in each class from
any one exhibitor, in whose name the exhibits
must be registered in the Herd Book. Only
one exhibitor will be recognised as an owner
from any one holding.

Exhibitors must make a statutory declaration
that their entries are true and correct in every
particular, that their exhibits are eligible for
entry according to the conditions specified, and
subject to the Rules, Regulations and By-laws of
the Society, and that their exhibits, and the

holding or holdings on which such exhibits were
kept, have been free from swine fever for 12
months prior to the date of entry.

Judges shall give consideration to sows en-

tered in the “Sow and Litter” Classes when
making Champion and Reserve Champion
awards.

Several feed sheds are available for exhibitors
in the Pig Section. On application to the Secre-
tary, sheds will be reserved. Charge, 12/6 each,
during the currency of the Show. Ten extra
large sheds beyond the end of the Pig Pavilion,
each fitted with four sleeping bunks, may be
reserved on payment of £1/10/- each.

No pig shall be transferred from its numbered
pen without the sanction of the officer in charge.

TRUCKS, TRANSPORTS AND CARAVANS.

EXHIBITORS PLEASE NOTE that it is a
condition of entry that motor vehicles, including
trucks and stock transports, will not be permitted
to remain on the Show Grounds after unloading.
They must be removed immediately, and will not
be re-admitted until after 12 noon on Friday, 28th
September, to load for the return.

Caravans will not be admitted to the
Grounds.

Station on Wednesday, 19th September, will be
picked up and conveyed to the Show Grounds by
the Society’s carrier. :

Judging will be commenced at 9 am. on
Thursday, 20th September. The pavilion will be
open to the public from 9 a.m, until 9 p.m. from
Friday, 21st September, to Friday, 28th Sep-
tember, and from 9 a.m. until 5 p.m. on Saturday,
29th September.

When forwarding poultry by rail, exhibitors
are particularly requested to mark clearly
in each compartment of the coop the ex-
hibit number of the bird that was sent there-
in, so that the same arrangement of birds may
be made for the return journey.

Tags bearing the pen numbers will be for-
warded to exhibitors, together with entry
tickets. These tags must be securely fastened
to the legs of the birds in accordance with the
exhibit numbers on the entry tickets.

Selling prices of all Poultry exhibits may be
displayed on coops.

Cards will be supplied free on application to
the Poultry Superintendent, who will place them
on the coops if requested by exhibitors who are
unable to attend in person. A commission of b
per cent. will be charged on all sales effected by
the Superintendent on behalf of exhibitors.

Exhibits must not be handled unless the au-
thority of the Superintendent be first obtained.

RULES.

1. “Cock” —A cock shall mean a male over
12 months of age. “Hen”—A hen shall mean a
female over 12 months of age. “Cockerel”—A
cockerel shall mean all males hatched on or after
1st July, 1950. “Pullet”—A pullet shall mean all
females hatched on or after 1st July, 1950.
“Duckling”—A duckling shall be 12 months of
age or under on the first day of the Show.

2. Labels and despatch slips will be sent for
each pen, when the exhibitor is not a resident of
Melbourne or suburbs. On the reverse side of
the labels exhibitors will be required to write
their names, addresses, and instructions for the
return journey. Country and interstate ex-
hibitors must inform the Secretary, by post or
telegram, of the despatch of their exhibits, giv-
ing full particulars, in order that arrangcments
may be made for receiving them. Severa] birds
may be sent in one hamper or box if it be pro-
perly divided, and pen numbers attached to each
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division. When the exhibitor resides in or near
Melbourne, “Entry Tickets” only will be sent,
the corresponding numbers being affixed to the
exhibition pens by the Society.

3. The greatest care will be taken of the ex-
hibits, but the Society will not be responsible for
for any accident, mistake, loss or damage from
whatever cause arising, the exhibits being at the
sole risk of the exhibitor. In case of the death of
any exhibit, the same shall be certified by the
Veterinary Surgeon or his deputy.

4. The Veterinary Surgeon, or his deputy, is
authorised to order the removal of all birds
owned by an exhibitor, any one of whose ex-
hibits shows signs of being infected with a
contagious disease.

5. Birds that have been tampered with or im-
properly dealt with in any way shall be dis-
qualified, and entry fees paid therefor shall be
forfeited. The exhibitor shall also be liable to
disqualification, and, if a member, to expulsion
from the Society.

NOTE.—Pigeons will be received and penned,
fed and attended to, re-cooped and despatched,
free of charge to exhibitors, subject to the pro-
visions of Regulations 43 and 45.

Unless special arrangements are madc with
the Superintendent, all eggs will be destroyed.

Birds belonging to interstate exhibitors will
be returned on Monday, 1st October, 1951.

Judging will be commenced at 9 a.m. on Tues-
day, 25th September, and, with the exception of
those engaged by the Society, no person will
be admitted to the Pavilion until after the com-
pletion of judging. The Pavilion will be open to
the public from the completion of judging until
9 p.m. on Tuesday, 25th September; from 9 a.m.
te 9 p.m. on Wednesday, 26th; Thursday, 27th,
and Friday, 28th September, and from 9 a.m.
until 6 p.m. on Saturday, 29th September.

