The breeding year for Fat Cattle dates from 
1st September and for Dual Purpose and Dairy 
Cattle for 1st July in each year. 

Cow or Heifer entered as "in milk" can be 
t.ransferred to the "in calf" class, if she has 
not calved prior to judging, or vice versa. 

Cows or Heifers entered in the "in calf" 
classes must be stripped out prior to entering 
the judging ring. 

Judges have the right to order any Cow com­
peting for Championships to be milked dry 
before finally awarding the prizes. 

In all Sections feed sheds are available for 
exhibitors. Charge, 12/6 during the currency 
of the Show. Feed-mixing bins may be hired for 
2/6 each. Exhibitors are not permitted to stack 
feed in the Cattle Pavilions. 

Cows and Heifers in milk, except F l'iesians, 
must be at the grounds on Wedhesday, 22nd Sep­
tember, and be fully mHked out between 4 p.m. 
and ~ p.m., at which hour they will be stripped 
out m the presence of the Stewards, or whom 
they may appoint. Friesians will be stripped out 
between 9 p.m. and 10 p.m. on Wednesday, 22nd 
September and they must not be milked prior to 
4 a.m. on that day. They will be judged first on 
Th~rsday morning. The owner or his represen­
tatIve must be in attendance when females are 
being stripped out. All other cattle must be at 
the grounds before 9 a .m. on Thursday, 23rd 
September. 

Entries are accepted on the distinct under­
standing that stock may not be removed from 
the Show Grounds until after 1 p.m. on Friday, 
1st O~tober. 

Entries .of milking stock (Sections 16 to 23 
inclusive) will only be accepted subject to the 
following regUlations regarding the disposal of 
milk. . 

In order that the Society can comply with the 
provisions of the Dairy Supervision Act, ex­
hibitors are not permitted to dispose of milk 
prior to and during the currency of the Show 
either by sale or gift, other than to the So~ 
ciety's agent, who is situated at the Milk Room 
(beside the No. 1 Cattle Pavilion). All milk 
will be purchased according to butter-fat value 
based upon a complete test of the bulked milk' 
and returns forwarded to exhibitors after th~ 
Show. No milk will be paid for unless approved 
milk utensils are used and hygienic methods are 
adopted. 

The conditions governing the number of en­
tries permitted will be found at the head of each 

. breed section. 

Only one exhibitor will be recognised as an 
owner from anyone holding, and any exhibitor 
who· . enters, or permits the entrY of any of his 
stock, 'in the name of any other exhibitor, shall 
be disqualified. 
Any~xhibitor who shall, without due cause, 

fail to · :parade any animal before the Judge, 
when required so to do by the Steward of the 
Section, shall be liable to .a fine of £1. 

Parades.-· Prize-winning cattle only · will be 
permitted . to take part in . parades. All prize­
winning cattle must be taken out on parade, in 
accordan(!e with the pl'inted programme. E~l)lbi­
tors shan .be subject to a fine of ten shillina.s in 
each cas·e in which this regulation is not com­
plied with, and shall also be liable to forfeit the 
prize or prizes awarded to their exhibit or 
exhibits. All cattle parading must wear exhibit 
numbers. No ribbons will be permit.t~d on exhibits 
except those won during the · Show~ . 

. If, in , the opinion of th.e Secretary, any ex­
hibit orexhibfts · of stock be deemed to be dan­
gerous, the oWner of such' exhibit or exhibits

All male exhibits of Cattle over the age of 
12 months shall be rung through the nose, · and 
when on parade or going to and from tbeparade 
shall be led by' such ring. Exhibitors will be 
Ifable to a fine of £2 for every . infringement of 
this regulation. . . . . 

E.ach 'exhibitor is required .to see that each of 
his exhibits is securely · tethered in its stall and 
in the ,case of polled ,preeds · it : is compu'180ry 
t~at they· b.e tethered oy the nose ring in addi­
tIon to the head sta1l or neck rope. 

If, in the opinion of the Secre'tary, exhibits 
in this Section be deemed to be deformed, the 
OWYl~r . or' owners , of such exhibit or exhibits 
shall, upon notice · to that effect, remove such 
exhibit or: exhibits from the Show Grounds. 

Any animal offered for sale may wear in 
the sale ring, only those ribbons won in si~gle 
competition. · . 

Exhibitors a!e permitted to display cards over 
the stalls statmg that an animal is for private 
sale; such cards not to exceed 12 in. x 10 in. 

In Classes where, to be eligible, · animals are to 
be. born b~tw~e~ certain dates, which are shown, 
neIther date IS Inclusive. 

Except where otherwis~ determined by Council, 
all. cattle must be certIfied Tuberculosis free. 
Ammals from herds listed as accredited or in 
process of · accreditation under the Accredited 
Tubercle-free Her.d Scheme conducted by the De­
~ar~n:ent : of AgrIculture, Victoria, need not be 
mdIvIdually tested,. but all other cattle exhibited 
m,:st be Tub~rcuhn tested within ninety days 
nrlOr toope:r:ll:g date of the Show. Certificates 
for these . indIVIdual tests must accompany entry 
forms . .

