Every Buck entered for competition must be 
provided with a strong collar to enable it to be 
securely fastened to a chain of not lighter than 
12 gauge with a swivel snaffle at. the end, such 
chains and collars to be long enough to reach 
only to the top of the pen from a. fixture 
9 inches above the floor. 

Such chains to be provided by the exhibitor. 
Attendants leading goats in the judging ring 

'or on parade must wear uniform grey coats, 
which can be procured from the Society. 

Only one exhibitor will be recognised as an 
owner from any one holding, and any exhibitor 
who enters, or permits the entry of any of his 
stock, in the name of any other exhibitor, shall 
be disqualified. 

Any exhibitor who shall, without due cause, 
fail to parade any animal before the Judge, 
N,rhen required so to do by the Steward of the 
Section, shall be liable to a fine of £5. 

Para de s.—Prize-winning goats only 	ill be 
-permitted to take part in parades. All prize-
-winning goats must be taken out on parade, in 
-accordance with the Printed programme. Exhibi-
tors shall be subject to a fine of ten shillings in 
each case in which this regulation is not com-
plied \,,ith, and shall also be liable to forfeit the 
prize or prizes awarded to their exhibit or 
exhibits. Attendants leading goats in the judging 
ring and during parades must wear the exhibit 
number of the goat. No ribbons \s 	ill be permitted 
on exhibits except those won daring the Show. 

If, in the opinion of the Secretary, any exhibit 
or exhibits of stock be deemed to be dangerous, 
-the 1;) ,, 	Her of such exhibit or exhibits shall im- 
mediately, upon notice to that effect, remove such 
exhibit or exhibits f'-rom the Society's Grounds. 

Exhibitors are permitted to display cards over 
the stalls stagystating that an animal is for private 
sales such cards not to exceed 12 in. x 10 in. 

An exhibit cannot be entered in a Special class 
it has been entered in an ordinary class. 

No exhibit may be entered in more than one 
ordinary class unless otherwise stated at the 
head of the section. Sweepstakes, special classes 
or championship prizes do not count as ordinary 
classes, Throughout the schedule special classes 
are donated z 	ith a star (*). Should an exhibit 
be incorrectly entered in more than one ordinary 
class, such exhibit shall be deemed ineligible to 
compete in any class other than the first in 
-cc-hick its name or particulars appear in the Show 
Catalogue, 

The Council reserves the right to reject at any 
time any entry or prohibit any person or animal 
from competing in any class. 

When a Special Prize is not in a numbered 
class, a separate entry is not required. No entry 
can e changed after entries close. 

All entries must be made in writing on forms 
supplied by the Society. Entries for the goat 
-section must be in the hands of the Secretary, 
.at his office, Royal Show Ground, Epsom Road, 
Ascot Vale, W.2, on or before the time stated at 
head of this section. 

The Society's Veterinary Surgeon's decision 
regarding age shall he final. 

All male animals competing in the breeding 
classes must be completely entire. Any male 
animal in the breeding classes not deemed to be 
completely entire by the Society's Veterinary 
Surgeon may not compete or be offered for sale 
on the Show Grounds. Any marks of speying on 
females shall disqualify them from competing in 
such classes. 

Entry tickets will be issued about a week 
before the Show opens. The entry ticket of each 
exhibit shall state the number of its box, stall, 
pen or stand, as the case may be, which shall 
correspond with its number in the official cata-
logue, and if the box, stall or pen be not occupied 
by such exhibit by noon on the first day of the 
Show, the accommodation reverts to the Society. 
The entry ticket must be produced at the gate, 
when it will admit the exhibit and attendant to 
the grounds. It must be retained, and again 
produced when the exhibit leaves the yards. 
Attendant's passes will be issued by the Superin-
tendent at his office on the Show Grounds..  

Every animal entered must be exhibited unless 
a certificate, signed by the owner, is lodged with 
the Society prior to the date of the Show, stating 
that the animal is unable to compete on one of 
the following grounds:— 

(i) The animal has died. 
(ii) The animal is unfit for exhibition due to 

injury or disease. 
(iii) The animal has become ineligible for the 

class entered. 
(iv) Some other cause which the Council or-

Secretary of the Society considers 
reasonable. 

Failure to comply with this rule renders the 
owner or entrant liable to a fine of not more 
than £5 for every animal not exhibited, and in 
addition the Council may debar the owner or 
exhibitor from taking part in any further ex-
hibition conducted by the Society. 

All exhibits must be placed where directed by 
the Secretary or his deputy, and (except in ac-
cordance with Regulation 18) must not be re-
moved from their allotted places during the 
Exhibition without the written consent of the 
Secretary being first obtained. 

The Owner or Exhibitor of any exhibit or 
Stand of exhibits disapproved of as an exhibit 
by the Council of the Society, must, immediately 
upon notice to that effect, remove such exhibit 
or stand of exhibits from the Society's Grounds. 
The Council reserves the right to decline to 
receive entries in future years from any person 
who exhibits stock that is not up to a satis-
factory standard, that is not exhibited in reason-
able Show condition, or that is not given proper 
attention during the Show. 

