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INSPECTION REGULATIONS 
IN DAIRY BREED SECTIONS 

1. Each Breed Society in the Dairy Breed Sections 
shall nominate to the Royal Agricultural Society 
an inspector or inspectors of cattle entered in the 
breed of the particular Breed Society. 

2. The Council of the Royal Agricultural Society 
shall appoint such person or persons as an inspec-
tor or inspectors who shall inspect each animal 
entered in the relevant breed. Such inspections 
shall be carried out on the day preceding the 
opening day of the Show. Exhibitors are required 
to have their stock attended and in readiness for 
inspection. 

3. If in the unanimous opinion of the inspector(s) 
any animal 
(a) is not true to type or of a satisfactory standard 

or condition or 
(b) bears any marking brand tattoo contrary to 

the marking brand or tattoo disclosed in 
the relevant entry form or any marking brand 
or tattoo not in accordance with the records 
of the relevant Breed Society or 

(c) being a bull, irrespective of age, is not rung 
through the nose . . . 

then such animal shall be ineligible for exhibition 
and the Society may require the animal to be 
forthwith removed from the Showground and the 
exhibitor, upon receipt of such notice shall forth-
with remove such animal and failing such removal 
by him within the time prescribed by the Director 
the Director may remove the animal or cause 
the animal to be removed and all costs and 
expenses of removal shall be borne by the ex-
hibitor and shall be refunded to the Society. 
Each such animal shall at all times be at the sole 
risk and responsibility of the exhibitor and the 
person or persons removing the animal shall at 
all times be deemed to be the agents of the ex-
hibitor and all acts and omissions on the part 
of such person or persons shall be deemed to 
be the acts and omissions of the exhibitor who 
shall indemnify and hold indemnified the Society 
its servants and agents from all claims whatso-
ever in respect of the animal whether by reason 
of any loss or injury to or caused by the animal 
or because of transportation, feeding or housing 
or otherwise howsoever. 

4. The decision of the inspector(s) shall be final 
subject only to appeal to the Chief Steward or 
Assistant Chief Steward in the Dairy Breeds Sec-
tion and his opinion shall be final. 

5. The inspector(s) or Chief Steward or his assistant 
shall not be required to furnish to the exhibitor 
any reasons for their decision. 

6. Notwithstanding anything contained in these 
regulations the Society shall have the right to 
declare any animal ineligible to compete because 
of the health of any such animal or for any other 
reason which the Society or its Director deems 
fit. The Society or its Director shall thereupon 
have the right to order the removal of such 
animal from the Show Grounds or in default 
thereof remove such animal at the expense and 
risk of the exhibitor.

Exhibitors are advised that, in addition to reading 
the following conditions, they should carefully peruse 
the conditions of entry and exhibition which precede 
the first Beef Cattle Section and also the inspection 
regulations preceding this Section. 

Entries are accepted on the understanding that, 
should they be in excess of the accommodation, ex-
hibitors will be required to reduce their teams to the 
accommodation available. 

Compulsory reduction, if necessary, shall be deter-
mined by the Committee within a few days following 
the closing of entries. Should it be found necessary 
to reduce, exhibitors will be permitted to decide for 
themselves which animal or animals shall be with-
drawn, such withdrawals to be on a percentage basis 
to be decided upon by the Commitee, such as one 
animal in six. 

Exhibitors will be given up to the time of arrival 
at the Showgrounds with their stock to make the 
withdrawals at which time they must hand to the 
Cattle Superintendent the entry tickets for the ani-
mals which have been withdrawn. 

No rebates of fees for withdrawn entries will be 
made. 

The over-entry of stock, i.e. entering animals with-
out intention of showing them, is contrary to the 
regulations of the Society and may cause unnecessary 
compulsory reduction and much inconvenience both 
to the Society and exhibitors. 

The Society will act in the best interests of ex-
hibitors who can rest assured that overcrowding of 
pavilions will be avoided, therefore eliminating any 
need for exhibitors to over enter. 

A combined total of 4 animals — irrespective 
of sex — is the maximum number any exhibitor 
may enter in the yearling and 18 months old 
Classes, but not more than 2 animals in any one Class. 

No heifers born after 31st December, 1966, may 
be exhibited. 

No bulls born after 31st December, 1966, may 
be exhibited. 

Judging will be in catalogue order and will 
commence at 9 a.m. on Monday, 25th September. 

Inspectors appointed by the A.I.S. Society (Vic. 
Branch) will examine the tattoo marks of all 
exhibits and any found to be not in order may 
cause the exhibit to be disqualified.

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SHEEP 
CONDITIONS OF EXHIBITION, ETC. 

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

All entries must be made in writing on forms 
supplied by the Society and must be in the 
hands of the Director, at the office of the Society, 
before 4.30 p.m., Monday, 24th July. Entry fee must 
accompany each entry. 

Entries are accepted on the distinct understanding 
that stock may not be removed from the Show 
Grounds until after 11.00 p.m. on Thursday, 28th 
September. 

Entries will only be received subject to the rules 
and regulations of the Society and the decisions of 
the Council. All exhibits must be the bona fide 
property of the exhibitor. 

No exhibit may be entered in more than one 
ordinary class unless otherwise stated at the head 
of the section. Throughout the schedule special 
classes are denoted with a star (*). Should an 
exhibit be incorrectly entered in more than one 
ordinary class such exhibit shall be deemed ineligible 
to compete in any class other than the first in which 
its name or particulars appear in the Show Cata-
logue. 

