CONDITIONS FOR JUDGING

Each Judge of the abovementioned breeds will
be required to nominate two cows, not necessarily
the Champion or Reserve Champion, to compete
for the trophy and prize.

In addition, each Judge will be required to
nominate a third cow purely as a reserve.

Competition is restricted to cows exhibited in
the “In Milk” Classes.

Should any breed fail to provide the requisite
two cows, it cannot take part in the competition.
This, however, would not debar the Judge of
that breed from adjudicating to determine the
award.

All cows nominated by the judges must be
stripped out in the presence of the Stewards at
5 p.m. on the evening before judging.

(1) GRAND CHAMPION COW. A Grand
Champion prize of £100 to be awarded in
respect of any cow securing the position
of Annual Champion Cow for three years
(not necessarily in succession) under the
Vietorian Department of Agriculture’s Re-
vised Rules for the Official Testing of Pure
Bred Dairy Cattle (hereinafter referred to
as the Rules).

(2) ANNUAL CHAMPION COW. A prize of
£10 to be awarded to the Annual Cham-
pion Cow, being the cow which gives the
greatest amount of butterfat under the
Rules during a lactation terminating within
a year ended 30th June, subject to such
cow recalving within 15 months of the
previous calving date. If two lactation
periods are completed within the year the
best will be the period considered.

(3) ANNUAL RESERVE CHAMPION COW.
A prize of £4 to be awarded in respect of
the cow attaining second place under the
conditions set out in (2).

(4) CHAMPION HERD. A prize of £20 will
be awarded in respect of the Herd giving
the highest average butterfat production
under the Rules during a year ending 30th
June subject to the following conditions —

(a) The Herd shall consist of not less than
20 cows and at least 20 cows shall
have completed their test lactation
within the year.

(b) The Herd shall average 300 1lbs. butter-
fat or more during that year.

(5) RESERVE CHAMPION HERD. A prize
of £10 shall be awarded in respect of the
Herd giving the second highest average
butterfat production under the Rules and
under similar conditions to (a) and (b) of

(4).

PERSONS ELIGIBLE TO RECEIVE PRIZES

The prize for (1) will be awarded to the person
in whose herd the cow was tested for the whole
or at least the first seven sub-periods of the
lactation which gained for the cow the award
of Annual Champion Cow for the third time or
(in the event of the cow being sold prior to the
seventh sub-period of the award-winning lactation)
to the purchaser provided that the cow then completes
her lactation in his ownership.
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The prizes for (2) and (&) will be awarded to
the person in whose name the cow was tested for
the whole or at least the first seven sub-periods
of the award winning lactation or (in the event of
the cow being sold prior to the seventh sub-
period of such lactation) to the purchaser pro-
vided the cow then completes the lactation in his
ownership.

Prizes (4) and (5) will be awarded to the
person in whose name the herd was tested for
the year in question.

TYPE AND UTILITY CLASSES

Prizes are presented by the Government of
Victoria.

SPECIAL TYPE AND UTILITY CLASSES

are provided in each Dual Purpose and Dairy
Breed Section. They will be judged according to
the following conditions:—

As a basis of qualification cows competing in
these classes must have produced the following
amounts of butter fat:—

The specified quantities of butter fat must
have been produced under Government Herd
Test, the Victorian Herd Improvement Associa-
tion or any other recognised testing organisation
during a lactation period of 800 days that fol-
lowed the calving on, between or including
30th August, 1962, and 30th August, 1963.

In the 3,000 lbs. butter fat production class,
it is not necessary for cows to have gained a
certificate during the aforementioned period.

In all cases where the tests are other than
those of the Victorian Standard Herd Test
Scheme, certificates issued by the Department or
organisation which conducted the tests, must
accompany the entry forms.

Judging will be on a type basis only.

No points will be allotted either for production
or type.

CONDITIONS OF EXHIBITION, ETC.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

All entries must be made in writing on forms
supplied by the Society and must be in the
hands of the Director, at his office, Show Grounds,
Epsom Road, Ascot Vale, W.2, on or before
430 p.m., Monday, 20th July. Entry fee must
accompany each entry.

Entries are accepted on the distinct under-
standing that stock may not be removed from
the Show Grounds until after 11.00 p.m. on
Thursday, 24th September.

