CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

Entries will be accepted on the understanding
that should they be in excess of the accommoda-
tion, the number of exhibits will be reduced
accordingly.

Entries will only be received subject to the
rules and regulations of the Society and the
decisions of the Council. All exhibits must be the
bona fide property of the exhibitor or. held by
the exhibitor under a written lease recognised
by the Society at the time of entry.

All goats entered in this Section must be
registered in a herd book recognised by the
Society or recorded in the appendix sections.

For particulars of registration in the Goat
Herd Book of Australia, apply to the Secretary,
The Goat Breeders’ Society of Australia, 33
Macquarie Place, Sydney, N.S.W.

Entries are accepted on the distinet under-
standing that stock may not be removed from
the Show Grounds until 11 p.m. on Thursday,
24th September.

Only one exhibitor will be recognised as an
owner from any one holding, and any exhibitor
who enters, or permits the entry of any of his
stock, in the name of any other exhibitor, shall
be disqualified.

The Council reserves the right to reject at any
time any entry or prohibit any person or animal
from competing in any class.

When a Special Prize is not in a numbered
class, a separate entry is not required. No entry
can be changed after entries close.

All entries must be made in writing on forms
supplied by the Society. Entries for the goat
section must be in the hands of the Secretary,
at his office, Royal Show Ground, Epsom Road,
Ascot Vale, W.2, on or before the time stated at
head of this section.

No exhibit may be entered in more than one
ordinary class unless otherwise stated at the
head of the section. Sweepstakes, special classes
or championship prizes do not count as ordinary
classes. Throughout the schedule special classes
are indicated by a star (#*). Should an exhibit
be incorrectly entered in more than one ordinary
class, such exhibit shall be deemed ineligible to
compete in any class other than the first in
which its name or particulars appear in the Show
Catalogue.

Every animal entered must be exhibited unless
a certificate, signed by the owner, is lodged with
the Society prior to the date of the Show, stating
that the animal is unable to compete on one of
the following grounds:—

(i) The animal has died.

(i) The animal is unfit for exhibition due to
injury or disease.

(ii1) The animal has become ineligible for the
class entered.

(iv) Some other cause which the Council or
Secretary of the Society considers
reasonable.

Failure to comply with this rule renders the
owner or entrant liable to a fine of not more
than £5 for every animal not exhibited, and in
addition the Council may debar the owner or
exhibitor from taking part in any further ex-
hibition conducted by the Society.

All exhibits must be placed where directed by
the Secretary or his deputy, and (except in ac-
cordance with Regulation 18) must not be re-
moved from their allotted places during the
Exhibition without the written consent of the
Secretary being first obtained.

If, in the opinion of the Secretary, any exhibit
or exhibits of stock be deemed to be dangerous,
the owner of such. exhibit or exhibits shall im-
mediately, upon notice to that effect, remove such
exhibit or exhibits from the Society’s Grounds.

Unless authorised by the Society no live stock
will be permitted to enter the grounds other
than those entered for exhibition.

The General Regulations and Regulations ap-
pearing at the heading of each section and the
conditions on the entry form also form part of
the conditions of entry.

“IN MILK” AND “DRY” CLASSES AND

SUCKLED KIDS

Doe entered as “in milk* can be transferred
to the “dry” class, if she has not kidded prior to
judging day, or vice versa.

Does in milk must be at the Grounds on Wed-
nesday, 16th September. They will be fully
milked out and stripped dry between 8 p.m. and
9"p.m. in the presence of the Stewards or whom
they may appoint. (See Classes 14 and 15 for
24-hour milk production record.) They will be
judged first on Thursday morning. The owner or
his representative must be in attendance when
females are being stripped out,

Kids not entered for competition will not be
permitted in the Show Grounds unless actually
being suckled by their mothers, which must be
entered for competition.

Judges have the right to order any Doe com-
peting for Championships to be milked dry
before finally awarding the prizes.
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PAVILIONS OPEN TO PUBLIC

The Goat Pavilion will be open to the public
between 6 p.m. and 8 p.m. during the evenings
of Saturday, 19th, Tuesday, 22nd, Wednesday, 23rd,
Thursday, 24th September.

