PRIVILEGES of MEMBERSHIP

EXTRACT FROM REVISED CONSTITUTION AND RULES.

The privileges of a FULL MEMBER shall be:—

(i) Free admission to the Society’s grounds and grandstands surrounding the main arena
during shows or exhibitions conducted by the Society.

(ii) The right to purchase up to two additional ladies’ badges at the price fixed from time
to time by the Council.

(ii1) 'é‘he benefits of any reciprocal arrangement which the Society has with any kindred

ociety.

(iv) Such reduced entry fees at shows or exhibitions conducted by the Society as the Council
may from time to time determine upecn.

(v) The right to vote at general meetings of the Society subject to any rules herein contained
which deal with the right to vote at meetings of the Scciety.

The privileges of an ASSOCIATE MEMBER shall be:—

(i) Free admissicn to the Society’s grounds and grandstands surrounding the main arena
during shows or other exhibitions conducted by the Society.

(i) Such reduced entry fees at shows or exhibitions conducted by the Society as the Council
may from time to time determine.

(iii) If a firm, corporation, society, company or other body, then it shall have the right to
pay more than one associate member’s subscription in which event it shall be entitied to
as many associate members’ badges as subscriptions paid.

The privileges of a JUNIOR MEMBER shall be:

(1) Free admission to the Society’s grounds and grandstands surrounding the main arena
during shows or exhibitions conduected by the Society.

NOTE.—ASSOCIATE AND JUNIOR MEMBERSHIPS DO NOT CARRY ANY RECIPROCAL RIGHT
WITH ANY SOCIETY.

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General Regulations Relative
to
Dogs and Cats

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

1. Entries will be received in the Dog and Cat
Sections of the Royal Agricultural Society’s Show
subject to the rules and conditions hereinafter set out
and also those appearing at the head of each section
and in each class.

2. The Council of the Society or the Director shall
have the power, without assigning any reason, to:

(i) Reject or cancel any entry at any time.

(i) Prohibit the participation by any person or
exhibit in any event or class for which it
is entered.

(iii) Cancel any event or class.

(iv) Alter the time at which any class or event
is to take place.

(v) Alter the conditions of any event.

(vi) Remove any exhibit from the
Grounds. -

Show

3. The Society or any official, Judge, Steward,
Officer or employee shall under no circumstances be
responsible for:

(a) the loss or death of any animal;

(b) any damage or injury occasioned to or by
any animal;

(c) any loss, damage or injury occasioned to or
by any exhibitor or any person acting on
his behalf.

4. The exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk.
In case any exhibit whilst on the Society’s Show
Grounds shall cause or be the cause of injury or
damage to any other exhibit or exhibitor or to the
person or property of any member of the Society or
the general public, the owner of such exhibit shall
indemnify and keep indemnified the Society, its
officers, officials and members from and against all
damages, costs, claims, expenses or liabilities incurred
in connection with such exhibits. The exhibitor shall
be liable to the Society and its employees, officers
and officials for any damage or loss occasioned to
any of them by the exhibit or the exhibitor or his
agent.

5. The exhibitor shall at all times comply with
the directions or requests of the Council of the Society
or the Director. This shall, without Ilimiting the
generality of the foregoing, apply to the entry of the
animal, the exhibitor, the conditions of event, the
conduct of the exhibitor, the conducting of the event,
the decisions of the Judge and the awarding of the
prize.

6. The Council of the Society and the Director
reserve the right to adjudicate on any entry or upon
any question in dispute or doubt and to make anv
determination upon any matter whether covered by
the conditions of entry or not and the decision so

made shall be final and binding and the Society shall
thereby have sole and absolute control of all matters
affecting the conduct of the Show and the exhibits
and exhibitors. There shall be no right of appeal to
any court of law or other body from any decision
made by the Council of the Society or the Director.

7. An exhibit or exhibitor shall not be eligible to
compete in any class by reason of the Society’s
acceptance of the entry and/or the inclusion of the
exhibit or exhibitor in the Society’s catalogue or by
reason of an Exhibit Entry Ticket or number or
other document having been printed, allotted or
issued by the Society.

8. Unless otherwise stated all exhibits must be the
bona fide property of the exhibitor at the time of
entry or be held by him under written lease in
existence at the time of entry and the Council of the
Society or the Director shall have the power to
recognise or reject such lease as i1t deems fit. The
owner or lessee hereby indemnifies the Society against
all claims from any cause made against the Society
in respect of such animal at the instance of any other
person.

9. An exhibit sold after the date of entrv and
before the time of judging shall not be entitled to
compete unless with the approval of the Council of
the Society or the Director.

10. No entry can be changed by the exhibitor
after entries close. The Director and the Society shall
however have the power to do so at any time and in
so doing may without limiting the generality of the
foregoing alter the class for which the animal is
entered.

