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General Regulations Relative 
to 

Dogs and Cats 

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

1. Entries will be received in the Dog and Cat 
Sections of the Royal Agricultural Society's Show 
subject to the rules and conditions hereinafter set out 
and also those appearing at the head of each section 
and in each class. 

2. The Council of the Society or the Director shall 
have the power, without assigning any reason, to: 

(i) Reject or cancel any entry at any time. 

(ii) Prohibit the participation by any person or 
exhibit in any event or class for which it 
is entered. 

(iii) Cancel any event or class. 

(iv) Alter the time at which any class or event 
is to take place. 

(v) Alter the conditions of any event. 
(vi) Remove any exhibit from the Show 

Grounds. 

(vii) Alter the date or time for the closing of 
entries for any section or class or for any 
particular entry. 

(viii) Transfer an exhibit or exhibitor from any 
class to any other class. 

3. The Society or any official, Judge, Steward, 
Officer or employee shall under no circumstances be 
responsible for: 

(a) the loss or death of any animal; 
(b) any damage or injury occasioned to or by 

any animal; 
(c) any loss, damage or injury occasioned to or 

by any exhibitor or any person acting on 
his behalf. 

4. The exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk. 
In case any exhibit whilst on the Society's Show 
Grounds shall cause or be the cause of injury or 
damage to any other exhibit or exhibitor or to the 
person or property of any member of the Society or 
the general public, the owner of such exhibit shall 
indemnify and keep indemnified the Society, its 
officers, officials and members from and against all 
damages, costs, claims, expenses or liabilities incurred 
in connection with such exhibits. The exhibitor shall 
be liable to the Society and its employees, officers 
and officials for any damage or loss occasioned to 
any of them by the exhibit or the exhibitor or his 
agent. 

5. The exhibitor shall at all times comply with 
the directions or requests of the Council of the Society 
or the Director. This shall, without limiting the 
generality of the foregoing, apply to the entry of the 
animal, the exhibitor, the conditions of event, the 
conduct of the exhibitor, the conducting of the event, 
the decisions of the Judge and the awarding of the 
prize. 

6. The Council of the Society and the Director 
reserve the right to adjudicate on any entry or upon 
any question in dispute or doubt and to make any 
determination upon any matter whether covered by 
the conditions of entry or not and the decision so 
made shall be final and binding and the Society shall 
thereby have sole and absolute control of all matters 
affecting the conduct of the Show and the exhibits 
and exhibitors. There shall be no right of appeal to 
any court of law or other body from any decision 
made by the Council of the Society or the Director. 

7. An exhibit or exhibitor shall not be eligible to 
compete in any class by reason of the Society's 
acceptance of the entry and/or the inclusion of the 
exhibit or exhibitor in the Society's catalogue or by 
reason of an Exhibit Entry Ticket or number or 
other document having been printed, allotted or 
issued by the Society. 

8. Unless otherwise stated all exhibits must be the 
bona fide property of the exhibitor at the time of 
entry or be held by him under written lease in 
existence at the time of entry and the Council of the 
Society or the Director shall have the power to 
recognise or reject such lease as it deems fit. The 
owner or lessee hereby indemnifies the Society against 
all claims from any cause made against the Society 
in respect of such animal at the instance of any other 
person. 

9. An exhibit sold after the date of entry and 
before the time of judging shall not be entitled to 
compete unless with the approval of the Council of 
the Society or the Director. 

10. No entry can be changed by the exhibitor 
after entries close. The Director and the Society shall 
however have the power to do so at any time and in 
so doing may without limiting the generality of the 
foregoing alter the class for which the animal is 
entered. 

11. All entries must be made in writing on forms 
supplied by the Society unless otherwise permitted 
by the Director. 

12. The appropriate entry fee as set out in the 
Schedule of Prizes shall be forwarded with each entry. 
Entries in the Dog and Cat Sections of the Show 
must be made at the Society's Office at the Adminis-
trative Building at the Royal Show Grounds, Epsom 
Road, Ascot Vale, 3032, on or before 4.30 p.m. on 
Wednesday, 26th July, 1972. or be delivered by post 
to the said office on or before the same time, viz., 
Wednesday, 26th July, 1972, at 4.30 p.m. No rebates 
of fees for withdrawn animals will be made. 

13. All entry forms must be signed by the ex-
hibitor or his authorised agent. 
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REGULATIONS 

ARRIVAL OF EXHIBITS 
15. Exhibits shall be placed where directed by the 

Director. 

