(iii) The bird has become ineligible for the class 

entered. 
(iv) Some other cause which the Council or 

Director of the Society considers reasonable. 
Failure to comply with this rule renders the 

owner or entrant liable to a fine of not more than 
$10 for every bird not exhibited, and in addition the 
Council may debar the owner or exhibitor from taking 
part in any further exhibition conducted by the 
Society. 

TRANSPORT, PENNING AND CARE OF 
EXHIBITS 

Budgerigars, Canaries, Finches and other Cage 
Birds must be delivered to the Superintendent at 
the Pigeon Pavilion on the Show Grounds not 
later than 9 p.m. on Wednesday, 20th September. 
Country and Interstate exhibitors may make 
arrangements with the Society to receive their 
birds and return them after the Show. 

All birds will be benched by Stewards only. 
Exhibitors must provide "standard" cages with 

"standard" drinkers for their birds. Gummed 
labels to be affixed thereto will be supplied by 
the Society, and no addition must be made to 
these labels by exhibitors. In the event of an 
exhibitor adding to the information included on 
the label by the Society, the bird to whose cage 
this label is attached will be disqualified. 

During the Show the birds will be in the custody 
of the Society, and must not be touched or handled 
by the owner or any person, on any pretence 
whatever, without the permission of the Superin-
tendent. 

REMOVAL OF EXHIBITS 
Exhibitors will only be permitted to remove their 

birds after 9 p.m. on Saturday, 23rd September, 
1972, and between 8 a.m. and 10 a.m. on Sunday, 
24th September, 1972. 

The Society will arrange for a competent person 
to feed and otherwise attend to the birds, and 
caretakers will be on duty in the Pavilion night 
and day during the currency of the Show. 
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The greatest care will be taken of the exhibits, 
but the Society will not be responsible for any 
accident, mistake, loss or damage, from whatever 
cause arising, the exhibits being at the sole risk 
of the exhibitor. In case of the death of any 
exhibit, the same shall be certified by the Veterinary 
Surgeon or his deputy. 

NOTICES 
No advertisement or notice (except by permission 

of the Council) is permitted on or in any cage, stall 
or building. 

INSPECTION OF STOCK 
Exhibitors in this Section shall, if requested 

by the Steward-in-Chief or by the Director or 
his agent, submit his exhibits, in whole or part, 
for inspection by a Veterinarian or Veterinarians 
appointed by the Society. 

DISQUALIFICATION 
Birds that have been tampered with or im-

properly dealt with in any way shall be dis-
qualified, and entry fees paid shall be forfeited. 
The exhibitor shall also be liable to disqualifica-
tion, and, if a member, to expulsion from the 
Society.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

1. Entries will be received in the Wines, Ciders, 
Liqueurs and Aerated Waters Sections of the Royal 
Agricultural Society's Show subject to the rules and 
conditions hereinafter set out and also those appear-
ing at the head of each section and in each class. 

2. The Council of the Society or the Director shall 
have the power without assigning any reason to: 

(i) Reject or cancel any entry at any time. 
(ii) Prohibit the participation by any person or 

exhibit in any event or class for which it 
is entered. 

(iii) Cancel any event or class. 
(iv) Alter the time at which any class or event 

is to take place. 
(v) Alter the conditions of any event. 

(vi) Remove any exhibit from the Show 
Grounds. 

(vii) Alter the date or time for the closing of 
entries for any sectioli or class or for any 
particular entry. 

(viii) Transfer an exhibit or exhibitor from any 
class to any other class. 

3. The Society or any official Judge, Steward, 
Officer or employee shall under no circumstances be 
responsible for: 

(a) the loss of any exhibit; 

(b) any damage or injury occasioned to or by 
any exhibit; 

(c) any loss, damage or injury occasioned to or 
by any exhibit. 

