2. Cages will contain only sawdust on the floor 
except for cages holding Peruvians, which will 
be permitted towelling. 

3. Cages will be supplied for non-pedigreed classes. 

4. A cavy cannot compete in both Fancy ;and non-
pedigreed classes. 

5. All cavies must have ear tags and matching cage 
numbers. 

6. Green leaves must not be fed on the morning 
of the Show. 

7. Exhibits will be on view to the public on one 
day only. 

Every cavy entered.:  must be exhibited unless a 
certificate . signed by the owner is lodged with the 
Society -at least .48 hours prior to the date of the 
Show, stating that the cavy is unable to compete on-
one of the following grounds: 

(i) The cavy has died. 
(ii) The cavy is unfit for exhibition due to injury 

or disease. 
(iii) The cavy has become ineligible for the class 

entered. 
(iv) Some other cause which the Council or 

Director -of the Society -considers reasonable.- 

Failure to comply with this rule renders the 
owner or entrant liable to a fine or not more than 
$5 for every cavy not exhibited, and in addition the 
Council may debar the owner or exhibitor from taking  

(Guinea Pigs) 
part in any further exhibition conducted by the 
Society.
