Sirs: 

Following my talk at your Feline Control Council 
.eminar on September 1, 1974, there was considerable  

discussion on the subject of ringworm infections in 
cats. At the time I expressed some hesitation about 
providing precise information in reply to questions, 
without having an opportunity to look into the subject 
fully. In addition, I am aware that the proceedings 
were tape recorded and statements made by me at 
that time might be quoted, replayed, or reproduced 
in printed form. 

Therefore, I have now had the opportunity to re-
search the subject thoroughly, consult with specialists 
in the field of veterinary microbiology and wish to 
provide the following information that will correct 
any incorrect or incomplete statements I _may have 
made at that meeting. 

The following statements are taken from published 
research reports and textbooks on the subject. The 
sources of information are listed. Brackets indicate 
my explanatory inserts. 

1. The majority of ringworm infections in cats are 
caused by the fungus Microsporum canis. A 
small minority of infections are due to the fungus 
Trichophyton mentagrophytes and on rare occa-
sions other fungi may be responsible. 

2. Some of the strains of Microsporum canis will 
cause fluorescence of hairs under the Wood's 
light. The other types of fungi mentioned above, 
DO NOT. Therefore, the occurrence of fluores-
cence is helpful in the diagnosis of ringworm 
while the lack of fluorescence is meaningless. 

3. The usual route of infection is by direct contact, 
but indirect contact and airborne infections may 
also account for transmission of the disease. 

4. Spores shed from an infected animal may re-
main viable and infectious for months to years 
under ordinary environmental conditions. 

5. The fungus may continue to remain on the tis-
sues of the animal after clinical recovery (ap-
parent cure). Though no figures are available, 
it has been suggested that approximately 10 
per cent of cats are carrying Microsporum canis 
on their skin or hair. (The duration of this 
carrier state is almost unknown.)

I hope this information will be of assistance to 
Council in their attempts to control the disease at 
shows. I would ask that the information also be made 
available to all members so they may better under-
stand the disease and the difficulties encountered in 
eliminating sources of infection.
