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BRIEF REPORT ON WINE

JUDGING
by W.B. Chambers

Exhibits in all Austsralian wine shows are in the
main judged on a ccmparative basis, i.e. all the
entries in the class are judged at the same time. The
other method used in the Varietal Classes in Adelaide
and Perth, is the International system, where the
wines are judged and pointed individually.

Exhibits are judged on a point score with a
maximum of 20 points. On the judging sheets, this is
divided into:

1. Three points for colour and condition (freedom
from haze). In general wines with poor colour are
rejected for defects on both the nose and the
palate.

2. Seven points for nose. Different judges vary in
their sensitivity and tolerance to SO?, Hydrogen
Sulphide, volatility, diacetyl and wood flavours.

3. Ten points for palate. A wine with an excellent
nose may pull down on the palate due to excessive
acidity, tannin or lactic defects. Conversely, some
wines with only a fair nose may have excellent
balance on the palate.

Medals are awarded for the following points:

18.5—20 — Gold Medal

17.0—18.4 — Silver Medal

15.5—16.9 — Bronze Medal.

All exhibits are judged on the blind. Judges do not
handle bottles.

In Melbourne, the judges are arranged into three
groups, each of three judges with a Chairman of
Judges who arranges the groups of judges, divides
the classes to be judged between the three groups,
gives guidance, and occasionally resolves dis-
agreements.

Each class is set up and poured by associate judges,
who also have a set of glasses and assess the classes
with judges.

The judges assess the wines, then consult and
discard those with obvious faults. The remainder are
then pointed, the points of the three judges averaged,
and medals awarded. If there is serious disagreement,
the Chairman may be called in to adjudicate.

Judges are generally selected from those who work
with or are connected with the wine industry.
Potential judges are recommended to the Royal
Agricultural Society, and are given experience as
associate judges. New judges are selected from the
best performers.

The following definitions of the various wine types
may be some help to those unfamiliar with them.
These are taken from the specifications in the
Adelaide Show Schedule. I have altered them
somewhat to fit in with the R.A.S. schedule.

Dry White Hock:

Should be in brilliant conditior, pale to light straw

in colour, preferably with a slight greenish tinge,
light to medium bodied, medium to high acidity and

yet soft, with a fresh and flowery bouquet and a
clean aftertaste free of bitterness or lingering
sweetness. Alcoholic strength should be between 8%
and 14% alcohol by volume.

Dry White Chablis or White Burgundy:

Should be in brilliant condition light to medium
straw in colour. Medium to full bodied and yet
delicate with medium to high acidity and fresh
bouquet. The bouquet may show evidence of
maturation in oak casks. Its aftertaste may be a little
more pronounced than in Dry White Hock even with
a very slight bitterness but no lingering sweetness,
oak tannin from maturing wood should not
predominate. Alcoholic strength should be between
8% and 14% alcohol by volume.

Medium Dry White Moselle: :
Specification similar to Dry White Hock but with

some sweetness not exceeding 1 degree baume.

Sauternes:

A white table wine of straw to light golden colour.
It should be in brilliant condition, medium to full
bodied with a bouquet which is dramatic or flowery
and distinctly sweet in flavour., Alcoholic strength
should not exceed 14% alcohol by volume, and
should not show excessive SO?. Baume should exceed
1Y degrees.

Rose:

A still, light and tart table wine, with a slight
tannin finish and a fresh fruity flavour but without
muscat character. Colour pink but may have a trace
of apricot or amber tint.

Varietal Wines:
Should comprise at least 80% of the specified

variety.

Dry Red Burgundy:

Colour medium to deep red. According to age a
blue or purple tint may be present in a young wine, or
a light brown edge may be present in an aged wine.
Aroma and bouquet — varietial aroma may occur in
varying degrees. It should be fruity and in harmony
with the body and flavour of the wine. The bouquet
may show evidence of maturation in oak vessels and
in older wines bottle age. Palate soft and round.
Body may be medium or full and in balance with the
acidity. Finish clean and soft with low to moderate
astringency. The alcoholic strength should be
between 9% and 14.5% by volume.

