The Judges' Comments 

ROY BERRYMAN, A.F.I.A.P. 
The general standard for open prints was not high and the print quality was often marred by 

poor mounting and spotting. 
The standard in photojournalism was much higher but the interpretatiopn of P.J. still needs 

Clarifying as many prints, although of high quality pictorialy, did not fit the category. 

MRS. JENNIE BODDINGTON (Curator of Photography, National Gallery) 
It would be interesting to see what would happen if camera club photographers were to forget 

the long held aesthetics of their moment and begin to take photographs as a reflection of their 
personal ideas and personal lives. Whilst there was some highly skilled work in the competition 
there was not a great deal of variety and individuality. 

JOHN CATO (Head of Photography Department, Prahran College) 
With so many entries in a major group show, a very mixed bag is expected. This year is no 

exception, from excellent to poor; but as hoped, the top register includes some outstanding work. 
The award winners in the section I judged were excellent examples of the power of contemporary 
photography. 

S. K. GAJREE, E.F.I.A.P., F.R.P.S., F.P.S.A. 
The standard of slides in the Nature section seemed to be generally consistent, and it was quite a 

joy judging them and awarding respective prizes. 
Nature prints, on the other hand were lacking in print quality and subject matter, and it is hoped 

that the exhibitors would endeavour to sehd in a variety of work in this section in future V.A.P.S. 
National Exhibitions. 

PETER HUNTER, A.R.P.S., A.F.I.A.P., E.S.F.I.A.P. 
This was the seventh R.A.S. National I have judged. It is not easy to remember every one but I 

have the impression that the general standard this year is higher than ever before. Certainly the 
best slides were outstanding. Many entries in photojournalism were not P.J. and might have 
scored better in pictorial. 

GRAHAM PIZZEY 
I found the standard of the top work in the slide section most impressive; some would rank with 

wildlife photographs anywhere, and there was great difficulty in making a just final choice. As a 
general criticism, I should say one, that the use of electronic flash was somewhat too obvious, and 
two, too many entrants chose to exhibit extreme close-ups of very small flowers or insects, which 
meant facing a great deal more competition than exhibitors of other, less universally popular 
subjects. 

The judges, expecting the photographer to have total control over such a small compass, set a 
high standard of expectation. 

In the prints, the standard was lower. The best were excellent but the range of tonal control .tri 
the prints was somewhat disappointing. 

OTTO ROGGE 
The standard for the nature slides were very good and the work competent. However with the 

prints, the standard was lower. The incorrect grade of paper, lack of retouching and poor colour 
balance spoilt many prints. 	 • 

SHAW TAN 
Photo journalism is another form of media using camers to report news or events, therefore, the 

photographs should have some storry telling quality. Landscapes or seascapes entered in the 
Photo journalism section will either be rejected or score only low point.
