The Judges’ Comments
STAN BANKIN

The overall standard of “Pictorial” and “People” slides was not particularly high. This was especially so
in the “People” section. In future Exhibitions thought should be given to submitting less of the family type
picture.

The top slides were of a high standard and were a credit to the authors.

Owerall, it was a pleasure to adjudicate at a very well organized judging.

IAN BOCK

In “Photo-Journalism” there were quite a few entries that did not suit the topic and would have
scored better in the “Pictorial” section. In the “Pictorial B & W’ Print section, [ would have liked to
have seen more of the photographer’s ideas of creativity coming through. Also a few prints suffered
from poor print quality which cost the entrant a few points.

However, the quality of the best entries, particularly the award winners, is very high.

IAN BOYD

In the “Nature” slides the standard varied from fairly high to fairly low and different aspects of
photography were missing.

Authors of the top “Nature” prints are capable of better results although the top prints were of a high
standard. Some of the authors did not interpret the rules associated with Nature Photography.

Thought was evident in many of the “Colour” prints and the technical quality was generally good.
Many prints were taken mainly for the home brag book.

RHONDA BOYLE

| found the standard of prints and slides to be highly variable. Many “Pictorial” prints were
technically good, but generally not particularly original in subject matter or composition.

There were quite a number of very good “Photo-Journalism” slides although I felt that the “Photo-
Journalism” prints were of a lower standard.

BRIAN BRANDT

| would advocate a name change from “Pictorial” to “Open” for the work presented showed
confusion concerning what is pictorial. Overseas subjects appear to have an advantage owing to the
quality of the light and the character of the landscapes.

The “People” slides were rather dull and lacked excitement and involvement. Perhaps a studio type
control is required. Personal tastes seem stronger in portraiture than in any other subject.

TREVOR PRESCOTT

The quality of the “Nature” slides was rather disappointing with a few exceptions. Birds
photographed at their nests did not predominate as often happens. But there was a lack of animals
and plants pictured in their natural environment, showing in detail the overall effect of the way the
animal or plant lives.

A similar situation was apparent in the “Nature” prints. Photographers have not generally captured
the impact that so often is obvious when the total scene is viewed.

Generally the standard of “Colour” prints was moderately good with several excellent exceptions.

OTTO ROGGE

The “Nature” slides were very disappointing in quality and quantity. Slides could have been
cropped to achieve better composition. Many slides have been badly copied and lost impact and
sharpness and a rendering of true colours.

There were very few good prints in the “Nature” and “Colour” sections. Most lacked sharpness and
correct colour hue and brightness. This made them appear very flat. Some spotting needed to be done
on some while on others wrong spotting colours were used.

The Black & White “Nature” prints were very good.

TONY TERRY, Photographer, Melbourne Herald

The final selection in some of the sections was of a high standard for the areas of photography
available to the amateur photographer. The “Photo-Journalism” colour slide section was of a higher
standard than other sections I judged. Photographers should get away from family snapshot type

entries and try to create interesting pictures remembering that composition and simplicity are of great
importance.

STANIA TRIBBICK

The standard of the “Pictorial” section was not high with a few exceptions. There were not many
landscapes in the competition.

I would like to see more pictures of “people involved in activities” and “better portraits™. A lot of
slides could have been improved by proper direction of the subjects, and with better lighting control.
