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SCHEDULE OF PRIZES 
REGULATIONS RELATIVE TO ENTRIES 

HORSES 
CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

I. Entries will be received in the Horse Section of the Royal 
Agricultural Society's Show subject to the rules and conditions 
hereinafter set out and also those appearing at the head of each 
section or in each class. 

2. The Council of the Society or the Director shall have the 
power without assigning any reason to: 

( i) Reject or cancel any entry at any time. 
(ii) Prohibit the participation by any person or exhibit 

in any event or class for which it is entered. 
(iii) Cancel any event or class. 
(iv) Alter the time at which any class or event is to take 

place. 
Alter the conditions of any event. 
Remove any exhibit from the Show Grounds. 
Alter the date or time for the closing of entries for 
any section or class or for any particular entry. 
Transfer an exhibit or exhibitor from any class to 
any other class. 

3. The Society shall not be responsible for the loss of or for any 
damage or injury occasioned to any exhibit or the property of 
any exhibitor from any cause whatsoever and in this context the 
word Society shall be held to be all members of Council, its 
Trustees, Director, Manager, Registrar, Judges, Stewards and 
any other persons authorised by the Council to assist in the 
conduct of the Horse Section, and all such persons shall be 
indemnified out of the funds and assets of the Society for any 
risk, expense or liability incurred by them in the conduct of their 
various duties. 

4. The exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk. In case any 
exhibit whilst on the Society's Show Grounds shall cause or be 
the cause of injury or damage to any other exhibit or exhibitor or 
to the person or property of any member of the Society or the 
general public, the owner of such exhibit shall indemnify and 
keep indemnified the Society its officers, officials and members 
from and against all damages, costs, claims, expenses or 
liabilities incurred in connection with such exhibits. The 
exhibitor shall be liable to the Society and its employees, officers 
and officials for any damage or loss occasioned to any of them 
by the exhibit or the exhibitor or his agent. 

5. The exhibitor shall at all times comply with the directions or 
requests of the Council of the Society or The Director. This shall 
without limiting the generality of the foregoing apply to the entry 
of the horse. the exhibitor, the conditions of event, the conduct of 
the exhibitor, the conducting of the event, the decisions of the 
Judge and the awarding of the prize. 

6. The Council of the Society and the Director reserve the 
right to adjudicate on any entry or upon any question in dispute 
or doubt and to make any determination upon any matter 
whether covered by the conditions of entry or not and the 
decision so made shall be final and binding and the Society shall 
thereby have sole and absolute control of all matters affecting 
the conduct of the Show and the exhibits and exhibitors. There 
shall be no right of appeal to any court of law or other body from 
any decision made by the Council of the Society or the Director. 

7. An exhibit or exhibitor shall not be eligible to compete in 
any class by reason of the Society's acceptance of the entry 
and/ or the inclusion of the exhibit or exhibitor in the Society's 
catalogue or by reason of an Exhibit Entry Ticket or number or 
other document having been printed, allotted or issued by the 
Society. 

8. Unless otherwise stated all exhibits in Sections 1 to 23 
(excluding Riding Competitions) must be the bona fide property 
of an exhibitor at the time of entry or be held by him under 
written lease in existence at the time of entry and the Council of 
the Society or the Director shall have the power to recognise or 
reject such lease as it deems fit. The owner or lessee hereby 
indemnifies the Society against all claims from any cause made 
against the Society in respect of such animal at the instance of 
an \ other person. 

9. An exhibit sold after the date of entry and before the time of 
judging shall not be entitled to compete unless with the approval 
of the Council of the Society or the Director. 
10. No entry can be changed by the exhibitor after entries close. 

The Director and the Society shall however have the power to do 
so at any time and in so doing may without limiting the 
generality of the foregoing alter the class for which the animal is 
entered. 

I 1. All entries must be made in writing on forms supplied by the 
Society unless otherwise permitted by the Director. 

12. Entries in the Horse Section of the Show must be made at 
the Society's office at the Administration Building at the Royal 
Show Grounds, Epsom Road, Ascot Vale, 3032, on or before 
4.30 p.m. on May 24, or be delivered by post to the said office on 
or before the said time, viz.: May 24 at 4.30 p.m. 
13. The appropriate entry fee as set out in the Schedule of Prizes 

shall be forwarded with each entry. No rebates of fees for 
withdrawn entries will be made. 
14. Deleted. 

15. All entry forms must be signed by the exhibitor or his 
authorised agent or in the appropriate case by the competitor 

16. No exhibit in Section 1 to 20 inclusive may be entered in 
more than one Ordinary Class unless otherwise stated at the 
head of the Section. Sweep-stakes special classes or 
championships do not count as ordinary classes. Throughout 
the Schedule Special Classes are designated with a star (*). 
Should any exhibit be incorrectly entered in more than one 
ordinary class such exhibit shall compete in the first class in 
which its name appears in the Society's Catalogue unless the 
Director otherwise directs. 

STABLING 
17. Exhibits shall be placed where directed by the Director and 

where a stall or box is allotted the exhibit shall be in occupation 
of such stall in accordance with instructions issued by the 
Society. The upper door of the horse boxes outside pavilions 
shall remain open during the days and hours of the Show. A 
stabling fee of $15 shall be paid by the exhibitor for each 
horse pony entered. Accommodation shall not be provided for 
animals entered 

(i) In two (2) year old classes, except Clydesdales. 
(ii) In combined classes for two (2) and three (3) year 

olds. (Further details at the head of each Section) 
(iii) In miscellaneous classes only. 
(iv) as stated in table (Pages 8 & 9) 

See table on pages 8 and 9 for details of accommodation, 
arrival and departure times and judging arrangements. 

Horses/Ponies arriving outside the stated times, may have 
their stall or box re-allocated. 

Exhibitors not entitled to accommodation may not bring 
transports/ floats on to the Showgrounds. The vacant land 
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between the western extremity of the Grounds and the V.R.C. 
"Hill Entrance" will be available on each day of the Show for the 
unloading of exhibits for which accommodation has not been 
allotted. The vehicles may be parked in this area for the day and 
the exhibits led into the Grounds. Entry tickets will be provided 
for exhibitors entitled to use this area at a fee of $3.00 per day per 
vehicle. An application form for Entry Tickets to the Day 
Exhibitors Car Park will be forwarded with exhibit tickets, 
approximately 4 weeks before the Show. ENTRY TO THIS 
AREA WILL BE BY TICKET ONLY. 

EXHIBITORS ATTENDING THE SHOW ON A DAY 
BASIS ARE REQUESTED TO PARADE WHERE 
POSSIBLE AND SHOULD MARSHALL IN THE 
WESTERN AREA AS DIRECTED BY THE HORSE 
SUPERINTENDENT. 

*Exhibitors in Sections where accommodation is available 
(except Clydesdales and Shetlands) may, on application, be 
permitted to bring in their exhibits on a daily basis. The 
Committee reserves the right to accept or reject such 
applications. 

Notwithstanding the foregoing, exhibitors should note that in 
Sections where Champion Prizes are awarded, the best of each 
sex will not be required to stay for the duration of the Show. 

STANDARD OF EXHIBITS 
18. Unless otherwise specified all animals competing in 

Sections 1, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, II , 12, 13, 14, 15, and 16 shall be 
entire. Female animals competing in sections 1, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 
10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, and 16 shall not be speyed. In this regard the 
decision of a Veterinary Surgeon appointed by the Society shall 
be final. 
19. Exhibits which in the opinion of the Director are not in 

reasonable Show condition or standard shall not compete in the 
classes entered for and may at the direction of the Director be 
removed from the Show Grounds without refund of entry fee. 

PERFORMANCES 
20. Restrictions or limitations on the number of entries in any 

Sections may be made by the Society 
21. (i) Unless otherwise specified all entries for horses or 

ponies in Sections 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 
16, 18, 20, 21 and 22 should be accompanied by 
performance details. Space is available on the entry 
form for the purpose of conveying the information 
required. Information to be furnished is: 

(a) Name of horse or pony (a separate section is to be 
completed for each exhibit); 

(b) Age of horse or pony (state day, month and year of 
foaling, if known); 

(c) Prizes gained by the horse or pony nominated, viz.: 
Name of Show; Date of Show; Prizes — first, second 
or third, etc. (if a horse or pony was exhibited 
without gaining a prize, such is to be stated); 

(d) Name of exhibitor; 
(e) Remarks (Briefly to be stated the nature of the class 

in which the exhibit was entered and/ or gained 
prizes. The approximate number of exhibits in such 
class to be given). 

(ii) Entries in Sections I and 2 (Clydesdale and Harness 
Clydesdales) need not be accompanied by performance 
details. 

