P.M. ON WEDNESDAY, 22ND JULY, 1987. 

153. ALL ENTRIES MUST BE ACCOMPANIED BY THE APPLICABLE FEE 
WHICH IS $5.00 PER ENTRY IN EACH CLASS FOR MEMBERS OF THE 
SOCIETY AND $10.00 PER ENTRY IN EACH CLASS FOR NON-MEMBERS. 

154. EXHIBITS IN THE APICULTURE SECTION MUST BE DELIVERED TO
