1. Entries will be received in all sections of the Royal 
Melbourne Show (the "Show") subject to these regulations 
and the special regulations, rules and conditions appearing 
at the head of each section and in each class, and on the 
entry form, and the Society's Conditions of Entry to the 
Show Grounds posted at each gate. Upon submission of an 
entry the Exhibitor agrees irrevocably to be bound by all 
applicable regulations, rules and conditions. 

2. The Company may in its absolute discretion reject 
entries from competitors or Exhibitors who, or whose 
exhibits, are or have been subject to disqualification from 
any Royal or other show or a breed society or similar body. 

3. Subject to regulations in the relevant Prize Schedule no 
entry may be changed by the Exhibitor after entries close 
unless otherwise permitted by the Company. 

4. Unless otherwise permitted by the Company all entries 
must be made in writing on forms supplied by the Company. 

5. The entry fee set out in the Schedule of Prizes shall be 
forwarded with each entry. The date of closing of entries will 
be found in the relevant Prize Schedule. The entry fee 
becomes the property of the Company upon its receipt by 
the Company and fees for withdrawn entries or entries which 
do not satisfy the conditions of eligibility will not be 
refunded.

shall be deemed to have given a warranty of his authority to 
the Company and the Company is not required to make any 
inquiry as to that authority. 

The Exhibitor is responsible for the correctness of 
all 

information on the entry form . 

7. Restrictions on the number of entries in any section or 
class may be made by the Company. 

8. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, no exhibit may be entered in more than one 
Ordinary Class. Sweepstakes, Special Classes, Trophy 
Classes, and Championships do not count as Ordinary 
Classes. Throughout the Prize Schedules, Special Classes 
are designated with a star (. ). Should any exhibit be sought 
to be entered in more than one Ordinary Class such exhibit 
shall only compete in the first class in which its name 
appears in the Company's Catalogue unless the Company 
otherwise directs. 

OWNERSHIP OF EXHIBITS 

9. Unless the Company otherwise permits all exhibits must 
be the bona fide property of the Exhibitor at the time of entry 
or be held by him under written lease in existence at the time 
of entry and the Company shall have the power to recognize 
or reject such lease as it deems fit. 

10. An exhibit which is not the bona fide property of the 
Exhibitor at the time of judging or held by the Exhibitor 
under written lease at that time shall not be entitled to 
compete without the prior written approval of the Company. 

LIABILITY FOR EXHIBITS 

11 . Neither the Company nor the Society shall under any 
circumstances be liable for : 

(a) the loss or death of any exhibit; 
(b) any damage or injury occasioned to or by any 

exhibit; or 
(c) any loss, damage or injury occasioned to or by any 

Exhibitor or person acting on his behalf. 
Without prejudice to the foregoing, if the Company removes 
or causes to be removed from the Show Grounds any 
exhibit, then each such exhibit shall at all times remain at the 
sole risk and responsibility of the Exhibitor and the person or 
persons removing the exhibit shall at all times be deemed to 
be the agents of the Exhibitor and all acts and omissions on 
the part of such person or persons shall be deemed to be 
the acts and omissions of the Exhibitor. Without limiting the 
foregoing, the Exhibitor shall indemnify and keep 
indemnified and hold harmless the Company and the Society 
from all claims whatsoever in respect of the exhibit whether 
arising by reason of any loss of or injury to or caused by the 
exhibit or by reason of its transportation , feeding or housing 
or for any other reason whatsoever. 

13 
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2 GENERAL REGULATIONS. 

12. The Exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk. In case any 
exhibit whilst on the Show Grounds shall cause or be the 
cause of injury or damage to any other exhibit or Exhibitor or 
to the person or property of the Company or the Society or 
any members thereof or to the general public, the Exhibitor 
of such exhibit shall indemnify and keep indemnified the 
Company and the Society from and against all damages, 
~o~ts,. claims, expenses and liabilities (including without 
~Imltatlon consequential loss and loss of profits) thereby 
Incurred. The Exhibitor shall be liable to the Company and 
the Society for any damage or loss occasioned to any of 
them by the exhibit or Exhibitor or any person acting on his 
behalf or otherwise representing him. 

13. The Company will arrange compulsory Owners' Liability 
Insurance cover for all exhibitors in the horse, beef cattle, 
beef carcase, dairy cattle, dog, sheep, goat, pig and cat 
sections. The compulsory insurance levy forms part of the 
entry fee . Details of the cover provided are shown in the 
relevant prize schedules. 

CONTROL OF SHOW AND CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS 

14. Exhibitors are responsible for ensuring that their family, 
employees and assistants are familiar with, and comply with 
these Regulations. Exhibitors may be penalised or 
disciplined for the actions of their family, employees or 
agents in contravention of these Regulations. "Employees" 
includes any person agent or company, whether 
remunerated by the Exhibitor or not, engaged by, or on 
behalf of, the Exhibitor to carry, care for or prepare exhibits. 

15. Should the Company be of the opinion that any rule, 
condition or regulation whether set out in these regulations 
or at the heading of a section or in a class or on an entry 
form has been broken or not observed or performed then 
the exhibit or Exhibitor or competitor or :311 or any of them 
may be disqualified, suspended for any period, fined, 
removed from the Show Grounds or otherwise penalised at 
the discretion of the Company. Any awards may be forfeited 
and should this occur, any prizes, ribbons or prize cards 
must be returned to the Company. 

16. The Company has the the power without assigning any 
reason to : 

(a) cancel any event or class; 
(b) alter the time or place at which any class or event is 

to take place; 
(c) alter the conditions of any event; 
(d) remove any exhibit from the Show Grounds; 
(e) alter the date or time for the closing of entries for 

any section or class or for any particular entry; 
(f) transfer an exhibit and Exhibitor from any class to 

any other class; or 
(g) decline to display an exhibit. 

17. The Exhibitor shall at all times and in all respects comply 
with the directions and requests of the Company. This shall, 
without limiting the generality of the foregoing, apply to the 
entry of the exhibit, the Exhibitor, the competitor, the 
conditions of event, the conduct of the Exhibitor, the 
conduct of the event, the decisions of the judge and the 
awarding of prizes. 

18. Should the Company be of the opinion that: 
(a) a statement which is fraudulent, false, erroneous, 

misleading or deceptive, or likely to mislead or 
deceive has been made regarding an exhibit, 
whether or not the person making that statement 
was or ought to have been aware that the statement 
was fraudulent, false, erroneous, misleading or 
deceptive, or likely to mislead or deceive (as the 
case requires); or 

(b) an exhibit has or may have been tampered with or 
otherwise improperly dealt with, 

then the exhibit and the Exhibitor or either of them may be 
dealt with in accordance with the applicable regulations. 

19. Exhibitors must, if required by the Company, make a 
statutory declaration in such form and with respect to such 
matters regarding their entries and otherwise as the 
Company may in its absolute discretion require . 

20. The Company reserves the absolute discretion to refuse 
to accept any exhibit, Exhibitor or competitor for entry in any 
event or class at the Show and to withdraw, disqualify, 
suspend for any period (and particularly future Shows 
conducted by the Company) or otherwise penalize any 
exhibit, exhibitor or competitor prior to or in the course of 
any event or upon the conclusion of any event (whether 
before or after the event has been judged) and generally to 
adjudicate on and finally determine any matter whatsoever 
concerning or in any way related to the Show involving the 
performance or conduct of any exhibit, Exhibitor or 
competitor or the presence of any drug (as defined in the 
regulations printed in the relevant schedule or catalogue) in 
any exhibit. 

21. In exercising its aforementioned discretion the 
Company may if it thinks fit refrain from : 

(a) giving any reason or reasons for the exercise of its 
discretion; 

(b) giving notice in advance of its consideration of any 
fact, occurrence, circumstance or state of affairs 
which resulted in the exercise of its discretion in a 
particular manner; 

(c) granting a hearing (with or without legal represent­
ation) or accepting submissions (w;,ether oral or 
written) on any aspect of the eXercise of its 
discretion (including matters involving the 
withdrawal of an exhibit from an event or the 
imposition of a disqualification, suspension or other 
penalty) ; 

(d) allowing an Exhibitor or competitor who is or may be 
affected by the exercise of its discretion an 
opportunity to examine, test, clarify, confirm, 
question or challenge any evidence or interview any 
expert or other witnesses to which the Company 
may have had regard in exercising its said 
discretion; 

(e) otherwise accomodating the Exhibitor or competitor 
affected by the exercise of the discretion, as 
required from time to time by principles of natural 
justice. 

If the Company elects in its absolute discretion to accord 
natural justice to an Exhibitor or competitor then the 
Company shall unilaterally determine the content and extent 
of that natural justice and notify the same to the Exhibitor or 
competitor. 



22. The Company reserves the right to rule at any time that 
any exhibit, Exhibitor or competitor may not compete . This 
right remains notwithstanding the Company's acceptance of 
the entry, its inclusion in the Company's catalogue or the 
issue by the Company of an exhibit ticket, number or any 
other document. 

23. Subject to regulations in the relevant Prize Schedule, an 
exhibit ticket will be issued by the Company for each exhibit 
unless the Company otherwise determines. The exhibit 
ticket will state the number of the exhibit and its sole 
purpose is to identify the exhibit. The exhibit ticket must be 
produced whenever required by the Company or the 
Steward in Charge at the time of judging. 

24. Except with the prior written approval of the Company, 
no livestock or animals, other than livestock or animals 
entered for the Show, are permitted on the Show Grounds. 
Domestic animals belonging to Exhibitors are included in 
this prohibition . 

