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IV WINE 

BRIEF REPORT ON WINE 
JUDGING 

by W. B. Chambers 

Exhibits in all Australian Wine Shows are judged on 
a comparative basis, i.e. all the entries in the class are 
judged at the same time. The other method used in 
Varietal classes in Adelaide is the International system 
where the wines are judged and pointed individually. 

Exhibits are judged on a point score with a maximum 
of 20 points. On the judging sheets this is divided into: 

1. 3 points for colour and condition; usually wines with 
poor colour are rejected for defects on both nose and 
palate. 

2. 7 points for nose. 

3. 10 points for palate; a wine with an excellent nose may 
fall down on the palate due to excessive acidity or 
tannin defects. Conversely, some wines with only a 
fair nose may have excellent balance on the palate. 

Medal are awarded for the following points: 
1 8 . 5 - 2 0 Gold Medal 
1 7 . 0 - 1 8 .4 - Silver Medal 
1 5 . 5 - 1 6 . 9 - Bronze Medal 

All exhibits are judged on the blind. Judges do not 
handle the bottles. 

In Melbourne the judges are arranged into three 
groups, each of three judges with a Chairman of Judges 
who arranges the groups of judges, divides the classes 
to be judged between the three groups, gives guidance 
and occassionally resolves disagreements. 

Each class is set up and poured by associate judges, 
who also have a set of glasses and assess the classes with 
the judges. 

The judges assess the wines, point. them and then 
collaborate on the medals awarded. 

Judges are generally selected from those who work in 
or are connected with the Wine Industry. Potential judges 
are recommended to the R.A.S.Y. Limited and are given 
experience as associate judges. New Judges are selected 
from the best performers. 

The following definitions of the various wine types are 
taken from the specifications of the Adelaide Wine Show. 
I have altered them to fit in with the R.A.S'y. Limited 
schedule. 

Varietal wines should comprise at least 80070 of the 
specified variety. 

DRY WHITE TABLE WINE 
Should be in brilliant condition, pale to medium straw 

in colour, preferably with a slight green tinge. Light to 
full bodied, medium to high acidity with a fresh bouquet, 
clean after taste no lingering sweetness. In the wooded 
classes the oak should be in harmony with the vinosity 
of the wine. Alcoholic strength should be between 8070 
and 14070 alcohol. 

MEDIUM DRY WHITE WINE 

Specification similar to Dry White Table Wine but with 
some sweetness not exceeding 1 degree baume. 

SWEET WHITE TABLE WINE 

Should be in brilliant condition, straw to light golden 
colour, medium to full bodied with a bouquet which is 
aromatic or complete and distinctly sweet in flavour. Its 
alcoholic strength should not exceed 14070 by volume and 
it should not show excessive sulphur dioxide. Baume 
should exceed 1 degree. 

ROSE 

A still, light and tart table wine with a slight tannin 
finish and a fresh fruity flavour but without muscat 
character. Colour pink, but many have a trace of apricot 
or amber tint. Alcoholic strength should be between 8070 
and 14070 alcohol by volume. 

LIGHT BODIED DRY RED 

Colour, light to medium red. A blue or purple tint may 
be present. Aroma and bouquet - varietal aroma may 
occur in varying degrees. It should be fresh and fruity 
and in harmony with the body and flavour of the wine. 
Palate - soft and light without being thin and rounded 
in the mid palate. Body should be in balance with the 
body of the wine. Finish clear and crisp with soft 
astringency. The alcoholic strength should be between 
8070 and 12% by volume. 

DRY RED 

Colour medium to deep red. According to age a blue 
or purple tint may be present in a young wine or a light 
brown edge may be present in an aged wine. Aroma and 
bouquet - varietal aroma may occur in varying degrees. 
It should be fruity and in harmony with the body and 
flavour of the wine. The bouquet may show evidence of 
maturation in oak vessels and in older wines bottle age. 
Palate soft rounded and generous in the mid palate. Body 
medium is full in balance with the acidity. Finish clean 
with tannin preferably combined with the flavour of oak 
tannin from maturation in wood but this should not 
predominate. The alcoholic strength should be between 
8070 and 14.5070 by volume. 

SWEET WHITE DESSERT 

Golden to dark brown in colour depending on age. 
Must not show muscat character but have fruity and 
aromatic bouquet. It must be full bodied, soft and 
luscious. Strength not to exceed 20.5070 alcohol by volume. 



MUSCAT 

Colour golden to red. Distinct bouquet and palate. Full 
bodied and soft and luscious. Strength not to exceed 
20.50/0 alcohol by volume. 

RUBY PORT 

Colour medium to dark red. Bouquet and palate full 
and fruity. Excessive astringency is not acceptable. 
Strength not to exceed 20.5% alcohol by volume. 

TAWNY PORT 

Colour pale red with distinct amber tinge to deep amber 
with redish tinge. Bouquet fruity and aromatic, palate 
full and soft with distinct dryness on the finish. Some 
flavour of oak tannin from the maturing wood is 
desirable. A lingering sweetness on the after palate is 
undesirable. Strength not to exceed 20.5% alcohol by 
volume. 

