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GENERAL REGULATIONS Xi

ACCOMMODATION

26. The Company is under no obligation to provide space tor
exhibits or accommodation for people accompanyiny the
exhibits. However, if the Company, in its discretion, does
allocate space tor exhibits or space for people to sleep. exhibils
may be placed and people may sleep only In the areas
allocated for such purposes by the Company. Any personal
belongings. equipment or property brought by Exhibitors, their
employees or tamilies, to the Show Grounds must be kepl in
the accommodation lockers or other areas allocated by the
Company for storage purposes.

JUDGING

27 The Company may alter the Judge for any particular class
at any time if it deems fit

28. No competitor or Exhibitor or person acting on behalt ol any
competitor or Exhibitor shall in any way intluence cunsult or
interfere with or attemplt to intluence consull or Intertere with
the Judge or endeavour 1o interfere with his treedom of choice
or judgment.

29 No exhibit or person in charge thereof shall be equipped
with, wear or display anything which indicates the ownership of
the exhibtt before or during judging unless this practice is
expressly authonised in the regulations in the relevant prize
schedule.

30 The decision of the Judge as to the merits ol the exhibit
and the competitor shall be final and binding whether or not
such decision was made or purported to be made in
accordance with these or any other relevant regulations and no
appeal may be made or order for review or similar order sought
theretrom to any court ot law or other body on the question of
merit of the exhibit or on any matter arising out ot or in
connection with the manner in which the Judge's decision was
made or purported to be made or otherwise.

31. Subject to the requlations in the relevant Prize Schedule,
the Judge may award a second or third prize instead ot a first
prize or may withhold a prize altogether where he considers in
his absolute discrelion that such prize is not to be awarded.

32. Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize Schedule,
should there be a tie tor any placing i any evenl or class,
subsequent placings in that event or class will be awarded such
that the next placing will be the sum of the number ot exhibits
already placed plus one. (For example, if two exhibits tie for
first place, the next placing to be awarded is third )

33. The Judye may rmake a reserve number, by marking it as
such, of the exhibit next in order beyond those to which the
prizes are awarded Iin every class where the number ot the
entries exceeds the number of prizes offered, it, in his opinion,
the exhibit is of sufticient merit to deserve a prize, he may also
give commendations, in his opinion, they are deserved.

34. Subject to Regulations 20 and 38, where a pnze is
disqualified, the Company may promote to that prize the exhibit
next in order, whether such exhibit was awarded a prize or
reserve number.  Exhibits next in order thereatter, whether
awarded a prize or reserve number may also be promoted 1o
the prize immedialely next in order.

35. All prize cards awarded at the Show shall be exhibited yvilh
the exhibit for the duration of the period the exhibit is required
at the Show.

PROTESTS

36 An Exhibitor or competitor may protest against an award
won by an exhibit or competitor in the same class alleging
infringernent of the rules or ineligibility

37 Subject to the regulations in the relevant Prize Schedule,
protests shall be addressed to the Prncipal Officer and be
lodged at his olfice on the 1st Floor, Administrative Building,
cnr. DeGraves Street and Plurmmmer Avenue, Show Grounds,
betore 12 noon the day after the award In guestion has been
made or on the tirst day of the Show, whichever occurs later
Such protests shall be accompanied with a deposit ol $20 00
which may be forfeited to the Company if in the sole opinion of
the Principal Ofticer the protest 1s unfounded, frnivolous or
vexalious.

The only mains powered
electnical apphance which may be used in a locker 1s a hght
bulb fitted In the sockel provided. Mains puwered electrnical
appliances may only be used in or near any anmimal pavilion, pen
or stall 2f they are, In the Company's opinion, essential for
animal care.

VEHICLE PARKING

be permitted to remain on the Show Grounds after unloading
They must be removed immediately, and will not be re-admitled
to load for return until such time as the Company determines
Caravans will not be admitted to or remain within the Show
Grounds without the prior written permission of the Company

43. Any vehicle, including trucks, stock transports, trailers and
horse floats, and the contents of that vehicle, localed on the
Company's property or in any area leased by the Company,
shall be at the sole risk of the owner. The Company accepts no
responsibility for any loss or damage, including loss or damage
caused by the negligence ot the Company, its otficers,
employees or agents to any vehicle, or in the contents ot any
vehicle, located on the Company's property or In any area
leased by the Company
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44 Any vehicle located on the Company's properly, or in any
area leased by the Company, in contravention ol the
Company's regulations, terms and conditions ol entry or parking
restrictions 1s an illegally parked vehicle and may be removed
by the Company, its olticers, employees or agents.

102 All work must be the bona fide work ol the Exhibitor or
Exhibitors (where the class permits entries which have been
made by more than one person) and in any event must be
unaided.

103. No exhibit entered at a previous Show ol the Company
may be entered at this Show.

INGREDIENTS:

5 x 55gm eggs (beaten), 250gm butter, one and
one third cup soft brown sugar, 2 cups plain
flour, half cup S.R. flour, one and half
teaspoons nutmeg, 2 teaspoons mixed spice, 2
teaspoons cinnamon, teaspoon ground ginger,
500gm sultanas, 250gm seeded raisins chopped
finely, 250gm currants, one third cup mixed
peel, halft cup glace cherries chopped, half cup
blanched almonds roughly chopped, 2
tablespoons brandy, sherry or rum.
