“Red on Red”
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A BRIEF HISTORY OF THE RASV - VAPS
NATIONAL EXHIBITION 1969-1993

When the Melbourne International Exhibition of Photography lapsed in 1966, the Executive of
the Victorian Association of Photographic Societies was concerned that there was no National or
International Exhibition of Photography in Victoria.

Negotiations commenced with the Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria to stage a National
Exhibition and in 1969, Alex, Allan and Phil Wilson headed a committee of V.A.P.S. executive and
co-opted members to organise the first RASV/VAPS National Exhibition of Photography. The
exhibition ran from the first Sunday to the last Saturday of the Royal Melbourne Show and was
allocated the Mezzanine of the Mitchell Stand after the cat club exhibits moved out on the Saturday
evening. The show committee installed the exhibition starting work early on Sunday morning to be
ready for the opening at 10.00 a.m. Camera Club Members assisted the Executive to man the
exhibition from 10.00 a.m. to 10.00 p.m. in 3 shifts, for the duration of the Show. The Mitchell
Stand was an open area and prints were hung in clear film envelopes, supplied by Kodak, to
protect them from dust and whatever other elements prevailed during the Show.

The Mitchell Stand was less than favourable for a photographic exhibition and negotiations took
place to obtain a better venue where entries would not be at risk. In 1974 the exhibition moved to
Stand C14, Lobb Street, just near the Main Gate. Here it was possible to install the exhibition
before the Show commenced and display work for the entire Show. This venue was not shared but
it was necessary to paint the interior and floor to clean it up prior to each year’s exhibition. Ivor
Edwards was Exhibition Chairman from 1971-77, assisted by Loris Peggie, all the VAPS Executive
and a large group of volunteers from Camera Clubs.

For the next ten years Camera Clubs organised the exhibition.: 1978 Broadmeadows Camera
Club, 1979-80 Doncaster Camera Club, 1981-82 Ivanhoe Photographic Society, 1983-84
Camberwell Camera Club and 1985-86 Melbourne Camera Club with Dr. Gatt as Chairman.
1987-89 Rob McKay chaired the exhibition. These two gentlemen were both members of the
Melbourne Camera Club and VAPS Inc. Council. In 1990-93 the exhibition was organised by the
VAPS Inc. Council with Adrian Smith as Chairman. During this twenty-one year period the venue
also changed to the Photography Building, P.B. Ronald Pavilion and then to McCracken Avenue.

Sections have varied slightly over the years — Prints include: Pictorial, Nature, People, Photo-
journalism and Social Documentary. When colour prints increased, the pictorial/open section was
divided into Monochrome and Colour. In 1991 a Commercial Print section was sponsored by
Michael’s Camera and Video and a Junior Print section was also added. In 1993 Commercial Prints
were permitted in all sections. In Slides the sections were: Pictorial, Nature, Experimental, People,
Photo-journalism and Social Documentary. Youth Slides and Prints were included in 1971 but were
discontinued due to lack of entrants. The Exhibition has had the Australian Photographic Society’s

approval since 1970.

The Stereo Society of Australia arranged an Open Section in conjunction with the 1970 to
1978 Exhibitions and from 1974 this section was raised to become an International Exhibition of
Stereo Photography receiving The Photographic Society of America and Royal Photographic

Society approval.

Several other changes have taken place over the years: 1982 saw the first cash prizes awards.
Prior to the most sponsors had presented trophies. In 1983 the 15th RASV/VAPS Exhibition
joined with the 12th Warragul National Exhibition to become an Exhibition Circuit. In 1991, an
Exhibition and Presentation Night was arranged for camera club members and the public to view
some of the entries, prior to the exhibition being set up at the Showgrounds.
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A BRIEF HISTORY OF THE RASV - VAPS
NATIONAL EXHIBITION 1969-1993

In the early years, the number of entrants and total entries were not recorded, only the
acceptances, but statistics reveal a steady growth of the Exhibition with a very high spot in 1984
when 195 entrants submitted 2480 entries with 658 acceptances. The success of this Exhibition
has hinged on the loyal support of the many entrants who have regularly submitted their work.

Judges are an integral part of every exhibition and over the years ninety-two volunteers have
worked in panels of three to select the successful entries. Many have given their services on a
number of occasions and the quality of each exhibition rests on their selections.

Judging days are always busy days with many volunteers needed to act as stewards, recorders,
sorters and so on. Ever keen to be involved, there was never a problem to get enough people
willing to give their services to this exhibition.

Sponsorship is also a major factor in organising a successful exhibition and over the years some
fifty-five companies, organisations and individuals have given financial support, donated trophies
and assisted with the production of the catalogue. Of the long list of sponsors, the following have
supported almost every exhibition: Kodak (Australasia) Pty. Ltd., Agfa-Gevaert Ltd., llford (Australia)
Pty. Ltd., C.R. Kennedy & Co. Pty. Ltd., R. Gunz (Photographic) Pty. Ltd. and Michaels Camera
and Video. Without this regular assistance, the task of organizing an exhibition would be very
difficult.

During the entire 25 years, it has been necessary to liaise with a representative of the Royal
Agricultural Society. Assistance was willingly and promptly given in every way possible to make the
Photography Section a success.

The dedication of a large number of people over the last twenty-five years, has certainly helped
to develop the Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria and Victorian Association of Photographic
Societies National Exhibition of Photography into an exhibition of which all Victorians can be very
proud.
