GUIDE TO WHAT JUDGES ARE LOOKING FOR 

1. Entries must meet the criteria required in the Show Schedule. (Transfers will only be 
permitted at stewards and judges discretion) . 
2. Tension - should be even, without evidence of rubbing/pulling of threads. 
3. Cleanliness - work should be clean . 
4. Finishing - ends of threads should not be visible. 
5. No missed or split stitches. 
6. Pre-trammed work is permitted but background must also be worked. 
7. Coverage - no canvas should show in TenVContinental stitch designs. Other 
stitches - visible canvas may be incorporated into the design e.g. Lattice work. 
8. TenVContinental stitch may be worked in either direction - diagonally to the left or 
the right, so long as all run in the same direction (likewise for cross-stitch) . 
9. Work may be highlighted by use of metallic threads, beads, etc. 
10. Blocking/Stretching - should be straight, without obvious bubbling/irregularities. 

I was pleased to note an overall improvement in the general standard of entries, and 
some innovative designs. Most common errors were uneven tension and missed 
stitches - exhibitors need to ensure that they examine their work in detail before 
framing/making up. Presentation was generally of a high standard, except for a couple 
of items that were grubby (another thing to check before framing). Slightly disappointed 
in low numbers, also limited use of textured stitching.

COMPOSITE CAffiE 
In recognition of the growing influence Composites are having in Australia's beef 
herd, a show section has been introduced to create comparisons, stimulate 
discussion and develop industry benchmarks. 

At the 2003 Royal Melbourne Show, we introduced competition classes for 
Composite breeds in an effort to make the Show more relevant to the commercial 
beef cattle industry. 

In 2004, we will continue to offer a section for Composite breeds. 

This section will run parallel to our stud classes. It should be noted that Composite 
cattle will not be eligible for inclusion in the Interbreed competitions. They will 
comply with the Beef Cattle regulations, including the provision of registration 
documents. 

BREEDPLAN 
Breed Societies who have accepted the use of Breedplan data are Angus, Hereford, 
Shorthorn and Simmental. 

Code of practice for the use of Breedplan data in Beef Cattle Judging at the 2004 
Royal Melbourne Show is as follows: 

(a) Breedplan data is only available to be used in Beef Cattle Judging if: 
(i) The respective Breed Society agrees for Breedplan data to be utilised in the 
judging of their breed of Beef cattle. 
(ii) The respective Breed Judge then if he/she so desires, can then utilise 
Breedplan data in the breed judging. 

(b) Breedplan data is only used if both the Breed Society and Breed Judge agree for 
Breedplan data to be used. Subject to this agreement, Breedplan data will also 
be available ringside for the general public. 

(c) Breedplan data will then be utilised in accordance with the following: 
(i) The Judge is not to rely solely upon Breedplan data to arrive at judging 
decisions. 
(ii) The Judge is to assess e,?ch class visually without reference to Breedplan 
data to the point of making his preliminary placings in the class. 
(iii) The Judge may then, if he/she so desires, ask for Breedplan data 
appertaining to those animals which he/she has provisionally placed 1st to 4th 
in the class and subject to item (iv) , he/she may use the data to assist him/her 
in making his/her final placings among those four animals. The remainder of 
the class is to be placed by visual assessment only. 
(iv) If any of the top four animals, as described in item (iii), does not have 
Breedplan data available to the Judge at the time of judging, then the Judge 
will complete his/her final placements without reference to Breedplan data for 
any animal In the class.

122. Every animal exhibited in the Beef Cattle section will be subject to an inspection, 
carried out by an inspector appointed by the Society.

124. Exhibitors are required to have their stock attended and clean in readiness for 
inspection by not later than 8:00am. on the relevant day. The inspector(s) shall on the 
relevant day make every effort to submit their report before 1 :OOpm to the Society. 
125. No Exhibitor shall be permitted to exhibit any cattle bearing marking brands or 
tattoos not consistent with those shown on the relevant entry form or Breed Society 
records. 
126. Exhibitors are strongly advised to inspect marking brands and tattoos prior to 
lodging entry forms and before departure for the show. 
127. Without prejudice to any other applicable rules, if the relevant inspector 
determines that any animal entered for exhibition:

has no preparation other than normal feeding and fitting with the exception of normal 
dressing of hair, hoofs and horns.

