CHALLENGE

1. Each Country Agricultural Society in Vic-
toria, or a gymkhana registered with the Eques-
trian Federation of Australia, is invited to co-
operate in qualifying competitors for these
trophies, by providing annually riding competi-
tions for competitors under 15 years of age on
the day of its Show.

2. Each Society conducting qualifying com-
petitions is requested to notify the Royal Agri-
cultural Society of Victoria of the names and
addresses of the winners and ‘‘runners-up,” so
that if it is found that, for any reason, the
winners were ineligible, an opportunity may be
given the “runners-up” to compete in the Cham-
pionship Competitions.

3. Such competitions to be named ‘“The Good
Hands Qualifying Riding Competitions,” and the
Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria to pro-
vide suitable certificates for presentation to the
winners.

4, The holder of a R.A.S. Qualifying Certifi-
cate, won in the same year, shall not be eligible
to compete.

5. The competitors shall be judged solely on
their riding ability—mount, saddlery or costume
will not be taken into account, but special atten-
tion will be paid to hands and seat, general man-
agement and control of the horse or pony.

CHAMPIONSHIP COMPETITION.
