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Message from the
Head Judges

The Melbourne Royal Australian International
Beer Awards, celebrating its 30th year in 2023,
surpassed previous records with an impressive
2,826 exhibits entered. Over 400 breweries from
21 countries participated in the competition,
showcasing the global reach and appeal of the
event. With over one-third of the entries (1,050
exhibits) being kegs, the awards continue to
maintain their status as the largest annual

beer competition in the world assessing both
draught and packaged beer. The increasing
number of entries reflects the growing interest
and participation in the global beer industry,
making the Australian International Beer Awards
a significant platform for breweries to showcase
their craft and compete for recognition, while
offering a comprehensive evaluation of the diverse
range of beer styles and categories.

In 2023, the role of head judge was shared, with
each of us taking on the position for one day of
judging. The primary focus of this role is to ensure
the competition maintains and builds on the
consistency, quality and integrity of our judging
panels and processes. Utilising the feedback
collated from 2022, we were able to provide
guidance and continue developing individual
capabilities. As a result, several associates were
elevated to the role of judge and existing judges
were promoted to table captains, whereby
increasing knowledge, experience, and diversity
across panels. With a record number of table
captains, this also ensured opportunities for
coaching, mentoring and succession planning,
while strengthening the calibre of our judging
cohort as we rotated table captain positions.

The judging process unfolded over three days
at the Melbourne Showgrounds, where a panel
of 75 judges evaluated the entries. This year,
we welcomed back international judges after a
three-year hiatus, rounding out our Australian
contingent. We saw a wide cross-section of judges,
represented by people that are relatively new
to judging or those that are highly experienced.
Each day, the judges evaluated approximately
60 beers, carefully assessing their qualities and
characteristics. The judges awarded an overall
309 Gold, 661 Silver and 906 Bronze medals.

On day four, the trophy round took place, where the
top contenders were further examined, and winners
were selected for each of the 36 categories.

Each panel consisted of a table captain, three to
four judges and an associate. Beers were evaluated
and scored out of 20 points across specific style
and technical criteria. All beers were presented

to the judges with a double-blind identifier for
anonymity. Further refinement of software this year
provided transparency and visibility of table scores
and comments as entered, reinforcing tighter
correlation and consistency across the panel.

The Australian International Beer Awards
wouldn’t be as successful if not for the input of
several people and teams. Firstly, the exceptional
professionalism and conduct of the volunteer
stewards during the four-day event was highly
commendable and was reinforced by everyone
that took part in the competition. They played a
crucial role in managing the needs of the judging
panels, as well as accommodating any changes or
unique requests that arose during the competition.
Their dedication and willingness to assist without
hesitation contributed to the smooth running of
the event.