Only a limited number of exhibitors will be
allowed into the Pigeon House at a time to
remove their birds. No birds to be removed till
the termination of the Show on Saturday, 29th
September, 1951.

Prizes in all Classes will be based upon the
following scale:—From one to three entries, 8/-,

3/-; from four to six entries, 12/-, 5/-, Card;
from seven to nine entries 15/-, 10/-, 5/-; ten
entries or over, £1, 10/-, 5/-.

Labels will be sent for each pen when the
Exhibitor is not a resident of Melbourne or
suburbs, on the reverse side of which the ex-
hibitors will be required to write their names,
addresses, and instructions for the return jour-
ney. Country and interstate exhibitors must
inform the Secretary by post or telegram of
the despatch of their exhibits, giving all par-
ticulars, in order that arrangements may be
made for receiving them. Several birds may
be sent in one hamper or box, if it be properly
divided and pen numbers attached to each
division. When the exhibitor resides in or near
Melbourne, “Entry Tickets” only will be sent,
the corresponding numbers being affixed to the
coops or cages by the Society.

Selling prices of all pigeons may be displayed
on coops.

Cards will be supplied free on application to
the Pigeon Superintendent, who will place them
on the coops if requested by exhibitors who are
unable to attend in person.

In Utility and Faney Varieties, all young
birds must be run with 1950-51 recognised club
ring. In Homer Classes, all young birds must
be rung with a recognised club ring. Birds
wearing special leg bands or rings, or bearing
marks of any kind that may indicate ownership,
will not be allowed to compete.

Where classes are provided for any particular
colour or variety, birds of that colour or variety
must be shown in those classes. Where young
bird classes are provided, young birds must not
be shown in old bird classes.

The greatest care will be taken of the ex-
hibits, but the Society will not be responsible
for any accident, mistake, loss or damage, from
whatever cause arising, the exhibits being at
the sole risk of the exhibitor. In case of the
death of any exhibit, the same shall be certified
by the Veterinary Surgeon or his deputy.

No person will be permitted to remove an ex-
hibit from a pen on the day of penning without
permission of the Superintendent.

Birds that have been tampered with or im-
properly dealt with in any way shall be dis-
qualified, and entry fees paid therefor shall be
forfeited. The exhibitor shall also be liable te
disqualification, and, if a member, to expulsion
from the Society.

Exhibits must be bona fide property of the
exhibitor at time of entry.

No bird may be entered in more than one
class, and birds entered in wrong classes will
not be judged. and the entry fees will be for-
feited.

Entry fee, 1/-. Prizes in each class will be:—
First, 5/- and 40 per cent. of entry fees; Second,
2/6 and 20 per cent. of entry fees; Third, Card
and 10 per cent. of entry fees. (See particulars
of Special Prizes and Trophies at end of Sec-
tion).

Budgerigars, Canaries and Cage Birds must be
delivered to the Superintendent at the Pigeon
Pavilion on the Show Grounds not later than 9
p.m. on Wednesday, 19th September  Country
and interstate exhibitors may make arrange-
ments with the Society to receive their birds and
return them after the Show.

Exhibitors must provide suitable cages for
their birds—standard, if possible. Gummed
labels to be affixed thereto will be supplied by
the Society, and no addition must be made to
these labels by exhibitors. In the event of an
exhibitor adding to the information included on
the label by the Society, the bird to whose cage
this label is attached will be disqualified.

No bird suffering from any disease will be
allowed to be exhibited.

Judging will be commenced at 9 a.m. on
Thursday, 20th September, and, with the excep-
tion of those engaged by the Society, no person
will be admitted to the Pavilion on that day.
The Pavilion will be open to the public from 9
am. until 9 p.m. on Friday, 21st September,
and Saturday, 22nd September.

During the Show the birds will be in the
custody of the Society, and must not be touched
or handled by the owner or any person, on any
pretence whatever, without the permission of the
Superintendent.

Exhibitors will not be permitted to remove
their birds before 9 p.m. on Saturday, 22nd
September. ~

The Society will arrange for a competent per-
son to feed and otherwise attend to the birds,
and caretakers will be on duty in the Pavilion
night and day during the currency of the Show.

The greatest care will be taken of the ex-
hibits, but the Society will not be responsible
for any accident, mistake, loss or damage, from
whatever cause arising, the exhibits being at
the sole risk of the exhibitor. In case of the death
of any exhibit, the same shall be certified by
the Veterinary Surgeon or his deputy.

Exhibitors of birds which are protected or
kept under permit, must produce their permit
when called upon to do so. The Society does
not accept any responsibility in this matter. En-
tries can only be accepted on this condition.

Birds that have been tampered with or im-
properly dealt with in any way shall be dis-
qualified, and entry fees paid therefor shall be
forfeited. The exhibitor shall also be liable to
disqualification, and, if a member, to expulsion
from the Society. '