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Attendants leading stock in the judging ring 
or . on parade must wear uniform grey coats, 
whIch can be secured from the Society. 

Entries will only be received subject to the 
rul~s. and regulations. of the Society and the 
decIsIOns of the CouncIl. All exhibits must be the 
bona fid~ 'property of the. exhibitor or held by 
the exhIbItor under a WrItten lease recognised 
by the Society at the time of entry. 

The foregoing clause regarding leases does not 
apply in the Ayrshire Section. All exhibits in 
that section must be the bona-fide property of 
the exhibitor. 

No exhibit may be entered in mo're than one 
ordinary class unless otherwise stated at the 
head of the section. Sweepstakes, speeial classes 
or championship prizes do not count 'as ordinary 
classes. Thoughout the schedule special classes 
are denoted with a star (*). Should an exhibit 
be incorrectly entered in more than one ordinary 
clas-s, such exhibit shall be deemed ineligible to 
compete in any class other than the " first in 
which its name or particulars appear in the Show 
Catalogue. ' ' 

The Council reserves the right to reject at any 
time any entry or prohibit any person or animal 
from competing in any class. 

When a Special Prize is not in a numbered 
class, a separate entry is not required. No entry 
can be changed after entries close. 

All entries must be made in writing on forms 
supplied by the Society. Entries for -all cattle 

- and goat sections must be in the hands of the 
Secretary, at his office, Temple Court, 422 Col­
lins Street, Melbourne, on or before 12 noon on 
Saturday, 24th July, Entry fee must accompany 
each entry. _ 

The Society's Veterinary Surgeon's decision 
regarding age shall be final. 

All male animals competing in the breeding 
classes must be completely entire. Any male 
animal in the breeding classes not deemed to be 
completely entire by the Society's Veterinary 
Surgeon may not compete or be offered for sale 
on the Show Grounds. Any marks of speying on 
females shall disqualify them from competing in 
such classes. , 

Entry tickets will be issued about a week 
before the Show opens. The entry ticket of each 
exhibit shall state the number of its box, stall, 
pen or stand, as the case may be, which shall 
correspond with its number in the official cata­
logue, and if the box, stall or pen be not oc­
cupied by such exhibit by noon on the first day 
'of the Show, the accommodation reverts to the 
Society. The entry ticket must be produced at 
the gate, when it will admit the exhibit and 
attendant to the grounds. It must be retained, 
and again produced when the exhibit leaves the 
yards. Attendant's passes will be issued by the 
Secretary at the Show Grounds after 10 a.m. 
on Wednesday, 15th September, 195.4. 

In order to _prevent the non-exhibition of ani­
mals which have been entered for the Show, thus 
causing unnecessary preparations, expense and 
disarrangement of the Show Yard, any person 
making an entry may be fined the sum of' £1 for 
each entry of cattl~ not exhibited, and 10/- for 
each entry of goats not exhibited, unless a cer­
tificate under the hand of the Exhibitor or his 

authoris~d agent be lodged with the Secretary of 
the SOCIety before the day of the Exhibition 
certifying that such non-exhibition is caused by; 
(1) the death of the animal or animals; or (2) 
contagious or infectious diseases (confirmed by 
the explanatory certificate of a veterinary sur­
geon); or (3) by its becoming ineligible for the 
class in which it has been entered, or other 
reasonable cause. In addition to the fine afore­
said, the Council may de~r the entrant from 
t~king part in any future exhibition by the So- ' 
clety. 

All exhibits must be placed where directed by 
,the Secretary or his deputy, and (except live 
stock, in accordance with Regulation 39) must 
not .b~ . remo~ed from thei~ Classes during the 
F;xhIbItIon WIthout the wrItten consent of the 
Secretary being first obtained. 

The Owner or Exhibitor of any exhibit or 
Stand of exhibits disapproved of as an exhibit 
by the Council of the Society, must, immediately 
upon notice to that effect, remove such exhibit 
or stand of exhibits from the Society's Grounds. 
The Council reserves the right to decline to 
receive entries in future years from any person 
who exhibits stock that is not up to a satis­
factory standard, that is not exhibited in reason­
able Show condition, or that is not given proper 
attention during the Show. 

Exhibits must not be rugged <!luring the hours 
the Show is open to the pUblic. Exhibitors will 
be liable to a fine of ten shillings for every 
infringement of this regulation. 

Exhibitors must keep the stalls allotted to 
their animals clean and give proper attention to 
their stock right throughout the Show. 
- Any exhibitor or his employee putting manure 
out of a box, stall, or pen, or putting out a 
trough, or cleaning out an alley way after 8 a.m. 
on a Show day shall be liable to a fine of ten 
shillings. 

No advertisement or notice (except by per­
mission of the Council) is permitted on any stall 
or building. 

The General Regulations and regulations ap­
pearing at the heading of each section and the 
conditions on the entry form also form part of 
the conditions of entry. 

TRUCKS, TRANSPORTS AND CARAVANS. 
Motor vehicles, including trucks and stock 

transports will not be permitted- to remain on the 
Show Grounds after unloading. They must be 
removed immediately, and will not be re-admitted 
until after 12 noon on Friday, 1st October to 
load for the return. 

Caravans will not be admitted to the Show