Exhibits must not be rugged during the hours 
the Show is open to the public. Exhibitors will 
be liable to a fine of ten shillings for every 
infringement of this regulation. 

Exhibitors must keep the stalls allotted to 
their animals clean and give proper attention to 
their stock right throughout the Show.

Entries are accepted on the distinct under-
standing that stock may not be removed from 
the Show Grounds until after 1 p.m. on Friday, 
26th September. Pigs entered in Section 45 to 49 
must be penned not later than 12 noon, on 
Wednesday, 17th September. 

The.  Pig Pavilion will be open from 11 a.m. to 
11.30 a.m. and after 2 p.m. on Wednesday, 17th 
September, for the admittance of children. 

Entries will only be received subject to the 
rules and regulations of the Society and the 
decisions of the Council. All exhibits must be 
the bona fide property of the exhibitor. 

No exhibit may be entered in more than one 
ordinary class. Throughout the schedule special 
classes are denoted with a star (*)• 

The Council reserves the right to reject at 
any time any entry or prohibit any person or 
animal from competing in any class. 

When a, Special Prize is not in a numbered 
class, a separate entry is not required. No entry 
can be changed after entries close. 

All entries must be made in writing on forms 
supplied by the Society. Entries for the Pig  

Sections must be in the hands of the Secretary, 
at his  office, Showgrounds, Epsom Road, Ascot 
Vale, W.2, on or before 12 noon on Saturday, 
19th July. Entry fee must accompany each entry. 

Entry tickets will be issued about a week 
before the Show opens. The entry ticket of each 
exhibit shall state the number of its pen, which 
shall correspond with its number in the official 
catalogue, and if the pen be not occupied by 
such exhibit by 12 noon on Wednesday, 17th 
September, the accommodation reverts to the 
Society. The entry ticket must be produced at 
the gate, when it will admit the exhibit and at-
tendant to the grounds. It must be retained, 
and again produced when the exhibit leaves the 
yards. Attendants' passes will be issued by the 
Superintendent at his office on the Show Grounds. 

Every animal entered must be exhibited unless 
a certificate, signed by the owner, is lodged with 
the Society prior to the date of the Show, stating 
that the animal is unable to compete on one of 
the following grounds :- 

(i) The animal has died. 

(ii) The animal is unfit fbr exhibition due to 
injury or disease. 
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(iii) The animal has become ineligible for the 
class entered. 

(iv) Some other cause which the Council or 
Secretary of the Society considers 
reasonable. 

Failure to comply with this rule renders the 
owner or entrant liable to a fine of not more 
than £5 for every animal not exhibited, and in 
addition the Council may debar the owner or 
exhibitor from taking part in any further ex-
hibition conducted by the Society. 

Unless authorised by the Society no live stock 
will be permitted to enter the Grounds other than 
those entered for exhibition. 

The Owner or Exhibitor of any exhibit disap-
proved of as an exhibit by the Council of the 
Society, must, immediately upon notice to that 
effect, remove such exhibit from the Society's 
Grounds. The Council reserves the right to de-
cline to receive entries in future years from any 
person who exhibits stock that is not up to a 
satisfactory standard, that is not exhibited in 
reasonable Show condition, or that is not given 
proner attention during the Show. 

All pigs \AM be inspected by a nominee of the 
Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria and a 
Veterinary Surgeon, and any pig not up to Show 
standard or in a fit state of health or not con- 
forniing \\ 	ith the Rules of the Royal Agricultural 
Society of Victoria and the Australian Pig 
Society will be rejected. 

Exhibitors must keep the stalls allotted to 
their animals clean and give proper attention to 
their stock right throughout the Show. 

No beddirg other than straw may be used in 
any box or stall. 

Any exhibitor or his employee putting manure 
out of a pen, or nutting out a trough, or clean-
ing out an alley way after 8 a.m. on a Show 
day shall be liable to a fine of ten shillings. 

No advertisement or notice (except by per-
mission of the Council) is permitted on any 
stall or building. 

The General Regulations and regulations ap-
pearing at the heading of each section and the 
conditions on the entry form also form part of 
the conditions of entry. 

Age of all pigs to be calculated to 15th Sep-
tember in each year. The Society's veterinary 
sen_rgeon's decision shall be final on all matters 
regarding age. Exhibitors may be disqualified 
and debarred from further competition for any 
breach of regulations regarding the age of ex-
hibits. 

In Sections 45 to 49 (inclusive) all exhibits 
over the age of four months must be registered 
in an approved Herd Book. Pigs in classes under 
the age of four months must be from litters 
notified in accordance with the Rules of the 
Australian Pig Society. In the classes for sows 
with litters, the sire of the litter must also be 
registered, and the litter must have been duly 
recorded.

Pigs not registered prior to 15th July will only

Exhibitors must be financial members of the 
Australian Pig Society, whose herds must be ac-
credited as Brucellosis-free by the Department 
of Agriculture. 

All sows 9 months old or over must be in pig 
or have produced a recorded litter within 9 
months prior to 15th September, 1958. The date 
of birth of such recorded litter must be stated on 
the entry form. 