No exhibit in the pair classes can compete in 
single classes or vice versa except class 113. 

The Council reserves the right to reject at any 
time any entry or prohibit any person or animal 
from competing in any class. 

When a Special Prize is not in a numbered 
class, a separate entry is not required. No entry 
can be changed after entries close. 

Unless authorised by the Society no live stock 
will be permitted to enter the grounds other than 
those entered for exhibition. 

Every animal entered must be exhibited, unless 
a certificate signed by the owner is lodged with the 
Society prior to the date of the Show, stating that 
the animal is unable to compete on one of the 
following grounds:— 

(i) The animal has died. 
(ii) The animal is unfit for exhibition due to 

injury or disease. 
(iii) The animal has become ineligible for the 

class entered. 
(iv) Some other cause which the Council or 

Director of the Society considers reasonable. 
Failure to comply with this rule renders the 

owner or entrant liable to a fine of not more than 
$10 for every animal not exhibited, and in addition 
the Council may debar the owner or exhibitor from 
taking part in any further exhibition conducted by 
the Society. 

Sheep need not be entered by name or tag 
number, and no particulars other than the 
breeder's name and date of shearing will be pub-
lished in the Show Catalogue. 

No advertisement or notice (except by per-
mission of the Council) is permitted on or in any 
stall or building. 

Only one exhibitor will be recognised as the 
owner from any one holding. 

The General Regulations and regulations appear-
ing at the heading of each Section and the conditions 
on the entry form also form part of the conditions of 
entry. 

ENTRY TICKETS 
Entry tickets will be issued about a week 

before the Show opens. The entry ticket of each 
exhibit shall state the number of its pen, which 
shall correspond with its number in the official 
catalogue. The entry ticket must be produced 
at the gate, when it will admit the exhibit and 
attendant to the grounds. It must be retained, and 
again produced when the exhibit leaves the yards. 
Attendant's passes will be issued by the Sheep 
Superintendent at his office at the Show Grounds 
after 10 a.m. on Wednesday, 20th September, 1967. 

EXHIBIT NUMBERS 
Exhibit numbers for attachment to each exhibit 

and numbers to be worn by handlers whilst judging 
is in progress must be collected by exhibitors from 
the Sheep Superintendent's office. 

EWES IN LAMB 
A ewe entered as "with a lamb of her own breed 

at foot" may be transferred to the Class provided 
for ewe of her age if she has not lambed prior to 
judging (jay, or vice versa. 

PERIOD OF EXHIBITION 
Sheep in Sections 33 to 47 inclusive must be 

penned before 8.00 a.m. on Saturday, 23rd Sep-
tember and may not be removed from the Show 
Grounds until after 11.00 p.m. on Thursday, 28th 
September. 

Sheep Pavilions will be open to the public from 
9.00 a.m. to 5.00 p.m. daily from 23rd September 
to 28th September and between 6.00 p.m. and 8.00 
p.m. on Saturday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thurs-
day. 

AGE OF EXHIBITS 
The Society's Veterinary Surgeon's decision re-

garding age shall be final. 

OVINE BRUCELLOSIS TEST 
Exhibitors of rams and ram lambs over the age 

of 4 months on 1st September at the 1967 Show are 
required to lodge with the Society prior to the 
Show (preferably at time of entry) a certificate 
from a registered Veterinary Surgeon certifying: 

(a) That rams and ram lambs have given a nega-
tive result to the complement fixation blood 
tests for Ovine Brucellosis, carried out within 
the 90 days preceding 2nd September, 1967. 

(b) That rams and ram lambs have been manually 
examined at the time of blood sampling and 
found free of any palpable testicular ab-
normality at this time. 
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SHEEP 

The eartag or tattoo numbers of rams and ram 
lambs tested and examined must be included in the 
certificate. 

Owners should particularly note:— 
(1) That blood sampling should be carried out 

early in the prescribed period to avoid con-
gestion and delay in the testing laboratory at 
the end of the period. 

(2) That a sufficient number of rams and ram 
lambs should be tested to ensure that all 
possible exhibits finally forwarded to the 
Show are included in this number. 

If exhibitors produce evidence that their flocks 
have been accredited free of Ovine Brucellosis a 
veterinary certificate will not be required. 

PHYSICAL SOUNDNESS AND 
DISAPPROVED EXHIBITS 

Exhibitors must sign a statutory declaration 
to the effect that no sheep exhibited by them 
are affected by foot-rot, or show any signs or 
symptoms of the disease at time of exhibition. 

All male animals must be completely entire 
and deemed physically sound. Any male animal 
not deemed to be completely entire and physically 
sound by the Society's Veterinary Surgeon may 
not compete or be offered for sale on the Show 
Grounds. Any marks of speying on females shall 
disqualify them from competing. 

Exhibitors in the stock sections shall, if requested 
by the Steward-in-Chief of the Section or by the 
Director or his agent, submit his exhibits in whole 
or part, for inspection by a Veterinarian or Veterin-
arians appointed by the Society. 

The owner or exhibitor of any exhibit disap-
proved of as an exhibit by the Council of the 
Society must, immediately upon notice to that effect, 
remove such exhibit from the Society's Grounds. The 
Council reserves the right to decline to receive 
entries in future years from any person who exhibits 
stock that is not up to a satisfactory standard, that 
is not exhibited in reasonable Show condition, or 
that is not given proper attention during the Show. 