Entries will only be received subject to the
rules and regulations of the Society and the
decisions of the Council. All exhibits must be the
bona fide property of the exhibitor. :

No exhibit may be entered in more than one
ordinary class unless otherwise stated at the
head of the section. Throughout the schedule
special classes are denoted with a star (¥*).
Should an exhibit be incorrectly entered in more
than one ordinary class such exhibit shall be
deemed ineligible to compete in any class other
than the first in which its name or particulars
appear in the Show Catalogue.

No exhibit in the pair classes can compete in
single classes or vice versa except class 119.

The Council reserves the rightt to reject at any
time any entry or prohibit any person or animal
from competing in any class.

When a Special Prize is not in a numbered
class, a separate entry is not required. No
entry can be changed after entries close.

Unless authorised by the Society no live stock
will be permitted to enter the grounds other than
those entered for exhibition.

Every animal entered must be exhibited, unless
a certificate signed by the owner is lodged with
the Society prior to the date of the Show, stating
that the animal is unable to compete on one of
the following grounds:—

(i) The animal has died.

(ii) The animal is unfit for exhibition due to
injury or disease.

(iii) The animal has become ineligible for the
class entered. .

(iv) Some other cause which the Council or
Director of the Society considers reasonable.

Failure to comply with this rule renders the
owner or entrant liable to a fine of not more
than £5 for every animal not exhibited, and in
addition the Council may debar the owner or
exhibitor from taking part in any further ex-
hibition conducted by the Society.

Sheep need not be entered by name or tag
number, and no particulars other than the
breeder’s name and date of shearing will be pub-
lished in the Show Catalogue.

No advertisement or notice (except by per-
mission of the Council) is permitted on or in any
stall or building.

Only one exhibitor will be recognised as the
owner from any one holding.

The General Regulations and regulations ap-
pearing at the heading of each Section and the
conditions on the entry form also form part of
the conditions of entry.

ENTRY TICKETS

Entry tickets will be issued about a week
before the Show opens. The entry ticket of each
exhibit shall state the number of its pen, which
shall correspond with its number in the official
catalogue. The entry ticket must be produced
at the gate, when it will admit the exhibit and
attendant to the grounds. It must be retained,
and again produced when the exhibit leaves the
yards. Attendant’s passes will be issued by the
Sheep Superintendent at his office at the Show
Grounds after 10 a.m. on Wednesday, 9th September,
1964.

EXHIBIT NUMBERS

Exhibit numbers for attachment to each ex-
hibit and numbers to be worn by handlers whilst
judging is in progress must be collected by ex-
hibitors from the Sheep Superintendent’s office.

EWES IN LAMB

A ewe entered as “with a lamb of her own
breed at foot” may be transferred to the Class
provided for ewe of her age if she has not lambed
prior to judging day, or vice versa.

PERIOD OF EXHIBITION

Sheep in Section 31 to 44 inclusive must be
penned before 8.60 a.m. on Saturday, 19th Sep-
tember and may not be removed from the Show
Grounds until after 11.00 p.m. on Thursday, 24th
September.

Sheep Pavilions will be open to the public
from 9.00 a.m. to 5.00 p.m. daily from 19th Sep-
tember to 24th September and between 6.00 p.m. and
8.00 p.m. on Saturday, Tuesday, Wednesday and
Thursday.

AGE OF EXHIBITS

The Society’s Veterinary Surgeon’s decision
regarding age shall be final.

OVINE BRUCELLOSIS TEST

Exhibitors of rams at the 1964 Show are re-
quired to lodge with the Society prior to the
Show (preferably at time of entry) a certificate
from a registered Veterinary Surgeon certifying:

(a) That rams have given a negative result to
the complement fixation blood tests for
Ovine Brucellosis, carried out within the
90 days preceding 3rd September, 1964,
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(b) That rams have been manually examined
at the time of blood sampling and found
free of any palpable testicular abnormality
at this time.

The eartag or tattoo numbers of rams tested
and examined must be included in the certificate.

Owners should particularly note:—

(1) That blood sampling should be carried out
early in the prescribed period to avoid
congestion and delay in the testing labora-
tory at the end of the period.