JUDGING AND PARADES

Any exhibitor who shall, without due cause,
fail to parade any animal before the Judge,
when required so to do by the Steward of the
Section, shall be liable to a fine of £5.

Attendants leading goats in the judging ring
or on parade must wear uniform grey coats.

Good quality coats can be supplied by the
Society at 50/- each on return of which at the
conclusion of the Show a rebate of 40/- will be
made providing that the coats are In good
condition.

Prize-winning goats only will be permitted to
take part in parades. All prize-winning dairy
goats must be taken out on parade, in accordance
with the printed programme. Prize-winning
Angoras may also be paraded provided they can
be suitably led. Exhibitors shall be subject to a
fine of ten shillings in each case in which this
regulation is not complied with, and shall also
be liable to forfeit the prize or prizes awarded
to their exhibit or exhibits. Attendants leading
goats in the judging ring and during parades
must wear the exhibit number of the goat. No
ribbons will be permitted on exhibits except
those won during the Show.

AGE OF EXHIBITS

The Society’s Veterinary Surgeon’s decision
regarding age ‘shall be final.

INSPECTION OF STOCK

Inspectors appointed by the Goat Breeders’
‘Society of Australia (Victorian Branch) will
examine stock entered for exhibition to ensure
that all are tattooed in accordance with the Herd
Book Regulations. Any found not correctly or not
legibly tattooed may be disqualified.

Exhibitors in the Stock Sections shall also, if
requested by the Steward-in-Chief of the Section
or by the Secretary or his agent, submit his
exhibits, in whole or part, for inspection by a
Veterinarian or Veterinarians appointed by the
Society.

DISAPPROVED EXHIBITS

The Owner or Exhibitor of any exhibit or
Stand of exhibits disapproved of as an exhibit
by the Council of the Society, must, immediately
upon notice to that effect, remove such exhibit
or stand of exhibits from the Society’s Grounds.
‘The Council reserves the right to decline to
receive entries in future years from any person
who exhibits stock that is not up to a satis-
factory standard, that is not exhibited in reason-
able Show condition, or that is not given proper
attention during the Show.

-Any marks of speying on females shall dis-
-qualify them from competing in such Classes.

RUGGING

Exhibits must not be rugged during the hours
the Show is open to the public. Exhibitors will
be liable to a fine of ten shillings for every
infringement of this regulation.

CLEANLINESS OI' PENS

Exhibitors must keep the stalls allotted to
their animals clean and give proper attention to
their stock right throughout the Show.

Any exhibitor or his employee putting manure
out of a box, stall, or pen, or putting out a
trough, or cleaning out an alley way after 8 a.m.
on a Show day shall be liable to a fine of ten
shillings.

NOTICES

Exhibitors are permitted to display cards over
the stalls stating that an animal is for private
sale; such cards not to exceed 12 in. x 10 in.

No advertisement or notice (except by per-
mission of the Council) is permitted on any stall
or building.

FEED SHEDS, BEDDING AND FODDER
ARRANGEMENTS

In all Sections feed sheds are available for
exhibitors. Charge, £2/10/- during the currency
of the Show,

No bedding other than straw or hay may be
used in any box or stall.

For the convenience of exhibitors fodder mer-
chants will visit the Show Grounds to accept
orders for stock foods, etc., delivery of which

must be made before 9 a.m. each day during the
Show.

TRUCKS, TRANSPORTS AND CARAVANS

Motor vehicles, including trucks and stock
transports will not be permitted to remain on the
Show Grounds after unloading. They must be
removed immediately, and will not be re-admitted
until after 11 p.m. on Thursday, 24th September,
to load for the return.

Caravans will not be admitted to the Show
Grounds.