11. All-entries must be made in writing on forms
supplied by the Society unless otherwise permitted
bv the Director.

12. The appropriate entrv fee as set out in the
Schedule of Prizes shall be forwarded with each entry.
Entries in the Dog and Cat Sections of the Show
must be made at the Societv’s Office at the Adminis-
trative Building at the Roval Show Grounds. Epsom
Road. Ascot Vale. 3032, on or before 4.30 p.m. on
Wednesday. 21st July, 1971. or be delivered byv post
to the said office on or before the same time. viz..
Wednesdav. 21st Julv, 1971. at 4.30 p.m. No rebates
of fees for withdrawn animals will be made.

ARRIVAL OF EXHIBITS

15. Exhibits shall be placed where directed by the
Director.

ACCOMMODATION

16. kt\tliktion\ or limutations on the number of
entries in any Section may be made by the Society
or the Director.
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DOGS

ABSENCE OF EXHIBIT

17, Every animal entered must be exhibited unless
a certficate signed by the owner 1s lodeed with the
Society prior to the date of the Show. stating that the
animal 15 unable to compete on one of the following
grounds:

() The animal has died.

(1) The animal i1s unfit for exhibition due to
mjury or disease.

(1i) The animal has become ineligible for the
class entered.

(iv) Some other cause which the Council or
Director of the Society considers reason-
able.

(v) After arrival at the Show Grounds an
animal mayv be scratched from competing
in an event if it has become unfit to
compete.

ENTRY TICKETS

18. An entry ticket will be issued by the Society
for each exhibit unless the Director otherwise deter-
mines. The entrv ticket will state thereon the number
of the exhibit and the exhibit number shall corre-
spond with the box allotted to the exhibit where
practicable. The exhibit ticket must be produced
whenever required bv the Society or the Director.

EXHIBIT NUMBERS

19. Exhibit numbers shall be worn by handlers
whilst judging is in progress, in the case of dogs. In
the case of cats the exhibit numbers shall be attached
to the appropriate cage.

CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS

21. Should the Council or the Director be of the
opinion that

(a) a fraudulent, false or erroncous statement
has been made regarding an exhibit, or

(b) that an exhibit has been tampered with or
improperly dealt with then the exhibit or
exhibitor may be dealt with in accordance
with these Rules.

MARSHALLING AND JUDGING

22. The Society or the Director may alter the
Judge for any particular class at any time if it or he
deems fit.

23. Exhibits shall be present at the appropriate
judeging ring and ready to enter the judging ring at
the time specified in the Time Table for the event to
take place.

24. Exhibits shall enter the judging ring immedi-
atelv upon request by the appropriate Steward.

25. No person shall in any way consult or inter-
fere with or attempt to interfere with the Judge or
endeavour to interfere with his freedom of choice or
judgement.

Persons in charge of exhibits must not leave their
exhibits unattended in the ring and such persons or
exhibitors shall not address the Judge unless
authorised by the Steward-in-Charge of the class or
the Judge himself.

26. The Judge may award a second or third prize
instead of a first, or may withhold a prize altogether
where he considers the exhibits are not of sufficient
merit.

27. The Judge is requested to make a reserve
number, by marking it as such, of the exhibit next
in merit beyond those to which the prizes are
awarded.

28. No exhibit or person in charge thereof shall
be equipped with, wear or display anything which
indicates the ownership of the exhibit.

29. All exhibitors and competitors shall accept the
decision of the Judge as final as to the merits of the
exhibit or competitor and no appeal shall be allowed
therefrom to any court of law or other body on the

' question of merit of the exhibit.

30. All prize cards awarded at the Show shall be-
exhibited on the bench or cage for the duration of
the Show.

PROTESTS

31. An exhibitor or competitor may protest against
an award won by an exhibit or competitor in the
same class alleging infringement of the rules or
ineligibility.

32. Such protest shall be addressed to the Director
and be lodged at his office at the 1st Floor, Adminis-
trative Building, cnr. Degraves Street and Plummer
Avenue, Show Grounds, before 12 noon the day after
the award in question has been made. Such protest
shall be accompanied with a deposit of $5.00 which
may be forfeited to the Society if the protest be
found to be unfounded or frivolous.

33, Should any exhibit which has been awarded
a prize be disqualified the next in order of award
does not necessarily become entitled to the prize.

34. The protest and all matters arising therefrom
shall be determined by either the Council of the
Society or the Director.

VETERINARY SERVICES

35. (a) The Society will appoint a Panel of Veter-
inary Surgeons to provide a service to
exhibitors.

(b) Should an animal become ill or suffer an
injury then one of the Society’s Veterinary
Surgeons may attend to and treat such
animal in the absence of any authority
from the owner and the Society or its
Veterinary Surgeon shall not be liable in
any way for any loss arising out of such
treatment.