ACCOMMODATION 
16. Restrictions or limitations on the number of 

entries in any Section may be made by the Society 
or the Director. 

ABSENCE OF EXHIBIT 
17. Every animal entered must be exhibited unless 

a certificate signed by the owner is lodged with the 
Society prior to the date of the Show, stating that the 
animal is unable to compete on one of the following 
grounds: 

(i) The animal has died. 
(ii) The animal is unfit for exhibition due to 

injury or disease. 
(iii) The animal has become ineligible for the 

class entered. 
(iv) Some other cause which the Council or 

Director of the Society considers reason-
able. 

(v) After arrival at the Show Grounds an 
animal may be scratched from competing 
in an event if it has become unfit to 
compete. 

ENTRY TICKETS 
18. An entry ticket will be issued by the Society 

for each exhibit unless the Director otherwise deter-
mines. The entry ticket will state thereon the number 
of the exhibit and the exhibit number shall corre-
spond with the box allotted to the exhibit where 
practicable. The exhibit ticket must be produced 
whenever required by the Society or the Director. 

EXHIBIT NUMBERS 
19. Exhibit numbers shall be worn by handlers 

whilst judging is in progress, in the case of dogs. In 
the case of cats the exhibit numbers shall be attached 
to the appropriate cage. 

CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS 
21. Should the Council or the Director be of the 

opinion that 
(a) a fraudulent, false or erroneous statement 

has been made regarding an exhibit, or 
(b) that an exhibit has been tampered with or 

improperly dealt with then the exhibit or 
exhibitor may be dealt with in accordance 
with these Rules. 

MARSHALLING AND JUDGING 
22. The Society or the Director may alter the 

Judge for any particular class at any time if it or he 
deems fit. 

23. Exhibits shall be present at the appropriate 
judging ring and ready to enter the judging ring at 
the time specified in the Time Table for the event to 
take place. 

24. Exhibits shall enter the judging ring immedi-
ately upon request by the appropriate Steward. 

25. No person shall in any way consult or inter-
fere with or attempt to interfere with the Judge or 
endeavour to interfere with. his freedom of choice or 
judgement. 

Persons in charge of exhibits must not leave their 
exhibits unattended in the ring and such persons or 
exhibitors shall not address the Judge unless 
authorised by the Steward-in-Charge of the class or 
the Judge himself. 

26. The Judge may award a second or third prize 
instead of a first, or may withhold a prize altogether 
where he considers the exhibits are not of sufficient 
merit. 

27. The Judge is requested to make a reserve 
number, by marking it as such, of the exhibit next 
in merit beyond those to which the prizes are 
awarded. 

28. No exhibit or person in charge thereof shall 
be equipped with, wear or display anything which 
indicates the ownership of the exhibit. 

29. All exhibitors and competitors shall accept the 
decision of the Judge as final as to the merits of the 
exhibit or competitor and no appeal shall be allowed 
therefrom to any court of law or other body on the 
question of merit of the exhibit. 

30. All prize cards awarded at the Show shall be 
exhibited on the bench or cage for the duration of 
the Show. 

PROTESTS 
31. An exhibitor or competitor may protest against 

an award won by an exhibit or competitor in the 
same class alleging infringement of the rules or 
ineligibility. 

32. Such protest shall be addressed to the Director 
and be lodged at his office at the 1st Floor, Adminis-
trative Building, cnr. Degraves Street and Plummer 
Avenue, Show Grounds, before 12 noon the day after 
the award in question has been made. Such protest 
shall be accompanied with a deposit of $5.00 which 
may be forfeited to the Society if the protest be 
found to be unfounded or frivolous. 

33. Should any exhibit which has been awarded 
a prize be disqualified the next in order of award 
does not necessarily become entitled to the prize. 

34. The protest and all matters arising therefrom 
shall be determined by either the Council of the 
Society or the Director. 

VETERINARY SERVICES 
35. (a) The Society will appoint a Panel of Veter-

inary Surgeons to provide a service to 
exhibitors. 

(b) Should an animal become ill or suffer an 
injury then one of the Society's Veterinary 
Surgeons may attend to and treat such 
animal in the absence of any authority 
from the owner and the Society or its 
Veterinary Surgeon shall not be liable in 
any way for any loss arising out of such 
treatment. 
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36. Exhibitors may employ a Veterinary Surgeon 
who is not a member of the Society's panel but in 
such instances must inform the appropriate Superin-
tendent of the stock concerned. 