4. The exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk. 
In case any exhibit whilst on the Society's Show 
Grounds shall cause or be the cause of injury or 
damage to any other exhibit or exhibitor or to the 
person or property of any member of the Society or 
the general public, the owner of such exhibit shall 
indemnify and keep indemnified the Society, its 
officers, officials and members from and against all 
damages, costs, claims, expenses or liabilities incurred 
in connection with such exhibits. The exhibitor shall 
be liable to the Society and its employees, officers 
and officials for any damage or loss occasioned to 
any of them by the exhibit or the exhibitor or his 
agent. 

5. The exhibitor shall at all times comply with 
the directions or requests of the Council of the 
Society or the Director. This shall without limiting 
the generality of the foregoing apply to the entry of 
the exhibit, the exhibitor, the conditions of event, the 
conduct of the exhibitor, the conducting of the event, 
the decisions of the Judge and the awarding of the 
prize. 

6. The Council of the Society and the Director 
reserve the right to adjudicate on any entry or upon 
any question in dispute or doubt and to make any 
determination upon any matter whether covered by 
the conditions of entry or not and the decision so 
made shall be final and binding and the Society shall 
thereby have sole and absolute control of all matters 
affecting the conduct of the Show and the exhibits 
and exhibitors. There shall be no right of appeal to 
any court of law or other body from any decision 
made by the Council of the Society or the Director. 

7. An exhibit or exhibitor shall not be eligible to 
compete in any class by reason of the Society's 
acceptance of the entry and/or the inclusion of the 
exhibit or exhibitor in the Society's catalogue or by 
reason of an Exhibit Entry Ticket or number or 
other document having been printed, allotted or 
issued by the Society. 

8. Unless otherwise stated all exhibits must be the 
bona fide property of the exhibitor at the time of 
entry. 

9. No entry can be changed by the exhibitor after 
entries close. The Director and the Society shall 
however have the power to do so at any time and 
in so doing may without limiting the generality of 
the foregoing alter the class for which the animal is 
entered. 

10. All entries must be made in writing on forms 
supplied by the Society unless otherwise permitted 
by the Director. 

11. No rebates of fees for withdrawn exhibits will 
be made. 

12. All entry forms must be signed by the ex-
hibitor or his authorised agent. 

ARRIVAL OF EXHIBITS 

13. Exhibits shall be placed where directed by 
the Director. 

ACCOMMODATION 

14. Restrictions or limitations on the number of 
entries in any Section may be made by the Society 
or the Director. 

CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS 

15. Should the Council or the Director be of the 
opinion that a fraudulent, false or erroneous state-
ment has been made regarding an exhibit then the 
exhibit or exhibitor may be dealt with in accordance 
with these Rules.

16. The Society or the Director may alter the 
Judge for any particular class at any time if it or he 
deems fit.

17. No person shall in any way consult or inter-
fere with or attempt to interfere with the Judge or 
endeavour to interfere with his freedom of choice or 
judgement. 

18. No exhibit shall display anything which 
indicates the ownership of the exhibit. 

19. All exhibitors and competitors shall accept 
the decision of the Judge as final as to the merits 
of the exhibit and no appeal shall be allowed there. 
from to any court of law or other body on the 
question of merit of the exhibit. 

PROTESTS 

20. An exhibitor or competitor may protest 
against an award won by an exhibit in the same 
class alleging infringement of the rules or ineligibility. 

21. Such protest shall be addressed to the Director 
and be lodged at his office at the 1st Floor, Adminis-
trative Building, cnr.

SPECIAL REGULATIONS 
1. All classes are open for competition to wine-

makers and distillers and wine and spirit mer-
chants. 

2. A wine merchant shall mean any person, 
association, or company, buying wine and 
brandy for re-sale by wholesale. 

3. A winemaker shall mean any person or firm 
manufacturing wine from grapes. 

4. Each entry in each class: Members of the R.A.S. 
of Victoria, $2; Non-Members, $3. 

5. Each exhibitor will be limited to two entries in 
any one class, excepting Classes 18 to 42 where 
only one entry in each class is permitted. Each 
wine entry to consist of four quart (reputed) 
bottles in all classes, except in the case of 
Championship Shows when six quart (reputed) 
bottles will be required for all exhibits other 
than Brandy and Vermouth, for which four 
quart (reputed) bottles will be necessary. Ex-
hibitors entering the same wine in more than one 
class must supply the full number of sample 
bottles for each entry. 