Dry Red Claret:

Colour medium to deep red. According to age a
blue or purple tint may be present in a young wine or
a light brown edge may be present in an aged wine.
Aroma and bouquet — varietal aroma may occur in
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varying degrees. It should be fruity and in harmony
with the body and flavour of the wine. The bouquet
may show evidence of maturation in oak vessels and
in older wines bottle age. Body should be full with
acidity in balance. Finish, clean with a firm
astringent grape tannin, oak tannin from the
maturing wood should not predominate. The
alcoholic strength should be between 8% and 14.5%
by volume.

Sparkling White Wine, not bottle fermented:

Colour should be pale to light straw. Should have
good acidity and not be too light in body. Bouquet
should be fresh and fruity. Pressure not exceeding 3
atmospheres at 10°C. Not bottle fermented.

Sweet White Dessert:
Golden to dark brown in colour depending on age.
Must now show muscat character but have fruity and

aromatic bouquet. It must be full bodied, soft and |

luscious. Strength not to exceed 20.5% alcohol by
volume.

Muscat:

Colour golden to red. Distinct muscat bouquet and
palate. Full bodied soft and luscious. Strength not to
exceed 20.5% alcohol by volume.

Sweet Red:

Colour medium to dark red. Bouquet and palate
full and fruity. Excessive astringency is not
acceptable. Strength not to exceed 20.5% alcohol by
volume, and baume not to exceed 6 degrees.

Tawny Port:

Colour pale red with distinct amber tinge to deep
amber with reddish tinge. Bouquet fruity and
aromatic, palate full and soft with distinct dryness on
the finish. Some flavour of oak tannin from the
maturing wood is desirable. A lingering sweetness on
the after palate is undesirable. Strength not to exceed
20.5% alcohol by volume, and baume not to exceed 6
degrees.

Vintage Port:

Colour deep ruby to light ruby, possibly with slight
amber tint, depending on age. Bouquet fruity and
characteristic of bottle aged vintage port. Should not
show wood character. Flavour full and soft with firm

astringent finish and no lingering sweetness. Strength |

not to exceed 20.5% alcohol by volume and baume
not to exceed 6 degrees.

Sherry, Pale, Dry, Fino:

Colour straw to pale golden. Bouquet charac-
teristic of flor sherry. Flavour light and dry without
excessive acidity or astringency, but some oak
character. Finish, dry, aromatic with distinct ‘nutty’
aftertaste of flor sherry. Strength not to exceed
20.5% alcohol by volume.

Sherry, Amontillado:

Colour golden to light amber. Bouquet showing
more age than Fino sherry. Palate fuller and softer
than Fino with some oak astringency showing
through. Finish dry and aromatic with characteristic

‘nutty’ aftertaste of sherry. Strength not to exceed
20.5% alcohol by volume.

Sherry, Oloroso: _

Colour amber to brown. Bouquet fruity and
aromatic and showing both oak and sherry character.
Palate soft and round but with a dry finish. Strength
not to exceed 20.5% alcohol by volume and baume
not to exceed 3 degrees.

Champagne:

Colour should be pale to light straw. Should have
good acidity and not be too light in body. Bouquet
should be fresh but without particular varietal
character and should indicate some years in the
bottle. The wine should be fairly dry but show no
astringent finish. Bubbles should be fine and
persistent.

Sparkling Burgundy:

colour should be light to medium ruby. Older
wines may show a trace of amber but not more than a
trace. Bouquet fruity but should show bottle age.
Fairly pronounced acidity. Full flavour and body,
some sweetness but with dry finish. May show slight
oak character. Bubbles should be fine and persistent.

Vermouth:

Vermouths should be distinctly aromatic clearly
showing their herbal character. Little or no grape
character should be evident and the complex
character and aroma arising from the mixture of
herbs used in their infusion should be harmonious.

Dry French Style Vermouth:

Should be very pale to light straw in colour,
delicate in character, dry and yet soft on the palate. It
should not show any bitterness or be aggressively
dominated by any particular herb.

Sweet Italian Style Vermouth:

May be pale to red in colour, delicate to bold in its
character, sweet but not excessively so on the palate.
It should not show any bitterness or be aggressively
dominated by any particular herb.

Two Year Old Brandy:

Entries in this class should be representative of
popular commercial brandies, but should avoid
fruitiness. The brandy should be a well balanced
distillate of wine made from neutral grape varieties.
It should avoid excessive heads or tails and should
not show varietal character (e.g. Muscat). It should
be smooth but without evident sweetness. A clear
balanced bouquet is essential. Colour light amber.