(iii) Unless otherwise specified all entries for horses/ponies 
in Section 19 (Saddle) must be accompanied by a 
performance card or photostat of said performance 
card issued by the Equestrian Federation of Australia, 
Victorian Branch Incorporated.

AGE OF EXHIBITS 
22. The breeding year commences on the 1st August 

in each yea ►: The Society's Veterinary Surgeon's 
decision shall be final in regard to age. 

HEIGHT OF EXHIBITS 
23. Where height is stipulated the exhibit must be 

measured unless otherwise stated by the Committee. 
An exhibit over or under the specified measurement 
shall be transferred to its appropriate class. The 
Society's duly appointed measurer will be in 
attendance on the Show Grounds as under.

ENTRY TICKETS TO SHOW 
28. An entry ticket will be issued by the Society for each exhibit 

unless the Director otherwise determines. The entry ticket will 
state thereon the number of the exhibit. The exhibit ticket must 
be produced whenever required by the Society or the Director or 
the Steward in charge of the judging ring. 

NUMBERS (WEARING OF AND COLLECTION)

HOURS OF OPENING OF PAVILIONS AND 
CLEANING OUT 

30. With the exception of Saturdays and Thursday (Show Day) 
the Horse Pavilion will remain open to the public from 9 a.m. 
until 7 p.m. On Saturdays and Show Day it will remain open 
from 9 a.m. until 9 p.m., but will close between 5 p.m. and 6 p.m. 
Exhibitors shall, to the satisfaction of the Director: 

(i) Keep each stall allotted to them and their stock in a 
clean and proper condition throughout the Show. 

(ii) Clean out their stalls or boxes before 7 a.m. each 
day. 

ABSENCE OF EXHIBIT 
31. Every animal entered must be exhibited unless a certificate 

signed by the owner is lodged with the Society prior to the date 
of the Show, stating that the animal is unable to compete on one 
of the following grounds: 

(i) The animal has died. 
(ii) The animal is unfit for exhibition due to injury or 

disease. 
(iii) The animal has become ineligible for the class 

entered. 
(iv) Some other cause which the Council or Director of 

the Society considers reasonable. 
(v) After arrival at the Show Grounds a horse may be 

scratched from competing in an event if it has 
become unfit to compete. 

TESTS AND SWABBING 
32. The Society or the Director may make or cause to be made 

any test of any exhibit to determine whether any drug or 
stimulant has been administered to such an exhibit and may take 
possession of any such exhibit for any of the aforesaid purposes 
and detain such horse-for such period as is deemed necessary. 

Drug means any substance capable of affecting the 
performance or behaviour of a horse by its action upon the 
central or periphal nervous system, the cardiovascular system. 
the respiratory system, the alimentary digestive system, the 
musculo-skeletal system. or the urogenital system and shall 
include analgesics, anti-histamines, anti-inflammatory agents. 
blood coagulants, diuretics. hormones and their synthetic 
counterparts. cortico-steroids, anabolic steroids, local 
anaesthetics, muscle relaxants and tranquillisers and vitamins 
administered by injection. 

Any exhibit which has been brought to the Show Grounds 
and is found by the Society or the Director to have had 
administered to it any drug as defined above may be disqualified 
for any event or class for which it has competed at the Show. 

When any horse which is on the Show Grounds for the 
purpose of taking part in a class or event at the Show is found to 
have had administered to it a drug as defined above the owner 
and any other person who was in charge of the horse may be 
disqualified or otherwise penalized by the Society. 

Any person who at any time administers or causes to be 
administered for the purpose of affecting the performance of a 
horse in any event or class at the Show any drug as defined above 
or has in his possession any electric or galvanic apparatus or 
improper contrivance may be disqualified or otherwise 
penalized by the Society. 

"Procedures for the testing of Prohibited Substances will 
involve both "random" and "spot" tests on competing horses. At 
the discretion of the Council there will be blood testing of horses 
prior to competing and/ or blood and urine testing at the end of 
the competition. 

Competitors should he aware that particular attention will be 
paid to the detection of the sedative and tranquiliser drugs but 
that analysis for all classes of prohibited substances will be 
included. The collection of samples will always involve taking 
blood from the jugular vein and may also include urine 
collection for post-competition testing For the latter procedure 
if urine cannot be collected within 15 minutes an additional 60 
nil blood sample may be taken in its place." 

The Council may also select any horse for examination for 
desensitized limbs. Any horse found to have a limb or part of a 
limb desensitized by any means will be considered to have 
competed under the influence of a Prohibited Substance and 
penalised accordingly. 

CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS 
33. Should the Council or the Director be of the opinion that 

(a) a fraudulent false or erroneous statement, has been 
made regarding an exhibit: 

(b) an exhibit has been tampered with or improperly 
dealt with: or 

(c) the coat of any horse, galloway or pony has been 
tinted in any way: 

then the exhibit or exhibitor may be dealt with in accordance 
with Condition 62. 

"34. Exhibitors must, if required by the Council or Director, 
make a statutory declaration regarding their entries. 

35. Any person who in the opinion of the Council of the Society 
or the Director is or has been behaving in an improper manner 
may be removed from the Show Grounds and may be dealt with 
under Condition 62". 

MARSHALLING AND JUDGING 
36. Exhibits and/ or exhibitors entered in events judged on the 

arena other than the first day of the Show shall be present in the 
Marshalling Yard adjacent to the western entrance gate to the 
arena (next to the Result Board) at least 5 minutes prior to the 
time specified on the Time Table for the event to take place, and 
be ready to move to judging ring under direction of the Marshal. 
The exhibits and/ or exhibitors not so presented shall not be 
permitted to enter the arena or take part in the event. 

Riders in jumping events shall be present in the Marshalling 
Yard and ready to walk the course 20 minutes prior to the time 
stated in the Time Table for the event to commence. 

37. In led classes (with the exception of those specifically for 
Hackney ponies) harness aids, such as bearing reins, may not be 
used. 

Led Hackney ponies may be fitted with harness aids on the 
condition that the judge may order such aids to be removed at 
any time. 

No spurs other than dummy spurs not exceeding V in length 
may be used. 
38. The Society or the Director may alter the judge for any 

particular event at any time it or he deems fit. 
39. No person shall in any way consult or interfere with or 

attempt to interfere with the judge or endeavour to interfere with 
his freedom of choice or judgment. 

Persons in charge of•exhibits must not leave their exhibits 
unattended and such persons or exhibitors shall not address the 
judge unless authorised by the Steward in Charge of the class or 
the Judge himself. 
40. The Judge may award a second or third prize, instead of a 

first, or may withhold a prize altogether, where he considers the 
exhibits are not of sufficient merit. 

41. The Judge is requested to make a reserve number, by 
marking it as such, of the exhibit next in merit beyond those to 
which the prizes are awarded in every class where the number of 
the entries exceeds the number of prizes offered, if, in his 
opinion, the exhibit is of sufficient merit to deserve a prize: he is 
also requested to give commendations when deserved. 

42. No exhibit or person in charge thereof shall be equipped 
with, wear or display anything which indicates the ownership of 
the exhibit. 
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43. All exhibitors and competitors shall accept the decision of 
the Judge as final as to the merits of the exhibit or competitor 
and no appeal shall he allowed therefrom to any court of law or 
other body on the question of merit of the exhibit. 

44. All price cards awarded at the Show shall be exhibited in the 
stall or box for the duration of the Show. 

DRESSAGE CONTESTS 
45. Competitors in Dressage must abide by the order of the 

draw and present themselves before the Judge or his Steward at 
the time nominated. Competitors must he prepared to compete 
at least 20 minutes prior to scheduled time. Failure to ahide by 
this regulation will entail disqualification, and may entail non-
acceptance of entry in subsequent Dressage classes at the Show 
and/ or refusal of nomination at any subsequent Show. 

PROTESTS 
46. An exhibitor or competitor may protest against an award 

won by an exhibit or competitor in the same class alleging 
infringement of the rules or ineligibility. 

47. Such protest shall he addressed to the Director and he 
lodged at his office at the 1st Floor, Administrative Building, cnr. 
DeGraves Street and Plummer Avenue, Show Grounds, before 
12 noon the day after the award in question has been made. Such 
protest shall be accompanied with a deposit of $20.00 which may 
be forfeited to the Society if the protest be found to be 
unfounded or frivolous. 

48. Protests and all matters arising therefrom shall he 
determined by either the Council of the Society or the Director-. 

Should any exhibit which has been awarded a prize be 
disqualified the next in order of award does not necessarily 
become entitled to the prize. 

VETERINARY SERVICES 
49. (a) The Society will appoint a Panel of Veterinary 

Surgeons to provide a service to exhibitors. 
(b) Should a horse become ill or suffer an injury then 

one of the Society's Veterinary Surgeons may attend 
to and treat such animal in the absence of any 
authority from the owner and the Society or its 
Veterinary Surgeon shall not be liable in any way for 
loss arising out of such treatment. 