25. No person, whether the Show is open to the public or 
not, may ride bicycles or skateboards in the Show Grounds 
without prior written permission. 

ACCOMMODATION 

26. The Company is unde~ no obligation to provide space 
for exhibits or accommodation for people accompanying the 
exhibits. However, if the company, in its discretion, does 
allocate space for exhibits or space for people to sleep, 
exhibits may be placed and people may sleep only in the 
areas allocated for such purposes by the Company. Any 
personal belongings, equipment or property brought by 
Exhibitors, their employees or families , to the Showgrounds 
must be kept in the accommodation lockers or other areas 
allocated by the Company for storage purposes. 

JUDGING 

27. The Company may alter the Judge for any particular 
class at any time if it deems fit. 

28. No competitor or Exhibitor or person acting on behalf of 
any competitor or Exhibitor shall in any way influence consult 
or interfere with or attempt to influence consult or interfere 
with the Judge or endeavour to interfere with his freedom of 
choice or judgment. 

29. No exhibit or person in charge thereof shall be equipped 
with, wear or display anything which indicates the ownership 
of the exhibit before or during judging unless this practice is 
expressly authorised in the regulations in the relevant prize 
schedule. 

30. The decision of the Judge as to the merits of the exhibit 
and the competitor shall be final and binding whether or not 
such decision was made or purported to be made in 
accordance with these or any other relevant regulations and 
no appeal may be made or order for review or similar order 
sought therefrom to any court of law or other body on the 
question of merit of the exhibit or on any matter arising out 
of or in connection with the manner in which the Judge's 
decision was made or purported to be made or otherwise. 

31 . Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, the Judge may award a second or third prize 
instead of a first prize or may with old a prize altogether 
where he considers in his absolute discretion that such prize 
is not to be awarded. 

GENERAL REGULATIONS. 3 

32. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, should there be a tie for any placing in any event 
or class, subsequent placings in that event or class will be 
awarded such that the next placing will be the sum of the 
number of exhibits already placed plus one. (For example, if 
two exhibits tie for first place, the next placing to be awarded 
is third .) 

33. The Judge may make a reserve number, by marking it as 
such, of the exhibit next in order beyond those to which the 
prizes are awarded in every class where the number of the 
entries exceeds the number of prizes offered , if, in his 
opinion, the exhibit is of sufficient merit to deserve a prize ; 
he may also give commendations, in his opinion , they are 
deserved. 

34. Subject to Regulations 20 and 38, where a prize is 
disqualified, the Company may promote to that prize the 
exhibit next in order, whether such exhibit was awarded a 
prize or reserve number. Exhibits next in order thereafter, 
whether awarded a prize or reserve number may also be 
promoted to the prize immediately next in order. 

35. All prize cards awarded at the Show shall be exhibited 
with the exhibit for the duration of the period the exhibit is 
required at the Show. 

PROTESTS 

36. An Exhibitor or competitor may protest against an 
award won by an exhibit or competitor in the same class 
alleging infringement of the rules or ineligibility. 

37. Subject to the regulat ions in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, protests shall be addressed to the Principal 
Officer and be lodged at his office on the 1 st Floor, 
Administrative Building, cnr. DeGraves Street and Plummer 
Avenue, Show Grounds, before 12 noon the day after the 
award in question has been made or on the first day of the 
Show, whichever occurs later. Such protests shall be 
accompanied with a deposit of $20.00 which may be 
forfeited to the Company if in the sole opinion of the 
Principal Officer the protest is unfounded, frivolous or 
vexatious. 

38. If any exhibit which has been awarded a prize is 
disqualified the next in order for award does not necessari ly 
become entitled to that or any prize. 

39. The protest and all matters arising therefrom shall be 
determined conclusively as to all matters by the Company 
and shall not be the subject of any appeal to any court or any 
order for review or of a similar nature. 

FIRE REGULATIONS 

40. Cooking, heating of water by any means whatsoever, the 
use of any device involving naked flames, and smoking are 
prohibited in or near any animal pavilion, stall , pen or locker. 

41 . The alteration or interference with any electrical wiring, 
switch, plug or socket is prohibited . The only mains powered 
electrical appliance which may be used in a locker is a light 
bulb fitted in the socket provided. Mains powered electrical 
applicances may only be used in or near any animal pavilion, 
pen or stall if they are, in the Company's opinion, essential 
for animal care.

VEHICLE PARKING 

~2 . Motor vehi~les including trucks and stock transports 
will no~ be permitted to remain on the Show Grounds after 
unloading . . They must be removed immediately, and will not 
be re-admltted to load for return until such time as the 
Company determines. Caravans will not be admitted to or 
remain within the Show Grounds without the prior written 
permission of the Company. 

43. Any vehicle, including trucks, stock transports, trailers 
and horse floats, and the contents of that vehicle, located on 
the Company's property or in any area leased by the 
Company, shall be at the sole risk of the owner. The 
~omp~ny accepts no responsibility for any loss or damage, 
Including loss or damage caused by the negligence of the 
Company, its officers, employees or agents to any vehicle, or 
the conten~s of any vehicle, located on the Company's 
property or In any area leased by the Company. 

44. Any vehicle located on the Company's property, or in 
any area leased by the Company, in contravention of the 
Company's regulations , terms and conditions of entry or 
parking restriction$ is an illegally parked vehicle and may be 
removed by the Company, its officers, employees or agents. 
Any co~ts Incu.rred by the Company in moving, towing away 
or stonng an Illegally parked vehicle shall be paid by the 
owner of the vehicle. 

REGULATIONS REGARDING ANIMALS 
ABSENCE OF EXHIBIT 

45. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, every animal entered must be exhibited unless a 
certificate signed by the Exhibitor is lodged with the 
C~mpa.ny prior to the date of the Show, stating that the 
animal IS unable to compete for one or more of the following 
reasons: 

(a) The animal has died . 
(b) The animal is unfit for exhibition due to injury or 

disease. 
(c) The animal has become ineligible for the class 

entered . 
(d) Some other cause which the Company considers 

reasonable . 
After arrival at the Show Grounds an animal may be 
withdrawn from an event or class if it has become unfit to 
compete. 

VETERINARY SERVICES 

46. The Company will appoint a panel of veterinary surgeons 
to provide a service to Exhibitors. 

47. If an animal becomes ill or suffers an injury one of the 
Company's veterinary surgeons may attend to and treat 
such anim~1 in the absence of or contrary to any authority 
from the owner. The Company and its veterinary surgeons 
shall not be liable in any way for any damage caused directly 
or indirectly by or loss arising out of such attendance and 
treatment including without limitation the loss or death of or 
damage or injury to the animal. 

48. Exhibitors may employ a veterinary surgeon who is not a 
member of the Company's panel but in such instances must 
inform the appropriate Superintendent of the stock 
concerned. 

49. The Company's veterinary surgeons may refuse to 
atten~ and/or treat any animal. The Company and its 
vetennary surgeons shall not be liable in any way for any 
damage caused directly or indirectly by or loss arising out of 
(in~l~ding without .Iimitation the loss or death of or damage 
or injury to the antmal) the refusal failure or neglect of the 
Company's veterinary surgeons to attend or treat any animal. 

50. Unless otherwise specifically stated in the relevant Prize 
Sche~ule , only members of the Company's veterinary panel 
may give Veterinary Certificates required by the Company. 

51 . If in the opinion of one of the Company's veterinary 
surgeons an animal on the Show Grounds should be 
destroyed or removed from the Show Grounds the Company 
shall be entitled to have the animal destroyed and/or 
removed from the Show Grounds without the consent of the 
Exhibitor, or shall be entitled to require the owner or his 
deputy at the Show Grounds forthwith to remove that animal 
~rom the S~ow ~rounds . All costs incurred by the Company 
In connection With such an animal shall be paid by the owner 
to the Company. 

52. Nothing in Regulations 46 - 51 shall limit the operation 
and meaning of Regulation 11 . 

VETERINARY INSPECTIONS 

53. Exhibitors 'of animals shall if requested by the Company 
submit their exhibit for inspection by one of the Company's 
veterinarians. Failure to comply may render the Exhibitor 
liable to be dealt with in accordance with the applicable 
regulations . 

54. The Company has the right to declare any animal 
in~ligible to compete because of the health of any such 
antmal or for any other reason which the Company in its sole 
discretion deems fit. The Company shall thereupon have the 
right to order the removal of such animal from the Show 
Grounds or in default thereof remove such animal at the 
expense and risk of the Exhibitor. 

55. The de~ision of anyone of the Company's veterinary 
panel regarding the age of an animal exhibit shall be final and 
shall not be called into question in any proceedings, or in any 
manner whatsoever. 

DEFINITIONS 

56."Class" includes event and vice versa and also includes 
trophy, competition or other award. 

"Company" means R.A.SV. Limited, a company 
incorporated in Victoria and, where the context allows, its 
officers, employees, members, officials (including without 
limitation Judges, Stewards and members of the panel of 
veterinary surgeons appointed by R.A.SV. Limited), agents 
and sub-contractors. 

"Principal Officer" means the Company's principal 
executive officer from time to time and any delegate of such 
principal executive officer, and includes where the context 
allows the Society's Executive Director from time to ·time and 
any delegate of such Executive Director. 