VINTAGE PORT 

Colour deep ruby to light ruby, possibly with slight 
amber tint, depending on age. Bouquet fruity and 
characteristic of bottled aged vintage port. Should not 
show wood character. Flavour full and soft with firm 
astringent finish and no lingering sweetness. Strength not 
to exceed 20.50/0 alcohol by volume. 

SHERRY, Pale, Dry, Fino 

Colour straw to pale golden. Bouquet characteristic of 
flor sherry. Flavour light and dry without excessive acidity 
or astringency, but some oak character. Finish dry, 
aromatic with distinct 'nutty' aftertaste of flor sherry. 
Strength not to exceed 20.50/0 alcohol by volume. 

SHERRY, Amontillado 

Colour golden to light amber. Bouquet showing more 
age than Fino sherry. Palate fuller and softer than Fino 
with some oak astringency showing through. Finish dry 
and aromatic with characteristic 'nutty' aftertaste of 
sherry. Strength not to exceed 20.50/0 alcohol by volume. 

SHERRY, Oloroso 

Colour amber to brown. Bouquet fruity and aromatic 
and showing both oak and sherry character. Palate soft 
and round but with a dry finish. Strength not to exceed 
20.50/0 alcohol by volume. 

CHAMPAGNE 

Colour should be pale to light straw. Should have good 
acidity and not be too light in body. Bouquet should be 
fresh without particular varietal character and should 
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indicate some years in the bottle. The wine should be fairly 
dry but show no astringent finish. Bubbles should be fine 
and persistent. 

SPARKLING RED WINE 

Colour should be light to medium ruby. Older wines 
may show a trace of amber but not more than a trace. 
Bouquet fruity but should show bottle age. Fairly 
pronounced acidity. Full flavour and body, some 
sweetness but with dry finish. May show slight oak 
character. Bubbles should be fine and persistent. 

VERMOUTH 

Vermouths should distinctly aromatic clearly showing 
their herbal character. Little or no grape character should 
be evident and the complex character and aroma arising 
from the mixture of herbs used in their infusion should 
be harmonious. 

DRY FRENCH STYLE VERMOUTH 

Should be vary pale to light straw colour, delicate in 
character, dry and yet soft on the palate. It should not 
show any bitterness or be aggressively dominated by any 
particular herb. . 

SWEET ITALIAN STYLE VERMOUTH 

May be pale to red in colour, delicate to bold in its 
character, sweet but not excessively so on the palate. It 
should not show any bitterness or be aggressively 
dominated by any particular herb. 

TWO YEAR OLD BRANDY 

Entries in this class should be representative of popular 
commercial brandies, but should avoid fruitiness. The 
brandy should be well balanced distillate of wine made 
from neutral grape varieties. It should avoid excessive 
heads or tails and should not show varietal character (e.g. 
Muscat). It should be smooth but without evident 
sweetness. A clear balance bouquet is essential. Colour 
light amber. 

OLD BRANDY 

Colour may be somewhat darker than in the young 
brandy class. Well matured oak should be distinguish­
able on both bouquet and flavour. Bouquet should be 
clean and somewhat ethereal but well balanced showing 
no particular constituent to excess. Flavour should be full 
smooth and aromatic. Finish aromatic without trace of 
fusel oil. No varietal character or fruitiness should be 
evident. Some slight sweetness is acceptable.

GENERAL REGULATIONS FOR 
ALL COMPETITIONS 
ENTERING FOR SHOW 

1. Entries will be received in all sections of the Royal 
Melbo~rne Show (the "Show") subject to these 
regul.a~IOns and the special regulations, rules and 
condItIOns appearing at the head of each section and in 
each class, and on the entry form, and the Society's 
Conditions of Entry to the Show Grounds posted at each 
~ate. Upon submission of an entry the Exhibitor agrees 
Irrevocably to be bound by all applicable regulations, 
rules and conditions . 

2 .. The Company may in its absolute discretion reject 
entrIes from competitors or Exhibitors who or whose 
exhibits, are or have been subject to disqualifi~ation from 
any Royal or other show or a breed society or similar 
body. 

3. Subject to regulations in the relevant Prize Schedule 
no entry may be changed by the Exhibitor after entries 
close unless otherwise permitted by the Company. 

4. Unless otherwise permitted by the Company all 
entries must be made in writing on forms supplied by the 
Company. 

5. The entry fee set out in the Schedule of Prizes shall 
be forwarded with each entry. The date of closing of 
entries will be found in the relevant Prize Schedule. The 
entry fee becomes the property of the Company upon its 
receipt by the Company and fees for withdrawn entries or 
entries which do not satisfy the conditions of eligibility 
will not be refunded. 

6. All entry forms must be signed by the Exhibitor or his 
authorised agent. Where an Exhibitor is less than 18 
years of age , the entry form must, be signed also by the 
Exhibitor's parent or guardian. 

Every person purporting to act as agent of an Exhibitor 
shall be deemed to have given a warranty of his authority 
to the Company and the Company is not required to make 
any inquiry as to that authority. 

The Exhibitor is responsible for the correctness of all 
information on the entry form . 