(a) An operation or any kind of surgery materially attering the structure or the 
natural conformation of any part of the animal's body. 

(b) The infusion or injection of any drugs or any other substance or the insertion of 
any object into the teats, blood vessels, muscles or under the skin of any animal 
to restrict the flow of milk or alter its natural physical attributes. 

(c) The setting of the teats of an animal with any form of glue or other setting 
substance or any other action which alters the natural teat placement of an 
animal.

175. All prize-winning cattle must be taken on Grand Parade in accordance with the 
printed programme after judging day. No ribbons will be permitted on Exhibits except 
those won during the Show. 

176. Leather halters must be worn by all Exhibits in Grand Parades. 

SALES AND NOTICES 
177. Exhibitors are permitted to display cards over the stalls stating that an animal is 
for sale provided such cards do not exceed 30cm x 25cm in size. No other 
advertisements or notices (except by permission of the Society) are permitted on or in 
any stalls or buildings. 

178. A Commission of 1.25% shall be paid to the Society in respect of all stock sold 
on the Showgrounds. 

STUD IDENTIFICATION NOTICE 
179. Each Exhibitor is permitted to display one sign 600mm x 1200mm in size 
provided that such sign carries only the stud name, address, telephone number, 
facsimile number and e-mail address. 

JUDGING 
180. The following regulations shall be read subject to General Regu lations 10.1 to 
10.6 and 11 .1 to 11.7 of the General Regulations. 

(a) Exhibits shall be present at the appropriate judging ring and ready to enter the 
judging ring at the time specified in the Timetable for the event to take place. 
Exhibits shall enter the judging ring immediately upon request by the appropriate 
Steward. 

(b) Persons in charge of Exhibits must in no circumstances leave their Exhibits 
unattended at or in the judging ring. 

(c) Persons in charge of Exhibits at or in the judging ring shall not address the judge 
unless authorised by the Steward in Charge or the Judge himself. 

(d) Judges shall have the right to order that a cow be milked dry before awarding a 
prize. 

(e) All attendants leading stock in the judging ring or on Grand Parade shall wear 
uniform white coats or approved breed uniform. Such white coat or uniform must 
in no way show any insignia or any descriptive markings indicating the 
Exhibitor1s name and/or stud name or prefix. 

FIRE REGULATIONS 
181 . Persons who breach General Regu lations 13. 1 to 13.3 (Fire Regulations) may be 
required by notice from the Society to forthwith remove themselves and their Exhibits 
from the Showgrounds. The Exhibitor and Exhibits concerned may be prohibited from 
entry to one or more future Shows. The determination of the Society in this regard 
shall be final and not be called into question in any manner or in any proceedings 
whatsoever. 

An Exhibitor, upon receipt of a notice pursuant to this regulation , shall forthwith 
remove all his Exhibits and failing such removal by the Exhibitor within the time 
prescribed by the Society, the Society may remove or cause to be removed all the 
animals concerned and all costs and expenses of such removal shall be borne by the 
Exhibitor and shall be refunded to the Society. 

182. Smoking Is at all times prohibited in the pavilions.

183. The prize money advice slip issued by the Society will denote each ca h prize 
won by either class number or special prize number viz. ($032)

184. The Society reserves the right to increase, alter or delete peclal priz or pri 
rnoney.

315. All Exhibits must be either polled or dehorned. 
316. All Exhibits must comply wi th the Property Identifi cation Code and National 
Lives~ock Identificati on Scheme _regulations of Victoria. Exhibits not appropriately 
1dent1f1ed by means of an electronic tag may be deemed ineligible. 
317. The Society reserves the right to insist that ineligible animals be removed from 
the Showgrounds at the expense of the Exhibitor.

Ossification, maxi mum 300; 
Fat Distribution, even over rump, loin and ribs. 

327. Carcases wi II not be penalised for bruising should any occur. 

ACQUISITION OF CARCASES