All boars over 12 months old must have had 
their tusks cut back to gum level one week prior-
to the Show, and the Superintendent is em-
powered to remove from the Show Grounds any 
boar whose tusks have not been cut. 

The Registered Herd Book numbers of all ex-
hibits and of the sires and dams of exhibits 
must be stated on entry form. 

Entries are limited to two in each class from, 
any one exhibitor, in whose name the exhibits-
must be registered in the Herd Book. 

Judges shall give consideration to sows en-
tered in the "Sow and Litter" Classes when 
making Champion and Reserve Champion 
awards.

In order to avoid disappointments, exhibitors 
are advised to despatch their birds so that they 
will arrive as early as possible on that clay. 

Poultry arriving at Spencer Street Railway 
Station on Wednesday, 17th September, will be 
picked up and conveyed to the Show Grounds by 
the Society's carrier. 

Judging will be commenced at 9 a.m. on 
Thursday, 18th September. The pavilion will be 
open to the public from 9 a.m. until 9 p.m. from 
Friday, 19th September, to Friday, 26th Septem-
ber, and from 9 a.m. until 3 p.m. on Saturday, 
27th September. 

When forwarding poultry by rail, exhibitors 
are particularly requested to mark clearly 
in each compartment of the coop the exhibit 
number of the bird that was sent therein, so 
that the same arrangement of birds may be 
made for the return journey. 

Metal leg bands bearing the pen numbers will 
be forwarded to exhibitors, together with entry 
tickets. These bands must be securely fastened 
to the legs of the birds in accordance with the 
exhibit numbers on the entry tickets. 

Selling prices of all Poultry exhibits may be 
displayed on coops. 

Trio exhibits on offer for sale must be sold 
as such, no replacements being permissable. 

Birds entered in Trio Classes are not eligible 
for individual awards of any nature. 

Cards will be supplied free on application to 
the Poultry Superintendent, who will place them 
on the coops if requested by exhibitors who are 
unable to attend •in person. A commission of 6 
per cent. will be charged on all sales effected by 
the Superintendent on behalf of exhibitors. 

A charge of 5/- will be made in respect of 
each crate not supplied by vendors of birds which 
have to be despatched by the. Society. 

Entries will only be received subject to the 
rules and regulations of the Society and the 
decisions of the Council. All exhibits must be 
the bona fide property of the exhibitor at the 
time of entry. 

No exhibit may be entered in more than one 
class. 

Trio Classes are restricted to two entries from 
any one exhibitor but to not more than one 
entry in any class.

Budgerigars, Canaries, Finches and other Cage 
Birds must be delivered to the Superintendent at 
the Pigeon Pavilion on the Show Grounds not 
later than 9 p.m. on Wednesday, 17th September. 
Country and Interstate exhibitors may make 
arrangements with the Society to receive their.  
birds and return them after the Show. 

Exhibitors must provide "standard" cages for 
their birds. Gummed labels to be affixed thereto-
will be supplied by the Society, and no addition 
must be made to these labels by exhibitors. In 
the event of an exhibitor adding to the informa-
tion included on the label by the Society, the-
bird to whose cage this label is attached will be-
disqualified. 

No bird suffering from any disease will be-
allowed to be exhibited. 

Judging will be commenced at 9 a.m. on 
Thursday, 18th September, and, with the excep-
tion of those engaged by the Society, no person-
will be admitted to the Pavilion until judging is, 
completed.

During the Show the birds will be in the 
custody of the Society, and must not be touched 
or handled by the owner or any person, on any 
pretence whatever, without the permission of the 
Superintendent. 

Exhibitors will not be permitted to remove 
their birds before 9 p.m. on Saturday, 20th 
September. 

The Society will arrange for a competent per-
son to feed and otherwise attend to the birds, 
and caretakers will be on duty in the Pavilion 
night and day during the currency of the Show. 

Selling prices of all birds may be displayed on. 
cages. Cards will be supplied free on application 
to the Superintendent, who will place them on 
the cages if requested by exhibitors who are-
unable to attend in person. 

The greatest care will be taken of the ex-
hibits, but the Society will not be responsible 
for any accident, mistake, loss or damage, from 
whatever cause arising, the exhibits being at 
the sole risk of the exhibitor. In case of the death 
of any exhibit, the same shall be certified by 
the Veterinary Surgeon or his deputy. 

Exhibitors of birds which are protected or 
kept under permit, must produce their permit 
when called upon to do so. The Society does-, 
not accept any responsibility in this matter. En-
tries can only be accepted on this condition. 

Birds that have been tampered with or im-
properly dealt with in any way shall be dis-
qualified, and entry fees paid shall be forfeited.. 
The exhibitor shall also be liable to disqualifica-
tion, and, if a member, to explusion from the-
Society. 

The Council reserves the right to reject at 
any time any entry or prohibit any person or 
bird from competing in any class. 

-Unless authorised by the Society no live stock 
will be permitted to enter the Grounds other than 
those entered for exhibition.