RUGGING 
Exhibits must not be rugged after judging day 

during the hours the Show is open to the public. 
Exhibitors will be liable to a fine of one dollar 
for every infringement of this regulation. 

PREPARATION OF SHEEP AND 
CLEANLINESS OF STALLS 

Exhibitors or their employees are not permitted 
to prepare (i.e. trim etc.) exhibits in any passageway 
or in any judging area in the Pavilion after 8 a.m. 
on any judging day. 

Exhibitors must keep the stalls allotted to 
their animals clean and give proper attention 
to their stock right throughout the Show. 

Any exhibitor or his employee putting manure 
out of a box, stall, or pen, or putting out a 
trough, or cleaning out an alley way after 8 
a.m. on a Show day shall be liable to a fine 
of one dollar. 

Note:—No manure, straw or other refuse shall 
be deposited in lane ways or judging areas after 
7 p.m. on Sunday, 24th September, until judging 
has been completed. 

REGISTRATION 

All sheep entered in Sections 33 to 47 inclusive 
must be recorded in the registered flock of the 
exhibitor. 

For particulars of registration in the Flock Book 
for British Breeds of Sheep in Australia, apply to 
the Secretary, Australian Society of Breeders of 
British Sheep, Show Grounds, Epsom Road, Ascot 
Vale, 3032. 

For particulars of registration in the Poll Dorset 
Flock Book, apply to the Secretary of the Poll Dorset 
Association, 11 Bank Place, Melbourne, 3000. 

For particulars of registration in the Australian 
Corriedale Flock Book, apply to the Secretary of 
the Australian Corriedale Association, Show 
Grounds, Epsom Road, Ascot Vale, 3032. 

For particulars of registration in the Australian 
South-Suffolk Sheep Society Flock Book, apply to the 
Secretary -  of the Australian South-Suffolk Sheep 
Society, 3 Clarence Street, Blackwood, S.A. 

INSPECTION OF EXHIBITS (TATTOOS, ETC.) 

Prior to judging, Inspectors will examine all 
exhibits of registered British Breeds, Poll Dorsets, 
Corriedales and South-Suffolks and discard all not up 
to standard and those not shorn in accordance with 
the regulations. 

Sheep not in their allotted pens at the time of 
the official inspection may be disqualified. 

All British Breeds of Sheep exhibited (except 
imported sheep, which must be tattooed in ac-
cordance with the regulations of the recognised 
Flock Book of the country of origin) must be visibly 
and legibly tattooed with their breeder's registered 
flock number and the trade mark of the Australian 
Society of Breeders of British Sheep in accordance 
with the Rules of that Society. 

All Poll Dorset Sheep exhibited must be 
tattooed with their breeder's registered flock 
number and the trade mark of the Poll Dorset 
Association in accordance with the rules of that 
Association. 

All Corriedale Sheep exhibited (except imported 
sheep, which must be visibly and legibly tattooed 
in accordance with the regulations of the recognised 
Flock Book of the country of origin) must be 
tattooed with their breeder's registered flock number 
and the trade mark of the Australian Corriedale 
Association in accordance with the Rules of that 
Association. 

All South-Suffolk Sheep exhibited (except imported 
sheep, which must be tattooed in accordance with 
the regulations of the recognised Flock Book of the 
country of origin) must be visibly and legibly tat-
tooed with their breeder's registered flock number 
and the trade mark of the Australian South-Suffolk 
Sheep Society in accordance with the Rules of that 
Society. 

Any found to be not visible and legibly tattooed 
will be disqualified. 

Disqualified sheep may not be offered for sale on 
the Show Grounds. Exhibitors of disqualified sheep 
may remove them from the Show Grounds or 
leave them in their pens. If sheep are left in the 
pens a notice carrying the words, "Rejected by 
Inspectors and not permitted to be offered for sale," 
must be erected over them. 
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SHORN AND UNSHORN SHEEP 
All sheep in the British Breeds, Poll Dorset and 

South-Suffolk Classes (except shorn sheep) over 18 
months old must have been fairly and evenly shorn 
between 1st August and 31st December, 1966. Date 
of shearing to be given on entry form. Corriedales 
must be shorn on or after 1st July, 1966. 

Exhibits of shorn sheep must be closely and 
evenly shorn on or before 1st September, 1967. 
No Longwool sheep (except Romney Marsh) en-
tered in a shorn class may have more than one and 
a half inches of wool on any part of its body at 
the time of inspection. No Romney Marsh entered 
in a shorn class may have more than one inch of 
wool on any part of its body at the time of inspec-
tion, and no shortwool sheep may have more than 
three-quarters of an inch of wool on any part of 
its body at the time of inspection. 

No shorn sheep will be permitted to be trimmed 
after 9.30 a.m. on Sunday, 24th September. 

Sheep not shorn in accordance with the above 
regulations will be disqualified. 

Exhibits in the wool are not eligible to be entered 
in the Classes provided for shorn sheep, and if 
found to be so entered shall be removed from the 
grounds. 

FEED SHEDS, BEDDING AND FODDER 
ARRANGEMENTS 

Several feed sheds are available for exhibitors 
in the Sheep Sections. On application to the Director, 
sheds will be reserved. Charge: $3.75 during cur-
rency of Show. Several large feed sheds are also 
available, and may be reserved on payment of $7.50 
each. 