(2) That a sufficient number of rams should
be tested to ensure that all possible exhibits
finally forwarded to the Show are included
in this number.

If exhibitors produce evidence that their flocks
have been accredited free of Ovine Brucellosis a
veterinary certificate will not be required.

PHYSICAL SOUNDNESS AND
DISAPPROVED EXHIBITS

Exhibitors must sign a statutory declaration
to the effect that no sheep exhibited by them
are affected by foot-rot, or show any signs or
symptoms of the disease at time of exhibition.

All male animals must be completely entire
and deemed physically sound. Any male animal
not deemed to be completey entire and physically
sound by the Society’s Veterinary Surgeon may
not compete or be offered for sale on the Show
Grounds. Any marks of speying on females shall
disqualify them from competing.

Exhibitors in the stock sections shall, if re-
quested by the Steward-in-Chief of the Section
or by the Director or his agent, submit his
exhibits in whole or part, for inspection by a
Veterinarian or Veterinarians appointed by the
Society.

The owner or exhibitor of any exhibit disap-
proved of as an exhibit by the Council of the
Society must, immediately upon notice to that
effect, remove such exhibit from the Society’s
Grounds. The Council reserves the right to
decline to receive entries in future years from
any person who exhibits stock that is not up to
a satisfactory standard, that is not exhibited in
reasonable Show condition, or that is not given
proper attention during the Show.

RUGGING

Exhibits must not be rugged after judging day
during the hours the Show is open to the public.
Exhibitors will be liable to a fine of ten shillings
for every infringement of this regulation.

CLEANLINESS OF STALLS

Exhibitors must keep the stalls allotted to .

their animals clean and give proper attention
to their stock right throughout the Show.

Any exhibitor or his employee putting manure
out of a box, stall, or pen, or putting out a
trough, or cleaning out an alley way after 8
a.m. on a Show day shall be liable to a fine
of ten shillings.

REGISTRATION

All sheep entered in Section 31 to 44 inclusive
must be recorded in the registered flock of the
exhibitor. :

INSPECTION OF EXHIBITS (TATTOOS, ETC.)

Prior to judging, Inspectors will examine all
exhibits of registered British Breeds, Poll Dorsets
and Corriedales and discard all not up to standard
and those not shorn in accordance with the
regulations.

All British Breeds of Sheep exhibited (except
imported sheep, which must be tattooed in
accordance with the regulations of the recognised
Flock Book of the country of origin) must be
visibly and legibly tattooed with their breeder’s.
registered flock number and the trade mark of
the Australian Society of Breeders of British

Sheep in accordance with the Rules of that
Society.
All Poll Dorset Sheep exhibited must be

tattooed with their breeder’s registered flock
number and the trade mark of the Poll Dorset
Association in accordance with the rules of that
Association.

All Corriedale Sheep exhibited (except im-
ported sheep, which must be visibly and legibly
tattooed in accordance with the regulations of
the recognised Flock Book of the country of
origin) must be tattooed with their breeder’s
registered flock number and the trade mark of
the Australian Corriedale Association in accord-
ance with the Rules of that Association.

Any found to be not visibly and legibly tattooed
will be disqualified.

Disqualified sheep may nol be offered for sale
on the Show Grounds. Exhibitors of disqualified
sheep may remove them from the Show Grounds
or leave them in their pens. If sheep are left in
the pens a notice carrying the words, “Rejected
by Inspectors and not permitted to be offered for
sale,” must be erected over them.

SHORN AND UNSHORN SHEEP

All sheep in the British Breeds and Poll
Dorset Classes (except shorn sheep) over 18
months old must have been fairly and evenly
shorn between 1st August and 31st December,
1963. Date of shearing to be given on entry form.
Corriedales must be shorn on or after 1st July, 1963.
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Exhibits of shorn sheep must be closely and
evenly shorn on or before 1st September, 1964,
No Longwool sheep (except Romney Marsh) en-
tered in a shorn class may have more than one
and a half inches of wool on any part of its body
at the time of inspection. No Romney Marsh
entered in a shorn class may have more than
one inch of wool on any part of its body at the
time of inspection, and no shortwool sheep may
have more than three-quarters of an inch of wool
on any part of its body at the time of inspection.