ENTRY TICKETS

Entry tickets will be issued about a week
before the Show opens. The entry ticket of each
exhibit shall state the number of its box, stall,
pen or stand, as the case may be, which shall
correspond with its number in the official cata-
logue, and if the box, stall or pen be not occupied
by such exhibit by noon on the first day of the
Show, the accommodation reverts to the Society.
The entry ticket must be produced at the gate,
when it will admit the exhibit and attendant to
the grounds. It must be retained, and again
produced when the exhibit leaves the vyards.

 Attendant’s passes will be issued by the Superin-

tendent at his office on the Show Grounds.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY AND EXHIBITION

Entries are accepted on the distinct under-
standing that stock may not be removed from
the Show Grounds until after 11 p.m. on Satur-
day, 26th September. Pigs entered in Sections 50 to
S4 must be penned not later than 12 noon on Wed-
nesday, 16th September.

Entries will only be received subject to the
rules and regulations of the Society and the
decisions of the Council. All exhibits must be
the bona fide property of the exhibitor.

No exhibit may be entered in more than one
ordinary class, Throughout the schedule special
classes are denoted with a star (*).

The Council reserves the right to reject at
any time any entry or prohibit any person or
animal from competing in any class.

When a Special Prize is not in a numbered
class, a separate entry is not required. No entry
can be changed after entries close.

All entries must be made in writing on forms
supplied by the Society. Entries for the Pig
Sections must be in the hands of the Director,
at his office, Show Grounds, Epsom Road, Ascot
Vale, W.2, on or before Monday, 20th July.
Entry fee must accompany each entry.

Every animal entered must be exhibited uuless
a certificate, signed by the owner, is lodged with
the Society prior to the date of the Show, stating
that the animal is unable to compete on one of
the following grounds:—

(i) The animal has died.

(ii) The animal is unfit for exhibition due to
injury or disease.

(iii) The animal has become ineligible for the
class entered.

(iv) Some other cause which the Council or
Director - of t": Society considers
reasonable.

Failure to comply with this rule renders the
owner or entrant liable to a fine of not more
than £56 for every animal not exhibited, and in
addition the Council may debar the owner or
exhibitor from taking part in any further ex-
~hibition conducted by the Society.

.- Unless authorised by the Society no live stock
. will be permitted to enter the Grounds other than
those entered for exhibition.

All sows 9 months old or over must be in pig
or have produced a recorded litter within 9
months prior to 15th September, 1964. The date
of birth of such recorded litter must be stated on
the entry form.

All"boars over 12 months old must have had
their tusks cut back to gum level one week prior
to the Show, and the Superintendent is empowered
to remove from the Show Grounds any boar whose
tusks have not been cut.

Entries are limited to two in each class from
any one exhibitor, in whose name the exhibits
must be registered in the Herd Book.

Any boar, entered in the breeding classes, not
deemed to be completely entire by the Society’s
Veterinary Surgeons may not compete or be
offered for sale on the Show Grounds.

No pig shall be transferred from its numbered
pen without the sanction of the Superintendent.

All pigs entered in the stud classes will be
paint branded with exhibit numbers.

Exhibitors in the Stud Sections must be
financial members of the Australian Pig Society.
All pigs entered for exhibition, except in the
Carcase Competitions, must be from herds
accredited as Brucellosis-free by the Department
of Agriculture.

The General Regulations and regulations ap-
peaving at the heading of each section and the
conditions on the entry form also form part of
the conditions of entry.

PAVILIONS — HOURS OPEN TO PUBLIC

With the exception of both Saturdays and
Thursday (Show Day) the Pavilion will remain
open to the public until 7 p.m. On the both
Saturdays and Show Day the Pavilion will remain
open until 9 p.m. but will close between 5 p.m
and 6 p.m.

JUDGING

Judging of stud classes will
9 a.m. on Thursday, 17th September.

ENTRY TICKETS

Entry tickets will be issued about a weck
before the Show opens. The entry ticket of each
exhibit shall state the number of its pen, which
shall correspond with its number in the official
catalogue, and if the pen be not occupied by
such exhibit by 12 noon on Wednesday, 16th
September, the accommodation reverts to the
Society. The entry ticket must be produced at
the gate, when it will admit the exhibit and at-
tendant to the grounds. It must be retained,
and again produced when the exhibit leaves the
yards. Attendants’ passes will be issued by the
Superintendent at his office on the Show Grounds.