36. Exhibitors may employ a Veterinary Surgeon
who is not a member of the Society’s panel but in
such instances must inform the appropriate Superin-
tendent of the stock concerned.



DOGS

37. The Society’s Veterinary Surgeons may refuse
to attend an animal previously examined and treatcd
by a Veterinary Surgeon who is not a member of the
Society’s Panel.

38. Unless otherwise specifically stated, only mem-
bers of the Society’s Veterinary Panel may give
Veterinary Certificates required by the Society.

39. If, in the opinion of one of the Society’s
Veterinary Surgeons, an animal on the Show Grounds
should be destroyed or removed from the Show
Grounds the Society or the Director shall be entitled
to have the animal destroyed and/or removed from
the Show Grounds or shall be entitled to require the
owner or his deputy at the Show Grounds to forth-
with remove the animal from the Show Grounds.
All costs incurred by the Society in connection with
such animal shall be paid by the owner to the
Society.

FIRE REGULATIONS

40. The use of primus or similar stoves or any
heating or lighting appliance of a like nature or any
naked light is strictly prohibited in or near any
pavilion. The alteration of or interference with any
electrical wiring swiltch or plug is strictly forbidden.

CONTROL OF SHOW

41. Should the Council or the Director be of the
opinion that any rule or regulation, whether set out
in these rules or at the heading of a section or class,
has been broken or not observed or performed then
the exhibit or exhibitor may be disqualified, suspended
for any period, fined or otherwise penalised at the
discretion of the Council of the Society or the
Director. The whole of the Show, the events thereat,
the exhibits and exhibitors and their agents shall be
under the complete control of and subject to the
decisions and directions of the Council of the Society
and/or the Director. Any decision or direction made
by either shall be final and binding and no exhibitor
shall have any right or cause of action against the
Society or the members of the Council or the Director
or any right to approach or seek relief from any
Court because of any decision made by either the
Council or the Director.

DEFINITIONS

42. “Director” means and includes the person
holding the office of Director of the Society and
includes a Deputy appointed by him.

“Exhibitor” includes competitor and/or rider
wherever the contest permits and also includes his
agent or anyone acting or purporting to be acting on
his behalf whether or not he is employed by the
exhibitor.

“Society” includes the Counci] of the Society.
Singular words include plural.

“Class” includes event and “event” includes class.
Class also includes trophy competition or any other
award.

PRIZES

First, Second and Third prize cards in each Class
at the discretion of the Judge.

Inscribed Sashes for each Challenge Winner and
R.A.S. of Vic, Trophy Spoon for each Class Winner.

Ribbons will be issued in the judging rings as an
indication to the spectators of the Judges’ awards—
blue for first, red for second and white for third
and in addition a yellow for fourth and a green
for fifth ribbon will be awarded where there are
at least ten dogs exhibited in the class.

WITHDRAWAL OF ENTRY.—Every
animal entered must be exhibited unless
a certificate, signed by the owner, is
lodged with the Society prior to the date
of the Show, stating that the animal is
unable to compete on one of the follow-
ing grounds:

(i) The animal has died.

(ii) The animal is unfit for exhibition
due to injury or disease.

(iii) The animal has become ineligible
for the class entered.

(iv) Some other cause which the Council
or Secretary of the Society con-
gsiders reasonable.

Failure to comply with this rule
renders the owner or entrant liable to a
fine of not more than $10 for every
animal not exhibited, and in addition the
Council may debar the owner or ex-
hibitor from taking part in any further
exhibition conducted by the Society.

Kennel Control Council Challenge Certificates,
with Inscribed Blue Sashes with Medallions, are
offered at this Show, one for each sex of every
breed, at the discretion of the Judge. On application
to and confirmation by the Kennel Control Council,
any dog which wins not fewer than four Challenge
Certificates, under not fewer than four different
Judges at different Shows, and gains a total of
100 points shall, on approval being obtained from
the K.C.C., be known as an Australian Champion

(Aust. Ch.).

Points shall be allotted as follows:—

(a) Challenge Certificate winner (males)—5
points plus one point for each dog exhibited for
the breed; (b) Challenge Certificate winner
(females)—5 points plus one point for each bitch
exhibited for the breed; (¢) Each winner in the six
recognised Groups—3 points, plus one point for each
dog and bitch exhibited for the Group; (d) Best in
Show—>5 points plus one point for each Dog and
Bitch exhibited in the Show. The points under (a),
(b), (c) and (d) shall not accumulate and shall in no
case exceed 25 points at any one Show.

Group 1, Toys; Group 2, Sporting Terriers;
Group 3, Gundogs; Group 4, Hounds; Group 35,
Working Dogs; Group 6, Non-Sporting.