37. The Society's Veterinary Surgeons may refuse 
to attend an animal previously examined and treated 
by a Veterinary Surgeon who is not a member of the 
Society's Panel. 

38. Unless otherwise specifically stated, only mem-
bers of the Society's Veterinary Panel may give 
Veterinary Certificates required by the Society. 

39. If, in the opinion of one of the Society's 
Veterinary Surgeons. an  animal on the Show Grounds 
should be destroyed or removed from the Show 
Grounds the Society or the Director shall be entitled 
to have the animal destroyed and/or removed from 
the Show Grounds or shall be entitled to require the 
owner or his deputy at the Show Grounds to forth-
with remove the animal from the Show Grounds. 
All costs incurred by the Society in connection with 
such animal shall be paid by the owner to the 
Society. 

FIRE REGULATIONS 

40. The use of primus or similar stoves or any 
heating or lighting appliance of a like nature or any 
naked light is strictly prohibited in or near any 
pavilion. The alteration of or interference with any 
electrical wiring switch or plug is strictly forr1dden. 

CONTROL OF SHOW 
41. Should the Council or the Director be of the 

opinion that any rule or regulation, whether set out 
in these rules or at the heading of a section or class, 
has been broken or not observed or performed then 
the exhibit or exhibitor may be disqualified, suspended 
for any period, fined or otherwise penalised at the 
discretion of the Council of the Society or the 
Director. The whole of the Show, the events thereat, 
the exhibits and exhibitors and their agents shall be 
under the complete control of and subject to the 
decisions and directions of the Council of the Society 
and/or the Director. Any decision or direction made 
by either shall be final and binding and no exhibitor 
shall have any right or cause of action against the 
Society or the members of the Council or the Director 
or any right to approach or seek relief from any 
Court because of any decision made by either the 
Council or the Director. 

DEFINITIONS 
42. "Director" means and includes the person 

holding the office of Director of the Society and 
includes a Deputy appointed by him. 

"Exhibitor" includes competitor and/or rider 
wherever the contest permits and also includes his 
agent or anyone acting or purporting to be acting on 
his behalf whether or not he is employed by the 
exhibitor. 

"Society" includes the Council of the Society. 
Singular words include plural. 
"Class" includes event and "event" includes class. 

Class also includes trophy competition or any other 
award.

REGISTRATION NECESSARY PRIOR TO 
ENTRY.—All cats or kittens must be registered in 
the F.C.C. General register (unpedigreeds excepted). 
All litters must be recorded with the Secretary of the 
F.C.C., Royal Showgrounds, Epsom Road, Ascot 
Vale, 3032. 

Only financial members of the F.C.C. may apply 
for registration of a cat or kitten. 

Applications for membership, registrations, 
transfers, leases, etc., should be made direct to 
the Secretary of the F.C.C. at the above address. 

Should information supplied on the entry form 
differ from the registration the registration form 
shall be regarded as correct. 

INTERSTATE EXHIBIT.—Interstate entries must 
show on entry form the registered number issued 
by a controlling body recognised by the Feline 
Control Council (Vic.). Proof of registration to be 
submitted at time of entry. 

If the cat is to be used in Victoria for breeding 
purposes a re-registration form must be completed, 
signed by the controlling body concerned and re-
turned to the F.C.C. (Vic.). 

WINS WHICH COUNT.—Only wins up to and 
before the day entries close shall count. Cats which 
qualify for Championship status between the closing 
date of entries and day of Show are excepted, but 
such cats are not permitted to be shown in Champion-
ship Classes until the Championship title is granted 
by the F.C.C. 

ENTRIES.—All fees must accompany the entry 
form. Fees may be forfeited if the cat or kitten is 
not exhibited or benched by the stipulated time. 
Entry Fees: Adult Classes, $1.50 per entry; Kitten 
Classes, $1.50 per entry; Litter Classes, $1.50 per 
entry; Kittens entered as litter and in subsequent 
under 3 months classes, 50c per entry.

VETERINARY EXAMINATION. A qualified 
Veterinary Surgeon shall examine each cat before 
it is placed in its cage. He shall refuse to allow 
any cat to enter the exhibition or he shall order 
any cat to be removed from the exhibition if in 
his opinion it is suffering from any contagious or 
infectious disease or has external parasites, or 
which has been treated or prepared for exhibition 
in contravention of the rules of the F.C.C. His 
decision in this regard shall be final. 