6. An exhibitor may be awarded more than one 
award in any one class. 

7. Exhibits will be judged on points, and aggregate 
points for award winners will be set out in 
the list of awards. 

8. Diplomas for Gold, Silver and Bronze Awards 
will be issued to award winners. 

9. Entries must be made on forms supplied by 
the Society for that purpose. Exhibitors must 
state on the certificate of entry the class to be 
competed for, the style or type, and vintage 
or approximate age of the wine, and that the 
stipulated quantity is in stock. 

10. No person will be allowed to inspect a certificate 
of entry, after reception by the Secretary, until 
the Judges' awards have been made public. 
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11. After the close of entries, no person will be 
permitted access to the exhibits, except the 
Judges, Stewards, Secretary and Staff, until the 
awards have been made. 

12. Exhibits are to bear the labels supplied by the 
Society for that purpose, and must show: 
(a) The year of the Competition. 
(b) The number of the class. 
(c) The year of vintage, or state if blended, 

the approximate age. 
(d) In the case of Brandy, its apparent strength. 
(e) Where more than one entry in a class, the 

distinguishing mark of the entry to conform 
to the certificate of entry. 

(f) Baume of all entries in sweet wine classes 
should be shown on entry form and label. 

(N.B.) — Bottles must not bear any labels or 
capsules other than those supplied by the 
Society. Branded bottles and corks are per-
missible. 

13. Sparkling wines must represent wines with 
natural effervescence, the result of fermentation 
in the bottle. 

14. Exhibits to be delivered to the Ground Mana-
ger's office at the Royal Showgrounds, Ascot 
Vale, in containers holding not more than one 
dozen quart bottles properly marked to show 
exhibitor's name (see front page for details). 

15. In all classes, the wine in stock as stated on 
the certificate of entry may be inspected and 
checked by a representative of the Society or 
its nominee. Each exhibitor must supply the 
Society with a sealed envelope containing the 
record of any sale made subsequent to their 
entries being lodged, provided such sale has 
reduced the stipulated quantity below the mini-
mum. 

16. Entries of Blended Wines must represent the 
prescribed quantity already blended. 

17. Immediately after the closing date of entries, 
a draw may be made for selection of three 
exhibitors from whose entries a further draw 
will be made to enable at least one sample to 
be selected from each exhibitor. An official 
appointed by the Society shall make an inspec-
tion of the quantity of such wine in accordance 
with the certificate of entry, and his report will 
be later considered by the Committee of the 
Society. 

18. Unless otherwise stated, all exhibits become 
the property of the Society. 

19. Exhibits must represent stocks as set out on 
the certificate of entry and be the bona fide 
property of the exhibitor. 

20. All exhibits must be solely the produce of 
Australian grapes and conform to the respective 
Acts of the States and the Commonwealth 
which governs the manufacture of Australian 
Wine and Australian Brandy; these to include 
the Customs and Excise Act and Regulations, 
the Distillation Act and Regulations, Health 
Act and Regulations and many others. The 
Society reserves the right to have any exhibit 
inspected and/or analysed by one or more 
persons appointed for that purpose. 

21. No protest will be entertained unless made 
within seven days of the announcement of the 
awards. 

22. No entry will be received from any person or 
persons disqualified by this or any other similar 
Society during the period of such disqualifica-
tion. Should any entry be accepted, it shall, 
when discovered, be deemed void and the entry 
fee and exhibit shall be forfeited. 

23. All persons exhibiting shall accept the decision 
of the Judges appointed by the Society as to 
the merits of the exhibits.