Old Brandy:

Colour may be somewhat darker than in the young
brandy class. Well matured oak should be dis-
tinguishable on both bouquet and flavour. Bouquet
should be clean and somewhat ethereal but well
balanced showing no particular constituent to excess.
Flavour should be full smooth and aromatic. Finish
aromatic without trace of fusel oil. No varietal
character or fruitiness should be evident. Some slight
sweetness is acceptable.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

1. Entries will be received in the Wines, Ciders and
Aerated Waters Sections of the Royal Agricultural Society’s
Show subject to the rules and conditions hereinafter set
our and also those appearing at the head of each section
and in each class..

2. The Council of the Society or the Director shall
have the power without assigning any reason to:

(i) Reject or cancel any entry at any time.

(ii) Prohibit the participation by any person or
exhibit in any event or class for which it
is entered.

(iii) Cancel any event or class.

(iv) Alter the time at which any class or event
is to take place.

(v) Alter the conditions of any event.

(vi) Remove any exhibit from the Show
Grounds.

(vii) Alter the date or time for the closing of
entries for any section. or class or for any
particular entry.

(viii) Transfer an exhibit or exhibitor from any
class to any other class.

3. The Society or any official Judge, Steward,
Officer or employee shall under no circumstances be
responsible for:

(a) the loss of any exhibit;

(b) any damage or injury occasioned ‘v or by
any exhibit;

(c) any loss, damage or injury occasioned to or
by any exhibit.

4. The exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk.
In case any exhibit whilst on the Society’s Show
Grounds shall cause or be the cause of injury or
damage to any other exhibit or exhibitor or to the
person or property of any member of the Society or
the general public, the owner of such exhibit shall
indemnify and keep indemnified the Society, its
officers, officials and members from and against all
damages, costs, claims, expenses or liabilities incurred
in connection with such exhibits. The exhibitor shall
be liable to the Society and its employees, officers
and officials for any damage or loss occasioned to
any of them by the exhibit or the exhibitor or his
agent.

5. The exhibitor shall at all times comply with
the directions or requests of the Council of the
Society or the Director. This shall without limiting
the generality of the foregoing apply to the entry of
the exhibit, the exhibitor, the conditions of event, the
conduct of the exhibitor, the conducting of the event,
the decisions of the Judge and the awarding of the
prize.

6. The Council of the Society and the Director
reserve the right to adjudicate on any entry or upon
any question in dispute or doubt and to make any
determination upon any matter whether covered by
the conditions of entry or not and the decision so
made shall be final and binding and the Society shall
thereby have sole and absolute control of all matters
affecting the conduct of the Show and the exhibits
and exhibitors. There shall be no right of appeal to
any court of law or other body from any decision
made by the Council of the Society or the Director.

7. An exhibit or exhibitor shall not be eligible to
compete in any class by reason of the Society’s
acceptance of the entry and/or the inclusion of the
exhibit or exhibitor in the Society’s catalogue or by
reason of an Exhibit Entry Ticket or number or
other document having been printed, allotted or
issued by the Society.

8. Unless otherwise stated all exhibits must be the
bona fide property of the exhibitor at the time of
entry.

9. No entry can be changed by the exhibitor after
entries close. The Director and the Society shall
however have the power to do so at any time and
in so doing may without limiting the generality of
the foregoing alter the class for which the exhibit is
entered.

10. All entries must be made in writing on forms
supplied by the Society unless otherwise permitted
by the Director.

11. No rebates of fees for withdrawn exhibits will
be made.

12. All entry forms must be signed by the ex-
hibitor or his authorised agent.

ARRIVAL OF EXHIBITS

.13. Exhibits shall be placed where directed by
the Director.

ACCOMMODATION

14. Restrictions or limitations on the number of
entries in any Section may be made by the Society
or the Director.

CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS

15. Should the Council or the Director be of the
opinion that a fraudulent, false or erroneous state-
ment has been made regarding an exhibit then the
exhibit or exhibitor may be dealt with in accordance
with these Rules. '

JUDGING

16. The Society or the Director may alter the
Judge for any particular class at any time if it or he
deems fit.

17. No person shall in any way consult, inter-
fere with or attempt to interfere with the Judge or
endeavour to interfere with his freedom of choice or
judgement.