50. Exhibitors may employ a Veterinary Surgeon who is not a 
member of the Society's panel hut in such instances must inform 
the Society's Horse Superintendent of the stock concerned. 

51. The Society's Veterinary Surgeons may refuse to attend an 
animal previously examined and treated by a Veterinary 
Surgeon who is not a member of the Society's Panel. 

52. Unless otherwise specifically stated, only members of the 
Society's Veterinary Panel may give Veterinary Certificates 
required by the Society. 

53. If in the opinion of one of the Society's Veterinary Surgeons 
an animal on the Show Grounds should be destroyed or 
removed from the Show Grounds the Society or the Director 
shall be entitled to have the animal destroyed and/ or removed 
from the Show Grounds or shall be entitled to require the owner 
or his deputy at the Show Grounds to forthwith remove the 
animal from the Show Grounds. All costs incurred by the 
Society in connection with such animal shall be paid by the 
owner to the Society. 

PARADES 
54. Each exhibit is required to take part in Parades on the 

Arena at the times set out in the printed programme. Failure to 
parade may entail non-acceptance at any subsequent Show. 

Led exhibits must not wear any clothing or hoots. 
55. Each exhibit shall wear its exhibit (neck) number and riders 

of horses shall wear formal or hacking attire. No ribbons may be 
worn on exhibits or competitors other than those won during the 
current Show. 

SUITABILITY OF ATTIRE 
56. Riders, drivers and contestants must be suitably attired. A 

rider, driver or contestant not suitably attired shall he precluded 
by the Council from competing in an event. Riders, drivers and 
contestants shall wear at all times when in the Society's main 
arena whether during the Grand Parade or otherwise the same  

or similar attire as is worn in the judging ring in \1111CII thL \ or the 
animals of which they are in charge were exhibited. All 
attendants of led horses shall wear white coats during Grand 
Parades. 

FEED LOCKERS 
57. Several feed lockers are available for Exhibitors. Charge 

$15 during the currency of the Show. Where feed lockers are 
shared, the exhibitors concerned shall he required to pay the 
appropriate share of the charge. Exhibitors arc not permitted to 
stack feed in the passageways of the Horse Pavilions. 

Feed lockers must be vacated and all gear removed as soon as 
possible. 

No bedding other than straw or hay, may he used in any boxes 
or stalls. 

TRUCKS, TRANSPORTS AND CARAVANS 
58. Motor vehicles, including trucks and stock transports, will 

not he permitted to remain on the Show Grounds after 
unloading. 

Caravans will not he admitted to the Show Grounds. The 
Society or the Director shall have the right to remove any vehicle 
at any time from the Show Grounds. 

EXERCISING HORSES 
59. Unless otherwise determined, the exercising of all horses. 

will he allowed on the trotting track only. between 6a.m. and 
8 a.m. on any day of the Show. 

On the Sunday. Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday 
immediately preceding the commencement of the Show. ridden 
and driven exhibits will be allowed to exercise on the trotting 
track between 6a.m. and 8.45 a.m. 

Horses may only he exercised in the arena at the above times 
and on the exercise areas provided. They shall not exercise on 
any other part of the Show Grounds. 

FIRE REGULATIONS 
60. The use of primus or similar stoves or any heating or 

lighting appliance of a like nature or any naked light is strictly 
prohibited in or near any horse stall or pavilion. 

The alteration of or interference with any electrical wiring 
switch or plug is strictly forbidden. 

HORSE AMBULANCE 
61. The Society's horse ambulance is used exclusively for arena 

emergencies. 
CONTROL OF SHOW 

62. Should the Council or the Director be of the opinion that 
any rule or regulation whether set out in these rules or at the 
heading of a section or class has been broken or not observed or 
performed then the exhibit or exhibitor may be disqualified. 
suspended for any period, lined or otherwise penalized at the 
discretion of the Council of the Society or the Director. 

The whole of the Show the events thereat the exhibits and 
exhibitors and their agents shall be under the complete control 
of and subject to the decision and directions of the Council of the 
Society and, or the Director. Any decision or direction made by 
either shall he final and binding and no exhibitor shall have any 
right or cause of action against the Society or the Members of 
the Council or the Director or any right to approach or seek 
relief from any Court because of an' decision made by either the 
Council or the Director. 

DEFINITION 
63. "Director" means and includes the person holding the office 

of Director of the Society and includes a Deputy appointed by 
him. 

"Exhibitor" includes competitor and:  or rider wherever the 
content permits and includes his agent or anyone acting or 
purporting to be acting on his behalf whether or not he is 
employed by the exhibitor 

"Society" includes the Council of the Society. 
Singular words include plural. 
"Class" includes "event" and "event" includes "class". 
"Class" also includes trophy competition or any other award. 

FOR SALE NOTICES 
64. Exhibitors desirous of displaying "for sale" notices on horse 

boxes must use the Society's official notice obtainable at the 
office of the Horse Superintendent at a fee of $2.00 each.

4. (A) A competitor may use the full distance between lanes but 
will be disqualified for crossing another competitor's 
row of flags. 

(B) Competitors who knock down another competitor's flags 
or barrel will be disqualified and must withdraw immediately. 

(C) If a competitor's flag or barrel is knocked down by another 
competitor, these must be immediately placed upright by the 
lane stewards. If the stewards have insufficient time to do so, and 
the competitor had a good chance of being placed first, the Judge 
shall decide whether to allow him another start in a heat or put 
him into the semi-final or final as the case may be.

MESSAGE FROM THE CHAIRMAN 
OF THE ROYAL AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY 
OF VICTORIA'S WOODCHOP COMMITTEE, 
MR JOHN M GARDINER 

 

This year's State Bank International Timber Festival is a landmark in the history of 
woodchopping and related sports in Australia, if not the world. 

The Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria is extremely proud to achieve this coup as it will 
be the biggest woodchopping event yet to be staged in any country. 

Within the 18 months, from the light of the concept to the final planning, our endeavours to 
make this world's first International Timber Festival successful has proven to be the most 
ultimately rewarding activity in all my 31 years on the Woodchop Committee; I'm sure all 
those involved in its planning feel the same way. 

The concept itself was born following an application to the Victoria's 150th Anniversary 
Committee by the RASV in conjunction with the Victorian Axemen's Council to extend this 
year's woodchopping programme. 

As woodchopping is one of the world's oldest sports — and definitely one of Australia's 
earliest competitive sports — favourable consideration was given to the application resulting in 
a $10,000 subsidy being made available by Victoria's 150th Committee. 

With funding confirmed, the Committee seriously entertained the thought of events 
involving international representatives. 

This programme, which now involves contestants from all leading timber industry countries 
competing in the 49 events, is the climax of 18 busy months of consultations with overseas 
timber sport organisations seeking interest and support. 

Subsequent discussions involved a "lighting" fact-finding trip in November 1984 to New 
Zealand, United States and Canada by RASV Marketing Manager Mr Vance Hilton, Mr Val 
Quanchi, Secretary of the Victorian Axemen's Council and myself. Our thanks, by the way, 
must be made to Continental Airlines for their kind offering of tickets for travel to these 
countries. 

Apart from approaching top axemen from these countries, we paid specific attention to the 
lumberjack circuit along the US West Coast and then went on to Vancouver, Canada. 

The result of the mission is that the State Bank International Timber Festival has all the 
top boys from New Zealand, as well as four competitors from the United Kindom and many 
competitors from the United States and Canada in the world-class events. 

The new events which have certainly not been used at competition level in Australia in the 
past should prove to be of extreme interest to both spectators and competitors. 

There are 29 entries alone in the "Jack and Jill" events, with most of the women competing 
being from overseas. Five women, the majority from Canada, will compete in the log 
birling/(rolling). There is also a pretty wide representation from New Zealand for this event. 

One of the women competing is a top Candian athlete and sports instructor who would like 
to stay on and teach this interesting sport to Australians. 

Lee Le Captain, USA'S top Fancy Birler, also would like to stay and demonstrate around 
Australia after the Festival is over, so there's no doubt that these events are likely to stay on 
the programme in the ensuing years. 

A large number of Australians are in the 65-entry axe-throwing event. And speed climbing, 
something we have never seen before, will be a thrill to watch. 

Dennis Butler, a record holder of around 31 seconds for the 100ft climb and descent has 
come to Victoria to defend his title and Steve Bartow will be performing in the Main Arena as 
the Humes ARC Tree Top Clown as well as competing in the premier event, the Stihl 
Chainsaw International Speed Climb. 