"Exhibitor" includes "competitor" wherever the context 
permits and also the Exhibitor's agent and anyone acting or 
purporting to act on his behalf whether or not he is 
employed by the Exhibitor. Where any Exhibitor is less than 
18 years of age, "Exhibitor" also includes the person who 
has signed the entry form as the parent or guardian of the 
Exhibitor. 

"Show Grounds" means the Royal Show Grounds, 
Epsom Road, Ascot Vale, Victoria. 



"Society" means The Royal Agricultural Society of 
Victoria and where the context allows, its agents and sub­
contractors . 

"Show" means the Royal Melbourne Show. 

In these regulations the singular includes the plural and vice 
versa, words importing persons shall include companies and 
corporations and words importing one gender shall include 
the other genders.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

101 . The General Regulations appearing in this Schedule form 
part of the conditions of entry. In the event of any 
inconsistency between the General Regulations and these 
conditions, the General Regulations shall prevail to the extent 
of the inconsistency unless the General Regulations provide 
otherwise. 

102. Entries close and must be received by the Company at 
the Administrative Building at the Royal Show Grounds, 
Epsom Road, Ascot Vale, 3032, by not later than 4.30 p.m. on 
Friday 27th July, 1990 whether such entries are delivered in 
p~rson or by post. All entries must be accompanied by the 
applicable fee, which is $10.00 per entry in each class for 
members of the Society and $15.00 per entry in each class for 
non-members (straw inclusive). Black & Coloured Sheep 
$5.00 per entry in each class for members of the Society and 
$10.00 per entry in each class for non-members (straw 
inclusive). 

103. Entries are limited to two in each Single Class and one in 
each Pair Class from anyone Exhibitor. 

104. No exhibit in the Pair Classes can compete in Single 
Classes and vice versa. 

105. Sheep need not be entered by name or tag number and 
no particulars other than the breeders' name and date of 
shearing will be published in the Show Catalogue. 

EWES IN LAMB 

106. A ewe entered as "with a lamb of her own breed at foot" 
may be transferred to the Class provided for ewes of her age if 
she has not lambed prior to judging day, and vice versa. 

PERIOD OF EXHIBITION 

107. SHEEP MUST BE PENNED BEFORE 8.00 A.M. ON 
SATURDAY, 22nd SEPTEMBER AND MAY NOT BE 
REMOVED FROM THE SHOW GROUNDS UNTIL 10.00 P.M. 
ON THURSDAY 27th SEPTEMBER. 

Black and Coloured sheep must be penned by 8.00 a.m. 
Saturday 29th September and may not be removed from the 
Show Grounds until 5.00 p.m. on Sunday 30th September. 

Sheep Pavilions will be open to the public on Saturday 22nd 
September, from 9.00 a.m. to 10.00 p.m. Sunday 23rd 
September, from 9.00 a.m. to 9.00 p.m. Monday 24th 
September, to Thursday 27th from 9.00 a.m. to 10.00 p.m. 

OVINE BRUCELLOSIS 

108. RAM ENTRIES WILL ONLY BE ACCEPTED FROM 
OVINE BRUCELLOSIS ACCREDITED FREE FLOCKS. 

SOUTH AUSTRALIAN EXHIBITORS 

109. South Australian sheep may return to their place of 
origin without restriction on Form 2 provided the owner 
submits a written statement to the Chief Inspector of 
Stock, Adelaide, within seven (7) days of return, that 
throughout the absence from South Australia the sheep 
have been treated at 3-day intervals against foot-rot by 
immersion of each foot in 10% formalin solution and that 
at unloading on return a further immersion has taken 
place. 

PHYSICAL SOUNDNESS AND DISAPPROVED EXHIBITS 

110. All exhibitors must sign a statutory declaration to the 
effect that to the best of their knowledge no sheep exhibited 
by them are affected by foot-rot, or show any signs or 
symptoms of the disease at time of exhibition. Failure to sign a 
statutory declaration will render all sheep of an exhibitor 
ineligible to be exhibited, or to be offered for sale on the 
Showgrounds. 

All male animals must be completely entire and deemed 
physically sound. Any male animal not deemed to be 
completely entire and physically sound by the Company's 
Veterinary Surgeon shall not compete or be offered for sale on 
the Show Grounds. Any marks of speying on females shall 
disqualify them from competing. 

111 . The owner or exhibitor of any exhibit disapproved of as an 
exhibit by the Company or a Veterinary Surgeon of the 
Company must, immediately upon notice to that effect, 
remove such exhibit from the Company's Grounds. Subject to 
Rules 18 and 19 of the General Regulations, the Company 
reserves the absolute right to decline to receive entries in 
future years from any person who exhibits stock that is not in 
the opinion of the Company, up to a satisfactory standard, that 
is not exhibited in reasonable Show condition, or that is not 
given proper attention during the Show. Such a decision or 
determination is entirely within the discretion of the Company 
and shall not be questioned or challenged in any proceedings 
or in any manner whatsoever. 

112. Exhibits must not be rugged after judging day during the 
hours the Show is open to the public. Exhibitors will be liable to 
a fine of $50 for every infringement of this regulation . 

PREPARATION OF SHEEP AND CLEANLINESS OF 
STALLS 

113. Exhibitors or their employees are not permitted to 
prepare (i .e., trim, etc.) exhibits in any passageway or in any 
judging area in the Pavilion after 5 p.m. on the day prior to 
judging day. 

No preparation (including trimming) of SHORN sheep will be 
permitted after the commencement of inspection unless 
extenuating circumstances exist and permission is granted by 
the Chief Steward. The grant of permission is entirely within 
the discretion of the Chief Steward. 

No trimming will be permitted after judging except with the 
permission of the Chief Steward. 

No tattooing of sheep is permitted on the Showgrounds. 
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2 SHEEP 

CONDITIONS OF EXHIBITION, ETC. 
The washing of legs of Poll Dorset Sheep is not permitted on 

the Showgrounds. 

114. Exhibitors must keep the stalls allotted to their animals 
clean and give proper attention to their stock right throughout 
the Show. They must complete cleaning of pens occupied by 
their exhibits before 8 a.m. each day on which sheep are at the 
Show. 

ADVERTISING 

115. No advertisements of notices (except by permission of 
the Chief Steward) are permitted on or in any stalls or 
buildings. 

REGISTRATION 

116. All sheep entered in Sections 61 - 82 inclusive must be 
recorded in flocks which are registered in the name of the 
exhibitor in the flock book of a Breed SOCiety recognised by 
the Company. 

INSPECTION OF EXHIBITS (TATTOOS, ETC.) 

117. Each Breed SOCiety in the Sheep Section shall 
recommend- to the Company an Inspector or Inspectors of 
sheep entered as exhibits in the breed of that particular Breed 
SOCiety. The Company shall then appoint a person or persons 
as an Inspector or Inspectors who shall then examine all 
sheep entered in the relevant breed and discard any not up to 
standard and those not shorn in accordance with the 
Regulations. 

The inspection of all sheep may commence at 9.00 a.m. 
Saturday 22nd September. 

SHEEP NOT IN THEIR ALLOTTED PENS AT THE TIME 
OF THE OFFICIAL INSPECTION MAYBE DISQUALIFIED 
BY THE CHIEF STEWARD. Any decision or determination 
of disqualification is entirely within the discretion of the 
Chief Steward and shall not be challenged or called into 
question in any proceedings or in any manner 
whatsoever. 

118. All British Breeds of Sheep exhibited (except imported 
sheep, which must be tattooed in accordance with the 
regulations of the recognised Flock Book of the country of 
origin) must be visibly and legibly tattooed with their breeder's 
registered flock number and the trade mark of the Australian 
Society of Breeders of British Sheep Ltd. in accordance with 
the Rules of that Society. 

All Poll Dorset Sheep exhibited (except imported sheep, 
which must be tattooed in accordancce with the regulations of 
the recognised Flock Book of the country of origin) must be 
tattooed with their breeder's registered flock number and the 
trade mark of the Australian Poll Dorset Association Inc. in 
accordance with the rules of that Association. 

All Corriedale, Merino, Perendale, Bond, Drysdale and 
Pol warth Sheep exhibited (except imported sheep, which must 
be visibly and legibly tattooed in accordance with the 
regulations of the recognised Flock Book of the country of 
origin) must be tattooedin accordance with the Rules of their 
Associations. 

119. Any sheep found to be not viSibly and legibly tattooed 
. may be liable to be disqualified by the Company. Any decision 
or determination by the Company to disqualify is entirely within 
its discretion and shall not be called into question in any 
proceedings or in any manner whatsoever. 

120. Any sheep whose teeth have been filed may be liable to 
be disqualified by the Chief Steward. Any decision or 
determination by the Chief Steward to disqualify is entirely 
within his discretion and shall not be called into question in any 
proceedings or in any manner whatsoever. 

ALL SHEEP ENTERED IN THE 1 Y2 YEARS OLD 
CLASSES MUST NOT BE SHOWING MORE THAN TWO 
TEETH. IF THERE ARE SIGNS OF FOUR TEETH 
ERUPTING, AN ANIMAL IS NOT ELIGIBLE FOR 
EXHIBITION. 

LAMBS AT FOOT ARE ELIGIBLE TO COMPETE IN LAMB 
CLASSES AND MUST BE TATTOOED. 

THE DAMS OF SHEEP ENTERED IN THE LAMB 
CLASSES MUST NOT BE BROUGHT ON TO THE SHOW 
GROUNDS UNLESS THEY ARE ENTERED FOR EXHIBI­
TION IN ANOTHER CLASS. 