7. Restrictions on the number of entries in any section 
or class may be made by the Company. 

8. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule , no exhibit may be entered in more than one 
Ordinary Class . Sweepstakes, Special Classes, Trophy 
Classes, and Championships do not count as Ordinary 
Classes. Throughout the Prize Schedules, Special Classes 
are designated with a star (*). Should any exhibit be 
sought to be entered in more than one Ordinary Class 
such exhibit shall only compete in the first class in which 
its name appears in the Company's Catalogue unless the 
Company otherwise directs. 

OWNERSHIP OF EXHIBITS 
9. Unless the Company otherwise permits all exhibits 

must be the bona fide property of the Exhibitor at the time 
of entry or be held by him under written lease in existence 
at the time of entry and the Company shall have the 
power to recognize or reject such lease as it deems fit: 

10. An exhibit which is not the bona fide property of the 
Exhibitor at the time of judging or held by the Exhibitor 
under written lease at that time shall not be entitled to 
compete without the prior written approval of the 
Company. 

LIABILITY FOR EXHIBITS 

11. Neither the Company nor the Society shall under any 
circumstances be liable for: 

(a) the loss or death of any exhibit; 
(b) any damage or injury occasioned to or by any 

exhibit; or . 
(c) any loss, damage or injury occasioned to or by any 

Exhibitor or person acting on his behalf. 
Without prejudice to the foregoing, if the Company 
removes or causes to be removed from the Show Grounds 
any exhibit, then each such exhibit shall at all times 
remain at the sole risk and responsibility of the Exhibitor 
and the person or persons removing the exhibit shall at 
all times be deemed to be the agents of the Exhibitor and 
all acts and omissions on the part of such person or 
persons shall be deemed to be the acts and omissions of 
the Exhibitor. Without limiting the foregoing, the 
Exhibitor shall indemnify and keep indemnified and hold 
harmless the Company and the Society from all claims 
whatsoever in respect of the exhibit whether arising by 
reason of any loss of or injury to or caused by the exhibit 
or by reason of its transportation, feeding or housing or 
for any other reason whatsoever. 
12. The Exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk. In case 

any exhibit whilst on the Show Grounds shall cause or be 
the cause of injury or damage to any other exhibit or 
Exhibitor or to the person or property of the Company or 
the Society or any members thereof or to the general 
public, the Exhibitor of such exhibit shall indemnify and 
keep indemnified the Company and the Society from and 
against all damages, costs, claims, expenses and liabilities 
(including without limitation consequential loss and loss 
of profits) thereby incurred. The Exhibitor shall be liable 
to the Company and the Society for any damage or loss 
occasioned to any of them by the exhibit or Exhibitor or 
any person acting on his behalf or otherwise representing 
him. 

13. The Company will arrange compulsory Owners' 
Liability Insurance cover for all exhibitors in the horse, 
beef cattle, beef carcase, dairy cattle, dog, sheep, goat, pig 
and cat sections. The compulsory insurance levy forms 
part of the entry fee. Details of the cover provided are 
shown in the relevant prize schedules . 

CONTROL OF SHOW AND CONDUCT OF 
EXHIBITORS 

14. Exhibitors are responsible for ensuring their family, 
employees and assistants are familiar with, and comply 
with these Regulations. Exhibitors may be penalised or 
disciplined for the actions of their family, employees or 
agents in contravention of these Regulations. 
"Employees" includes any person, agent or company, 
whether remunerated by the Exhibitor or not, engaged by, 
or on behalf of, the Exhibitor to carry, care for or prepare 
exhibits . 
15. Should the Company be of the opini~:m that any rule, 

condition or regulation whether set out in these 
regulations or at the heading of a section or in a class or 



on an entry form has been broken or not observed or 
performed then the exhibit or Exhibitor or competitor or 
all or any of them may be disqualified, suspended for any 
period, fined, removed from the Show Grounds or 
otherwise penalised at the discretion of the Company. 
Any awards may be forfeited and should this occur, any 
prizes, ribbons or prize cards must be returned to the 
Company. 
16. The Company has the the power without assigning 

any reason to: 
(a) cancel any event or class; 
(b) alter the time or place at which any class or event 

is to take place; 
(c) alter the conditions of any event; 
(d) remove any exhibit from the Show Grounds; 
(e) alter the date or time for the closing of entries for 

any section or class or for any particular entry; 
(f) transfer an exhibit and Exhibitor from any class 

to any other class; or 
(g) decline to display an exhibit. 

17. The Exhibitor shall at all times and in all respects 
comply with the directions and requests of the Company. 
This shall, without limiting the generality of the 
foregoing, apply to the entry of the exhibit, the Exhibitor, 
the competitor, the conditions of event, the conduct of the 
Exhibitor, the conduct of the event, the decisions of the 
judge and the awarding of prizes. 

18. Should the Company be of the opinion that: 
(a) a statement which is fraudulent, false, erroneous, 

misleading or deceptive, or likely to mislead or 
deceive has been made regarding an exhibit, 
whether or not the person making that statement 
was or ought to have been aware that the 
statement was fraudulent, false, erroneous, 
misleading or deceptive, or likely to mislead or 
deceive (as the case requires); or 

(b) an exhibit has or may have been tampered with or 
otherwise improperly dealt with, 

then the exhibit and the Exhibitor or either of them may 
be dealt with in accordance with the applicable 
regulations. 