Exhibitors must provide their own locks for feed 
lockers. 

No bedding other than straw or hay (except 
grass hay) may be used in any pens. 

Exhibitors are not permitted to store gear, feed, 
etc., in pens in the Pavilions. 

For the convenience of exhibitors, fodder mer-
chants will attend the Show Grounds for the pur-
pose of accepting orders for stock foods, etc., 
delivery of which must be made before 9.00 a.m. 
each day during the Show. 

JUDGING 
Judging of all Registered Sheep will commence 

at 8.30 a.m. on Monday, 25th September and all 
ram classes will be judged first. 

Judges may, if they so desire, commence the 
judging on the sheep under 1+ years old. 

Any exhibitor who shall, without due cause, fail 
to parade any animal before the Judge when re-
quired to do so by the Steward of the Section 
shall be liable to a fine of $6. 

STRAWING OF PENS 
The Society will arrange for the strawing of 

all pens prior to the Show. Charges covering this 
service must be forwarded with entry fees. The 
charge for each pen will be 50 cents. 

TRUCKS, TRANSPORTS AND CARAVANS 
Motor vehicles, including trucks and stock trans-

ports, will not be permitted to remain on the Show 
Grounds after unloading. They must be removed  

immediately and will not be re-admitted until after 
11.00 p.m. on Thursday, 28th September, to load 
for the return. 

Caravans will not be admitted to the Show 
Grounds. 

SHEEP SALES 
Sheep not paraded before the Judge shall not be 

eligible for sale. Such regulation not to apply where 
one of a pair is rejected by the Inspectors. 

No sheep shall be sold whilst at the Show Grounds, 
either by public auction or private treaty for less than 
$100 for rams and $40 for ewes. 

Exhibitors who sell sheep during the period of 
the Show must make arrangements for the Exhibit 
Entry Tickets to be handed to the purchaser or his 
agents to enable the sheep to be moved from the 
Pavilion at the conclusion of the exhibition.

Yet on the other hand 

those fleeces that were off sheep that were paddock fed reflected the 

difficult season experienced, by way of thinness of growth and by excessive 

dust penetration in the fleece. The points gained for such entries were 

below average. 

They further commented "That the Superfine and Fine wool entries were 

the sections most effected by obvious seasonal fault and no doubt this will 

show out in such clips on the sale floors. 

Judges ix the Australasian Lambs Waol,well known .iool buyers Nbssrs 

L. Kermode (Lempriere Australia Pty. Ltd. and J. Beaumont (Beaumont Aust) 

comment on the lambs entries. 



"By and large a very high standard throughout and long deliberation 

was necessary over the final decisions for all top place getters owing to 

their excellence. Never before in our experience have the final decisions 

taken such time". 

Another interesting comment the same judges made was "A factor of the 

Australasian Lambs Wool Championship was the large number of entries in the 

Polwarth Section all of which displayed the finest points and excellence 

of the Polwarth breed. We were sorry that there were not more entries in 

the Merino Sections, but those that were entered were of a high standard. 

It is as well to remember that these lamb entries were selected from 

last years clip and will not reflect the seasonal conditions experienced 

this season".

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 
Entries will be accepted on the understanding 

that should they be in excess of the accommodation, 
the number of exhibits will be reduced accordingly. 

Entries will only be received subject to the 
rules and regulations of the Society and the 
decisions of the Council. All exhibits must be the 
bona fide property of the exhibitor or held by 
the exhibitor under a written lease recognised 
by the Society at the time of entry. 

All goats entered in this Section must be 
registered in a herd book recognised by the 
Society or recorded in the appendix sections. 

For particulars of registration in the Goat 
Herd Book of Australia, apply to the Secretary, 
The Goat Breeders' Society of Australia, 33 
Macquarie Place, Sydney, N.S.W. 

Entries are accepted on the distinct under-
standing that stock may not be removed from 
the Show Grounds until 11 p.m. on Thursday, 
28th September. 

Only one exhibitor will be recognised as an 
owner from any one holding, and any exhibitor 
who enters, or permits the entry of any of his 
stock, in the name of any other exhibitor, shall 
be disqualified. 

The Council reserves the right to reject at any 
time any entry or prohibit any person or animal 
from competing in any class. 

When a Special Prize is not in a numbered 
"class, a separate entry is not required. No entry 
can be changed after entries close. 

All entries must be made in writing on forms 
supplied by the Society. Entries for the goat 
section must be in the hands of the Secretary, 
at his office, Royal Show Grounds, Epsom Road, 
Ascot Vale, W.2, on or before the time stated at 
head of this section. 

No exhibit may be entered in more than one 
ordinary class unless otherwise stated at the head 
of the section. Sweepstakes, special classes or 
championship prizes do not count as ordinary classes. 
Throughout the schedule special classes are indicated 
by a star (*). Should an exhibit be incorrectly 
entered in more than one ordinary class, such 
exhibit shall be deemed ineligible to compete in 
any class other than the first in which its name or 
particulars appear in the Show Catalogue. 

Every animal entered must be exhibited unletke 
a certificate, signed by the owner, is lodged with 
the Society prior to the date of the Show, stating 
that the animal is unable to compete on one of 
the following grounds:— 

(i) The animal has died. 
(ii) The animal is unfit for exhibition due to 

injury or disease. 