No shorn sheep will be permitted to be trimmed
after 10 a.m. on the day of inspection.

Sheep not shorn in accordance with the above
regulations will be disqualified.

Exhibits in the wool are not eligible to be
entered in the Classes provided for shorn sheep,
and if found to be so entered shall be removed
from the yards.

FEED SHEDS, BEDDING AND FODDER
ARRANGEMENTS

Several feed sheds are available for exhibitors
in the Sheep Sections. On application to the
Director, sheds will be reserved. Charge: 25/-
during currency of Show. Several large feed
sheds are also available, and may be reserved
on payment of £2/10/- each.

No bedding other than straw or hay (except
grass hay) may be used in any pens.

For the convenience of exhibitors, fodder mer-
chants will attend the Show Grounds for the
purpose of accepting orders for stock foods, ete.,
delivery of which must be made before 9.00 a.m.
each day during the Show.

JUDGING

Judging of all Registered Sheep except Dorset
Horn ewes and Poll Dorset rams will commence at
9 a.m. on Monday, 21st September.

The judging of Dorset Horn ewes and Poll Dorset
rams will commence on Monday, 21st September,
after the completion of the Dorset Horn ram judging
and continued on Tuesday, 22nd September, if neces-
sary.

Judges may, if they so desire, commence the
judging on the sheep under 1% years old.

Any exhibitor who shall, without due cause,
fail to parade any animal before the Judge when
required to do so by the Steward of the Section
shall be liable to a fine of £3.

STRAWING OF PENS

The Society will arrange for the strawing of
all pens prior to the Show. Charges covering this
service must be forwarded with entry fees. The
charge for each pen will be 5/-.

TRUCKS, TRANSPORTS AND CARAVANS.

Motor wvehicles, including trucks and stock
transports, will not be permitted to remain on
the Show Grounds after unloading. They must
be removed immediately, and will not be re-
admitted until after 11.00 p.m. on Thursday, 24th
September, to load for the return.

Caravans will not be admitted to the Showe

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

1. Each exhibitor shall after the 29th June, 1964,
and before 29th January, 1965, send for sale a
consignment of not less than 50 lambs to either—

(a) A Selling Agent at Newmarket, or

(b) Thos. Borthwick & Sons (A/asia) Ltd., through
his nominated Selling Agent.

2. From such consignment a selection of six lambs
representative of the whole consignment shall be
made. Such selection to be made by the exhibitor.
The six lambs so selected shall be indelibly branded
or ear-tagged by the exhibitor with his initials so
that thev may be clearly identified. The Society
shall have the right to inspect each consignment
from which entries are drawn to decide whether or
not such six lambs are a fair representation of the
consignment. Should the R.A.S. Inspector consider
that they are not so representative then he may
refuse entry or alter the selection in any way
deemed by him to be reasonable and his decision
in this regard shall be final.

3. The six lambs finally selected shall be purchased
by Thos. Borthwick & Sons (A/asia) Ltd. and they
shall pay the exhibitor the price per lamb obtained
by the exhibitor for the sale of the consignment of
lambs as mentioned in paragraph 1.

4. The six finally selected lambs shall be slaughtered
by Thos. Borthwick & Sons (A/asia) Ltd. and their
grader shall select four of the same which in his
opinion are the best four lambs. One of the four
lambs shall be “cut” and together with the other
three lambs shall thereupon become the exhibit.

5. Any person wishing to become an exhibitor shall
give written notice to the Director of the Royal
Agricultural Society, Epsom Road, Ascot Vale, of
his entry at least seven days prior to the date
when his lambs are due to reach Newmarket sale-
yards and also advise—

(a) the date on which the lambs are due at New-
market.

(b) the name of the exhibitor’s selling agent.

(c) the breed—sire and dam—of the consignment
of lambs.
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FLEECE COMPETITIONS

6. All lambs must be bred by and be the property of
the exhibitor.

7. Any person may make more than one entry pro-
vided the lambs are taken from different consign-
ments.

8. Judging shall take place after the 29th January,
1965, by Judges appointed by the Society and their
decision shall be final.

9. Entry Free.

Lambs 26 1bs. to 46 lbs. frozen weight will be
accepted but each carcase over 42 lbs. will incur a
penalty of % point for each lb. over that weight.