DISAPPROVED EXHIBITS

The Owner or Exhibitor of any exhibit disap-
proved of as an exhibit by the Council of the
Society, must, immediately: upon notice to that
effect, remove such exhibit from the Society’s
Grounds. The Council reserves the right to de-
cline to receive entries in future years from any
person who exhibits stock that is not up to a
satisfactory standard, that is not exhibited in
reasonable Show condition, or that is not given
proper attention during the Show.

Society will be rejected.
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CLEANLINESS OF STALLS

Exhibitors must keep the stalls allotted to their
animals clean and give proper attention to their
stock right throughout the Show.

Any exhibitor or his employee putting manure
out of a pen, or putting out a trough, or clean-
ing out an alley way after 8 a.m. on a Show
day shall be liable to a fine of ten shillings.

FEED SHEDS, FODDER ARRANGEMENTS
AND BEDDING

Several feed sheds are available for exhibitors
in the Pig Section. On application to the
Director, sheds will be reserved. Charge, £2/10/-
each, during the currency of the Show.

No bedding other than straw may be used in
anv box or stall.

For the convenience of exhibitors fodder mer-
chants will visit the Show Grounds for the pur-
pose of accepting orders for stock foods, etec.,
delivery of which must be made before 9 a.m.
each day during the Show.

NOTICES

With the exception of Sow and Litter Classes
exhibitors are permitted to display cards over
the pens stating that an animal is for sale;
such cards not to exceed 12 in. x 10 in. and must
not be put up until after 12 noon on Wednesday,
16th September. Cards may be placed on Sow
and Litter pens after completion of judging. No
other advertisements or notices (except by per-
mission of the Council) are permitted on or in
any pens or buildings,

AGE AND PARTICULARS OF EXHIBITS

Age of all pigs to be calculated to 15th Sep-
tember in each year. The Society’s veterinary
surgeon’s decision shall be final on all matters
regarding age. Exhibitors may be disqualified
and debarred from further competition for any
breach of regulations regarding the age of
exhibits.

The date of birth and name of sire and dam
of exhibit in the 4 months old or under classes
and the over 4 months and not over 6 months old
classes must be supplied at time of entry.

4 months old or under: The name of the pig
to be supplied to the Director prior to the 31st
August.

Over 4 months and not over 6 months old:
The name and herd book number of the pig to
to be supplied to the Director prior to the 31st
August.

HERD BOOK REGISTRATION

In Sections 50 to 54 (inclusive) all exhibits
over the age of four months must be registered
in an approved Herd Book. Pigs in classes under
the age of four months must be from litters
notified in accordance with the Rules of the
Anstralian Pig Society. In the classes for sows
with litters, the sire of the litter must also be
registered, and the litter must have been duly
recorded.

For particulars of registration in the Aus-
tralian Pig Herd Book, apply to the Secretary,
Australian Pig Society, Show Grounds, Epsom
Road, Ascot Vale, W.2.

Pigs not registered prior to 15th July will only
be permitted to be entered for the Show on pay-
ment of double entry fees.

The Registered Herd Book numbers of all ex-
hibits and of the sires. and dams of exhibits
must be stated on entry form.

SOW AND LITTER CLASSES

_ Judges shall give consideration to sows entered
in the “Sow and Litter” Classes when making
Champion and Reserve Champion awards.

No sow (other than those entered in the Sow
and Litter Classes) will be permitted to be ex-
hibited with a litter.

TRUCKS, TRANSPORTS AND CARAVANS

EXHIBITORS PLEASE NOTE that it is a
condition of entry that motor vehicles, including
trucks and stock transports, will not be permitted
to remain on the Show Grounds after unloading.

current market values.