The Judges are empowered and are instructed
not to award any prize to any animal which they
consider is not of sufficent merit.

EXHIBITS BENCHED AT SHOW.—AIl exhibits
must be benched whilst being exhibited. Times of
benching are listed under Judging Arrangements,
etc. Intending exhibitors are warned not to make
an entry unless they are prepared strictly to observe
this condition.

REMOVAL OF EXHIBITS.—Exhibits may be
removed from the Show after it closes. Times
of closing are listed under Judging Arrangements,
Etc.

BENCHING.—Only exhibits in the one owner-
ship will be benched together and different breeds
or variety of breeds although owned by the same
exhibitor will not be benched together.

As straw is not provided, exhibitors are advised
to provide suitable bench rugs for their exhibits.

Every dog must be provided with a suitable
collar and chain or a lead, but they must be benched
with chains of metal. No cages may be used for
dogs other than those provided or approved by the
Society, and nothing which will affect the view of
the public may be added to the cages. Not more
than one exhibit may occupy any one bench or
cage. A dog may not be so placed on the bench
or in a cage as to be away from the view of the
public. The position of exhibit numbers on benches
or cages may not be altered.

UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES ARE EXHIBI-
TORS PERMITTED TO SIT ON THE BENCHES.

Folding seats are on hire in the Dog Pavilion
at 20 cents per day.

EXHIBIT NUMBERS.—These will be posted to
exhibitors before the Show. When dogs are being
judged the handler must wear the exhibit number
of only the dog being handled.
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DOGS—SPECIAL PRIZES

CHECKING OF EXHIBITS.—No dog will be ad-
mitted to the Show unless its exhibit number is
stamped and this will take place between 8 a.m. and
9 a.m. each day (Sunday excepted).

JUDGING.—Judging will commence punctually at
at 9 a.m. on each day except on Sunday, 19th Sep-
tember, when judging commences at 11 a.m.. In the
case of Special Prizes in which Challenge Certificate
winners from each breed are required to meet, the
awards will be made on the last day of the Show.

In view of the need to expedite judging, exhibitors
will be held wholly responsible for having their dogs
in the judging rings immediately they are required
for judging. . After the Judge’s Steward has given
word to the Judge to proceed with the judging of a
competition, no other exhibit may enter the judging
ring until after that competition has been completed.
Exhibits which are not brought promptly to the rings
when called, and the owners or handlers of which
omit to obey the orders of the Stewards, or are
wearing more than one exhibit number, may be
refused admission to the rings.

EXERCISING EXHIBITS.—Exhibits may be exer-
cised during the Juncheon and tea adjournments and
by special arrangement with the Dog Superintendent.

Dogs must not be allowed off leads at any time
whilst on the Show Grounds; neither will they be
permitted on the lawns nor near the flower beds.

Except as stated herein, no exhibit may be absent
from its bench unless for the purpose of being
judged.

DISPLAY OF ADVERTISING.—Exhibitors will
be permitted to display approved advertising material
on the benches and cages allotted their exhibits. The
display must be executed attractively, not in hand-
writing, and shall be removed promptly if deemed
undesirable. It shall not go beyond the following:
(1) A space not exceeding 2 ft. wide by 8 in. deep
at the back of the bench: (2) The name, address
and telephone number of the Kennel or exhibitor, or
both; (3) The name of the exhibit; (4) A stud card
stating the name of the exhibit, pedigree and stud fee;
(5) Suitable words offering dogs and/or puppies
for sale, but not actually naming any dog or
puppy which is not exhibited, and not quoting any
prices; (6) A photograph of the dog exhibited; (7)

General decorative material other than announce-

ments; (8) A statement of wins at other fixtures and
prize cards or ribbons won at other fixtures shall no*
be permitted.

OWNER’S RISK.—The Society will be most
anxious for the care and safety of dogs sent for
exhibition, or any other property entrusted to it, but
it must be understood distinctly by exhibitors, and
all other persons, that the Society will not be
responsible for the loss., detention of or damage to
any dog or other property. whether arising from
accident, or other cause whatever, or from any act
or omission of itself, its officers, agents, servants, o.
others.

Unless authorised by the Society no live stock
will be permitted to enter the Grounds other th'n
those entered for exhibition.

The word *“variety” shall be taken as referring to
the pure-breed varieties, for which a separate register
is kept by the K.C.C. at the date of the exhibition
at which the Classes are offered.

NOTE.—The age of all dogs shall be com-
puted from the date of their birth to the first day
on which the breed is exhibited at the exhibition.

Wins at Parades shall count at subsequent Parades
only, but wins at Shows shall count at subsequent
Parades and Shows. Only wins up to and including
the day before entries close shall count.