Should the Veterinary Surgeon reject one of an 
exhibitor's cats or kittens for reasons of infectious or 
contagious disease or evidence of external parasites, 
all that exhibitor's entries will be rejected. 

No person may exhibit a cat which to his or 
her knowledge has been exposed to the risk of 
any infectious or contagious disease during the 
period daing from at least 14 days prior to the 
exhibition. 

CHALLENGE CERTIFICATES. F.C.C. Chal-
lenge certificates may be awarded to the winning 
entries in the open and championship classes of each 
breed section (unpedigreed group A.O.V. and A.O.C. 
breeds excepted) irrespective of the number of 
entries, at the discretion of the judge. F.C.C. 
Award of Merit Certificates may be awarded to 
the winning entries in the Neuter and Premier 
Neuter classes of each breed section (non-pedigreed 
group, A.O.V. and A.O.C. breeds excepted) irre-
spective of the number of entries at the discretion 
of the judge. 

WHITE DRAPES MUST BE PROVIDED BY 
EXHIBITORS and be placed in cages prior to 
judging. Cages not displaying White Drapes will 
not be judged. 

JUDGING.—The judges' decision on day of show 
is final. 

Any cat which cannot be taken out of its cage 
by the Judge or Steward will not be judged. 

The Judges are empowered and are instructed 
not to award any prize to any animal which they 
consider is not of sufficient merit. 

CONDITIONS. All exhibits after passing veter-
inary examination must be placed in their allotted 
cages in readiness for judging. There shall be no 
interior or exterior decorations or distinguishing 
objects. A piece of white material on the base of the 
cage and uniform white cotton cage drapes only are 
allowed during judging. No exhibit shall be re-
moved from the cage before 7.00 p.m. without 
permission of the Superintendent. No foodstuffs are 
allowed in the cages before 5 p.m. Cages must 
be kept clean by exhibitors. Sand trays must 
be provided by exhibitors. Sand may be obtained 
from the Floor Steward. 
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OWNER'S RISK.—The Society will be most 
anxious for the care and safety of cats sent for 
exhibition, or any other property entrusted to it, 
but it must be understood distinctly by exhibitors, 
and all other persons, that the Society will not be 
resnonsible for the loss, detention of or damage to 
any cat or other property, whether arising from 
accident, or other cause whatever, or from any act 
or omission of itself, its officers, agents, servants, or 
others. 

Unless authorised by the Society no live stock 
will be permitted to enter the Grounds other than 
those entered for exhibition. 

PRIZES.-1st, 2nd and 3rd prizes will be awarded 
in each class, unless otherwise stated. Prize money 
will not be awarded in the "Ordinary" breed classes.

A horse may be nominated for a race of which the 
front is faster than its assessment at the time nomina-
tions close, but should such horse win, it shall incur a 
penalty from the front of the race won and not from 
the horse's assessment prior to such win. 

Trotters may compete against pacers in all races 
unless otherwise stated. 

The Society reserves the right to run any race or 
races in divisions in accordance with Rules of Trot-
ting 144 and 145, provided that in observance of 
the law, not more than 3 races may be run in the 
daytime nor more than 3 races in the night-time, 
including divisions of races in both cases. Where 
any race is run in divisions, the stake money for 
each division will be at least 50% of that stated 
in the programme and payable to the placegetters 
in the same proportions irrespective of the number 
of divisions run, provided that in no case shall the 
stake for the winner of a division be less than $100. 

Races may be started from behind the mobile 
barrier at the discretion of the Stewards. 

All trainers nominating, and drivers competing, 
must hold current licences or permits issued by the 
Trotting Control Board. 

The registered colours of the trainer or the owner 
(or, if the horse is leased, then the registered colours 
of the trainer or lessee) must be stated on the nomi-
nation form, and be worn by the driver. 

All drivers injured whilst participating in registered 
trotting races may be granted financial assistance 
from the Trotting Control Board's Driver's Accident 
Scheme. 

Exercise on the track will be permitted daily during 
the Show, between 6 a.m. and 8 a.m. only. 

Stallions or mares entered in the trotting races are 
also eligible to be entered to compete for the Cham-
pionship awards in the "breeding" classes and if so 
entered, must be in attendance when judging in Section 
4 takes place. 

The Society reserves the right to alter the conditions 
of any race, or to delete any race from the program-
mes, if the acceptors are considered to be lacking in 
number or quality, or for any other reason.