Except where analytical 
standards are mentioned, it is in general left to the 
exhibitor to see that his entries conform, but in 
case of doubt the Judges may submit samples for 
analysis. 
HOCK 
Should be in brilliant condition, pale to light straw 
in colour, preferably with a slight greenish tinge, 
light to medium bodied, medium to high acidity 
and yet soft, with a fresh and flowery bouquet and 
a clean after-taste free of bitterness or lingering 
sweetness. 
MOSELLE 
Specification similar to Hock, but with some sweet- 
ness not exceeding half-degree baume. 
WHITE BURGUNDY OR CHABLIS 
Should be in brilliant condition, light to medium 
straw in colour. Medium to full-bodied and yet 
delicate, with a medium acidity and a fresh bouquet. 
Its aftertaste may be a little more pronounced than 
in Hock even with a very slight bitterness but no 
lingering sweetness. 
SAUTERNES 
A white table wine of straw to light golden colour. 
It should be in brilliant condition, medium to full-
bodied, with a bouquet which is aromatic rather 
than flowery and distinctly sweet in flavour. It 
should not show excessive S02. Baume should not 
be less than 1.5 degrees. 
ROSE 
A still, light and tart table wine, with a slight 
tannin finish and a fresh fruity flavour, but without 
muscat character. Colour pink. It should not con-
tain more than 0.50% reducing sugar and alcoholic 
strength should be between 17% and 24% proof 
spirit. 
CLARET 
A dry red table wine which may vary from fairly 
dark to light red in colour according to the age of 
the wine, and from light to medium body. The 
acidity and body should be well balanced and the 
wine, whilst soft and rounded on the middle palate, 
should finish firm and astringent and showing, as 
well as grape tannin flavour, some but not excessive 
flavour of oak tannin from the maturation wood. 
The bouquet should be fruity and in harmony with 
the body and flavour of the wine. An amber colour 
is objectionable. 
BURGUNDY 
A dry red table wine of colour and body similar 
to Claret but a softer wine which may be of some-
what lower acidity and which must be soft and 
round on the middle palate and lack the character-
istic astringency of Claret on the finish. 
SWEET WHITE DESSERT 
Golden to amber in colour, depending on age. Must 
not show Muscat character but have fruity and 
aromatic bouquet. It must be full-bodied, soft and 
round and yet with an acidity sufficient to prevent 
mawkishness. Baume not to exceed 6 degrees in 
the commercial class or 10 degrees in the open class. 

SWEET WHITE MUSCAT 
Colour light golden to deep amber. Distinct Muscat 
bouquet and palate. Full-bodied, soft and round 
and yet firm enough not to be mawkish. Baume 
not to exceed 6 degrees in the commercial class or 
10 degrees in the open class. 

SWEET RED, RUBY PORT STYLE 
Colour medium to dark red. May only show slight 
amber tinge, excessive amber colour is objectionable. 
Bouquet and palate full and fruity. Finish firm and 
astringent leaving no lingering sweetness. Baume 
not to exceed 6 degrees. 

SWEET RED, TAWNY PORT STYLE 
Colour pale red with distinct amber tinge to deep 
amber with reddish tinge. Bouquet fruity and aro-
matic, palate full and soft with distinct dryness on 
the finish. Some flavour of oak tannin from the 
maturing wood is desirable. A lingering sweetness 
on the after palate is undesirable. Baume not to 
exceed 6 degrees. 
VINTAGE PORT 
Colour deep ruby to light ruby possibly with a 
slight amber tint, depending on age. Bouquet fruity 
and characteristic of bottle aged Vintage Port. 
Should not show wood character. Flavour full and 
soft with firm, astringent finish and no lingering 
sweetness. Baume not to exceed 6 degrees. 

SHERRY, PALE DRY FINO STYLE 
Colour straw to pale golden. Bouquet characteristic 
of flor sherry. Flavour light and dry without ex-
cessive acidity or astringency but some oak character. 
Finish dry, aromatic with distinct "nutty" aftertaste 
of flor sherry. 