18. No exhibit shall display anything which
indicates the ownership of the exhibit.

19. All exhibitors and competitors shall accept
the decision of the Judge as final as to the merits
of the exhibit and no appeal shail be ailowed there-
from to any court of law or other body on the
question of merit of the exhibit.
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PROTESTS

20. An exhibitor or competitor may protest
against an award won by an exhibit in the same
class alleging infringement of the rules or ineligibility.

21. Such protest shall be addressed to the Director
and be lodged at his office at the Ist Floor, Adminis-
trative Building, cnr. DeGraves Street and Plummer
Avenue Show Grounds. Such protest shall be
accompanied with a deposit of $5.00 which may be
forfeited to the Society if the protest be found to
be unfounded or frivolous.

22. The protest and all matters arising therefrom
shall be determined by either the Council of the
Society or the Director.

CONTROL OF SHOW

23. Should the Council or the Director be of the
opinion that any rule or regulation whether set out

1. Entries will be received in the Dairy and Farm
Produce and Apiculture Sections of the Royal Agricultural
Society’s Show subject to the rules and conditions hereinafter
set out and also those appearing at the head of each section
and in each class.

2. The Council of the Society or the Director shall
have the power without assigning any reason to:

(i) Reject or cancel any entry at any time.

(i) Prohibit the participation by any person or
exhibit in any event or class for which it is
entered.

(iii) Cancel any event or class.

(iv) Alter the time at which any class or event
is to take place.

(v) Alter the conditions of any event.

(vi) Remove any exhibit from the
Grounds.

(vii) Alter the date or time for the closing of
entries for any section or class or for any
particular entry.

(viii) Transfer an exhibit or exhibitor from any
class to any other class.

3. The Society or any official judge, steward,
officer or employee shall under no circumstances be
responsible for:

(a) the loss of any exhibit;

(b) any damage or injury occasioned to or by
any exhibit;

(c) any loss, damage or injury occasioned to or
by any exhibitor or any person acting on
his behalf.

4. The exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk.
In case any exhibit whilst on the Society’s Show
Grounds shall cause or be the cause of injury or
damage to any other exhibit or exhibitor or to the
person or property of any member of the Society or.
the general public, the owner of such exhibit shall
indemnify and keep indemnified the Society, its
officers, officials and members from and against all
damages, costs, claims, expenses or liabilities incurred
in connection with such exhibits. The exhibitor shall
be liable to the Society and its employees, officers and
officials for any damage or loss occasioned to any of
them by the exhibit or the exhibitor or his agent.

5. The exhibitor shall at all times comply with
the directions or requests of the Council of the Society
or the* Director. This shall without limiting the
Zenerality of the foregoing apply to the entry of the
exhibit, the exhibitor, the conditions of event, the
conduct of the exhibitor, the conducting of the event,
the decisions of the Judge and the awarding of the

prize.

6. The Council of the Society and the Director

9. No entry can be changed by the exhibitor after
entries close. The Director and the Society shall
however have the power to do so at any time and in
so doing may without limiting the ﬁenerality of the
forcgo(l;ng alter the class for which the exhibit is
entered.

10. All entries must be made in writing on forms
supplied by the Society unless otherwise permitted by
the Director.

11. No rebates of fees for withdrawn entries will
be made.

12. All entry forms must be signed by the exhibitor
or his authorised agent.

ARRIVAL OF EXHIBITS

13. Exhibits shall be placed where directed by
the Director.

. . ACCOMMODATION
14. Restrictions or limitations on the number of

entries in any Section may be made by the Society
or the Director.

CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS
15. Should the Council or the Director be of the
opinion that a fraudulent, false or erroneous state-
ment has been made regarding an exhibit, then the

exhibit or exhibitor may be dealt with in accordance
with these Rules.

MARSHALLING AND JUDGING
16. The Society or the Director may alter the

Judge for any particular class at any time if it or he
deems fit.

17. No person shall in any way consult or inter-
fere with or attempt to interfere with the Judge or
gn((’leavour to interfere with his freedom of chor:a or
judgment.
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~ 18. The Judge may award a second or third prize
instead of a first, or may withhold a prize altogether
where he considers the exhibits are not of sufficient
merit.

19. The Judge is requested to make a reserve
number, by marking it as such, of the exhibit next
in merit beyond those to which the prizes are awarded
in every class where the number of the entries exceeds
the number of prizes offered, if, in his opinion, the
exhibit is of sufficient merit to deserve a prize; he is
also requested to give commendations when deserved.