The timber industry as a whole has given great support to the International Festival and 
thanks must be given largely to the State Bank and Stihl Chainsaws in promoting and 
sponsoring timber and woodchopping as a major sport both in Australia and on an 
international level. 



COMMENT FROM MR TOM O'DONNELL, 
PRESIDENT VICTORIAN 
AXEMEN'S COUNCIL 

Nothing like this has ever happened in the history of Australian timber sports. 
The Victorian Axemen's Council has never been asked to contribute so much to an event. 

Great Victorian axemen; The O'Tooles, Gary Smith . . . you could ask any of them . . . they'll 
tell you, there hasn't been a programme of this type that they can remember. 

Back in 1970 and '71 we attempted to bring overseas representatives to Victoria to compete 
in woodchopping events. To my memory only Canadians attended the circuit competition. This 
was followed by a World Championship Timber Carnival, again a circuit programme, attended 
by fellows from United States and Canada. 

It wasn't anywhere to the extent and magnitude of this year's State Bank International 
Timber Festival. In those days there was certainly nowhere near as much prize money, top 
names or stiff competition that there will be this time around. 

Since the '70s I had harboured thoughts of a world-class timber carnival held in Victoria in 
the back of my mind. 

The ideas were just waiting to come into fruition: For the Council to have the opportunity to 
initiate a programme that will top anything other countries can come up with: And what 
better time for the festival than during our state's wonderful 150th Anniversary celebrations? 

The State Bank International Timber Festival is the culmination of nearly two years' 
thoroughness of the RASV Woodchopping Committee and Axemen's Council's attempts to 
provide an outstanding competition at an outstanding venue. I think we have succeeded in 
creating a "world first" in this direction, with the introduction of a "Timber Town" theme 
village reflecting the might of the industry, as well as extending the basic annual woodchop 
programme. 

We have nearly every major timber sport country attending the Festival, and although a few 
countries have missed out on sending participants this year, we can only go from strength to 
strength. We may have plans for an even bigger festival for Australia's Bicentenary in 1988. 

We welcome our very talented overseas visitors and their addition of novelty timber events 
and woodchopping expertise which I'm sure will be as popular with our spectators as they are 
in the United States and Canada. These colorful events will be "shots in the arm" for 
woodchopping in this country for they attract a large amount of media coverage and public 
interest. 

Traditionally, our own axemen and women have been involved in general woodchop events, 
and from our records have achieved world champion status as a nation on this level. This 
Festival may be a change in direction for us all. 

This International Timber Festival may be a dream come true for me, but for the timber 
industry and all its members and the Show patrons at large it will be the greatest thing since 
sliced bread. 

Woodchopping is not a dying sport. It's not growing as fast as we like it, that's true, but it's 
a stable sport that stays with us from generation to generation. The introduction of modern 
technology has of course sped up the whole game by way of power saws and such, but in the 
whole the old ways have remained the best ways, just come and see.

The State Bank International Timber Festival is the culmination of over 18 months of 
planning by the Royal Agricultural Society's Woodchop Committee, headed by the Chairman, 
Mr John M Gardiner. 

The concept of a world championship timber festival to coincide with Victoria's 150th 
Anniversary celebrations, was born following an application made to the 150th Anniversary 
Committee for support to extend the ever popular woodchopping programme for this year's 
Royal Melbourne Show. 

The $10,000 given to the programme by the 150th Committee has enabled the Woodchop 
Committee to invite representatives from leading timber sport countries to participate in the 
first world competition of this kind ever held. 

Over 200 timber sports champions from the United States, Canada, UK, New Zealand and 
Australia have signed up to challenge for a share of the $A60,000 prize purse of the 49-event 
festival which has been billed as one of the most significant events in the history of 
woodchopping and associated sports in this country. 

OFFICIAL OPENING OF FESTIVAL 

Mrs Nancye Cain, wife of The Hon John Cain, Premier of Victoria, declares the State Bank 
International Timber Festival officially open on Friday September 20, at 11 a.m. 

The "Timber Town" woodchop lawn in Peck Street is the venue for the opening ceremony. All 
overseas and Australian competitors will be in attendance. 

First heats of the major woodchops, log birling, axe throwing and chokerman's races will be 
the highlights of the first day's competition. 

Chops and snags of another kind will be a part of the Festival's closing ceremony, scheduled 
for 6 p.m., Saturday September 28. 

The ceremony will be followed by a "Big Aussie Barbecue" for all competitors and organisers. 

The barbecue will be staged in the Boral Woodchop Stadium with the best of Australian beef 
and sausages being supplied with the compliments of the Australian Meat and Livestock 
Corporation and the Meat and Allied Trades Federation. 

The Melbourne Showground's Boral Pavilion, Australia's largest undercover woodchopping 
stadium, is the venue for the festival and has been recently re-constructed and renovated for 
this year's special programme. 

Apart from being the centre for all the events, the new area will also be home to new 
displays and exhibits mounted by the numbers of commercial companies and other 
organisations involved with the timber industry associations.

General Regulations Relative 
to 

Wood Chopping 

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

1. Entries will be received in the Wood Chopping Section 
of the Royal Agricultural Society's Show subject to the rules 
and conditions hereinafter set out and also those appearing 
at the head of each section and in each class. 

2. The Council of the Society or the Director shall have 
the power without assigning any reason to: 

(i) Reject or cancel any entry at any time 
(ii) Prohibit the participation by any person in any 

event or class for which entered. 
Cancel any event or class. 
Alter the time at which any class or event is to take 
place. 
Alter the conditions of any event. 
Remove any competitor from the Show Grounds. 
Alter the date or time for the closing of entries for 
any section or class or for any particular entry. 

(viii) Transfer an exhibit or exhibitor from any class to 
any other class. 

3. The Society or any official Judge, Steward, Officer or 
employee shall under no circumstances be responsible for: 

(a) the loss of any exhibit; 
(b) any damage or injury occasioned to or by any 

competitor. 
(c) any loss, damage or injury occasioned to or by any 

competitor. 

4. The exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk. In case 
any competitor whilst on the Society's Show Grounds shall 
cause or be the cause of injury or damage to any exhibit or 
exhibitor or to the person or property of any member of the 
Society or the general public, the owner of such exhibit hereby 
indemnifies and keeps indemnified the Society, its officers, 
officials and members from and against all damages, costs, 
claims, expenses or liabilities incurred in connection with such 
exhibits. The competitor shall be liable to the Society and its 
employees, officers and officials for any damage or loss 
occasioned to any of them by the competitor or his agent. 

5. The competitor shall at all times comply with the 
directions or requests of the Council of the Society or the 
Director. This shall, without limiting the generality of the 
foregoing, apply to the entry of the competitor, the conditions 
of event, the conduct of the competitor, the conducting of 
the event, the decisions of the Judge and the awarding of the 
prize. 

6. The Council of the Society and the Director reserve 
the right to adjudicate on any entry or upon any question 
in dispute or doubt and to make any determination upon any 
matter whether covered by the conditions of entry or not and 
the decision so made shall be final and binding and the Society 
shall thereby have sole and absolute control of all matters 
affecting the conduct of the Show and the competitors. There 
shall be no right of appeal to any court of law or other body 
from any decision made by the Council of the Society or the 
Director. 

7. A competitor shall not be eligible to compete in any 
class by reason of the Society's acceptance of the entry and/or 
the inclusion of the competitor's name in the Society's 
catalogue or by reason of an Exhibit Entry Ticket or number 
or other document having been printed, allotted or issued 
by the Society. 

8. No entry can be changed by the exhibitor after entries 
close. The Director and the Society shall however have the 
power to do so at any time and in so doing may without 
limiting the generality of the foregoing alter the class for which 
the competitor is entered. 

9. All entries must be made in writing on forms supplied 
by the Society unless otherwise permitted by the Director. 

10. No rebates of fees for withdrawn entries will be made. 

11. All entry forms must be signed by the competitor or 
his authorised agent. 

12. Restrictions or limitations on the number of entries 
in any section may be made by the Society or the Director. 

CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS 

13. Should the Council or the Director be of the opinion 
that a fraudulent, false or erroneous statement has been made 
by a competitor then the competitor may be dealt with in 
accordance with these Rules. 

14. The Society or the Director may alter the Judge for 
any particular class at any time if it or he deems fit. 

15. No person shall in any way consult or interfere with 
or attempt to interfere with the Judge or endeavour to interfere 
with his freedom of choice or judgment. 

16. All competitors shall accept the decision of the Judge 
as final as to placings. 

PROTESTS 

17. A competitor may protest against an award won by 
an exhibit in the same class alleging infringement of the rules 
or ineligibility. 