121. Disqualified sheep shall not be offered for sale on the 
Show Grounds. Exhibitors of disqualified sheep may remove 
them from the Show Grounds or leave them in their pens. If 
sheep are left in the pens a notice carrying the words, 
"Rejected by Inspectors and not permitted to be offered for 
sale", and the reason for rejection, must be erected over the 
pen. 

SHORN AND UNSHORN SHEEP 

122. All sheep in the British Breeds, Perendale and Poll 
Dorset Classes (except shorn sheep) over 18 months old 
must have been fairly and evenly shorn between 1 st 
August 1989 and 31st January 1990. Date of shearing to 
be given on entry form. Corriedales must be shorn on or 
after 1st July, 1989. Merinos must be shorn on or after 
15th August 1989 andlor 15th March, 1990. The minimum 
wool length for Poll Dorsets in all woolly classes shall be 4 
cm. 

Exhibits of shorn sheep, except those entered in 
Romney Classes 53, 54, 55, 60, 61 and 62 must be closely 
and evenly shorn on or before the 1st September, 1990. 

No Perendale entered in a shorn class may have more 
than 2 cm. of wool on any part of its body at the time of 
inspection. 

Corriedale sheep entered in shorn classes may not 
have more than 5 cm. of wool on any part of its body at 
the time of inspection. 

Polwarth sheep must be fairly and evenly shorn and 
must not carry more than 13mm (1/2") of wool as at 15th 
August, 1989. 

Drysdale sheep must be shorn between the 1 st and the 
31st March, 1990. 

No Longwool sheep (except Romney) entered in a 
shorn Class may have more than 4 cm. of wool on any part 
of its body at the time of inspection and no Shortwool 
sheep entered in a shorn Class may have more than 2 cm. 
of wool on any part of its body at the time of inspection. 

Sheep entered in the six Romney Classes 53, 54~ 55, 60, 
61 and 62 must be machine shorn with standard thickness 
combs on or after 1st June of the year of the' Show. 
Exhibitors are required to advise the Company before 
27th May, 1990 that they intend exhibiting in such Classes, 
so that shearing inspections can be completed by 10th 
June, 1990. 

Sheep entered in the under 1 Y2 years old classes may 
be shorn or unshorn. If shorn this must have been carried 
out prior to 31st January, 1990, except Corriedales which 
are permitted to be shorn prior to the 31st March, 1990.

CONDITIONS OF EXHIBITION, ETC. 

Sheep not shorn in accordance with the above 
regulations will be disqualified. 

Exhibits in the wool are not eligible to be entered in the 
Classes provided for shorn sheep, and if found to be so 
entered shall be removed from the grounds. 

PROTESTS 

123. An Exhibitor or competitor may protest against an 
Inspectors decision. 
Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize Schedule, 
protests shall be addressed to the Principal Officer and be 
lodged at his office on the 1 st Floor, Administrative Building, 
cnr. Degraves Street and Plummer Avenue, Show Grounds, 
before 6 p.m. on the day the decision in question has been 
made. Such protests shall be accompanied with a deposit of 
$20.00 which may be forfeited to the Company if in the sole 
opinion of the Chief Steward the protest is unfounded, 
frivolous or vexatious. 
The protest and all matters arising therefrom shall be 
determined conclusively as to all matters by the Company and 
shall not be the subject of any appeal to any court or any order 
for review or of a similar nature. 

FEED SHEDS, BEDDING AND FODDER ARRANGEMENTS 

124. Feed sheds are available for exhibitors in the Sheep 
Sections. On application to the Company, a shed will be 
reserved for the currency of the Show at a charge of $10. 

Exhibitors must provide their own locks for feed lockers. 
No bedding other than straw or hay (except grass hay) 

maybe used in any pens. 
For the convenience of exhibitors, fodder merchants will 
attend the Show Grounds for the purpose of accepting orders 
for stock foods, etc. Delivery of food stocks must be made 
before 9.00 a.m. each day during the Show. 

JUDGING 

125. The following regulations shall be read subject to 
Regulations 27 through to 39 inclusive of the General 
Regulations. 

Judges may, if they so desire, commence the judging on the 
sheep under 1 V2 years. 

126. Any animal entered which can be proved to the 
satisfaction of the Chief Steward to have received hormones 
shall be disqualified. The decision or determination of the 
Chief Steward shall be final and shall not be called into 
question in any proceeding or in any manner whatsoever. 

127. All attendants leading stock in the judging ring or on 
parade shall wear the exhibit numbers of the Sheep. These 
numbers must be collected by the exhibitor from the 
Superintendents' Office. 

128. Persons in charge of exhibits at or in the judging ring shall 
not address the judge unless authorised by the Steward in 
Charge or the Judge himself. 

STRAWING OF PENS 

129. The Company will arrange for the strawing of all pens 
prior to the Show. The charge for each pen is included in the 
entry fee. 

SHEEP SALES 

130. Sheep not paraded before the Judge shall not be eligible 
for sale. This regulation does not apply where one of a pair is 
rejected by the Inspectors. 

Exhibitors who sell sheep during the period of the Show 
must make arrangements for the Exhibit Entry Tickets to be 
transferred to the purchaser or his agents to enable the sheep 
to be removed from the Pavilion at the conclusion of the 
exhibition. 

SMOKING 

131. Smoking and naked flames are at all times prohibited in 
Lockers and Pavilions.

132. Ribbons and prize cards may be awarded to placegetters 
according to the table below.

Judging is subject to Regulations 30 - 33. The Judge is under 
no obligation to award the prizes listed in the table where he 
considers in his absolute discretion that such prize or prizes 
are not to be awarded. 

MOST SUCCESSFUL EXHIBITOR AWARDS 

133. The Most Successful Exhibitor Awards in all breeds will 
be calculated as follows: 

Classes with 1 to 10 entries: First 3 points, second 2 points, 
third 1 point. 

Classes with 11 to 30 entries: First 4 points, second 3 pOints, 
third 2 points, fourth 1 point. 

Classes with over 30 entries: First 5 points, second 4 points, 
third 3 points, fourth 2 points, fifth 1 point. Placings in trophy 
and group classes will not be taken into consideration when 
deciding these awards. 

In the event of a tie, two pOints will be allotted for Champion 
awards and one pOint for Reserve Champion awards. If a tie 
still exists a count back, approved by the Company, will be 
made to determine the winner.

EXCESS ENTRIES 

134. In the event of more entries being received than can be 
accommodated, ewe entries will be reduced to one in each 
Class from anyone Exhibitor. If necessary the number of 
sheep of each breed from anyone Exhibitor may also be 
reduced to a figure determined by the Company. The 
Exhibitors will have the right to nominate the sheep to be 
withdrawn should this reduction be necessary. 

BLACK AND COLOURED SHEEP ANNUAL SHOW 

135. All sheep submitted for exhibition must comply with the 
Black & Coloured Sheepbreeders Association (Vic) Inc. 
Regulations. Shearing dates must be supplied. 

Ovine Brucellosis: All rams exhibited over 6 months of age 
must be from a Department of Agriculture approved 
accredited flock OR have a current veterinary certificate 
proving negative to both blood & manual examination, to be 
carried out not more than 60 days prior to the show and since 
testing, kept in isolatiqn from untested rams. 

No sheep to compete or remain at show if infected with 
foot rot or external parasites. 

All sheep inspected by steward prior to judging ensuring 
they comply with regulations. 

All sheep will be judged on soundness, conformation and 
quality of wool. The onus is on the exhibitor to ensure sheep 
are entered in the correct class. If rejected during judging, they 
are not eligible to be re-entered in another class. The chief 
steward must be available for checking prior to judging. 

Exhibitors must remain available with sheep until judging is 
completed. Permission to remove sheep from the show must 
be obtained from the Chief Sheep Steward. 

All sheep shall be penned between 4.00 p.m. Friday, 28th 
September and 8.00 a.m. Saturday 29th September. No sheep 
will be allowed to be rugged. All sheep must remain on display 
until 5.00 p.m. Sunday, 30th September. Judging will take 
place at 1.00 p.m. on Saturday, 29th September in the 
Federation Insurance Judging Ring in the Meaklim Pavilion. 
Fleeces will be judged at 11.00 a.m. in the Federation 
Insurance Judging Ring in the Meaklim Pavilion.

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THE FEATURE BREED 
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THE SUFFOLK - FEATURE SHEEP 
1990 ROYAL MELBOURNE SHOW 

Suffolks are the feature sheep at this year's 
Royal Melbourne Show. The Suffolk Sheep 
Breeders' Association of Victoria has chosen 
"Meat the Lean Machine of the 90's Suffolk" 
as the theme. 

Since their first appearance at the Royal 
Melbourne Show in 1904 Suffolks, then a rarity 
anywhere in the world but their place of origin, 
England, have gone on to become the most 
dominant sheep meat breed in the world. 

Suffolks still retain their popularity in Great 
Britain , where they are known as the 
"butcher's sheep" from the early 1880's. They 
form the major breed in the United States, 
where specialised breeding has developed 
the American Suffolk to much greater size 
than anywhere else in the world. Suffolks are 
also as popular in South Africa, Canada, New 
Zealand and there are many flocks in many 
European countries. One quite unique flock 
belongs to the Japanese Royal household, to 
which Australian Suffolks were recently 
added. 

The first Suffolks were imported to Australia 
by the Reverend Samuel Marsden, who 
arrived in 1793 as a second chaplain to the 
N.S.W. settlement. He used Suffolk rams to 
develop the beginning of Australia's sheep 
and meat industry. 