19. Exhibitors must, if required by the Company, make a 
statutory declaration in such form and with respect to 
such matters regarding their entries and otherwise as the 
Company may in its absolute discretion require . 

20. The Company reserves the absolute discretion to 
refuse to accept any ~xhibit, Exhibitor or competitor for 
entry in any event or class at the Show and to withdraw, 
disqualify, suspend for any period (and particularly future 
Shows conducted by the Company) or otherwise penalize 
any exhibit, exhibitor or competitor prior to or in the 
course of any event or upon the conclusion of any event 
(whether before or after the event has been judged) and 
generally to adjudicate on and finally determine any 
matter whatsoever concerning or in any way related to the 
Show involving the performance or conduct of any 
exhibit, Exhibitor or competitor or the presence of any 
drug (as defined in the regulations printed in the relevant 
schedule or catalogue) in any exhibit. 

21. In exercising its aforementioned discretion the 
Company may if it thinks fit refrain from: 

(a) giving any reason or reasons for the exercise of its 
discretion; 

(b) giving notice in advance of its consideration of 
any fact, occurrence, circumstance or state of 
affairs which resulted in the exercise of its 
discretion in a particular manner; 

(c) granting a. hearing (with or without legal 
representatIOn) or accepting submissions 
(whether oral or written) on any aspect of the 
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exercise of its discretion (including matters 
involving the withdrawal of an exhibit from an 
event or the imposition of a disqualification, 
suspension or other penalty); 

(d) allowing an Exhibitor or competitor who is or may 
be affected by the exercise of its discretion an 
opportunity to examine, test, clarify, confirm, 
question or challenge any evidence or interview 
any expert or other witnesses to which the 
Company may have had regard in exercising its 
said discretion; 

(e) otherwise accomodating the Exhibitor or 
competitor affected by the exercise of the 
discretion, as required from time to time by 
principles of natural justice. 

If the Company elects in its absolute discretion to accord 
natural justice to an Exhibitor or competitor then the 
Company shall unilaterally determine the content and 
extent of that natural justice and notify the same to the 
Exhibitor or competitor. 

22 . The Company reserves the right to rule at any time 
that any exhibit, Exhibitor or competitor may not 
compete. This right remains notwithstanding the 
Company's acceptance of the entry, its inclusion in the 
Company's catalogue or the issue by the Company of an 
exhibit ticket, number or any other document. 
23. Subject to regulations in the relevant Prize Schedule, 

an exhibit ticket will be issued by the Company for each 
exhibit unless the Company otherwise determines. The 
exhibit ticket will state the number of the exhibit and its 
sole purpose is to identify the exhibit. The exhibit ticket 
must be produced whenever required by the Company or 
the Steward in Charge at the time of judging. 
24. Except with the prior written approval of the 

Company, no livestock or animals, other than livestock or 
animals entered for the Show, are permitted on the Show 
9rounds. Domestic animals belonging to Exhibitors are 
mcluded in this prohibition. 
25. No person, whether the Show is open to the public or 

not, may ride bicycles or skateboards in the Show 
Grounds without prior written permission. 

ACCOMMODATION 
26. The Company is under no obligation to provide space 

for exhibits or accommodation for people accompanying 
the exhibits. However, if the company, in its discretion, 
does allocate space for exhibits or space for people to 
sleep, exhibits may be placed and people may sleep only in 
the areas allocated for such purposes by the Company. 
Any personal belongings , equipment or property brought 
by Exhibitors, their employees or families, to the 
Showgrounds must be kept in the accommodation lockers 
or other areas allocated by the Company for storage 
purposes. 

JUDGING 
27. The Company may alter the Judge for any particular 

class at any time if it deems fit. 

28. No competitor or Exhibitor or person acting on 
behalf of any competitor or Exhibitor shall in any way 
influence consult or interfere with or attempt to influence 
consult or interfere with the Judge or endeavour to 
interfere with his freedom of choice or judgment. 

29 . No exhibit or person in charge thereof shall be 
equipped with, wear or dOisplay anything which indicates 
the owner~hip of ~he ~xhibit before or during judging 
unless thIS practIce IS expressly authorised in the 
regulations in the relevant prize schedule. 

30. The decision of the Judge as to the merits of the 
exhibit and the competitor shall be final and binding 
whether or not such decision was made or purported to be 
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made in accordance with these or any other relevant 
regulations and no appeal may be made or order for 
review or similar order sought therefrom to any court of 
law or other body on the question of merit of the exhibit 
or on any matter arising out of or in connection with the 
manner in which the Judge 's decision was made or 
purported to be made or otherwise. 

31. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, the Judge may award a second or third prize 
instead of a first prize or may withold a prize altogether 
where he considers in his absolute discretion that such 
prize is not to be awarded. 
32. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 

Schedule, should there be a tie for any placing in any 
event or class, subsequent placings in that event or class 
will be awarded such that the next placing will be the sum 
of the number of exhibits already placed plus one . (For 
example, if two exhibits tie for first place, the next placing 
to be awarded is third.) 
33. The Judge may make a reserve number, by marking it 

as such, of the exhibit next in order beyond those to which 
the prizes are awarded in every class where the number of 
the entries exceeds the number of prizes offered, if, in his 
opinion, the exhibit is of sufficient merit to deserve a 
prize; he may also give commendations, in his opinion, 
they are deserved. 
34 . Subject to Regulations 20 and 38, where a prize is 

disqualified, the Company may promote to that prize the 
exhibit next in order, whether such exhibit was awarded a 
prize or reserve number. Exhibits next in order 
thereafter, whether awarded a prize or reserve number 
may also be promoted to the prize immediately next in 
order. 
35. All prize cards awarded at the Show shall be 

exhibited with the exhibit for the duration of the period 
the exhibit is required at the Show. 

PROTESTS 
36. An Exhibitor or competitor may protest against an 

award won by an exhibit or competitor in the same class 
alleging infringement of the rules or ineligibility. 

37 . Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, protests shall be addressed to the Principal 
Officer and be lodged at his office on the 1st Floor, 
Administrative Building, cnr. DeGraves Street and 
Plummer Avenue, Show Grounds, before 12 noon the day 
after the award in question has been made or on the first 
day of the Show, whichever occurs later. Such protests 
shall be accompanied with a deposit of $20.00 which may 
be forfeited to the Company if in the sole opinion of the 
Principal Officer the protest is unfounded, frivolous or 
vexatious. 
38. If any exhibit which has been awarded a prize is 

disqualified the next in order for award does not 
necessarily become entitled to that or any prize. 
39. The protest and all matters arising therefrom shall be 

determined conclusively as to all matters by the Company 
and shall not be the subject of any appeal to any court or 
any order for review or of a similar nature.

102. All Classes are open to winemakers and distillers and 
wine and spirit merchants. 

103. A wine and spirit merchant shall mean any person, 
association, firm or company, which carries on the 
business of buying wine and brandy for re-sale by 
wholesale. 

104. A winemaker shall mean any person, association, 
company or firm which carries on the business of 
manufacturing wine from grapes. 

105. Each entry must comprise either four (4) bottles of 
one quart (reputed) each or 750ml each, unless 
otherwise stated, including Championship Show. 
In the case of Brandy two bottles of one quart 
(reputed) or 750ml each are required. 
NOTE: Exhibitors are requested to have available 
for quick dispatch to R.A.S.V. Limited, additional 
bottles, not exceeding 12, of each exhibit should it 
be required for the tastings.

GENERAL REGULATIONS FOR 
ALL COMPETITIONS 

ENTERING FOR SHOW 

1. Entries will be received in all sections of the Royal 
Melbourne Show (the " Show") subject to these regulations 
and the special regulations, rules and conditions appearing 
at the head of each section and in each class, and on the 
entry form, and the Society's Conditions of Entry to the 
Show Grounds posted at each gate . Upon submission of an 
entry the Exhibitor agrees irrevocably to be bound by all 
applicable regulations , rules and conditions . 

2. The Company may in its absolute discretion reject 
entries from competitors or Exhibitors who, or whose 
exhibits, are or have been subject to disqualification from 
any Royal or other show or a breed society or similar body. 

3. Subject to regulations in the relevant Prize Schedule no 
entry may be changed by the Exhibitor after entries close 
unless otherwise permitted by the Company. 

4. Unless otherwise permitted by the Company all entries 
must be made in writing on forms supplied by the Company. 

5. The entry fee set out in the Schedule of Prizes shall be 
forwarded with each entry. The date of closing of entries will 
be found in the relevant Prize Schedule. The entry fee 
becomes the property of the Company upon its receipt by 
the Company and fees for withdrawn entries or entries which 
do not satisfy the conditions of eligibility will not be 
refunded . 

6. All entry forms must be signed by the Exhibitor or his 
authorised agent. Where an Exhibitor is less than 18 years of 
age, the entry form must be signed also by the Exhibitor's 
parent or guardian . 

Every person purporting to act as agent of an 
Exhibitor 

shall be deemed to have given a warranty of his authority to 
the Company and the Company is not required to make any 
inquiry as to that authority. 

The Exhibitor is responsible for the correctness of 
all 

information on the entry form . 

7. Restrictions on the number of entries in any section or 
class may be made by the Company. 

8. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, no exhibit may be entered in more than one 
Ordinary Class. Sweepstakes, Special Classes , Trophy 
Classes, and Championships do not count as Ordinary 
Classes. Throughout the Prize Schedules, Special Classes 
are designated with a star (.). Should any exhibit be sought 
to be entered in more than one Ordinary Class such exhibit 
shall only compete in the first class in which its name 
appears in the Company's Catalogue unless the Company 
otherwise directs. 

OWNERSHIP OF EXHIBITS 

9. Unless the Company otherwise permits all exhibits must 
be the bona fide property of the Exhibitor at the time of entry 
or be held by him under written lease in existence at the time 
of entry and the Company shall have the power to recognize 
or reject such lease as it deems fit. 

10. An exhibit which is not the bona fide property of the 
Exhibitor at the time of judging or held by the Exhibitor 
under written lease at that time shall not be entitled to 
compete without the prior written approval of the Company. 