(iii) The animal has become ineligible for the 
class entered. 

(iv) Some other cause which the Council or 
Secretary of the Society considers 
reasonable. 

Failure to comply with this rule renders the 
owner or entrant liable to a fine of not more 
than $10 for every animal not exhibited, and in 
addition the Council may debar the owner or 
exhibitor from taking part in any further exhibition 
conducted by the Society. 

All exhibits must be placed where directed by the 
Secretary or his deputy, and (except in accordance 
with Regulation 18) must not be removed from their 
allotted places during the Exhibition without the 
written consent of the Secretary being first obtained. 

If, in the opinion of the Secretary, any exhibit 
or exhibits of stock be deemed to be dangerous, 
the owner of such exhibit or exhibits shall im-
mediately, upon notice to that effect, remove such 
exhibit or exhibits from the Society's Grounds. 

Unless authorised by the Society no live stock 
will be permitted to enter the grounds other than 
those entered for exhibition. 

The General Regulations and Regulations ap-
pearing at the heading of each section and the 
conditions on the entry form also form part of 
the conditions of entry. 

"IN MILK" AND "DRY" CLASSES AND 
SUCKLED KIDS 

Doe entered as "in milk" can be transferred to 
a "dry" or un-kidded class, whichever is applicable, 
if she has not kidded prior to judging day, or vice 
versa. 

Does in milk must be at the Grounds on Wed-
nesday, 20th September. They will be fully milked 
out and stripped dry between 8 p.m. and 9 p.m. 
in the presence of the Stewards or whom they may 
appoint. (See Classes 16 and 17 for 24-hour milk 
production record.) They will be judged first on 
Thursday morning. The owner or his representative 
must be in attendance when females are being strip-
ped out. 

Kids not entered for competition will not be 
permitted in the Show Grounds unless actually 
being suckled by their mothers, which must be 
entered for competition. 

Judges have the right to order any Doe com-
peting for Championships to be milked dry before 
finally awarding the prizes. 

PAVILIONS OPEN TO PUBLIC 
The Goat Pavilion will be open to the public 

from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. daily from 22nd September to 
28th September and between 6 p.m. and 8 p.m. during 
the evenings of Saturday, 23rd, Tuesday, 26th, 
Wednesday, 27th, Thursday, 28th September. 

JUDGING AND PARADES 
Judging of all Dairy Goats will commence at 

9 a.m., Thursday, 21st September. 
The judging of Angora Goats will commence at 

2 p.m., Thursday, 21st September. 
The judging of exhibits in the Angora Fleece Com-

petition will be carried out at 9 a.m., Thursday, 21st 
September. 
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Any exhibitor who shall, without due cause, 
fail to parade any animal before the Judge, 
when required so to do by the Steward of the 
Section, shall be liable to a fine of $10. 

Attendants leading goats in the judging ring or 
on parade must wear uniform grey coats. 

Good quality coats can be supplied by the 
Society at $5 each on return of which at the 
conclusion of the Show a rebate of $4 will be 
made providing that the coats are in good 
condition. 

Prize-winning goats only will be permitted to 
take part in parades. All prize-winning dairy goats 
must be taken out on parade, in accordance with 
the printed programme. Prize-winning Angoras may 
also be paraded provided they can be suitably led. 
Exhibitors shall be subject to a fine of one dollar 
in each case in which this regulation is not complied 
with, and shall also be liable to forfeit the prize 
or prizes awarded to their exhibit or exhibits. Atten-
dants leading goats in the judging ring and during 
parades must wear the exhibit number of the goat. 
No ribbons will be Permitted on exhibits except 
those won during the Show. 

AGE OF EXHIBITS 
The Society's Veterinary Surgeon's decision regard-

ing age shall be final. 

INSPECTION OF STOCK 
All exhibits will be inspected to ascertain that 

they are of a satisfactory standard and condition. 
Inspectors appointed by the Goat Breeders' 

Society of Australia (Victorian Branch) will examine 
stock entered for exhibition to ensure that all are 
tattooed in accordance with the Herd Book Regul-
lations. Any found not correctly or not legibly 
tattooed may be disqualified. 

Exhibitors in the Stock Sections shall also, if 
requested by the Steward-in-Chief of the Section or 
by the Secretary or his agent, submit his exhibits, in 
whole or part, for inspection by a Veterinarian or 
Veterinarians appointed by the Society. 

DISAPPROVED EXHIBITS 
The Owner or Exhibitor of any exhibit or 

Stand of exhibits disapproved of as an exhibit 
by the Council of the Society, must, immediately 
upon notice to that effect, remove such exhibit 
or stand of exhibits from the Society's Grounds. 
The Council reserves the right to decline to 
receive entries in future years from any person 
who exhibits stock that is not up to a satis-
factory standard, that is not exhibited in reason-
able Show condition, or that is not given proper 
attention during the Show. 

Any marks of speying on females shall dis-
qualify them from competing in such Classes. 

RUGGING 
Exhibits must not be rugged during the hours the 

Show is open to the public. Exhibitors will be liable 
to a fine of one dollar for every infringement of this 
regulation. 

CLEANLINESS OF PENS 
Exhibitors must keep the stalls allotted to their 

animals clean and give proper attention to their 
stock right throughout the Show. 