The carcase of each pig entered will be sub-
mitted to the usual inspection for export by
the Commonwealth Meat Inspectors at the
time of slaughter and any carcase which is
not passed as fit for export by those inspec-
tors shall be automatically disqualified from
the competition. The Judge shall have the
power to disqualify any carcase which, in his
opinion, is unsuited for the market by virtue
of seedy cut, excessively soft fat, vellow fat,
or other serious blemish.

The Judge will be appointed by the Royal
Agricultural Society of Victoria and his
decision regarding awards shall be final.

The weight of the dressed carcase must be
not less than 70 1b. and not more than 100 lb.

The Society accepts no responsibility for the
care of exhibits and exhibitors and competitors
enter at their own risk.

No exhibit may be entered in more than one
Class.

No exhibitor may enter in more than two
Trio Classes and entry in these Classes is re-
stricted to one per exhibitor.

The Council reserves the right to reject at any
time any entry or prohibit any person or bird
from competing in any Class.

NOTE.—Poultry will be received and penned,
fed and attended to, re-cooped and despatched,
free of charge to exhibitors.

The greatest care will be taken of the exhibits,
but the Society will not be responsible for any
accident, mistake, loss or damage from whatever
cause arising, the exhibits being at the sole risk
of the exhibitor. In case of the death of any
exhibit, the same shall be certified by the
Veterinary Surgeon or his deputy.

SPECIAL NOTE.—Exhibitors please note that
birds MUST be penned before 9 p.m. on Wed-
nesday, 16th September.

In order to avoid disappointments, exhibitors
are advised to despatch their birds so that they
will arrive as early as possible on that day.

Poultry arriving at Spencer Street Railway
Station on Wednesday, 16th September, will be
picked up and conveyed to the Show Grounds by
the Society’s carrier,

When forwarding poultry by rail, exhibitors
are particularly requested to mark clearly
in each compartment of the coop the exhibit
number of the bird that was sent therein, so
that the same arrangement of birds may be
made for the return journey.

Metal leg bands bearing the pen numbers will
be forwarded to exhibitors, together with entry
tickets. These bands must be securely fastened
to the legs of the birds in accordance with the
exhibit numbers on the entry tickets.

Labels and despatch slips will be sent for
each pen, when the exhibitor is not a resident of
Melbourne or suburbs. On the reverse side of
the labels exhibitors will be required to write
their names, addresses and instructions for the
return journey. Country and interstate ex-
hibitors must inform the Director, by post or
telegram, of the despatch of their exhibits, giving
full particulars, in order that arrangements may
be made for receiving them. Several birds may
be sent in one hamper or box if it be properly
dividled and pen numbers attached to each
division. When the exhibitor resides in or near
Melbourne, “Entry Tickets” and metal leg bands
only will be sent, the corresponding numbers
being affixed to the exhibition pens by the Society.
Labels and despatch slips, if required, will be
supplied on application.
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EXHIBITS FOR SALE AND NOTICES

_Selling prices of all Pouitry exhibits may be
displayed on coops.

Trio exhibits on offer for sale must be sold
as such, no replacements being permissable.

Cards will be supplied free on application to
the Poultry Superintendent, who will place them
on the coops if requested by exhibitors who are
unable to attend in person. Written authority of
the exhibitor for the disposal of exhibits by sale
stating catalogue number, breed and price must
be given to the Superintendent. A commission of
b per cent. will be charged on all sales effected
by the Superintendent on behalf of exhibitors.

Nq advertisement or notice (except by per-
mission of the Council) is permitted on or in any
pen, stall or building.

A charge of 5/- will be made in respect of each
crate not supplied by vendors of birds which have
to be despatched by the Society.

PENALTY FOR NON EXHIBITION

Every bird entered must be exhibited unless
a certificate, signed by the owner, is lodged with
the Society prior to the date of the Show, stating
that the bird is unable to compete on one of the
following grounds:—

(i) The bird has died.

(ii) The bird is unfit for exhibition due to

injury or disease.

(iii) The bird has become ineligible for the
class entered.

(iv) Some other cause which the Council or:

Director of the Society considers

reasonable.