SHERRY, AMONTILLADO STYLE 
Colour golden to light amber. Bouquet similar to 
pale dry Sherry, but more aromatic. Palate fuller 
and softer than pale dry with some oak astringency 
showing through. Finish dry and aromatic with 
characteristic "nutty" aftertaste of sherry. 

SHERRY, OLOROSO STYLE 
Colour amber to deep amber. Bouquet fruity and 
aromatic and showing both oak wood and Sherry 
character. Palate soft and round but with firm oak 
tannin finish. Baume not to exceed 3 degrees. 

CHAMPAGNE 
Colour should be pale to light straw. Should have 
good acidity and not be too light in body. Bouquet 
should be fresh, fruity but without particular varietal 
character, and should indicate some years in bottle. 
The wine should be fairly dry but show no astringent 
finish. Bubbles should be fine and persistent (make 
sure tasting glasses are not washed in detergent). 

SPARKLING BURGUNDY 
Colour should be light to medium ruby. In older 
wines may show a trace of amber but not more 
than a trace. Bouquet fruity but should show bottle 
age. Fairly pronounced acidity. Full flavour and 
body, some sweetness but with dry finish. May show 
slight oak character. Bubbles should be fine and 
persistent (make sure tasting glasses are not washed 
in detergent). 
VERMOUTHS 
These should approximate European counterparts. 
Colour of Dry Vermouth should be very light straw, 
and Sweet Vermouth from golden to deep amber. 
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TWO YEARS OLD BRANDY 
Entries in this class should be representative of 
popular commercial brandies, but should avoid fruiti-
ness. The Brandy should be a well balanced distillate 
of wine made from neutral grape varieties. It should 
avoid excessive heads or tails and should not show 
varietal character (e.g. Muscat). It should be smooth 
but not too sweet (1.5 degrees obscuration is sug-
gested as maximum). A clean balanced bouquet is 
essential. Colour not too dark. 

OLD BRANDY 
Colour may be somewhat darker than in young 
Brandy class. Well-matured oak should be dis-
tinguishable on both bouquet and flavour. Bouquet 
should be clean and somewhat ethereal but well 
balanced showing no particular constituent to excess. 
Flavour should be full, smooth and aromatic. Finish 
aromatic without trace of fusel oil. No varietal 
character or fruitiness should be evident. Some 
slight sweetness is acceptable.

General Regulations Relative 
to 

Dairy and Farm Produce, Tobacco and 
Apiculture Sections 

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

1. Entries will be received in the Dairy and Farm 
Produce, Tobacco and Apiculture Sections of the 
Royal Agricultural Society's Show subject to the 
rules and conditions hereinafter set out and also those 
appearing at the head of each section and in each 
class. 

2. The Council of the Society or the Director shall 
have the power without assigning any reason to: 

(i) Reject or cancel any entry at any time. 

(ii) Prohibit the participation by any person or 
exhibit in any event or class for which it is 
entered. 

(iii) Cancel any event or class. 

(iv) Alter the time at which any class or event 
is to take place. 

(v) Alter the conditions of any event. 

(vi) Remove any exhibit from the Show 
Grounds. 

(vii) Alter the date or time for the closing of 
entries for any section or class or for any 
particular entry. 

(viii) Transfer an exhibit or exhibitor from any 
class to any other class. 

3. The Society or any official judge, steward, 
officer or employee shall under no circumstances be 
responsible for: 

(a) the loss of any exhibit; 

(b) any damage or injury occasioned to or by 
any exhibit; 

(c) any loss, damage or injury occasioned to or 
by any exhibitor or any person acting on 
his behalf. 

4. The exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk. 
En case any exhibit whilst on the Society's Show 
Grounds shall cause or be the cause of injury or 
damage to any other exhibit or exhibitor or to the 
person or property of any member of the Society or 
the general public, the owner of such exhibit shall 
indemnify and keep indemnified the Society, its 
officers, officials and members from and against all 
damages, costs, claims, expenses or liabilities incurred  

in connection with such exhibits. The exhibitor shall 
be liable to the Society and its employees, officers and 
officials for any damage or loss occasioned to any of 
them by the exhibit or the exhibitor or his agent. 