-20. No exhibit or person in charge thereof shall
display anything which indicates the ownership of the
exhibit.

21. All exhibitors and competitors shall accept the
decision of the Judge as final as to the merits of the
exhibit or competitor and no appeal shall be allowed
therefrom to any court of law or other body on the
question of merit of the exhibit.

PROTESTS ‘

22. An exhibitor or competitor may protest against
an award won by an exhibit or competitor in the
same class alleging infringement of the rules or
ineligibility.

23. Such protest shall be addressed to the Director
and be lodged at his office at the Ist Floor, Adminis-
trative Building, cnr. Degraves Street and Plum-
mer Avenue, Show Grounds, before 12 noon the day
after the award in question has been announced by
the Society. Such protest shall be accompanied with
a deposit of $5.00 which may be forfeited to the
Society if the protest be found to be unfounded or
frivolous..

24. Should any exhibit which has been awarded
a prize be disqualified the next in order of award
does not necessarily become entitled to the prize.

25. The protest and all matters arising therefrom
shall be determined by either the Council of the
Society or the Director.

CONTROL OF SHOW

26. Should the Council or the Director be of the
opinion that any rule or regulation whether set out
in these rules or at the heading of a section or class
has been broken or not observed or performed then
the exhibit or exhibitor may be disqualified, suspended
for any period, fined or otherwise penalized at the
discretion of the Council of the Society or the
Director. The whole of the Show the events thereat,
the exhibits and exhibitors and their agents shall be
under the complete control of and subject to the
decisions and directions of the Council of the Society
and/or the Director. Any decision or direction made
by either shall be final and binding and no exhibitor
shall have any right or cause of action against the
Society or the members of the Council or the
Director or any right to approach or seek relief from
any Court because of any decision made by either
the Council or the Director.

DEFINITIONS

27. “Director” means and includes the person
holding- the office of Director of the Society and in-
cludes a Deputy appointed by him.

“Exhibitor” includes competitor wherever the con-
test . permits and also includes his agent or anyone
actinlg‘ or purporting to be acting on his behalf
whether or not he is employed by the exhibitor.

“Society” includes the Council of the Society.

Singular words include plural.

“Class” includes event and “event” includes class.
Classd also includes trophy competition or any other
award.

Section 156 —
Dairy Produce

The name of the Factory at which the exhibit is
manufactured must be stated on the Entry Form.

All exhibits of Dairy Produce must be distinctly
labelled with removable cards, such labels to indicate
name and address of exhibitor, together with Class
and exhibit numbers.

The General Conditions also form part of the
conditions of entry.

Any Factory endeavouring by unfair means to
secure a prize to which such exhibitor is not justly
entitled will be disqualified.

The Society reserves the right to draw samples
from exhibits and to display only those exhibits
which are awarded prizes, or in the opinion of
the Judges are of such merit that exhibition is
desirable.

General Regulations Relative to Arts and Crafts
and School Competitions

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

1. Entries will be received in the Arts and Crafts,
and School Competition Sections of the Royal
Agricultural Society’s Show subject to the rules and
conditions hereinafter set out and also those appear-
ing at the head of each section and in each class.

2. The Council of the Society or the Director shall
have the power without assigning any reason to:

(i) Reject or cancel any entry at any time.

(i) Prohibit the participation by any person or
exhibit in any event or class for which it
is entered.

(iii) Cancel any event or class.

(iv) Alter the time at which any class or event
is to take place.

(v) Alter the conditions of any event.

(vi) Remove any exhibit from the
Grounds.

(vii) Reserve the right not to exhibit any entry.

(viii) Alter the date or time for the closing of
entries for any section or class or for any
particular entry.

(ix) Transfer an exhibit or exhibitor from any
class to any other class.

3. The Society or any official Judge, Steward,
Officer or employee shall under no circumstances be
responsible for:

(a) the loss of any exhibit;

(b) any damage or injury occasioned to or by
any exhibit;

(c) any loss, damage or injury occasioned to or
by any exhibit.