18. Such protests shall be addressed to the Director and 
be lodged at his office at the 1st Floor, Administrative 
Building, Cnr. DeGraves Street and Plummer Avenue, Show 
Grounds, before 12 noon on the day after the award in 
question has been made. Such protest shall be accompanied 
with a deposit of $5.00 which may be forfeited to the Society 
if the protest be found to be unfounded or frivolous. 

19. The protest and all matters arising therefrom shall be 
determined by either the Council of the Society or the 
Director. 
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CONTROL OF SHOW 

20. 	Should the Council or the Director be of the opinion 
that any rule or regulation whether set out in these rules or 
at the heading of a section or class has been broken or not 
observed or performed then the competitior may be 
disqualified, suspended for any period, fined or otherwise 
penalised at the discretion of the Council of the Society or 
the Director. The whole of the Show, the events thereat, the 
exhibits and exhibitors and their agents shall be under the 
complete control of and subject to the decisions and direction 
of the Council of the Society and/or the Director. Any 
decision or direction made by either shall be final and binding 
and no exhibitor shall have any right or cause of action against 
the Society or the members of the Council or the Director 
or any right to approach or seek relief from any Court because 
of any decision made by either the Council or the Director. 

DEFINITIONS 

21. 'Director" means and includes the person holding the 
office of Director of the Society and includes a Deputy 
appointed by him. 

"Exhibitor" includes competitor and/or rider wherever the 
contest permits and includes his agent or anyone acting or 
purporting to be acting on his behalf whether or not he is 
employed by the exhibitor. 

"Society" includes the Council of the Society. 

Singular words include plural. 

"Class" includes event and "event" includes class. Class , 
also includes trophy competition or any other award.

All axemen are requested to be present in the Axemen's dressing room at 9.00 a.m. Saturday, September 
21st to be advised of the Rules they are chopping under. 

All winners of Handicap events are subject to re-handicap for the remainder of the Show. 

The Handicaps are subject to alteration as the handicapper thinks fit. 

Penalty for win up to 4 seconds. 

Axemen are to report to the Stewards half an hour before the time of the event they are to compete in. 

Winners of prize money at Brisbane and Adelaide Royals must declare same to Handicapper before competing in any 
Event. 

Scratchings must be notified to the Wood Chop Superintendent by 5 p.m. on the day prior to the event. 

COMPETITIORS NOT NOTIFYING SCRATCHING WILL BE FINED $2. 

All handicap events are handicapped behind scratch. 

CONDITIONS 

1. The logs and billets will be any variety of timber and 
any length approved by the Stewards. The diameter of all logs 
will be uniform. 

2. ALL COMPETITORS, excluding sawyers, must state 
on the entry form their last win and handicap and a list of 
their last six performances anywhere, irrespective of 
Association or State, together with the name of the 
backmarker. Entry definitely not accepted unless last win and 
last six performances for each class of event entered, excluding 
sawing, are stated on back of entry form. This applies to ALL 
Australian and New Zealand competitors. 

3. The contest will be chopped in heats and a final, 
according to the number of entries. 

4. All logs and billets will be numbered, and will be drawn 
for by the Stewards. 

5. The first and second competitors in each heat unless 
otherwise stated, shall compete in the semi-final or final. At 
the discretion of the Stewards, when there are two semi-finals, 
they may take one, two or three placegetters to start in the 
final. 

6. No competitor will be allowed to make any axe marks 
on his log before his handicap starting time as allotted by 
the handicapper or to the foot holes or dog holes. 

7. No persons, other than competitors and officials, will 
be allowed in the arena during the contest. 

8. Axes must entirely sever logs in two parts; pushing or 
pulling will disqualify. 

9. The decision of the Judges, in all cases, will be final 
as to places. 

10. Competitors must be at their places previous to the 
advertised time of starting, or the event will be commenced 
without them. 

11. All competitors must compete in white trousers, white 
singlets or singlets of recognised State, Association or Club 
Colours. Exemptions to this will be allowed in special events 
where singlets are provided by sponsorship or where the 
clothing is more suitable for a specific event and competitors 
must remain in the same uniform during presentation of 
awards. Any competitor through his state of health or other 
reason may apply to the Steward-in-Chief for dispensation 
in regards to wearing apparel. Footwear, predominantly white 
must always be worn. 

12. In any Association or Club teams race, the Association 
or Club uniform coloured singlets are to be worn by team 
representing Association or Club. 

13. A novice competitor is one who has not won a first 
prize in excess of $50 in any Standing Block or Underhand 
event. If required the competitor must make a statutory 
declaration to this effect. 

14. The General Regulations shall form part of the 
conditions of entry. 

15. All entries must be made in writing on forms supplied 
by the Society. 

16. The decision of the Disputes Committee shall be final 
in all respects subject to any decisions or directions of the 
Council of the Society. 

17. Competitors must use clamps as supplied by the 
Society in all Standing Block Events. 

18. A competitor who wins an event after the posting of 
marks may be re-handicapped for any subsequent event or 
events. The Committee reserves the right to re-handicap a 
competitor before an event has commenced. 

19. Any competitor, or other person, who in the opinion 
of the Council or Director conducts himself in an improper 
or unruly manner, or attempts to deceive an Official, or 
infringes any of the rules or conditions may be disqualified 
and/or dealt with as the Council or Director may deem fit. 
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20. Every care must be exercised to keep axes and saws 
covered. Axes and saws MUST NOT be carried among the 
general public unless so covered. 

21. Logs situated in a reserved area adjacent to the 
Dressing Room will be provided to enable competitors to test 
their axes. Competitors shall not be permitted to test their 
axes in the main arena. 

22. In the Underhand events all axemen must finish on 
heir logs. 

23. In a Tree Felling event any axeman chopping in a 
previously cut board hole will be disqualified. 

24. Under no circumstances are axemen permitted to enter 
he Log Enclosure without the permission of the Log Steward. 

25. In all sawing competitions saw cuts shall be started 
as close as possible to the front end of the log and shall not 
be more than 100 mm in from the edge of the top side. Oil 
may be used on the saw immediately prior to the 
commencement of the contest. In sawing contests the saw 
must saw through the log from one side only. 

26. In sawing contests the wedger shall stand behind the 
log and if any wedger in any way touches or guides a saw 
or touches or guides that portion of the log which is being 
cut off, the competitor or team concerned shall be 
automatically disqualified. Definition:— "Behind the log" 
in this regulation shall be interpreted to mean the opposite 
end of the log to the saw cut. 

27. In sawing contests if any wedger causes the judging 
machine to become inoperative or to record an inaccurate 
result the competitor or the team concerned will be liable to 
disqualification. 

28. In the 400 mm diameter butchers blocks one member 
of each team shall open a scarf and cut the log approximately 
half way through, the first cutting member of the team on 
ceasing to cut shall retire to his neutral area and visually 
indicate to his partner, in a manner prescribed by stewards, 
that the other team member is to complete the cut by opening 
a scarf on the opposite side of the log.

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CATTLE 
CONDITIONS OF ENTRY AND EXHIBITION, ETC. 

(See also the conditions at the head of each Breed Section) 

1. Entries will be received in the Cattle Section of the 
Royal Agricultural Society's Show subject to the rules and 
conditions hereinafter set out and also those appearing at the 
head of and in each section and in each class. 

2. The Council of the Society or the Director shall have 
the power without assigning any reason to: 

(a) Reject or cancel any entry at any time. 
(b) Prohibit the participation by any person or exhibit 

in any event or class for which it is entered. 
(c) Cancel any event or class. 
(d) Alter the time at which any class or event is to take 

place. 
(e) Alter the conditions of any class. 
(f) Remove any exhibit from the Show Grounds. 
(g) Alter the date or time for the closing of entries for 

any section or class or for any particular entry. 
(h) Transfer an exhibit or exhibitor from any class to 

any other class. 

3. The Society or any official judge steward officer or 
employee shall under no circumstances be responsible for: 

(a) the loss or death of any animal; 
(b) any damage or injury occasioned to or by any 

animal; 
(c) any loss damage or injury occasioned to or by any 

exhibitor or any person acting on his behalf. 

4. (a) The exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk. 

(b) In case any exhibit whilst on the Society's Show 
Grounds shall cause or be the cause of injury or damage to 
any other exhibit or exhibitor or to the person or property 
of any member of the Society or the general public, the owner 
of such exhibit shall indemnify and keep indemnified the 
Society its officers officials and members from and against 
all damages costs claims expenses or liabilities incurred in 
connection with such exhibit. The exhibitor shall be liable 
to the Society and its employees officers and officials for any 
damage or loss occasioned to any of them by the exhibit or 
the exhibitor or his agent. 

5. The exhibitor shall at all times comply with the 
directions or requests of the Council of the Society or The 
Director. This shall without limiting the generality of the 
foregoing apply to the entry of the animal the exhibitor the 
conditions of a class the conduct of the exhibitor the 
conducting of the class the decisions of the Judge and the 
awarding of the prize. 