The first main consignment came out in 1913 
when 3 rams and 14 ewes were imported. 
Between the years 1913-1952, 42 rams and 
65 ewes were imported, after this all imports 
from England ceased. So by this you can see 
Suffolks have been around in Australia since 
the first settlement. 

The first Suffolks shown at the Royal 
. Melbourne Show in 1904 were displayed by 
G. R. Jackson of Ferndale, near Albury, 
N.S.W. Included was a ram Fingrinhoe 
Persimmon imported from England. It was the 
first noted Suffolk sire of Australian studs. 

Then in March, 1914, the Victorian 
Government Research Farm at Werribee 
caused great interest by purchasing a Suffolk 
flock of 12 ewes and 2 rams to compare with 
other meat sheep breeds already running 
there. They held the number one Suffolk 
registered flock in the British Breed Flock 
Book and wasted no time showing their flock 
and took out a number of prizes at the 1914 
Royal Melbourne Show, including that of a 
champion ram. Thanks to the excellent 
records kept by the Department of Agriculture 
and the Werribee Research Farm there is 
even a photograph of the medallion presented 
at the occasion. 

There are 368 studs throughout Australia. 
The largest stud is in Western Australia 
breeding 372 ewes. Suffolks thrive in the lush 
pastures of Tasmania to the dry of W.A. and 
Queensland. 

We pride in breeding sheep to meet the 
market and with the demand for a carcase of 
sweet lean meat that the producers want for 
the new style of lamb cuts our breed should 
certainly fulfil these requirements. 

With the twinning ability of the Suffolk ewes or 
on the ram side this also is a plus as a 
marketing percentage of 130% to 160% is 
quite common. The quiet nature of the breed 
makes for easier handling. 

Because Suffolk wool has a rare "springy" 
quality there is an increasing demand for it in 
both Australia and in Japan to make futons, 
the Japanese-style mattresses. It is also used 
throughout the world to make hard-wearing 
Tweeds and other fabrics. Hand-knitters find it 
excellent for Aran-style knitwear. It is also 
used for the filling of wool quilts. Suffolks are 
prolific milkers and sheep -cheese 
experiments using the breed are underway in 
Australia. 
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THE "GENESIS" OF THE BREED OF 
SUFFOLK SHEEP 

The "genesis" of the breed of Suffolk Sheep is 
clear and indisputable. 

Early in the present century a breed of Suffolk 
sheep existed which had been founded by 
crossing the original horned Norfolk ewes 
with improved Southdown rams. The former 
are described by Arthur Young in his "General 
View of the Agriculture of the County of 
Suffolk" - published 1797 - as having as 
mutton "for the table of the curious no 
superior in texture or grain , flavour, quantity 
and colour of gravy, with fat enough for such 
tables". The same chronicler speaks of their 
wool being "fine, and in price the third sort in 
England", of their "activity in bearing hard, 
driving", their "hardiness", and "success as 
nurses". 

Here, surely, breeders had the finest "parent 
stock" imaginable! High breeding, quality, and 
fecundity on the part of the dam, and 
exceptionable form, quality, and soundness 
on that of the sire. To. what pitch of excellence 
might not the Southdown-Northfolk have 
arrived by this time if the fostering care of an 
ASSOCIATION OF BREEDERS had been 
available 75 years ago? As it is, the breed has 
been in many instances perpetuated for 
generations with rigid adherence of purity of 
blood, existent flocks dating back to the year 
1810. In some cases an infusion of other 
strains of blood has undoubtedly been tried , 
but with the general result of proving 
conclusively the greater value of the original 
combination. 

In 1859 classes were devoted to these sheep 
at the Suffolk Agricultural Association's 
meeting, and the distinctive name of "Suffolks" 
was then attached to the breed. It is, however, 
very probable that the same character of 
sheep was in considerable repute as early as 
1797, for the writer previously quoted says, "As 
the most famous flocks are about Bury St. 
Edmund's (much more celebrated than any in 

Norfolk) , it has been observed that they ought 
rather to be called 'the Suffolk breed'." 

Passing to the present time , it is desirable to 
notice, in as concise a manner as possible , 
the characteristics of the sheep as they now 
exist. They may be briefly described as black­
faced hornless sheep, with clean black legs, 
closely resembling the Southdowns in 
character and wool , but about 30 per cent 
larger and proportionately longer on the leg . 

The need of mutton-producing sheep has 
drawn the attention of foreign breeders to 
"Suffolks", and a number of ewes and rams 
have been exported to Austria , France , 
Germany, Russia , Switzerland , North and 
South America, and the Colonies, during the 
past few years . (Suffolk Sheep Flock Book 
1890). 

At the Department of Agriculture Central 
Research Farm (Werribee, Victoria) Lincoln, 
Border Leicester, Dorset Horn , Shropshire , 
Southdown , and Suffolk Rams were mated 
with Two-tooth First-Cross Lincoln-Merino 
Ewes, and carefully tested under exact ly 
similar conditions. The Suffolk-Cross Lambs 
at 14 to 15 weeks were as heavy as the 
heaviest of the other crosses at 17 weeks , in 
average live weight they were second , 90 .5 
lb., in maximum weight of carcase first , 60 lb., 
first in minimum weight. 39 lb. , and first in 
average weight, 47 lb., and they showed the 
least percentage of offal loss, 37.0. The value 
of the Suffolk-Cross Wool was 56 in Bradford 
counts, and when sold was only second to the 
Lincoln-Cross in value per lamb. 

Suffolk Rams are now being used on the 
whole farm flock of Lincoln-Merinos for the 
production of fat lambs, and the experiments 
there with the Suffolk-Cross are be ing 
watched with interest throughout Australia. 
(Suffolk Sheep Flock Book 1920).

NOT LATER THAN 4.30 P.M. ON FRIDAY 27TH JULY, 1990 
WHETHER SUCH ENTRIES ARE DELIVERED IN PERSON 
OR BY POST. ALL ENTRIES MUST BE ACCOMPANIED BY 
THE APPLICABLE FEE, WHICH IS $8.00 PER ENTRY IN 
EACH CLASS FOR MEMBERS OF THE SOCIETY AND 
$12.00 PER ENTRY IN EACH CLASS FOR NON-MEMBERS 
(strawing of pens inclusive). 

203. All goats entered in this Section must be registered in a 
herd book recognised by the Company or recorded in the 
appendix sections of a herd book recognised by the Company.

204. If, in its absolute discretion the Company determines any 
exhibit or exhibits to be dangerous, for any reason 
whatsoever, the Company may by notice to the Exhibitor 
require the animal or animals concerned to be forthwith 
removed from the Show Grounds. The Exhibitor, upon receipt 
of such notice, shall forthwith remove such animals and failing 
such removal by him within the time prescribed by the 
Company, the Company may remove the animal or cause the 
animal to be removed and all costs and expenses of removal 
shall be borne by the exhibitor and shall be refunded to the 
Company.

206. A Doe entered as "in milk" can be transferred to a "dry" or 
un-kidded class, whichever is applicable, if she has not kidded 
prior to judging day, and vice versa. 

207. Does in milk must be at the Grounds on Thursday, 20th 
September. They will be fully milked out and stripped dry 
between 8 p.m. and 9 p.m. on Friday 21 st September in the 
presence of the Stewards or whomever they may appoint. The 
owner or his representative must be in attendance when 
females are being stripped out. Does that have been fu lly 
milked out and stripped dry will be judged first on Saturday 
morning 22nd September. 

208. The procedures for conducting the 24 hour Milk 
Production Tests are as recommended by the Dairy Goat 
Society of Australia. 

Exhibitors in the 24 hour milk production classes are 
required to advise the Company before Monday, 17th 
September, 1990, of the following: 

(a) The number of lactations completed by each doe. 
(b) Last date of kidding or abortion. 

209. Judges have the absolute right to order any Doe 
competing for Championships to be milked dry before finally 
awarding the prizes.

212. The following regulations shall be read subject to Rules 
27 through to 39 inclusive of the General Regulations. 

JUDGING AND PARADES 

213. UNLESS OTHERWISE PROVIDED IN THESE RE­
GULATIONS, JUDGING OF DAIRY GOATS MAY COM­
MENCE AT 9.00 A.M. SATURDAY, 22ND SEPTEMBER IN 
THE FEDERATION INSURANCE JUDGING RING IN THE 
MEAKLIM PAVILION. 
JUDGING OF ANGORA AND CASHMERE GOATS MAY 
TAKE PLACE ON SATURDAY EVENING, 22ND SEPTEM­
BER IN THE FEDERATION INSURANCE JUDGING RING IN 
THE MEAKLIM PAVILION. 

214. Exhibitors of goats shall be present at the appropriate 
judging ring at least 15 minutes prior to the time specified in 
the Time Table for judging to take place. They must have their 
exhibits ready for judging, and enter the judging ring 
immediately upon request by the appropriate steward(s). 
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GOATS 

215. ATTENDANTS LEADING GOATS IN THE JUDGING (d) bears any marking brand or tattoo inconsistent with 
either the markings brand or tattoo disclosed in the 
relevant entry form or any marking brand or tattoo 
not in accordance with the records of the relevant 
Breed Society; 

RING OR ON PARADE MUST WEAR UNIFORM WHITE 
COATS (which may be procured from the Company) and the 
exhibit number of the goat. These numbers must be collected 
by the Exhibitors from the Superintendent's Office situated in 
the Sheep Pavilion. 