LIABILITY FOR EXHIBITS 

11 . Neither the Company nor the Society shall under any 
circumstances be liable for : 

(a) the loss or death of any exhibit ; 
(b) any damage or injury occasioned to or by any 

exhibit; or 
(c) any loss, damage or injury occasioned to or by any 

Exhibitor or person acting on his behalf. 
Without prejudice to the foregoing, if the Company removes 
or causes to be removed from the Show Grounds any 
exhibit , then each such exhibit shall at all t imes remain at the 
sole risk and responsibility of the Exhibitor and the person or 
persons removing the exhibit shall at all times be deemed to 
be the agents of the Exhibitor and all acts and omissions on 
the part of such person or persons shall be deemed to be 
the acts and omissions of the Exhibitor. Without limiting the 
foregoing, the Exhibitor shall indemnify and keep 
indemnified and hold harmless the Company and the Society 
from all claims whatsoever in respect of the exhibit whether 
arising by reason of any loss of or injury to or caused by the 
exhibit or by reason of its transportation , feeding or housing 
or for any other reason whatsoever .

12. The Exhibitor enters entirely at his own risk. In case any 18. Should the Company be of the opinion that :

of such exhibit shall indemnify and keep indemnified the was or ought to have been aware that the statement

~o~ts,. claims, expenses and liabilities (including without deceptive, or likely to mislead or deceive (as the 
~Imltatlon consequential loss and loss of profits) thereby case requires); or 
Incurred: The Exhibitor shall be liable to the Company and 
the Society for any damage or loss occasioned to any of 
them by the exhibit or Exhibitor or any person acting on his 
behalf or otherwise representing him. 

13. The Company will arrange compulsory Owners' Liability 
Insurance cover for all exhibitors in the horse beef cattle 
beef carcase, dairy cattle, dog, sheep, goat,' pig and cat 
sections. The compulsory insurance levy forms part of the 
entry fee . Details of the cover provided are shown in the 
relevant prize schedules. 

CONTROL OF SHOW AND CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS 

14. Exhibitors are responsible for ensuring their family, 
employees and assistants are familiar with, and comply with 
these Regulations . Exhibitors may be penalised or 
disciplined for the actions of their family, employees or 
agents in contravention of these Regulations. "Employees" 
includes any person, agent or company, whether 
remunerated by the Exhibitor or not, engaged by, or on 
behalf of, the Exhibitor to carry, care for or prepare exhibits. 

15. Should the Company be of the opinion that any rule, 
condition or regulation whether set out in these regulations 
or at the heading of a section or in a class or on an entry 
form has been broken or not observed or performed then 
the exhibit or Exhibitor or competitor or all or any of them 
may be disqualified, suspended for any period, fined, 
removed from the Show Grounds or otherwise penalised at 
the discretion of the Company. Any awards may be forfeited 
and should this occur, any prizes, ribbons or prize cards 
must be returned to the Company. 

16. The Company has the the power without assigning any 
reason to: 

(a) cancel any event or class; 
(b) alter the time or place at which any class or event is 

to take place; 
(c) alter the conditions of any event; 
(d) remove any exhibit from the Show Grounds; 
(e) alter the date or time for the closing of entries for 

any section or class or for any particular entry; 
(f) transfer an exhibit and Exhibitor from any class to 

any other class ; or 
(g) decline to display an exhibit. 

17. The Exhibitor shall at all times and in all respects comply 
with the directions and requests of the Company. This shall, 
without limiting the generality of the foregoing, apply to the 
entry of the exhibit, the Exhibitor, the competitor, the 
conditions of event, the conduct of the Exhibitor, the 
conduct of the event, the decisions of the judge and the 
awarding of prizes. 

(b) an exhibit has or may have been tampered with or 
otherwise improperly dealt with, 

then the exhibit and the Exhibitor or either of them may be 
dealt with in accordance with the applicable regulations. 

19. Exhibitors must, if required by the Company, make a 
statutory declaration in such form and with respect to such 
matters regarding their entries and otherwise as the 
Company may in its absolute discretion require . 

20. The Company reserves the absolute discretion to refuse 
to accept any exhibit, Exhibitor or competitor for entry in any 
event or class at the Show and to withdraw, disqualify, 
suspend for any period (and particularly future Shows 
conducted by the Company) or otherwise penalize any 
exhibit, exhibitor or competitor prior to or in the course of 
any event or upon the conclusion of any event (whether 
before or after the event has been judged) and generally to 
adjudicate on and finally determine any matter whatsoever 
concerning or in any way related to the Show involving the 
performance or conduct of any exhibit, Exhibitor or 
competitor or the presence of any drug (as defined in the 
regulations printed in the relevant schedule or catalogue) in 
any exhibit. 

21. In exercising its aforementioned discretion the 
Company may if it thinks fit refrain from: 

(a) giving any reason or reasons for the exercise of its 
discretion ; 

(b) giving notice in advance of its consideration of any 
fact, occurrence, circumstance or state of affairs 
which resulted in the exercise of its discretion in a 
particular manner; 

(c) granting a hearing (with or without legal 
representation) or accepting submissions (whether 
oral or written) on any aspect of the exercise of its 
discretion (including matters involving the 
withdrawal of an exhibit from an event or the 
imposition of a disqualification, suspension or other 
penalty); . 