Any exhibitor or his employee putting manure 
out of .a box, stall, or pen. or putting out a 
trough, or cleaning out an alley way after 8 a.m. 
on a Show day shall be liable to a fine of one 
dollar. 

NOTICES 
Exhibitors are permitted to display cards over 

the stalls stating that an animal is for private 
sale; such cards not to exceed 12 in. x 10 in. 

No advertisement or notice (except by permission 
of the Council) is permitted on any stall or building. 

FEED SHEDS, BEDDING AND FODDER 
ARRANGEMENTS 

In all Sections feed sheds are available for 
exhibitors. Charge, $7.50 during the currency of the 
Show. 

No bedding other than straw or hay may be 
used in any box or stall. 

For the convenience of exhibitors fodder mer-
chants will visit the Show Grounds to accept 
orders for stock foods, etc., delivery of which 
must be made before 9 a.m. each day during the 
Show. 

TRUCKS, TRANSPORTS AND CARAVANS 
Motor vehicles, including trucks and stock 

transports will not be permitted to remain on the 
Show Grounds after unloading. They must be 
removed immediately, and will not be re-admitted 
until after 11 p.m. on Thursday, 28th September, 
to load for the return. 

Caravans will not be admitted to the Show 
Grounds. 

ENTRY TICKETS 
Entry tickets will be issued about a week 

before the Show opens. The entry ticket of each 
exhibit shall state the number of its box, stall, 
pen or stand, as the case may be, which shall 
correspond with its number in the official cata-
logue, and if the box, stall or pen be not occupied 
by such exhibit by noon on the first day of the 
Show, the accommodation reverts to the Society. 
The entry ticket must be produced at the gate, 
when it will admit the exhibit and attendant to 
the grounds. It must be retained, and again 
produced when the exhibit leaves the yards. 
Attendant's passes will be issued by the Superin-
tendent at his office on the Show Grounds. 

EXHIBIT NUMBERS

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY AND EXHIBITION 
Entries are accepted on the distinct under-

standing that stock may not be removed from 
the Show Grounds until after 11 p.m. on Satur-
day, 30th September. Pigs entered in Sections 53 to 
57 must be penned not later than 12 noon on Wed-
nesday, 20th September. 

Entries will only be received subject to the rules 
and regulations of the Society and the decisions of 
the Council. All exhibits must be the bona fide 
property of the exhibitor. 

No exhibit may be entered in more than one 
ordinary class. Throughout the schedule special 
classes are denoted with a star (*). 

The Council reserves the right to reject at 
any time any entry or prohibit any person or 
animal from competing in any class. 

When a Special Prize is not in a numbered 
class, a separate entry is not required. No entry 
can be changed after entries close. 

All entries must be made in writing on forms 
supplied by the Society. Entries for the Pig 
Sections must be in the hands of the Director, 
at the office of the Society, Show Grounds, Epsom 
Road, Ascot Vale, W.2, before 4.30 p.m. Monday, 
24th July. Entry fee must accompany each entry. 

Every animal entered must be exhibited unless 
a certificate, signed by the owner, is lodged with 
the Society prior to the date of the Show, stating 
that the animal is unable to compete on one of 
the following grounds:— 

(i) The animal has died. 
(ii) The animal is unfit for exhibition due to 

injury or disease. 
(iii) The animal has become ineligible for the 

class entered. 
(iv) Some other cause which the Council or 

Director of the Society considers reasonable. 

Failure to comply with this rule renders the 
owner or entrant liable to a fine of not more 
than $10 for every animal not exhibited, and in 
addition the Council may debar the owner or 
exhibitor from taking part in any further ex-
hibition conducted by the Society. 

Unless authorised by the Society no live stock 
will be permitted to enter the Grounds other than 
those entered for exhibition. 

All sows 9 months old or over must be in pig or 
have produced a recorded litter within 9 months 
prior to 15th September, 1967. The date of birth of 
such recorded litter must be stated on the entry form. 

All boars over 12 months old must have had 
their tusks cut back to gum level two weeks prior 
to the Show, and the Superintendent is empowered 
to remove from the Show Grounds any boar whose 
tusks have not been cut. 

Other than in the aged classes for boars and sows 
in which the entry is limited to one from each 
exhibitor the entries are limited to two from any 
one exhibitor in each class. 

All exhibits must be registered in the Herd Book 
in the name of the exhibitor. 

Any boar, entered in the breeding classes, not 
deemed to be completely entire by the Society's 
Veterinary Surgeons may not compete or be 
offered for sale on the Show Grounds. 

No pig shall be transferred from its numbered 
pen without the sanction of the Superintendent. 

All pigs entered in the stud classes will be paint 
branded with exhibit numbers. 

Exhibitors in the Stud Sections must be 
financial members of the Australian Pig Society. 
All pigs entered for exhibition, except in the 
Carcase Competitions, must be from herds 
accredited as Brucellosis-free by the Department 
of Agriculture. 

The General Regulations and regulations ap-
pearing at the heading of each section and the 
conditions on the entry form also form part of 
the conditions of entry. 

PAVILIONS—HOURS OPEN TO PUBLIC 
With the exception of both Saturdays and 

Thursday (Show Day) the Pavilion will remain 
open to the public until 7 p.m.