Failure to comply with this rule renders the
owner or entrant liable to a fine of not more
than £5 for every bird not exhibited, and in
addition the Council may debar the owner or
exhibitor from taking part in any further ex-
hibition conducted by the Society.

INSPECTION OF STOCK

Exhibitors in this Section shall, if requested
by the Steward-in-Chief or by the Director or
his agent, submit his exhibits, in whole or part,
for inspection by a Veterinarian or Veterinarians
appointed by the Society.

DISAPPROVED EXHIBITS

The owner or Exhibitor of any exhibit or stand
of exhibits disapproved of as an exhibit by the
Council of the Society, must, immediately upon
notice to that effect, remove such exhibit or
stand of exhibits from the Society’s Grounds.
The Council reserves the right to decline to
receive entries in future years from any person
who exhibits stock that is not up to a satisfac-
tory standard, that is not exhibited in reasonable
Show condition, or that is not given proper at-
tention during the Show.

Unless authorised by the Society no live stock
will be admitted to the Grounds other than those
entered for exhibition.

Birds that have been tampered with or im-
properly dealt with in any way shall be dis-
qualified, and entry fees paid therefor shall be
forfeited. The exhibtor shall also be liable to
disqualification, and, if a member, to expulsion
from the Society.

“Duckling”— A duckling shall be 12 months of
age or under on the first day of the Show.

Each entrant may submit a maximum of two 15
dozen entries in any one Class.

In all cases, the Judges’ decision will be final and
no correspondence or discussion will be entered into
in respect of the awarding of Prizes.

Conditions applicable to Special Classes A, B and C

Class A.—The Prize will be in addition to the
Prize awarded in any of Classes 1-12.

Class B.—AIl details will be circulated to eligible
entrants.

Class C.—Application Forms and further details
will appear in the Victorian Egg Board’s Official
Journal, “The Egg and Poultry Producer” — May,
June and July, 1964 editions.

Entries must be made on forms supplied by
the Society, and will only be received subject to
the Rules and Regulations of the Society.

Exhibits must be bona fide property of the
exhibitor at time of entry.

No bird may be entered in more than one
class, and birds entered in wrong classes will
not be judged, and the entry fees will be for-
feited.

All birds must be rung with a recognised
club ring, young birds must be rung with 1963-64
recognised club ring. Birds wearing special leg
bands or rings, or bearing marks of any kind
that may indicate ownership will not be allowed
to compete.

Where classes are provided for any particular
colour or variety, birds of that colour or variety
must be shown in those classes. Where voung
bird classes are provided, young birds must not
be shown in old bird classes.

The Council reserves the right to rejeet at
any time any entry or prohibit any person or
bird from competing in any class.

Unless authorised by the Society no live stock
will be permitted to enter the Grounds other than
those entered for exhibition.

Every bird entered must be exhibited unless a
certificate signed by the owner is lodged with the
Society prior to the date of the Show, stating
that the bird is unable to compete on one of the
following grounds:

(i) The bird has died.

(ii) The bird is unfit for exhibition due to
injury or disease.

(iii) The bird has become ineligible for the
class entered.

(iv) Some other cause which the Council or
Dgfector of the Society considers reason-
able.

Failure to comply with this rule renders the
owner or entrant liable to a fine of not more than
£5 for every bird not exhibited, and in addition
the Council may debar the owner or exhibitor
from taking part in any further exhibition con-
ducted by the Society.

TRANSPORT, PENNING AND CARE OF
EXHIBITS

PIGEONS MUST BE PENNED BETWEEN
3 pom. AND 8 p.m. ON SUNDAY,
20th SEPTEMBER

NOTE.—Pigeons will be received and penned,
fed and attended to, re-cooped and despatched,
free of charge to exhibitors, subject to the pro-
visions of Regulations. .

Exhibitors must leave the Pavilion immediately
on completion of penning their birds.

Unless special arrangements are made with
the Superintendent, all eggs will be destroyed.