5. The exhibitor shall at all times comply with 
the direAions or requests of the Council of the Society 
or the Director. This shall without limiting the 
generality of the foregoing apply to the entry of the 
exhibit, the exhibitor, the conditions of event, the 
conduct of the exhibitor, the conducting of the event, 
the decisions of the Judge and the awarding of the 
prize. 

6. The Council of the Society and the Director 
reserve the right to adjudicate on any entry or upon 
any question in dispute or doubt and to make any 
determination upon any matter whether covered by 
the conditions of entry or not and the decision so 
made shall be final and binding and the Society shall 
thereby have sole and absolute control of all matters 
affecting the conduct of the Show and the exhibits 
and exhibitors. There shall be no right of appeal to 
any court of law or other body from any decision 
made by the Council of the Society or the Director. 

7. An exhibit or exhibitor shall not be eligible to 
compete in any class by reason of the Society's 
acceptance of the entry and/or the inclusion of the 
exhibit or exhibitor in the Society's catalogue or by 
reason of an Exhibit Entry Ticket or number or other 
document having been printed, allotted or issued by 
the Society. 

8. Unless otherwise stated all exhibits must be the 
bona fide property of the exhibitor at the time of 
entry. 

9. No entry can be changed by the exhibitor after 
entries close. The Director and the Society shall 
however have the power to do so at any time and in 
so doing may without limiting the generality of the 
foregoing alter the class for which the exhibit is 
entered. 

10. All entries must be made in writing on forms 
supplied by the Society unless otherwise permitted by 
the Director. 

11. No rebates of fees for withdrawn entries will 
be made. 

12. All entry forms must be signed by the exhibitor 
or his authorised agent. 
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REGULATIONS 

ARRIVAL OF EXHIBITS 

13. Exhibits shall be placed where directed by 
the Director. 

ACCOMMODATION 

14. Restrictions or limitations on the number of 
entries in any Section may be made by the Society 
or the Director. 

CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS 

15. Should the Council or the Director be of the 
opinion that a fraudulent, false or erroneous state-
ment has been made regarding an exhibit, then the 
exhibit or exhibitor may be dealt with in accordance 
with these Rules. 

MARSHALLING AND JUDGING 

16. The Society or the Director may alter the 
Judge for any particular class at any time if it or he 
deems fit. 

17. No person shall in any way consult or inter-
fere with or attempt to interfere with the Judge or 
endeavour to interfere with his freedom of choice of 
judgement. 

18. The Judge may award a second or third prize 
instead of a first, or may withhold a prize altogether 
where he considers the exhibits are not of sufficient 
merit. 

19. The Judge is requested to make a reserve 
number, by marking it as such, of the exhibit next 
in merit beyond those to which the prizes are awarded 
in every class where the number of the entries exceeds 
the number of prizes offered, if, in his opinion, the 
exhibit is of sufficient merit to deserve a prize; he is 
also requested to give commendations when deserved. 

20. No exhibit or person in charge thereof shall 
display anything which indicates the ownership of the 
exhibit. 

21. All exhibitors and competitors shall accept the 
decision of the Judge as final as to the merits of the 
exhibit or competitor and no appeal shall be allowed 
therefrom to any court of law or other body on the 
question of merit of the exhibit. 

PROTESTS 

22. An exhibitor or competitor may protest against 
an award won by an exhibit or competitor in the 
same class alleging infringement of the rules or 
ineligibility. 

23. Such protest shall be addressed to the Director 
and be lodged at his office at the 1st Floor, Adminis-
trative Building, cnr. Degraves Street and Plum-
mer Avenue, Show Grounds, before 12 noon the day 
after the award in question has been announced by 
the Society. Such protest shall be accompanied with 
a deposit of $5.00 which may be forfeited to the 
Society if the protest be found to be unfounded or 
frivolous. 