4. The exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk.
In case any exhibit whilst on the Society's Show
Grounds shall cause or be the cause of injury or
damage to any other exhibit or exhibitor or to the
person or property of any member of the Society or
the general public, the owaer of such exhibit shall
indemnify and keep indemnified the Society, its
officers, officials and members from and against all
damages, costs, claims, expenses or liabilities incurred
in connection with such exhibits. The exhibitor shall
be liable to the Society and its employees, officers and
officials for any damage or loss oé¢casioned to any
of them by the exhibit or the exhibitor or his agent.

5. The exhibitor shall at all times comply with
the directions or requests of the Council of the
Society or the Director. This shall without limiting
the generality of the foregoing apply to the entry of
the exhibit, the exhibitor, the conditions of event, the
conduct of the exhibitor, the conducting of the event,
the decisions of the Judge and the awarding of the
prize.

6. The Council of the Society and the Director
reserve the right to adjudicate on any entry or upon
any question in dispute or doubt and to make any
determination upon any matter whether covered by
the conditions of entry or not and the decision so
made shall be final and binding and the Society shall
thereby have sole and absolute control of all matters
affecting the conduct of the Show and the exhibits
and exhibitors. There shall be no right of appeal to
any court of law or other body from any decision
made by the Council of the Society or the Director.

7. An exhibit or exhibitor shall not be eligible to
compete in any class by reason of the Society's
acceptance of the entry and/or the inclusion of the
exhibit or exhibitor in the Society’s catalogue or by
reason of an Exhibit Entry Ticket or number or other
document having been printed, allotted or issued by
the Society.

8. Unless otherwise stated all exhibits must be the
bona fide property of the exhibitor at the time of
entry. :

9. No entry can be changed by the exhibitor after
entries close. The Director and the Society shall
however, have the power to do so at any time and
in so doing may, without limiting the generality of
the fo;egoing. alter the class for which the exhibit is
entered.

10. All entries must be made in writing on forms
supplied by the Society unless otherwise permitted
by the Director.

Show

11. No rebates of fees for withdrawn exhibits will
be made.

12. All entry forms must be signed by the ex-
hibitor or his authorised agent.

ARRIVAL OF EXHIBITS

13. Exhibits shall be placed where directed by the
Director.
ACCOMMODATION

14. Restrictions or limitations on the number of
entries in any section may be made by the Society
or the Director.

CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS

15. Should the Council or the Director be of the
opinion that a fraudulent, false or erroneous state-
ment has been made regarding an exhibit then the
exhibit or exhibitor may be dealt with in accordance

with these Rules.
JUDGING

16. The Society or the Director may alter the
Judge for any particular class at any time if it or he
deems fit.

17. No person shall in any way consult or inter-
fere with or attempt to interfere with the Judge or
endeavour to interfere with his freedom of choice or
judgement.

18. No exhibit (except in the Painting and
Graphics Section) shall display anything which indi-
c~tes the ownership of the exhibit.

19. All exhibitors and competitors shall accept the
decision of the Judge as final as to the merits of the
exhibit and no appeal shall be allowed therefrom to
any courl of law or other body on the question of
merit of the exhibit.

PROTESTS

20. An exhibitor or competitor may protest against
an award won by an exhibit in the same class
alleging infringement of the rules or ineligibility.

21. Such protest shall be addressed to the Director
and be lodged at his office at the Ist Floor, Adminis-
trative Building, cnr. Degraves Street and Plummer
Avenue, Show Grounds. before 12 noon on the first day
of the Show i Wednesdav. 19th September). Such protest
shall be accompanied with a deposit of $5.00 which
may be forfeited to the Society if the protest be found
to be unfounded or frivolous. a

22. The protest and all matters arising therefrom
shall be determined by either the Council of the
Society or the Director,

CONTROL OF SHOW

23. Should the Council or the Director be of the
opinion that any rule or regulation, whether set out
in these rules or at the heading of a section or class,
has been broken or not observed or performed then
the exhibit or exhibitor may be disqualified, suspended
for any period, fined or otherwise penalised at the
discretion of the Council of the Society or the
Director. The whole of the Show, the events thereat,
the exhibits and exhibitors and their agents shall be
under the complete control of and subject to the
decisions and directions of the Council of the Society
and/or the Director. Any decision or direction made
by either shall be final and binding and no exhibitor
shall have any right or cause of action against the
Suociety or the members of the Council or the Director
or any right to approach or seek relief from any
(Court because of any decision made by either the
Council or the Director.