6. The Council of the Society and the Director reserve 
the right to adjudicate on any entry or upon any question 
in dispute or doubt and to make any determination upon any 
matter whether covered by the conditions of entry or not and 
the decision so made shall be final and binding and the Society 
and the Director shall thereby have sole and absolute control 
of all matters affecting the conduct of the Show or the judging 
of any class and the exhibits and exhibitors. There shall be 
no right of appeal to any court of law or other body from 
any decision made by the Council of the Society or the 
Director. 

7. An exhibit or exhibitor shall not be entitled to compete 
in any class by reason of the Society's acceptance of the entry 
and/or the inclusion of the exhibit or exhibitor in the Society's 
catalogue or by reason of an Exhibit Entry Ticket or number 
or other document having been printed allotted or issued by 
the Society. 

8. Unless otherwise stated all exhibits must be the bona 
fide property of the exhibitor at the time of entry or be held 
by him under written lease in existence at the time of entry 
and the Council of the Society or the Director shall have the 
power to recognise or reject such lease as it or he deems fit. 

9. The owner or lessee hereby indemnifies the Society 
against all claims from any cause made against the Society 
in respect of such animal at the instance of any other person. 

	

10. 	An exhibit sold after the date of entry and before the 
time of judging shall not be entitled to compete unless with 
the approval of the Council of the Society or the Director. 

11. No entry can be changed by the exhibitor after entries 
close. The Director and the Society shall however have the 
power to do so at any time and in so doing may without 
limiting the generality of the foregoing alter the class for which 
the animal is entered. 

12. All entries must be made in writing on forms supplied 
by the Society unless otherwise permitted by the Director. 

	

13. 	Entries in the Cattle Section of the Show must be made 
at the Society's Office at the Administrative Building at the 
Royal Show Grounds, Epsom Road, Ascot Vale, 3032, on or 
before 4.30 p.m. on Thursday, 11th July, 1985, or be delivered 
by post to the said office on or before the same time viz., 
Thursday, 11th July, 1985 at 4.30 p.m. 

14. The appropriate entry fee as set out in the Schedule 
of Prizes shall be forwarded with each entry. No rebates of 
fees for withdrawn animals will be made. 

15. All entry forms must be signed by the exhibitor or 
his authorised agent. 

16. No exhibit may be entered in more than one Ordinary 
Class unless otherwise stated at the head of the Section. 
Sweepstakes special classes or championships do not count 
as ordinary classes. Throughout the Schedule Special Classes 
are designated with a star (*). Should any exhibit be incorrectly 
entered in more than one ordinary class such exhibit shall 
compete in the first class in which its name appears in the 
Society's Catalogue unless the Director otherwise directs. 

17. Unless otherwise determined by the Director only one 
exhibitor will be recognised as an owner from any one holding, 
and any exhibitor who enters, or permits the entry of any of 
his stock, in the name of any other exhibitor, may be dealt 
with in accordance with these rules. 

EXHIBITS T.B. & BRUCELLOSIS FREE 

18. Victorian Cattle 
(a) All Victorian cattle are eligible for entry without 

special testing provided they are not from a herd 
located on a property under quarantine restrictions 
for Bovine Tuberculosis or Brucellosis. 

(b) All exhibitors must provide the tail tag number for 
the property where the show entries are located. 

19. Interstate Cattle 
(a) All Interstate cattle are eligible for entry provided 

they meet the health requirements for entry into 
the State of Victoria and endorsement of such is 
received by the Director from a Government 
Veterinary Officer, ldays prior to the opening day 
of the Show.

(b) Cattle are not eligible for entry if they are from 
a herd located on a property under quarantine 
restrictions for Bovine Tuberculosis or Brucellosis. 

ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE OF EXHIBITS 
21. Exhibits shall be placed where directed by the Director 

and where a stall or box is allotted the exhibit shall be in 
occupation of such stall on or before 10.00 p.m. on Thursday 
19th September, unless otherwise specified. 

22. Exhibits will be admitted to the Showgrounds between 
the following times:

23. Exhibits shall not be removed from the Show Grounds 
until 10.00 p.m. on Saturday 28th September or such times 
as determined by the Cattle Committees of the Society, unless 
permission is obtained from the Director or unless by direction 
of one of the Society's Veterinary Surgeons. 

24. The entry of cattle fodder bedding or equipment to 
the Show Grounds prior to the Saturday preceding the first 
day of the Show is not permitted without the permission of 
the Society. 

STANDARD OF EXHIBITS 
25. Each Breed Society in the Beef, Dual Purpose and 

Dairy Section shall nominate to the R.A.S. an inspector or 
inspectors of cattle entered in the breed of the particular Breed 
Society. 

EXHIBITORS SHOULD INSPECT TATTOOS PRIOR 
TO ENTRY AND DEPARTURE FOR SHOW. 

26. The Council of the R.A.S. shall appoint such person 
or persons as an inspector or inspectors who shall inspect each 
animal entered in the relevant breed. Such inspections shall 
be carried out on Saturday 21st September (Beef Cattle) or 
by Sunday 22nd (Dairy Cattle). Exhibitors are required to have 
their stock attended and in readiness for inspection. The 
inspector(s) shall on the relevant day submit their report before 
1p.m. to the Director. 

27. If in the unanimous opinion of the inspector(s) any 
animal 

(a) is not true to type or 
(b) is not of sufficient merit as to be worthy of exhibit 

in the class or classes for which it is entered or 
(c) has not been adequately prepared for the Show or 
(d) bears any marking brand or tattoo contrary to the 

markings brand or tattoo disclosed in the relevant 
entry form or 
being a bull born on or before the 30th September, 
1984 is not rung through the nose or 
entered in any class for an exhibit of an age under 
18months has, or shows, evidence of having had 
a permanent tooth or 

(g) entered in any class for an exhibit of an age under 
24 months has, or shows evidence of having had 
more than two permanent teeth. 

(h) has a calf at foot born prior to arrival at 
Showgrounds, which is not tattooed. 

then such animal shall be ineligible for exhibition and the 
Society may require the animal to be forthwith removed from 
the Show Grounds and the exhibitor, upon receipt of such 
notice shall forthwith remove such animal and failing such 
removal by him within the time prescribed by the Director 
the Director may remove the animal or cause the animal to 
be removed and all costs and expenses of removal shall be 
borne by the exhibitor and shall be refunded to the Society. 
Each such animal shall at all times be at the sole risk and  

responsibility of the exhibitor and the person or persons 
removing the animal shall at all times be deemed to be the 
agents of the exhibitor and all acts and omissions on the part 
of such person or persons shall be deemed to be the acts and 
omissions of the exhibitor who shall indemnify and hold 
indemnified the Society its servants and agents from all claims 
whatsoever in respect of the animal whether by reason of any 
loss or injury to or caused by the animal or because of 
transportation, feeding or housing or otherwise howsoever. 

28. The inspectors shall report any animal infected by 
warts and the Society's Veterinary Surgeon shall inspect such 
animal and if in his opinion such animal is ineligible for 
exhibition the Society may require the animal to be forthwith 
removed from the Show Grounds and the exhibitor, upon 
receipt of such notice shall forthwith remove such animal and 
failing such removal by him within the time prescribed by the 
Director the Director may remove the animal or cause the 
animal to be removed and all costs and expenses of removal 
shall be borne by the exhibitor and shall be refunded to the 
Society. Each such animal shall at all times be at the sole risk 
and responsibility of the exhibitor and the person or persons 
removing the animal shall at all times be deemed to be the 
agents of the exhibitor and all acts and omissions on the part 
of such person or persons shall be deemed to be the acts and 
omissions of the exhibitor who shall indemnify and hold 
indemnified the Society its servants and agents from all claims 
whatsoever in respect of the animal whether by reason of any 
loss or injury to or caused by the animal or because of 
transportation, feeding or housing or otherwise howsoever. 

29. The decision of the inspector(s) shall be final subject 
only to appeal to the Chief Steward or Assistant Chief Steward 
in the Beef Cattle Section and the Chief Steward in the Dairy 
Cattle Section and his opinion shall be final. 

30. The inspector(s) or Chief Steward or his assistant shall 
not be required to furnish to the exhibitor any reasons for 
their decision. 

31. Notwithstanding anything contained in these 
regulations the Director shall have the right to declare any 
animal ineligible to compete because of the health of any such 
animal or for any other reason which the Director deems fit. 
The Director shall thereupon have the right to order the 
removal of such animal from the Show Grounds or in default 
thereof remove such animal at the expense and risk of the 
exhibitor. 

32. Exhibitors of stock shall if requested by the Director 
submit his exhibit for inspection by one of the Society's 
Veterinarians. 