216. After judging is completed, only prize-winning goats are 
permitted to take part in parades. All prize-winning dairy goats 
must be taken out on parade, in accordance with the printed 
programme. Prize-winning Angoras and Cashmeres may also 
be paraded provided they can be suitably led. In any parade 
prior to jurtging, goats are to be paraded according to the 
following formula:

No ribbons will be permitted on the exhibits on parade, except 
those won during the Show. 

217. Persons in charge of exhibits must in no circumstance 
leave their exhibits unattended at or in the judging ring. 

218. Persons in charge of exhibits at or in the judging ring shall 
not address the judge unless authorised by the Steward in 

Charge or the Judge himself. 

CAPRINE ARTHRITIS ENCEPHALITIS (CAE) 

219. DAIRY GOATS will not be permitted to enter the Show 
Grounds unless Exhibitors provide a veterinary certificate to 
the effect that the goats to be exhibited 

(i) are from a C.A.E. accredited free herd, or 
(ii) have had at least one negative ELISA test after 22nd 

August, 1990, and show no clinical signs of the virus. 

These certificates must be submitted to the Company's Office 
by 17th September 1990, or the relevant entries will be 
cancelled. 

Dairy goats will be housed separately from other goats.

220. The Dairy Goat Society of Australia (Victorian Branch) 
shall recommend to the Company an inspector or inspectors 
of goats entered for exhibition. 

221. The Company shall then appoint a person or person~ as 
an inspector or inspectors who shall inspect ~ach an.lmal 
entered. The inspection of Goats unless otherwise provided 
by these Regulations shall be carried out .by 7.00 p.m. o~ 
Friday, 21 st September. Exhibitors are reqUired to have their 
stock attended and in readiness for inspection on request. The 
inspector(s) shall make every effort to submit a report before 
8.00 a.m. on Saturday, 22nd September. The requirement to 
participate in parades (Regulation 216) applies notwithstan­
ding this Regulation. 

222. Without prejudice to any other applicable reg~lations, if 
the relevant inspector determines, or the relevant Inspector~ 
unanimously determine that any animal entered for competi­
tion -

(a) is not true to type; or 
(b) is not of sufficient merit as to be worthy of 

exhibition in the class or classes for which it is 
entered; or 

(c) has not been adequately prepared for the Show; or 

then such animal shall be deemed to be ineligible for exhibition 
at the Show and the Company may by notice to the exhibitor, 
require the animal to be forthwith removed from the Show 
Grounds. The Exhibitor, upon receipt of such notice shall 
forthwith remove such animal and failing such removal by him 
within the time prescribed, the Company may remove the 
animal or cause the animal to be removed and all costs and 
expense of removal shall be borne by the Exhibitor and shall 
be refunded to the Company. 

223. Without prejudice, the determination of the inspectors or 
of the Veterinary Surgeons on any matter shall be subject only 
to appeal to the Chief Steward in the Goat Section, who shall 
make such determinations and directions as he thinks fit, 
which determinations and directions shall be final and shall not 
be called into question in any proceedings or in any manner 
whatsoever. The inspector, Veterinary Surgeons or Chief 
Steward shall not be required to furnish to the Exhibitor any 
reasons for their determinations or directions or to give to the 
Exhibitor any right to be heard on any matter in question. 

224. Any animal entered which can be proved to the 
satisfaction of the Company to have received hormones shall 
be disqualified. The decision or determination of the Company 
shall be final and shall not be called into question in any 
proceeding or in any manner whatsoever. 

RUGGING 

225. Exhibits must not be rugged during the hours the Show is 
open to the public. 

CLEANLINESS OF PENS 

226. Exhibitors must keep the stalls allotted to their animals 
clean and give proper attention to their stock right throughout 
the Show. Cleaning of pens occupied by exhibits must be 
completed before 8 a.m. each day. 

NOTICES 

227. Exhibitors are permitted to display cards over the stalls 
allotted to them stating that an animal is for private sale. These 
cards are not to exceed 304.0 mm x 254.0 mm. No other 
advertisements or notices (except by permission of the 
Company) are permitted on or in any stalls or buildings. 

FEED SHEDS, BEDDING AND FODDER 
ARRANGEMENTS 

228. In all Sections feed sheds are available for use by 
exhibitors at a charge of $10.00 during the currency of th.e 
Show. For the convenience of exhibitors fodder merchants will 
visit the Show Grounds to accept orders for stock foods, etc. 
Deliveries of stock foods must be made before 9 a.m. each 
day during the currency of the Show. 

No bedding other than straw or hay may be used in any box 
or stall.

EXHIBIT TICKETS 

229. All reasonable efforts will be made to issue exhibit tickets 
about a week before the Show opens. The exhibit ticket of 
each exhibit shall state the number of its box, stall. pen or 
stand. as the case may be. This number shall correspond with 
the exhibits' number in the official catalogue. If the box, stall or 
pen is not occupied by the relevant exhibit by noon on the first 
day of the Show. the accommodation shall revert to the 
Company.

It must be 
retained, and again produced when the exhibit leaves the 
yards.

GENERAL REGULATIONS FOR ALL COMPETITIONS 

ENTERING FOR SHOW 

1. Entries will be received in all sections of the Royal 
Melbourne Show (the "Show") subject to these regulations 
and the special regulations, rules and conditions appearing 
at the head of each section and in each class, and on the 
entry form, and the Society'S Conditions of Entry to the 
Show Grounds posted at each gate. Upon submission of an 
entry the Exhibitor agrees irrevocably to be bound by all 
applicable regulations, rules and conditions. 

2. The Company may in its absolute discretion reject 
entries from competitors or Exhibitors who, or whose 
exhibits, are or have been subject to disqualification from 
any Royal or other show or a breed society or similar body. 

3. Subject to regulations in the relevant Prize Schedule no 
entry may be changed by the Exhibitor after entries close 
unless otherwise permitted by the Company. 

4. Unless otherwise permitted by the Company all entries 
must be made in writing on forms supplied by the Company. 

5. The entry fee set out in the Schedule of Prizes shall be 
forwarded with each entry. The date of closing of entries will 
be found in the relevant Prize Schedule. The entry fee 
becomes the property of the Company upon its receipt by 
the COlTlpany and fees for withdrawn entries or entries which 
do not satisfy the conditions of eligibility will not be 
refunded. 

6. All entry forms must be signed by the Exhibitor or his 
authorised agent. Where an Exhibitor is less than 18 years of 
age, the entry form must be signed also by the Exhibitor's 
parent or guardian. 

Every person purporting to act as agent of an 
Exhibitor 
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shall be· deemed to have given a warranty of his authority to 
the Company and the Company is not required to make any 
inquiry as to that authority. 

The Exhibitor is responsible for the correctness of 
all 

information on the entry form . 

7. Restrictions on the number of entries in any section or 
class may be made by the Company. 

8. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, no exhibit may be entered in more than one 
Ordinary Class. Sweepstakes, Special Classes, Trophy 
Classes, and Championships do not count as Ordinary 
Classes. Throughout the Prize Schedules, Special Classes 
are designated with a star (.). Should any exhibit be sought 
to be entered in more than one Ordinary Class such exhibit 
shall only compete in the first class in which its name 
appears in the Company's Catalogue unless the Company 
otherwise directs. 

OWNERSHIP OF EXHIBITS 

9. Unless the Company otherwise permits all exhibits must 
be the bona fide property of the Exhibitor at the time of entry 
or be held by him under written lease in existence at the t ime 
of entry and the Company shall have the power to recognize 
or reject such lease as it deems fit. 

10. An exhibit which is not the bona fide property of the 
Exhibitor at the time of judging or held by the Exhibitor 
under written lease at that time shall not be entitled to 
compete without the prior written approval of the Company. 

LIABILITY FOR EXHIBITS 

11 . Neither the Company nor the Society shall under any 
circumstances be liable for : 

(a) the loss or death of any exhibit ; 
(b) any damage or injury occasioned to or by any 

exhibit; or 
(c) any loss, damage or injury occasioned to or by any 

Exhibitor or person acting on his behalf. 
Without prejudice to the foregoing, if the Company removes 
or causes to be removed from the Show Grounds any 
exhibit, then each such exhibit shall at all times remain at the 
sole risk and responsibility of the Exhibitor and the person or 
persons removing the exhibit shall at all times be deemed to 
be the agents of the Exhibitor and all acts and omissions on 
the part of such person or persons shall be deemed to be 
the acts and omissions of the Exhibitor. Without limiting the 
foregoing, the Exhibitor shall indemnify and keep 
indemnified and hold harmless the Company and the Society 
from all claims whatsoever in respect of the exhibit whether 
arising by reason of any loss of or injury to or caused by the 
exhibit or by reason of its transportation , feeding or housing 
or for any other reason whatsoever.

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12. The Exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk. In case any 
exhibit whilst on the Show Grounds shall cause or be the 
cause of injury or damage to any other exhibit or Exhibitor or 
to the person or property of the Company or the Society or 
any members thereof or to the general public, the Exhibitor 
of such exhibit shall indemnify and keep indemnified the 
Company and the Society from and against all damages, 
costs , claims, expenses and liabilities (including without 
~ i mitation consequential loss and loss of profits) thereby 
Incurred . The Exhibitor shall be liable to the Company and 
the Society for any damage or loss occasioned to any of 
them by the exhibit or Exhibitor or any person acting on his 
behalf or otherwise representing him. 