(d) allowing an Exhibitor or competitor who is or may be 
affected by the exercise of its discretion an 
opportunity to examine, test, clarify, confirm, 
question or challenge any evidence or interview any 
expert or other witnesses to which the Company 
may have had regard in exercising its said 
discretion; 

(e) otherwise accomodating the Exhibitor or competitor 
affected by the exercise of the discretion, as 
required from time to time by principles of natural 
justice. 

If the Company elects in its absolute discretion to accord 
natural justice to an Exhibitor or competitor then the 
Company shall unilaterally determine the content and extent 
of that natural justice and notify the same to the Exhibitor or 
competitor. 
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22. The Company reserves the right to rule at any time that 
any exhibit, Exhibitor or competitor may not compete . This 
right remains notwithstanding the Company's acceptance of 
the entry, its inclusion in the Company's catalogue or the 
issue by the Company of an exhibit ticket, number or any 
other document. 

23. Subject to regulations in the relevant Prize Schedule, an 
exhibit ticket will be issued by the Company for each exhibit 
unless the Company otherwise determines. The exhibit 
ticket will state the number of the exhibit and its sole 
purpose is to identify the exhibit. The exhibit ticket must be 
produced whenever required by the Company or the 
Steward in Charge at the time of judging. 

24. Except with the prior written approval of the Company, 
no livestock or animals, other than livestock or animals 
entered for the Show, are permitted on the Show Grounds. 
Domestic animals belonging to Exhibitors are included in 
this prohibition. 

25. No person, whether the Show is open to the public or 
not, may ride bicycles or skateboards in the Show Grounds 
without prior written permisSion. 

ACCOMMODATION 

26. The Company is under no obligation to provide space 
for exhibits or accommodation for people accompanying the 
exhibits. However, if the company, in its discretion, does 
allocate space for exhibits or space for people to sleep, 
exhibits may be placed and people may sleep only in the 

. areas allocated for such purposes by the Company. Any 
personal belongings, equipment or property brought by 
Exhibitors, their employees or families, to the Showgrounds 
must be kept in the accommodation lockers or other areas 
allocated by the Company for storage purposes. 

JUDGING 

27. The Company may alter the Judge for any particular 
class at any time if it deems fit. 

28. No competitor or Exhibitor or person acting on behalf of 
any competitor or Exhibitor shall in any way influence consult 
or interfere with or attempt to influence consult or interfere 
with the Judge or endeavour to interfere with his freedom of 
choice or judgment. 

29. No exhibit or person in charge thereof shall be equipped 
with, wear or display anything which indicates the ownership 
of the exhibit before or during judging unless this practice is 
expressly authorised in the regulations in the relevant prize 
schedule. 

30. The decision of the Judge as to the merits of the exhibit 
and the competitor shall be final and binding whether or not 
such decision was made or purported to be made in 
accordance with these or any other relevant regulations and 
no appeal may be made or order for review or similar order 
sought therefrom to any court of law or other body on the 
question of merit of the exhibit or on any matter arising out 
of or in connection with the manner in which the Judge's 
decision was made or purported to be made or otherwise. 

31. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, the Judge may award a second or third prize 
instead of a first prize or may withold a prize altogether 
where he considers in his absolute discretion that such prize 
is not to be awarded. 

32. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule should there be a tie for any placing in any event 
or class, ~ubsequent placings in that event or class will be 
awarded such that the next placing will be the sum of the 
number of exhibits already placed plus one. (For example, if 
two exhibits tie for first place, the next placing to be awarded 
is third .) 

33. The Judge may make a reserve number, by marking it as 
such, of the exhibit next in order beyond those to which the 
prizes are awarded in every class where the number of the 
entries exceeds the number of prizes offered, if , in his 
opinion, the exhibit is of sufficient merit to deserve a prize ; 
he may also give commendations, in his opinion, they are 
deserved. 

34. Subject to Regulations 20 and 38, where a prize is 
disqualified, the Company may promote to that prize the 
exhibit next in order, whether such exhibit was awarded a 
prize or reserve number. Exhibits next in order thereafter, 
whether awarded a prize or reserve number may also be 
promoted to the prize immediately next in order. 

35. All prize cards awarded at the Show shall be exhibited 
with the exhibit for the duration of the period the exhibit is 
required at the Show. 

PROTESTS 

36. An Exhibitor or competitor may protest against an 
award won by an exhibit or competitor in the same class 
alleging infringement of the rules or ineligibility. 

37. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize 
Schedule, protests shall be addressed to the Principal 
Officer and be lodged at his office on the 1 st Floor, 
Administrative Building, cnr. DeGraves Street and Plummer 
Avenue, Show Grounds, before 12 noon the day after the 
award in question has been made or on the first day of the 
Show, whichever occurs later. Such protests shall be 
accompanied with a deposit of $20.00 which may be 
forfeited to the Company if in the sole opinion of the 
Principal Officer the protest is unfounded, frivolous or 
vexatious . 

38. If any exhibit which has been awarded a prize is 
disqualified the next in order for award does not necessarily 
become entitled to that or any prize . 