JUDGING 
Judging of stud classes will commence at

ENTRY TICKETS 
Entry tickets will be issued about a week 

before the Show opens. The entry ticket of each 
exhibit shall state the number of its pen, which 
shall correspond with its number in the official 
catalogue, and if the pen be not occupied by 
such exhibit by 12 noon on Wednesday, 20th 
September, the accommodation reverts to the 
Society. The entry ticket must be produced at 
the gate, when it will admit the exhibit and at-
tendant to the grounds. It must be retained, 
and again produced when the exhibit leaves the 
yards. Attendants' passes will be issued by the 
Superintendent at his office on the Show Grounds. 

DISAPPROVED EXHIBITS 
The Owner or Exhibitor of any exhibit disap-

proved of as an exhibit by the Council of the 
Society, must, immediately upon notice to that 
effect, remove such exhibit from the Society's 
Grounds. The Council reserves the right to de-
cline to receive entries in future years from any 
person who exhibits stock that is not up to a 
satisfactory standard, that is not exhibited in 
reasonable Show condition, or that is not given 
proper attention during the Show. 

INSPECTION — SHOW STANDARD AND

All pigs will be inspected by a nominee of the 
Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria and a 
Veterinary Surgeon, and any pig not up to Show 
standard or in a fit state of health or not con-
forming with the Rules of the Royal Agricultural 
Society of Victoria and the Australian Pig Society 
will be rejected. 
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CLEANLINESS OF STALLS 
Exhibitors must keep the stalls allotted to their 

animals clean and give proper attention to their 
stock right throughout the Show. 

Any exhibitor or his employee putting manure 
out of a pen, or putting out a trough, or cleaning 
out an alley way after 8 a.m. on a Show day shall 
be liable to a fine of $1. 

FEED SHEDS, FODDER ARRANGEMENTS 
AND BEDDING 

Several feed sheds are available for exhibitors 
in the Pig Section. On application to the 
Director, sheds will be reserved. Charge $7.50 each, 
during the currency of the Show. 

No bedding other than straw may be used in 
any box or stall. 

For the convenience of exhibitors fodder mer-
chants will visit the Show Grounds for the pur-
pose of accepting orders for stock foods, etc., 
delivery of which must be made before 9 a.m. 
each day during the Show. 

NOTICES 
With the exception of Sow and Litter Classes 

exhibitors are permitted to display cards over 
the pens stating that an animal is for sale; 
such cards not to exceed 12 in. x 10 in. and must 
not be put up until after 12 noon on Wednesday, 
20th September. Cards may be placed on Sow and 
Litter pens after completion of judging. No other 
advertisements or notices (except by permission of the 
Council) are permitted on or in any pens or build-
ings. 

AGE AND PARTICULARS OF EXHIBITS 
Age of all pigs to be calculated to 15th Sep-

tember in each year. The Society's veterinary 
surgeon's decision shall be final on all matters 
regarding age. Exhibitors may be disqualified 
and debarred from further competition for any 
breach of regulations regarding the age of 
exhibits. 

The date of birth and name of sire and dam 
of exhibit in the 4 months old or under classes 
and the over 4 months and not over 6 months old 
classes must be supplied at time of entry. 

4 months old or under: The name of the pig 
to be supplied to the Director prior to the 31st 
August.

The name and herd book number of the pig 
to be supplied to the Director prior to the 31st 
August. 

HERD 1300K REGISTRATION 

In Sections 53 to 57 (inclusive) all exhibits 
over the age of four months must be registered 
in an approved Herd Book. Pigs in classes under 
the age of four months must be from litters 
notified in accordance with the Rules of the 
Australian Pig Society. In the classes for sows 
with litters, the sire of the litter must also be 
registered, and the litter must have been duly 
recorded.

Poultry arriving at Spencer Street Railway Station 
on Wednesday, 20th September, will be picked up 
and conveyed to the Show Grounds by the Society's 
carrier. 

When forwarding poultry by rail, exhibitors are 
particularly requested to mark clearly in each com-
partment of the coop the exhibit number of the bird 
that was sent therein, so that the same arrangement 
of birds may be made for the return journey. 

Metal leg bands bearing the pen numbers will 
be forwarded to exhibitors, together with entry 
tickets. These bands must be securely fastened 
to the legs of the birds in accc.dance with the 
exhibit numbers on the entry tickets. 

Labels and despatch slips will be sent for each 
pen, when the exhibitor is not a resident of 
Melbourne or suburbs. On the reverse side of 
the labels exhibitors will be required to write 
their names. addresses and instructions for the 
return journey. Country and interstate ex-
hibitors must inform the Director, by post or 
telegram. of the despatch of their exhibits, giving 
full particulars, in order that arrangements may 
be made for receiving them.

All delivery charges including packaging costs in 
respect of all purchases of birds will be the responsi-
bility of the vendor and will be paid prior to delivery 
from the Show Grounds. 

PENALTY FOR NON-EXHIBITION 
Every bird entered must be exhibited unless a 

certificate, signed by the owner, is lodged with the 
Society prior to the date of the Show, stating that the 
bird is unable to compete on one of the following 
grounds:— 

(i) The bird has died. 
(ii) The bird is unfit for exhibition due to injury 

or disease. 
(iii) The bird has become ineligible for the class 

entered. 
(iv) Some other cause which the Council or Direc-

tor of the Society considers reasonable. 
Failure to comply with this rule renders the owner 

or entrant liable to a fine of not more than $10 for 
every bird not exhibited, and in addition the Council 
may debar the owner or exhibitor from taking part in 
any further exhibition conducted by the Society. 