Birds belonging to interstate exhibitors will
be returned on Sunday, 27th September, 1964.
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Only a limited number of exhibitors will be
allowed into the Pigeon House at a time to
remove their birds. No birds to be removed
until after 11 p.m. on Saturday, 26th September,
1964.

Labels will be sent for each pen when the
Exhibitor is not a resident of Melbourne or
suburbs, on the reverse side of which the ex-
hibitors will be required to write their names,
addresses, and instructions for the return jour-
ney. Country and interstate exhibitors must
inform the Director by post or telegram of the
despatch of their exhibits, giving all particulars,
in order that arrangements may be made for
receiving them. Several birds may be sent in one
hamper or box providing pen numbers and ring
numbers are attached to each container. Birds
received in cardboard cartons will not be penned.
When the exhibitor resides in or near Melbourne
“Entry Tickets” only will be sent,.the correspond-
ing numbers being affixed to the coops or cages
by the Society.

The greatest care will be taken of the ex-
hibits, but the Society will not be responsible
for any accident, mistake, loss or damage, from
whatever cause arising, the exhibits being at
the sole risk of the exhibitor. In case of the
death of any exhibit, the same shall be certified
by the Veterinary Surgeon or his deputy.

No person will be permitted to remove an ex-
hibit from a pen on the day of penning without
permission of the Superintendent.

INSPECTION OF STOCK

Exhibitors in this Section shall, if requested
by the Steward-in-Chief or by the Director or
his agent, submit his exhibits, in whole or part,
for inspection by a Veterinarian or Veterinarians
appointed by the Society.

DISQUALIFICATION

Birds that have been tampered with or im-
properly dealt with in any way shall be dis-
qualified, and entry fees paid shall be forfeited.

Australian Wines Classes.

1. A1l classes are open for competition to wine-
growers and wine merchants.

2. A wine merchant shall mean any person,.
association, or company buying wine.

3. A wine grower shall mean any wine grower-
owning or occupying a vineyard, and manufactur-
ing wine from grapes grown in such vineyard,
or from grapes purchased for the purpose of’
wine-making.

4. Exhibitors may either be members or non
members of the Society.

5. Entries by one exhibitor are limited to two-
in each class. Each wine sample to consist of”
quart (reputed) bottles as stated in each class.
Exhibitors entering the same wine in more than
one class must supply the full number of sample-
bottles for each entry.

6. All wines will be judged on points.

7. The judge may award prizes on the basis of”
First, Second, Third, Very Highly Commended,.
Highly Commended and Commended, but prize-
money will only be allovated for first and second
awards.

7. (a) The judge shall have power, at his-
discretion, to transfer exhibits from one class.
to another when it is obvious that the exhibitor-
has made an error in making his entry.

property of exhibitor at the time of entry.

No entry will be received from any person
or persons disqualified by this or any similar
Society during the period of such disqualification.
Should any such entry be accepted, it shall, when
discovered, be deemed void, and the entry fee and
exhibit shall be forfeited to the Society.

5. No person will be allowed to inspect an
entry form after reception by the Director,
until the Judges’ awards have been made public.

6. Immediately after the closing date of
entries, a draw may be made for the selection
of three exhibitors from whose entries a further
draw will be made to enable one sample to be
selected from each exhibitor. The Society re-

entry.

7. After the close of entries no person willy
be permitted access to the exhibits, except the-

Judges, Director and Staff, until the award ha-
been made.

8. If required, exhibitors must make a statu-
tory declaration to the effect (a) that it conforms
with these regulations; and (b) that it has not
been blended with any imported spirit or liqueur.

9. Exhibits are to bear labels which will be
supplied by the Society and must not show more

(a) Class Number.

(b) Distinguishing Number (as shown on entry
form) if two or three entries in the one
class.

Bottles must be packed in cases or hampers
or other suitable containers bearing the name and
address of the exhibitor, which must be delivered
to the Grounds Manager’s Office, Show Grounds,

later than 5 p.m. on Friday, 14th August, 1964.

11. In all classes the stock, as stated on the
entry form, may be inspected and checked by
a representative of the Society or its nominee.