24. Should any exhibit which has been awarded 
a prize be disqualified the next in order of award 
does not necessarily become entitled to the prize. 

25. The protest and all matters arising therefrom 
shall be determined by either the Council of the 
Society or the Director. 

CONTROL OF SHOW 

26. Should the Council or the Director be of the 
opinion that any rule or regulation whether set out 
in these rules or at the heading of a section or class 
has been broken or not observed or performed then 
the exhibit or exhibitor may be disqualified, suspended 
for any period, fined or otherwise penalized at the 
discretion of the Council of the Society or the 
Director. The whole of the Show the events thereat, 
the exhibits and exhibitors and their agents shall be 
under the complete control of and subject to the 
decisions and directions of the Council of the Society 
and/or the Director. Any decision or direction made 
by either shall be final and binding and no exhibitor 
shall have any right or cause of action against the 
Society or the members of the Council or the 
Director or any right to approach or seek relief from 
any Court because of any decision made by either 
the Council or the Director. 

DEFINITIONS 

27. "Director" means and includes the person 
holding the office of Director of the Society and in-
cludes a Deputy appointed by him. 

"Exhibitor" includes competitor wherever the con-
test permits and also includes his agent or anyone 
acting or purporting to be acting on his behalf 
whether or not he is employed by the exhibitor. 

"Society" includes the Council of the Society. 

Singular words include plural. 

"Class" includes event and "event" includes class. 

Class also includes trophy competition or any other 
award. 
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DAIRY PRODUCE 

Section 71 
Dairy Produce 

The name of the Factory at which the exhibit is 
manufactured must be stated on the Entry Form. 

All exhibits of Dairy Produce must be distinctly 
labelled with removable cards, such labels to indicate 
name and address of exhibitor, together with Class 
and exhibit numbers. 

The General Conditions also form part of the 
conditions of entry. 

Any Factory endeavouring by unfair means to 
secure a prize to which such exhibitor is not justly 
entitled will be disqualified. 

The Society reserves the right to draw samples 
from exhibits and to display only those exhibits 
which are awarded prizes, or in the opinion of 
the Judges are of such merit that exhibition is 
desirable. 

Exhibitors must state on their entry forms 
whether their exhibits will be collected or if 
they are to be returned by the Society. If they 
are to be returned by the Society, full directions 
and addresses must be given. No exhibit which 
is displayed may be removed until after 9 p.m.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 
1. Entries will be received in the Arts and Crafts, 

School, Young Farmers and Gadget Sections of the 
Royal Agricultural Society's Show subject to the rules 
and conditions hereinafter set out and also those 
appearing at the head of each section and in each 
class. 

2. The Council of the Society or the Director shall 
have the power without assigning any reason to: 

(i) Reject or cancel any entry at any time. 
(ii) Prohibit the participation by any person or 

exhibit in any event or class for which it 
is entered. 

(iii) Cancel any event or class. 
(iv) Alter the time at which any class or event 

is to take place. 
(v) Alter the conditions of any event. 

(vi) Remove any exhibit from the Show 
Grounds. 

(vii) Reserve the right not to exhibit any entry. 
(viii) Alter the date or time for the closing of 

entries for any section or class or for any 
particular entry. 

(ix) Transfer an exhibit or exhibitor from any 
class to any other class. 

3. The Society or any official Judge, Steward, 
Officer or employee shall under no circumstances be 
responsible for: 

(a) the loss of any exhibit; 
(b) any damage or injury occasioned to or by 

any exhibit; 
(c) any loss, damage or injury occasioned to or 

by any exhibit. 