33. In all Cattle Sections any animal entered which can 
be proved to the satisfaction of the Director to have received 
hormones shall be disqualified. 

ENTRY TICKETS 
34. An entry ticket will be issued by the Society for each 

exhibit unless the Director otherwise determines. The entry 
ticke will state thereon the number of the exhibit and the 
exhibit number shall correspond with the stall allotted to the 
exhibit where practicable. The exhibit ticket must be produced 
whenever required by the Society or the Director. Restriction 
on the number of entries may be made by the Society or the 
Director. 

NECK NUMBERS 
35. Numbers corresponding to the exhibit numbers in 

the catalogue must be worn by the exhibits when appearing 
before the Judge or when otherwise required. 

36. Neck numbers must be obtained by the exhibitor from 
the office of the Cattle Superintendent. A deposit of $1 each 
is payable on neck numbers and will be refunded on return 
of neck numbers in good order.

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"IN MILK" CLASSES AND DISPOSAL OF MILK 
37. A cow or heifer entered as "in milk" may be 

transferred to the "in calf" class, if she has not calved prior 
to judging, or vice versa. 

	

38. 	Entries of milking stock (Sections 47 to 59 inclusive) 
will only be accepted subject to the following regulations 
regarding the disposal of milk. 

	

39. 	Exhibitors are not permitted to dispose of milk prior 
to and during the currency of the Show, either by sale or gift, 
other than to the Society's agent, who is situated in the 
Society's Dairy. Unless otherwise decided by the Director all 
milk will be purchased according to butter-fat value, based 
upon a complete test of the bulked milk, and returns, less 
dairy costs, will be forwarded to exhibitors after the Show. 
No milk will be paid for unless approved milk utensils are 
used and hygienic methods are adopted. 

40. Exhibitors must provide their own receptacles and 
irrange for the delivery of their own milk to the Society's 
dairy on the Show Grounds. 

AGE OF EXHIBITS 

	

41. 	The breeding year commences on the first day of July 
in each year. The Society's Veterinary Surgeon's decision in 
regard to age shall be final. 

ABSENCE OF EXHIBIT 
42. An animal entered for the Show may be withdrawn 
ithout reason 21 days prior to the opening day of the Show, 

after that date every animal entered must be exhibited unless 
a certificate signed by the owner is lodged with the Society 
prior to the date of the Show, stating that the animal is unable 
to compete on one of the following grounds: 

(a) The animal has died. 
(b) The animal is unfit for exhibition due to injury or 

disease. 
(c) The animal has become ineligible for the class 

entered. 
(d) Some other cause which the Council or Director 

of the Society considers reasonable. 
(e) After arrival at the Show Grounds an animal may 

be scratched from competing in an event if it has 
become unfit to compete. 

Notwithstanding the above any exhibitor who does not 
show any animal entered for exhibition may be required to 
appear before the Cattle Committee, at a time and place to 
be notified, to explain the reason for the absence of his entry. 
Should the Committee decide that the exhibitor's explanation 
is not acceptable, the Committee will at its discretion impose 
an appropriate penalty or deny the offending competitor the 
right to exhibit at a future Royal Show. In the Beef Cattle 
Section Exhibitors will be liable to a fine of $25 per animal 
and/or disqualification. 

HOURS OF OPENING OF PAVILIONS AND CLEANING 

43. Exhibitors shall, to the satisfaction of the Cattle 
Superintendent: 

(a) Keep each stall allotted to them and their stock in 
a clean and proper condition throughout the Show. 

(b) Clean out their stalls or boxes each day, at a time 
advised by the Cattle Superintendent. 

(c) Refrain from leading exhibits from their stalls to 
water troughs between the hours of 8a.m. and 
5p.m. each day of the Show. 

44. The placing of bales of straw along the passageways 
so as to interfere with the public is not permitted. 

45. All cattle pavilions will be open to the public from 
9a.m. to 10p.m. daily, and will close at 5.00p.m. on the first 
Thursday and Monday, 9.00p.m. on the Sunday and 10.00p.m. 
on all other days. 

46. Cattle must not be rugged during the hours of 
exhibition, with the exception of Dairy Cattle which may be 
rugged after 6.30p.m. 

SECURITY OF ANIMALS 
47. All male exhibits of Beef and Dual Purpose Cattle 

born on or before 30th September, 1984 and all male exhibits 
of Dairy Cattle, irrespective of age, shall be rung through the 
nose and at all times shall be led by such ring. If, in the 
opinion of the Stewards or Society's officials, any bull is 
considered unsafe such bull shall be placed under such control 
as directed by the Stewards or Society's officials. 

48. All bulls exhibited in the Dairy Sections shall be 
tethered by the nose ring in addition to the headstall or neck 
rope. 

49. All females must be provided with effective halters 
and be thoroughly broken to lead. In the Beef Section all 
females must be fitted with a nose grip when being led. 

50. Each exhibitor is required to see that each of his 
exhibits is securely tethered in its stall. All exhibitors of Beef 
Cattle must provide neck straps or neck ropes, as well as 
halters for tethering their cattle and are required to tether left 
and right. 

51. Every poll bull and every wholly or partially dehorned 
bull entered in Beef and Dual Purpose Sections, must be 
securely tethered by an effective headstall in addition to a nose 
ring or neck strap or neck rope. 

52. If, in the opinion of the Director, any exhibit or 
exhibits of stock be deemed to be dangerous, the owner of 
such exhibit or exhibits shall immediately, upon notice to that 
effect, remove such exhibit or exhibits from the Society's 
Ground. 

WEIGHING OF CATTLE 
53. All bulls irrespective of age entered in the Beef Cattle 

Section 29 shall be weighed prior to judging. Weighing will 
take place on the Friday preceding the judging day. Exhibitors 
are requested to attach the correct neck number to each animal 
at the time of weighing. 

PARADES 
54. Exhibitors are required to participate in parades prior 

to judging day under the following formula: 
1-3 head exhibited — 1 head paraded 
4-6 head exhibited — 2 head paraded 

over 6 head exhibited — 3 head paraded 
All prize-winning cattle must be taken on parade in 

accordance with the printed programme after judging day. 
No ribbons will be permitted on exhibits except those won 
during the Show. 

FEED SHEDS AND FODDER 
55. In all sections feed sheds are available for exhibitors. 

Charge, $15.00 during the currency of the Show. Feed-mixing 
bins may be hired for use in Dairy Cattle Sections for $2.00 
each. Exhibitors are not permitted to stack feed in the Cattle 
Pavilions except on the fodder lofts or in their own feed sheds. 

56. No bedding other than straw or hay (except grass hay), 
may be used in any box or stall. 

57. Stock foods etc. can be obtained from a Fodder 
Merchant who will be situated on the Showgrounds. 

3 
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TRUCKS, TRANSPORTS AND CARAVANS 
58. Motor vehicles, including trucks and stock transports 

will not be permitted to remain on the Show Grounds after 
unloading. They must be removed immediately, and will not 
be re-admitted to load for return until such time as the Society 
determines. 

59. Caravans will not be admitted to or remain within the 
Show Grounds unless with the special permission of the 
Director. 

SALES AND NOTICES 
68. Exhibitors are permitted to display cards over the stalls 

stating that an animal is for sale; such cards not to exceed 
30cmx25cm. No other advertisements or notices (except by 
permission of the Council) are permitted on or in any stalls 
or buildings. Exhibitors must mark on their entry form that 
an animal is for private sale to enable such to be printed in 
the catalogue. A commission of 1 per cent shall be paid to 
the Society in respect of all stock sold on the Show Grounds.

VETERINARY SERVICES 
63. (a) The Society will appoint a Panel of Veterinary 

Surgeons to provide a service to exhibitors. 
(b) Should an animal become ill or suffer an injury 

then one of the Society's Veterinary Surgeons may attend to 
and treat such animal in the absence of any authority from 
the owner and the Society or its Veterinary Surgeon shall not 
be liable in any way for any loss arising out of such treatment. 

64. Exhibitors may employ a Veterinary Surgeon who is 
not a member of the Society's panel but in such instances 
must inform the Society's Cattle Superintendent of the stock 
concerned. 

65. The Society's Veterinary Surgeons may refuse to attend 
an animal previously examined and treated at the Show 
Grounds by a Veterinary Surgeon who is not a member of 
the Society's Panel. 

66. Unless otherwise specifically stated only members of 
the Society's Veterinary Panel may give Veterinary Certificates 
required by the Society. 