13. The Company will arrange compulsory Owners ' Liability 
Insurance cover for all exhibitors in the horse, beef cattle, 
beef carcase , dairy cattle, dog, sheep, goat, pig and cat 
sections. The compulsory insurance levy forms part of the 
entry fee . Details of the cover provided are shown in the 
relevant prize schedules. 

CONTROL OF SHOW AND CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS 

14. Exhibitors are responsible for ensuring that their family, 
employees and assistants are familiar with , and comply with 
these Regulations. Exhibitors may be penalised or 
disciplined for the actions of their family, employees or 
agents in contravention of these Regulations. "Employees" 
includes any person agent or company, whether 
remunerated by the Exhibitor or not, engaged by, or on 
behalf of, the Exhibitor to carry, care for or prepare exhibits. 

15. Should the Company be of the opinion that any rule, 
condit ion or regulation whether set out in these regulations 
or at the heading of a section or in a class or on an entry 
form has been broken or not observed or performed then 
the exhibit or Exhibitor or competitor or all or any of them 
may be disqualified, suspended for any period, fined, 
removed from the Show Grounds or otherwise penalised at 
the discretion of the Company. Any awards may be forfeited 
and should this occur, any prizes, ribbons or prize cards 
must be returned to the Company. 

16. The Company has the the power without assigning any 
reason to : 

(a) cancel any event or class ; 
(b) alter the time or place at which any class or event is 

to take place ; 
(c) alter the conditions of any event ; 
(d) remove any exhibit from the Show Grounds ; 
(e) alter the date or time for the closing of entries for 

any section or class or for any particular entry ; 
(f) transfer an exhibit and Exhibitor from any class to 

any other class; or 
(g) decline to display an exhibit. 

17. The Exhibitor shall at all times and in all respects comply 
with the directions and requests of the Company. This shall , 
without limiting the generality of the foregoing , apply to the 
entry of the exhibit , the Exhibitor, the competitor, the 
condit ions of event, the conduct of the Exhibitor, the 
conduct of the event, the decisions of the judge and the 
awarding of prizes. 

18. Should the Company be of the opinion that : 
(a) a statement which is fraudulent, false, erroneous, 

misleading or deceptive,' or likely to mislead or 
deceive has been made regarding an exhibit, 
whether or not the person making that statement 
was or ought to have been aware that the statement 
was fraudulent, false, erroneous, misleading or 
deceptive, or likely to mislead or deceive (as the 
case requires); or 

(b) an exhibit has or may have been tampered with or 
otherwise improperly dealt with, 

then the exhibit and the Exhibitor or either of them may be 
dealt with in accordance with the applicable regulations. 

19. Exhibitors must, if required by the Company, make a 
statutory declaration in such form and with respect to such 
matters regarding their entries and otherwise as the 
Company may in its absolute discretion require . 

20. The Company reserves the absolute discretion to refuse 
to accept any exhibit, Exhibitor or competitor for entry in any 
event or class at the Show and to withdraw, disqualify, 
suspend for any period (and particularly future Shows 
conducted by the Company) or otherwise penalize any 
exhibit , exhibitor or competitor prior to or in the course of 
any event or upon the conclusion of any event (whether 
before or after the event has been judged) and generally to 
adjudicate on and finally determine any matter whatsoever 
concerning or in any way related to the Show involving the 
performance or conduct of any exhibit, Exhibitor or 
competitor or the presence of any drug (as defined in the 
regulations printed in the relevant schedule or catalogue) in 
any exhibit. 

21. In exercising its aforementioned discretion the 
Company may if it thinks fit refrain from: 

(a) giving any reason or reasons for the exercise of its 
discretion; 

(b) giving notice in advance of its consideration of any 
fact , occurrence, circumstance or state of affairs 
which resulted in the exercise of its discretion in a 
particular manner; 

(c) granting a hearing (with or without legal represent­
ation) or accepting submissions (w;lether oral or 
written) on any aspect of the exercise of its 
discretion (including matters involving the 
withdrawal of an exhibit from an event or the 
imposition of a disqualification, suspension or other 
penalty) ; 

(d) allowing an Exhibitor or competitor who is or may be 
affected by the exercise of its discretion an 
opportunity to examine, test, clarify, confirm, 
question or challenge any evidence or interview any 
expert or other witnesses to which the Company 
may have had regard in exercising its said 
discretion; 

(e) otherwise accomodating the Exhibitor or competitor 
affected by the exercise of the discretion, as 
required from time to time by principles of natural 
J·ustice. \ 

) 

If the Company elects in its absolute discretion to accord 
natural justice to an Exhibitor or competitor then the 
Company shall unilaterally determine the content and extent 
of that natural justice and notify the same to the Exhibitor or 
competitor. 



22. The Company reserves the right to rule at any time that 
any exhibit, Exhibitor or competitor may not compete. This 
right remains notwithstanding the Company's acceptance of 
the entry, its inclusion in the Company's catalogue or the 
issue by the Company of an exhibit ticket, number or any 
other document. 

23. Subject to regulations in the relevant Prize Schedule, an 
exhibit ticket will be issued by the Company for each exhibit 
unless the Company otherwise determines. The exhibit 
ticket will state the number of the exhibit and its sole 
purpose is to identify the exhibit. The exhibit ticket must be 
produced whenever required by the Company or the 
Steward in Charge at the time of judging. 

24. Except with the prior written approval of the Company, 
no livestock or animals, other than livestock or animals 
entered for the Show, are permitted on the Show Grounds. 
Domestic animals belonging to Exhibitors are included in 
this prohibition . 

25. No person, whether the Show is open to the public or 
not, may ride bicycles or skateboards in the Show Grounds 
without prior written permission . 

ACCOMMODATION 

26. The Company is under no obligation to provide space 
for exhibits or accommodation for people accompanying the 
exhibits. However, if the company, in its discretion, does 
allocate space for exhibits or space for people to sleep, 
exhibits may be placed and people may sleep only in the 
areas allocated for such purposes by the Company. Any 
personal belongings, equipment or property brought by 
Exhibitors, their employees or families , to the Showgrounds 
must be kept in the accommodation lockers or other areas 
allocated by the Company for storage purposes. 

JUDGING 

27. The Company may alter the Judge for any particular 
class at any time if it deems fit. 

28. No competitor or Exhibitor or person acting on behalf of 
any competitor or Exhibitor shall in any way influence consult 
or interfere with or attempt to influence consult or interfere 
with the Judge or endeavour to interfere with his freedom of 
choice or judgment. 

29. No exhibit or person in charge thereof shall be equipped 
with, wear or display anything which indicates the ownership 
of the exhibit before or during judging unless this practice is 
expressly authorised in the regulations in the relevant prize 
schedule. 

30. The decision of the Judge as to the merits of the exhibit 
and the competitor shall be final and binding whether or not 
such decision was made or purported to be made in 
accordance with these or any other relevant regulations and 
no appeal may be made or order for review or similar order 
sought therefrom to any court of law or other body on the 
question of merit of the exhibit or on any matter arising out 
of or in c.onnection with the manner in which the Judge's 
decision was made or purported to be made or otherwise. 

31. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, the Judge may award a second or third prize 
instead of a first prize or may withold a prize altogether 
where he considers in his absolute discretion that such prize 
is not to be awarded . 
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32. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, should there be a tie for any placing in any event 
or class, subsequent placings in that event or class will be 
awarded such that the next placing will be the sum of the 
number of exhibits already placed plus one. (For example , if 
two exhibits tie for first place, the next placing to be awarded 
is third.) 

33. The Judge may make a reserve number, by marking it as 
such, of the exhibit next in order beyond those to which the 
prizes are awarded in every class where the number of the 
entries exceeds the number of prizes offered, if , in his 
opinion, the exhibit is of sufficient merit to deserve a prize ; 
he may also give commendations , in his opinion, they are 
deserved. 

34. Subject to Regulations 20 and 38, where a prize is 
disqualified, the Company may promote to that prize the 
exhibit next in order, whether such exhibit was awarded a 
prize or reserve number. Exhibits next in order thereafter, 
whether awarded a prize or reserve number may also be 
promoted to the prize immediately next in order. 

35. All prize cards awarded at the Show shall be exhibited 
with the exhibit for the duration of the period the exhibit is 
required at the Show. 

PROTESTS 

36. An Exhibitor or competitor may protest against an 
award won by an exhibit or competitor in the same class 
alleging infringement of the rules or ineligibility. 

37. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, protests shall be addressed to the Principal 
Officer and be lodged at his office on the 1 st Floor, 
Administrative Building , cnr. DeGraves Street and Plummer 
Avenue, Show Grounds, before 12 noon the day after the 
award in question has been made or on the first day of the 
Show, whichever occurs later. Such protests shall be 
accompanied with a deposit of $20.00 which may be 
forfeited to the Company if in the sole opinion of the 
Principal Officer the protest is unfounded , frivolous or 
vexatious . 

38. If any exhibit which has been awarded a prize is 
disqualified the next in order for award does not necessarily 
become entitled to that or any prize. 

39. The protest and all matters arising therefrom shall be 
determined conclusively as to all matters by the Company 
and shall not be the subject of any appeal to any court or any 
order for review or of a similar nature . 

FIRE REGULATIONS 

40. Cooking, heating of water by any means whatsoever, the 
use of any device involving naked flames, and smoking are 
prohibited in or near any animal pavilion , stall , pen or locker. 