39. The protest and all matters arising therefrom shall be 
determined conclusively as to all matters by the Company 
and shall not be the subject of any appeal to any court or any 
order for review or of a similar nature. 

FIRE REGULATIONS 

40. Cooking, heating of water by any means whatsoever, the 
use of any device involving naked flames, and smoking are 
prohibited in or near any animal pavilion, stall , pen or locker. 

41 . The alteration or interference with any electrical wiring , 
switch, plug or socket is prohibited. The only mains powered 
electr~cal appliance which ma.y be use.d in a locker is a li~ht 
bulb fitted In the socket prOVided. MainS powered electrical 
applicances may only be used in or near any animal pavilion, 
pen or stall if they are, in the Company's opinion, essential 
for animal care. 
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GENERAL REGULATIONS FOR ALL COMPETITIONS 
VEHICLE PARKING 

42. Motor vehicles including trucks and stock transports 
will not be permitted to remain on the Show Grounds after 
unloading. They must be removed immediately, and will not 
be re-admitted to load for return until such time as the 
Company determines. Caravans will not be admitted to or 
remain within the Show Grounds without the prior written 
permission of the Company. 

43. Any vehicle , including trucks, stock transports , trailers 
and horse floats, and contents of that vehicle, located on the 
Company's property or in any area leased by the Company, 
shall be at the sole risk of the owner. The Company accepts 
no responsibility for any loss or damage, including loss or 
damage caused by the negligence of the company, its 
officers, employees or agents to any vehicle, or in the 
contents of any vehicle, located on the Company's property 
or in any area leased by the Company. 

44. Any vehicle located on the Company's property, or in 
any area leased by the Company, in contravention of the 
Company's regulations, terms and conditions of entry or 
parking restrictions is an illegally parked vehicle and may be 
removed by the Company, its officers, employees or agents . 
Any costs incurred by the Company in moving, towing away 
or storing an illegally parked vehicle shall be paid by the 
owner of the vehicle .

Competitions 

SPECIAL REGULATIONS 
101. The General Regulations appearing in this Schedule form 
part of the conditions of entry. In the event of any 
inconsistency between the General Regulations and these 
conditions, the General Regulations shall prevail to the extent 
of the inconsistency unless the General Regulations provide 
otherwise. 

102. All work must be the bona fide work of the Exhibitor or 
Exhibitors (where the class permits entries which have been 
made by more than one person) and in any event must be 
unaided. 

103. No exhibit entered at a previous Show of the Company 
may be entered at this Show. 

104. The Company may at its discretion reject any entry which 
it considers to have been made more than two years before 
the commencement of the Show. 

105. Exhibits which have been worn, used, or marked will not 
be eligible for entry. With the exception of Hand Weaving, 
exhibits that have or are suspected to have been washed or 
dry cleaned will be disqualified from winning a prize. 

106. All exhibits which are eligible for entry will be judged, but 
will only be displayed if the Company determines that it should 
be displayed and in any event only if space permits. 

107. Any protective covering fitted to an article must be 
removed before judging. 

108. An exhibit cannot be entered in more than one class. 

109. Equal placings will not be awarded. 

110. Where no first prize is awarded in a class, second and 
third prizes will be withheld; only very highly commended, 
highly commended and commended certificates may be 
awarded. 

111 . Exhibits which have been made by more than one person . 
are not eligible for entry, other than in those classes which 
specifically permit such exhibits. 

112. The Company may remove any exhibit from the class in 
which it has been entered if in its sole discretion it considers 
that the exhibit has been entered in an incorrect or 
inappropriate class or for any other reason whatsoever. The 
Company may place exhibits so removed in any other class or 
may at its discretion remove them from the Show altogether. 

EXHIBIT TICKETS 

113. Special exhibit tickets and relevant information will be 
forwarded to each entrant following the close and processing 
of entries. 
An exhibit ticket must be firmly attached where possible, to the 
front right hand corner of every exhibit with a small safety pin. 
Duplicate numbers must be attached to all articles comprising 
a collection. Where safety pins cannot be used, exhibit tickets 
must be suitably attached to the front right hand corner of the 
exhibit. 

Staples or straight pins must not be used to attach exhibit 
tickets. 

DEFINITIONS 

114. "ARTICLE" - means a particular item or piece. 
"GARMENT" - means an article of dress. 
"OUTFIT" - means a set of clothes. 

"SET" - means a number of items that belong together 
and in relation to clothes means items of dress 
intended to be worn together.

118. For those exhibits sold during the period of the Show, (Art 
Work, Bark Work, Ceramics, Porcelain Art and Figurines), 
cheques covering the sale less 20% commission, will be 
posted following the Show to the address of the exhibitor. 

COLLECTION OF EXHIBITS 

119. Exhibitors who will be collecting any exhibit from Pavi lions 
following the Show, must first present the exhibit ticket to the 
staff in the pavilion where the exhibit was housed. 

ARTS AND CRAFTS AND SCHOOL COMPETITIONS 

Classes 1 through 298, 304 to 333 Competition open to all. 
Classes 299 to 303 - Juniors Only (under 18 years) Classes 
334 through 449 School Competitions - open to students 
belonging to Schools, Clubs or any similar organisations. 
Classes 450 through 457 - Classes for Legally Blind