INSPECTION OF STOCK 
Exhibitors in this Section shall, if requested by the 

Steward-in-Chief or by the Director or his agent, 
submit his exhibits, in whole or part, for inspection 
by a Veterinarian or Veterinarians appointed by the 
Society. 

DISAPPROVED EXHIBITS 
The owner or Exhibitor of any exhibit or stand of 

exhibits disapproved of as an exhibit by the Council 
of the Society, must, immediately upon notice to that 
effect, remove such exhibit or stand of exhibits from 
the Society's Grounds. The Council reserves the right 
to decline to receive entries in future years from any 
person who exhibits stock that is not up to a satisfac-
tory standard, that is not exhibited in reasonable 
Show condition, or that is not given proper attention 
during the Show.

SPECIAL REGULATIONS 
1. All classes are open for competition to wine 

growers and wine merchants. 
2. A wine merchant shall mean any person, 

association, or company buying wine. 
3. A wine grower shall mean any wine grower 

owning or occupying a vineyard, and manufacturing 
wine from grapes grown in such vineyard, or from 
grapes purchased for the purpose of wine-making. 

4. Exhibitors may either be members or non-
members of the Society. 

5. Entries by one exhibitor are limited to two in 
each class. Each wine sample to consist of quart 
(reputed) bottles as stated in each class. Exhibitors 
entering the same wine in more than one class must 
supply the full number of sample bottles for each 
entry. 

6. Awards shall be made by the judges on the 
following scale of points:— 

(a) Gold Award-18i points and over; 
(b) Silver Award-17 points but less than 181 

points; 
(c) Bronze Award-151 points but less than 17 

points. 
7. The judge shall have power, at his discretion, 

to transfer exhibits from one class to another when 
it is obvious that the exhibitor has made an error in 
making his entry. 

8. Entries must be made on forms supplied by 
the Society for that purpose. Exhibitors must 
state on the forms the class to be competed for, 
the distinguishing number on the exhibits, char-
acter and vintage of the wine, and, when stipu-
lated, the quantity in stock. 

9. No person will be allowed to inspect an 
entry form after reception by the Director, until 
the Judges' awards have been made public. 

10. After the close of entries, no person will 
be permitted access to the exhibits, except the 
Judges, Stewards, Director, and Staff, until the 
awards have been made. 

11. Exhibits are to bear labels which will be sup-
plied by the Society and must not show more than:— 

(a) Class Number. 
(b) Distinguishing Number (as shown on entry 

form) if two entries in one class. 
(c) Year of Vintage. 
(N.B.—Bottles must not be labelled with business 

labels.) 
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12. Entries by one exhibitor are limited to two 
in each Class. 

13. In all classes, the wine in stock, as stated on 
the entry form, may be inspected and checked by a 
representative of the Society or its nominee. Each 
exhibitor must supply the Society with a sealed en-
velope containing the record of any sale made sub-
sequent to their entries being lodged, provided such 
sale has reduced the stipulated quantity below the 
minimum. 

14. All exhibits to become the property of the 
Society. 

15. Exhibits must represent stocks as set out 
on the entry form and be the bona fide property 
of the exhibitor at the time of entry. 

16. All wine exhibits must be the sole produce 
of Australian grapes and free from any foreign 
substance. The Society reserves the right to have 
any exhibit inspected and/or analysed by one or 
more persons appointed for that purpose. 

17. All Exhibits must conform to the respective 
Wine or Food Acts of the States of New South 
Wales, Victoria and South Australia. 

18. No protest will be entertained unless made 
within seven days of the announcement of the 
awards in the Wine Section. 

19. No entry will be received from any person or 
persons disqualified by this or any other similar 
Society during the period of such disqualification. 
Should any such entry be accepted, it shall, when 
discovered, be deemed void and the entry fee and 
exhibit shall be forfeited to the Society. 

20. Immediately after the closing date of entries 
a draw may be made for the selection of three 
exhibitors from whose entries a further draw will be 
made to enable one sample to be selected from each 
exhibitor.

THE W. E. LILLIE TROPHY. — A trophy 
presented by THE WHOLESALE SPIRIT MER-
CHANTS ASSOCIATION OF VICTORIA, in 
recognition of the services of Mr. W. E. Lillie, 
will be awarded to the most successful exhibitor of 
Liqueurs each year. (Points will be allotted as 
follows: 1st, 3 points; 2nd, 2 points; 3rd, 1 point. 
In the event of a tie the winner will be declared on 
a count back of the most number of first and/or 
second and/or third awards.)

A margin of varia-
tion of 2 degrees in strength to be allowed for any 
exhibit, unless otherwise stated. Liqueurs must be 
made from natural extracts or flavourings, and must 
not contain synthetic flavourings. Exhibitors must 
state on the label the spirit content of the liqueur 
exhibited. 

3. Exhibits must represent stocks as set out on 
certificate of entry, and be the bona fide property of 
exhibitor at the time of entry. 

4. No entry will be received from any person or 
persons disqualified by this or any similar Society 
during the period of such disqualification. Should any 
such entry be accepted, it shall, when discovered, be 
deemed void, and the entry fee and exhibit shall be 
forfeited to the Society.