4. The exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk. 
In case any exhibit whilst on the Society's Show 
Grounds shall cause or be the cause of injury or 
damage to any other exhibit or exhibitor or to the 
person or property of any member of the Society or 
the general public, the owner of such exhibit shall 
indemnify and keep indemnified the Society, its 
officers, officials and members from and against all 
damages, costs, claims, expenses or liabilities incurred 
in connection with such exhibits. The exhibitor shall 
be liable to the Society and its employees, officers and 
officials for any damage or loss occasioned to any 
of them by the exhibit or the exhibitor or his agent. 

5. The exhibitor shall at all times comply with 
the directions or requests of the Council of the 
Society or the Director. This shall without limiting 
the generality of the foregoing apply to the entry of 
the exhibit, the exhibitor, the conditions of event, the 
conduct of the exhibitor, the conducting of the event, 
the decisions of the Judge and the awarding of the 
prize. 

6. The Council of the Society and the Director 
reserve the right to adjudicate on any entry or upon 
any question in dispute or doubt and to make any  

determination upon any matter whether covered by 
the conditions of entry or not and the decision so 
made shall be final and binding and the Society shall 
thereby have sole and absolute control of all matters 
affecting the conduct of the Show and the exhibits 
and exhibitors. There shall be no right of appeal to 
any court of law or other body from any decision 
made by the Council of the Society or the Director. 

7. An exhibit or exhibitor shall not be eligible to 
compete in any class by reason of the Society's 
acceptance of the entry and/or the inclusion of the 
exhibit or exhibitor in the Society's catalogue or by 
reason of an Exhibit Entry Ticket or number or other 
document having been printed, allotted or issued by 
the Society. 

8. Unless otherwise stated all exhibits must be the 
bona fide property of the exhibitor at the time of 
entry. 

9. No entry can be changed by the exhibitor after 
entries close. The Director and the Society shall 
however, have the power to do so at any time and 
in so doing may, without limiting the generality of 
the foregoing, alter the class for which the exhibit is 
entered. 

10. All entries must be made in writing on forms 
supplied by the Society unless otherwise permitted 
by the Director. 

11. No rebates of fees for withdrawn exhibits will 
be made. 

12. All entry forms must be signed by the ex-
hibitor or his authorised agent. 

ARRIVAL OF EXHIBITS 

13. Exhibits shall be placed where directed by the 
Director. 

ACCOMMODATION 

14. Restrictions or limitations on the number of 
entries in any section may be made by the Society 
or the Director. 

CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS 

15. Should the Council or the Director be of the 
opinion that a fraudulent, false or erroneous state-
ment has been made regarding an exhibit then the 
exhibit or exhibitor may be dealt with in accordance 
with these Rules. 

JUDGING 

16. The Society or the Director may alter the 
Judge for any particular class at any time if it or he 
deems fit.

19. All exhibitors and competitors shall accept the 
decision of the Judge as final as to the merits of the 
exhibit and no appeal shall be allowed therefrom to 
any court of law or other body on the question of 
merit of the exhibit. 

PROTESTS 

20. An exhibitor or competitor may protest against 
an award won by an exhibit in the same class 
alleging infringement of the rules or ineligibility. 

21. Such protest shall be addressed to the Director 
and be lodged at his office at the 1st Floor, Adminis-
trative Building, cnr. Degraves Street and Plummer 
Avenue, Show Grounds, before 12 noon the day after 
the award in question has been made. Such protest 
shall be accompanied with a deposit of $5.00 which 
may be forfeited to the Society if the protest be found 
to be unfounded or frivolous. 

22. The protest and all matters arising therefrom 
shall be determined by either the Council of the 
Society or the Director. 

CONTROL OF SHOW 

23. Should the Council or the Director be of the 
opinion that any rule or regulation, whether set out 
in these rules or at the heading of a section or class, 
has been broken or not observed or performed then 
the exhibit or exhibitor may be disqualified, suspended 
for any period, fined or otherwise penalised at the 
discretion of the Council of the Society or the 
Director. The whole of the Show, the events thereat, 
the exhibits and exhibitors and their agents shall be 
under the complete control of and subject to the 
decisions and directions of the Council of the Society 
and/or the Director. Any decision or direction made