67. If in the opinion of one of the Society's Veterinary 
Surgeons an animal on the Show Grounds should be destroyed 
or removed from the Show Grounds the Society or the 
Director shall be entitled to have the animal destroyed and/or 
removed from the Show Grounds or shall be entitled to require 
the owner or his deputy at the Show Grounds to forthwith 
remove the animal from the Show Grounds. All costs incurred 
by the Society in connection with such animal shall be paid 
by the owner to the Society. Neither the Society or any of 
its Veterinary Surgeons or any of the Society's officials shall 
in any way be liable for any act done or omitted to be done 
by the Society or one of its Veterinarians. 

STUD IDENTIFICATION NOTICE 
Each exhibitor is permitted one sign 600 mm x 300 

mm in size and such sign may carry only the stud name, 
address and telephone number. 

JUDGING 
69. The Society or the Director may alter the Judge for 

any particular class at any time if it or he deems fit. 
70. Exhibits shall be present at the appropriate judging 

ring and ready to enter the judging ring at the time specified 
in the Time Table for the event to take place. 

71. Exhibits shall enter the judging ring immediately upon 
request by the appropriate Steward. 

72. No person shall in any way consult or interfere with 
or attempt to interfere with the Judge or endeavour to interfere 
with his freedom of choice or judgment. 

73. Persons in charge of exhibits must not leave their 
exhibits unattended and such persons or exhibitors shall not 
address the judge unless authorized by the Steward in Charge 
of the class or the Judge himself. 

74. The Judge may award a second or third prize, instead 
of a first or may withhold a prize altogether, where he 
considers the exhibits are not of sufficient merit. 

75. The Judge is requested to make a reserve number, by 
marking it as such, of the exhibit next in merit beyond those 
to which the prizes are awarded in every class where the 
number of the entries exceeds the number of prizes offered, 
if, in his opinion, the exhibit is of sufficient merit to deserve 
a prize; he is also requested to give commendations when 
deserved. 

76. No exhibit or person in charge thereof shall be 
equipped with, wear or display anything which indicates the 
ownership of the exhibit. 

77. All exhibitors and competitors shall accept the 
decision of the Judge as final as to the merits of the exhibit 
or competitor and no appeal shall be allowed therefrom to 
any court of law or other body on the question of merit of 
the exhibit. 

78. All prize cards awarded at the Show shall be exhibited 
in the appropriate stall or box for the duration of the Show. 

79. Judges shall have the right to order that a cow be 
milked dry before awarding a prize. 

80. All attendants leading stock in the judging ring or 
on Parade shall wear uniform white coats which may be 
procured from the Society. 

CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS 
81. Should the Council or the Director be of the opinion 

that: 
(a) a fraudulent, false or erroneous statement has been 

made regarding an exhibit, or 
(b) that an exhibit has been tampered with or 

improperly dealt with 
(c) Except as otherwise provided either expressly or 
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by implication in these regulations or in the 
definition of a class in which it is entered, an 
animal entered for exhibition or competition shall 
be presented in the judging ring in its natural 
conformation and with no preparation other than 
normal feeding and fitting with the exception of 
normal dressing of hair, hoofs and horns. 

An operation materially altering the structure 
or the natural conformation of any part of the 
animal's body (including head, legs and tail) 
whether by introduction of iron, liquids or other 
substance subcutaneously into any part of the body 
and any surgical or chemical operation correcting 
deleting or minimising defects or changing by 
exaggeration or otherwise the natural conformation 
of the animal and any operation intended to do 
so is hereby prohibited. Any exhibitor of an animal 
offending this regulation shall be deemed guilty 
of unethical conduct. 

then the exhibit or exhibitor may be dealt with in accordance 
with Rule 89. 

82. Exhibitors must, if required by the Council or Director, 
make a statutory declaration regarding their entries. 

83. Any person who in the opinion of the Council of the 
Society or the Director is or has been behaving in an improper 
manner may be removed from the Show Grounds and may 
be dealt with under Rule 89. 

PROTESTS 
84. An exhibitor or competitor may protest against an 

award won by an exhibit or competitor in the same class 
alleging infringement of the rules or ineligibility. 

85. Such protest shall be addressed to the Director and 
be lodged at his office at the 1st Floor, Administrative 
Building, cnr. Degraves Street and Plummer Avenue, Show 
Grounds, before 12 noon the day after the award in question 
has been made. Such protest shall be accompanied with a 
deposit of $5.00 which may be forfeited to the Society if the 
protest be found to be unfounded or frivolous. 

86. Should any exhibit which has been awarded a prize 
be disqualified the next in order of award does not necessarily 
become entitled to the prize. 

87. The protest and all matters arising therefrom shall be 
determined by either the Council of the Society or the 
Director. 

FIRE REGULATIONS 
88. The use of primus or similar stoves or any heating, 

domestic or lighting appliance or any naked light is strictly 
prohibited in or near any cattle stall, pavilion or locker. 

The alteration of or interference with any electrical wiring 
switch or plug is strictly forbidden. 

SMOKING IS PROHIBITED IN LOCKERS AND 
PAVILIONS. 

Offenders breaching this regulation will be required to 
remove themselves and all exhibits in their care immediately 
from the Show Grounds. The exhibitor/exhibit will be 
prohibited from entry to at least the following Royal 
Melbourne Show. 

CONTROL OF SHOW 
89. Should the Council or the Director be of the opinion 

that any rule or regulation whether set out in these rules or 
at the heading of a section or class has been broken or not 
observed or performed then the exhibit or exhibitor may be 
disqualified, suspended for any period or fined or otherwise 
penalized at the discretion of the Council of The Society or 
the Director. The whole of the Show, the events thereat, the 
exhibits and exhibitors and their agents shall be under the 
complete control of and subject to the decisions and directions 
of the Council of the Society and/or the Director. Any  

decision or direction made by either whether in accordance 
with these rules or not shall be final and binding and no 
exhibitor shall have any right or cause of action against the 
Society or the Members of the Council or the Director or any 
right to approach or seek relief from any Court because of 
any decision made by either the Council or the Director. 

DEFINITION 
90. "Director" means and includes the person holding the 

office of Director of the Society and includes a Deputy 
appointed by him. 

"Exhibitor" includes competitor wherever the context 
permits and also includes his agent or anyone acting or 
purporting to be acting on his behalf whether or not he is 
employed by the exhibitor. 

"Society" includes the Council of the Society. 
Words importing persons shall include companies and 

corporations and words importing the masculine gender shall 
include the feminine and neuter gender as the case may require 
and words importing the singular or plural number shall 
include the plural and singular numbers respectively. 

"Class" includes event and "event" includes class. Class 
also includes any trophy competition or other award. 

PAYMENT OF PRIZE MONEY

GENERAL RULES 

1. Exhibits in this Section can only be entered in one class. 

2. All exhibitors shall state on their entry forms: 

(a) The breed, cross of breeds or mixture of breeds 
of each animal entered so far as this is known. 

( b ) The name, breed and registered number of the sire 
and/or dam or each animal entered when either 
or both of these are known to be registered. 

(c) Whether an exhibit has been artificially bred. 

3. The Society reserves the right to reject or limit entries 
at its discretion. Accommodation is limited. 

4. Except where otherwise specified suitability for local 
trade is implied. 
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5. Where an exhibitor's entry is based on age as shown by 
its teeth, it must not show evidence of having had more 
teeth than specified for the class. 

6. Unless otherwise stated all entries in this Section are 
required to be grass-fed. "Grass-fed" means that the 
exhibit has been grazed on pasture or crop and may have 
received hay ensilage or grain; but must not have been 
stall-fed or feed lotted. 

7. The Council reserves the right to display all or any part 
of any carcase in the refrigerated showcase at the Meat 
Hall. 

8. An animal which shows evidence of being late castrated 
will not be eligible for a prize. 

9. AN ANIMAL ENTERED IN ANY BEEF CARCASE 
CLASS FOR AN EXHIBIT OF A MILK TOOTH 
ANIMAL AGE SHALL BE INELIGIBLE FOR A

and mouthed. A complete Timetable of Arrangements 
for this Section will be forwarded to each Exhibitor prior 
to the Show. Judging will be conducted on Sunday, 22nd 
September 1985. 

2. In Classes where three animals are penned the prize is 
awarded on the basis of total points scored by all three 
exhibits in either the live judging or carcase judging and 
not on the basis of the best individual of the three 
penned. 

3. The Chief Steward may, at his discretion, transfer any 
animal or pen of animals from the class in which they 
were entered to any other class. 

4. Where approximate live or carcase weights are shown 
these are based on a 561/4  yield and are intended as a 
guide only. 

5. At the discretion of Council carcasses may only be 
eligible for prizes if they have acceptable fat cover relative 
to their weight and/or class i.e. under 200 kg weight — 
4-7mm; 201-230 kg — 5-8mm; 231-270 kg — 6-9mm. 

NOTE: Measurement will be taken between 12/13th 
rib in line with the Livestock Market Reporting Service.