41 . The alteration or interference with any electrical wiring , 
switch, plug or socket is prohibited. The only mains powered 
electrical appliance which may be used in a locker is a light 
bulb fitted in the socket provided. Mains powered electrical 
applicances may only be used in or near any animal pavil ion , 
pen or stall if they are, in the Company's opinion , essential 
for animal care .

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VEHICLE PARKING 

~2 . Motor vehicles including trucks and stock transports 
Will no~ be permitted to remain on the Show Grounds after 
unloading . . They must be removed immediately, and will not 
be re-admltted to load for return until such time as the 
Company determines. Caravans will not be admitted to or 
remain within the Show Grounds without the prior written 
permission of the Company. 

43. Any vehicle, including trucks, stock transports, trailers 
and horse floats , and the contents of that vehicle, located on 
the Company's property or in any area leased by the 
Company, shall be at the sole risk of the owner. The 
~omp~ny accepts no responsibility for any loss or damage, 
Including I?ss o.r damage caused by the negligence of the 
Company, Its officers, employees or agents to any vehicle, or 
the contents of any vehicle, located on the Company's 
property or in any area leased by the Company. 

44. Any vehicle located on the Company's property, or in 
any area leased by the Company, in contravention of the 
Company's regulations, terms and conditions of entry or 
parking restrictions is an illegally parked vehicle and may be 
removed by the Company, its officers, employees or agents. 
Any co~ts Incu.rred by the Company in moving, towing away 
or stonng an Illegally parked vehicle shall be paid by the 
owner of the vehicle . 

REGULATIONS REGARDING ANIMALS 
ABSENCE OF EXHIBIT 

45. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, every animal entered must be exhibited unless a 
certificate signed by the Exhibitor is lodged with the 
Company prior to the date of the Show, stating that the 
animal is unable to compete for one or more of the following 
reasons: 

(a) The animal has died. 
(b) The animal is unfit for exhibition due to injury or 

disease. 
(c) The animal has become ineligible for the class 

entered. 
(d) Some other cause which the Company considers 

reasonable . 
After arrival at the Show Grounds an animal may be 
withdrawn from an event or class if it has become unfit to 
compete. 

VETERINARY SERVICES 

46. The Company will appoint a panel of veterinary surgeons 
to provide a service to Exhibitors. 

47. If an animal becomes ill or suffers an injury one of the 
Company's veterinary surgeons may attend to and treat 
such animal in the absence of or contrary to any authority 
from the owner. The Company and its veterinary surgeons 
shall not be liable in any way for any damage caused directly 
or indirectly by or loss arising out of such attendance and 
treatment including without limitation the loss or death of or 
damage or injury to the animal. 

48. Exhibitors may employ a veterinary surgeon who is not a 
member of the Company's panel but in such instances must 
inform the appropriate Superintendent of the stock 
concerned. 

( 
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49. The Company's veterinary surgeons may refuse to 
atten? and/or treat any animal. The Company and its 
vetennary surgeons shall not be liable in any way for any 
damage caused directly or indirectly by or loss arising out of 
(in~l~ding without .limitation the loss or death of or damage 
or Injury to the animal) the refusal failure or neglect of the 
Company's veterinary surgeons to attend or treat any animal. 

50. Unless otherwise specifically stated in the relevant Prize 
Sched.ule, only members of the Company's veterinary panel 
may give Veterinary Certificates required by the Company. 

51 . If in the opinion of one of the Company's veterinary 
surgeons an animal on the Show Grounds should be 
destroyed or removed from the Show Grounds the Company 
shall be entitled to have the animal destroyed and/or 
removed from the Show Grounds without the consent of the 
Exhibitor, or shall be entitled to require the owner or his 
deputy at the Show Grounds forthwith to remove that animal 
~rom the S~ow ~rounds. All costs incurred by the Company 
In connection With such an animal shall be paid by the owner 
to the Company. 

52. Nothing in Regulations 46 - 51 shall limit the operation 
and meaning of Regulation 11. 

VETERINARY INSPECTIONS 

53. Exhibitors of animals shall if requested by the Company 
submit their exhibit for inspection by one of the Company's 
veterinarians. Failure to comply may render the Exhibitor 
liable to be dealt with in accordance with the applicable 
regulations. 

54. The Company has the right to declare any animal 
in~ligible to compete because of the health of any such 
animal or for any other reason which the Company in its sole 
discretion deems fit. The Company shall thereupon have the 
right to order the removal of such animal from the Show 
Grounds or in default thereof remove such animal at the 
expense and risk of the Exhibitor. 

55. The decision of anyone of the Company's veterinary 
panel regarding the age of an animal exhibit shall be final and 
shall not be called into question in any proceedings, or in any 
manner whatsoever. 

DEFINITIONS 

56. "Class" includes event and vice versa and also includes 
trophy, competition or other award. 

"Company" means R.A.S.v. Limited, a company 
incorporated in Victoria and, where the context allows, its 
officers, employees, members, officials (including without 
limitation Judges, Stewards and members of the panel of 
veterinary surgeons appointed by R.A.S.v. Limited), agents 
and sub-contractors. 

"Principal Officer" means the Company's principal 
executive officer from time to time and any delegate of such 
principal executive officer, and includes where the context 
allows the Society's Executive Director from time to time and 
any delegate of such Executive Director. \ ) 

"Exhibitor" includes "competitor" wherever the context 
permits and also the Exhibitor's agent and anyone acting or 
purporting to act on his behalf whether or not he is 
employed by the Exhibitor. Where any Exhibitor is less than 
18 years of age, "Exhibitor" also includes the person who 
has signed the entry form as the parent or guardian of the 
Exhibitor. 

"Show Grounds" means the Royal Show Grounds, 
Epsom Road, Ascot Vale, Victoria. 



"Society" means The Royal Agricultural Society of 
Victoria and where the context allows, its agents and sub­
contractors. 

"Show" means the Royal Melbourne Show. 

In these regulations the singular includes the plural and vice 
versa, words importing persons shall include companies and 
corporations and words importing one gender shall include 
the other genders.

GENERAL REGULATIONS 

GENERAL REGULATIONS 
CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

101. The General Regul,ations appearing in this Schedule form 
part of the conditions of entry. In the event of any 
inconsistency between the General Regulations and these 
conditions, the General Regulations shall prevail to the extent 
of the inconsistency unless the General Regulations provide 
otherwise. 
102. The appropriate entry fee as set out in the Schedule of 
Prizes shall be forwarded with each entry. Entries in the 
relevant Section must be received at the Company's Office at 
the Administrative Building at the Royal Show Grounds, 
Epsom Road, Ascot Vale, 3032, by not later than the 18th 
July, at 4.30 p.m. (Poultry), 27th July at 4.30 p.m. (Pigeons), 
27th August at 4.30 p.m. (Cage Birds) whether such entries 
are delivered in person or by post. 

AGE OF EXHIBITS 

103. The decision of anyone of the Company's Veterinary 
Surgeons regarding age shall be final and shall not be called 
into question in any proceedings, or in any manner 
whatsoever. 

SMOKING 

104. SMOKING IS AT ALL TIMES PROHIBITED IN LOCKERS 
AND PAVILIONS. 

JUNIOR CLASSES 

105. Entry of exhibits in the Junior Classes is restricted to 
exhibitors under 16 years of age. The Company reserves the 
right to demand proof of age if necessary. A person shall not 
be eligible to enter in a Junior Class if he lives at the same 
address as a non-Junior Exhibitor unless he exhibits a different 
breed to that exhibited by the non-Junior Exhibitor. 

WITHDRAWAL OF ENTRY 

106. Every bird entered must be exhibited unless a certificate 
Signed by the owner is lodged with the Company by the 31 st 
August, 1990, stating that the bird is unable to compete on one 
of the following grounds: 

(i) The bird has died. 
(ii) The bird is unfit for exhibition due to injury or 

disease. 
(iii) The bird has become ineligible for the class 

entered. 
(iv) Some other cause which the Company considers 

reasonable. 
Failure to comply with regulation 106, renders the Exhibitor 
liab~e. to a fine of not more than $10 for every bird not 
exhibited, or the disqualification of the Exhibitors other 
exhibits, and in addition the Company may prohibit the 
offending competitor from exhibiting at a future Royal Show. 

DISQUALIFICATION 

1 ~7 .. Birds that have been tampered with or improperly dealt 
With In any way shall be disqualified, and entry fees paid shall 
be forfeited. The Exhibitor shall also be liable to dis­
qualification, and, if a member, to expUlsion from the Society. 

108. No bird suffering from any disease or parasite will be 
allowed to be exhibited. 

109. In case of the death of any exhibit, the same shall be 
certified by the Veterinary Surgeon or his deputy. 

110. No person will be permitted to remove an exhibit from a 
pen on the day of penning without permission of the 
Superintendent. 

111. Any decision or determination made by the Company 
pursuant to Regulations 106 - 110 inclusive is final and shall 
not be called into question or challenged in any proceedings or 
in any manner whatsoever. 

NOTICES 

112. No advertisement or notice (except as provided by these 
Regulations or by permission of the Company) is permitted on 
or in any cage, stall or building. 

113. During the Show the birds will be in the custody of the 
Company, and must not be touched or handled by the 
Exhihitor or any person, on any pretence whatsoever, without 
the permission of the Superintendent. 

114. Whilst the Company and its agents will take all 
reasonable care with the exhibits in their custody, they accept 
no responsibility whatsoever either for the exhibits' safety or 
for any injury or damage sustained by any person or property 
caused directly or indirectly by the exhibit.
